Placed Lower

Government  Estimate
10,734,000, Decline
Of 407.000

Is

Another sharp drop in the na-
tlon's estimated cotton wvield for
this year was shown in the month-
Iy forecast fssued by the depart-
ment of ngriculture in Washington
Monday, but the estimate had little
effect on the market. The decline
apparently had been anticipated.

The government forecast placed
production nt 10,784,000 bales, as
compared to the estimnte of 11,140,-
000 n month ago and 11,464,000 in
Dctober.

This represented a decline of 407,-
000 bales from last month, and ap-
proximately 710,000 bales in 60 days.

Estimuted production still was
well above the Tigure for iast year,
which was 0019834 bales, but far
below Lhe 1833 figure of 12106377
hales,

Ginnings In the nation as of Dec.
1 totaled 9,362.643 bales, Indicating
that practically all of the erop has
been hurvested. Acreage for harvest

Efforts to salvage wsomething
from the wreckage of the Wash-
ington treaty, the first naval dis-
armament pact In the history of
the world, appeared forlorn.
The lust feeble dyke between the
world and a naval race costing bil-
llons doomed to fall before the
riging tide of natlonalism,
The pressure alrendy was trem-
endous, owing to the struggle for
dominance in the Mediterranean
precipitated by the Italo-Ethiopian
crisis, when Britain sent invita-
tions to the conference to the Uni-
ted States, Japan, France and
Italy.
It was recognized that the cons
ferenced wns called almost solely
because of the obligations imposed
upon the five strongest by the pact
they gigned at Washington 13
years ugo, A clause providing that
the treaty should become Inopera-
tlve two years after denunclation
of any of Ita Isgnatories wius in-
voked a ygar ago by Japan. An-
other clause provided that, in the
event of denunciation, a confer-
cence ahould be held within a year,
Since invitations were lssued, a
serlous crisly bas arisen in the
Far Eust becnuse of tha movement
to wseparate flve provinces of
Northern China from control of
the Central Chinese governmaent,
Both Washington and London
have ‘expressed grave concern.
They have Intimated that they
would frown upor® any violatlon of
thelr rights under the nine-power
treaty, negotiated as a companion
agreement to the naval pact.

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ACADEMIC FREEDOM

Much discussion is being had concerning the require-
ment that school and college teachers shall take an oath to
suzport and uphold the constitution of United States. Laws
requiring this have been enacted in twenty-two states, sey-
en of them this year, and similar bills have been introduced
in twenty-two other legislatures. The national congress
adonted a law not only requiring such an oath but making
each teacher in Washington City sign a sworn statement
i that communism was not taught before they can receive
: their pay check. The laws.requiring the ta king of the oath
were urged by the Daughters of the American Revolution,
the American Legion and Auxiliary and the Veterans of
Foreign Wars.

The National Educational association and the Ameri-
can Federation of Teachers oppose the taking of the oath
and demand “academic freedom™ and a resolution adopted
by the first-named body said, “the sudden singling out of

teachers to take an oath of allegiance is a means of in-[

timidation which can be used to destroy the right of acade-
mic freedom.” )
As long as the state is paying for the teaching service

it would appear proper for the teachers to agree to teach
——what the governing body of the state prescribed, and to re-
frain from teaching what was forbidden, and do it without
g,]::hon, so long as they remained in the employ of the

Another phase which may have not presented itself to
some teachers is that while objecting to the government
making such a requirement they have been earnestly call-
ing for a department of education with a member of the
cabinet. This has not been granted but the demand con-
tinues in many educational meetings. The natural course,
should this demand be met, would be for the government to
exercise much greater supervision of educational institu-
tions than it now does, for when the government supplies
money it insists on overlooking the spending. :

Instead of a simple oath to support the constitution the
government might make further rules and regulations
when and if the department of eduecation is created.
