Minimum Wage Legislation
And Increased Social
Security Taxes May Boost
Telephone Rates

The new Minimum Wage Legis-
lation, which was passed by
Congress and signed by President
Truman during October, 1949, be-
came effective on January 25,
1950. The new law increases
minimum wages from forty cents

to seventy-five cents,

Mr. Brewer, District Manager
for the Telephone Company,
pointed out that the telephone

companies are going to be hit
hard by the extra operating costs
resulting from the changes in the
minimum wage law. Telephone
service is a round-the-clock busi-
ness, with three shifts every
twenty-four hours, seven days a
weaeek. This means the new law
will hit the telephone companies
harder than the average business

In addition, Social Security
Taxes were advanced on January
1, 1950, from one percent to 1%
percent. As in the past, the em-
ployer matches the amount de-
ducted from each employee’s pay
check and deposits these funds
with the Social Security Admin-
istration. During 1949, the tax
paid on an annual income of
$2,500 amounted to $25.00. Dur-
ing 1950, the same income will re-
quire a Social Security Tax of
$37.50.

Telephone companies have only
one source of revenue from which
to pay their costs of operation—
that is from the rates paid by sub-
scribers to the service. Mr. Brewer
stated that he could see no way
the Company could avoid increas-
ing rates in months ahead to off-
set these and other rising costs of
providing telephone service.
