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MERKEL YOUTH 
DIES IN FALL 
UNDER TRAILER

Funeral Services. I^r^ely Atten­
ded by Students and Friends 
Held Friday Afternoon; Six 
Sophomores as Pall Rearers.

J. W. Mansfield, Jr., 16-year-old 
Merkel High school boy, son of Mr. 
and Mrs. John Mansfield, met a trag­
ically pitiful death beneath the wheels 
of a heavily loaded truck trailer on 
the Catclaw bridge in western Abilene 
at 11:45 Thursday morning of last 
week, brief and hurried mention of 
which was made in last week’s issue 
of The Mail.

The youth was taken to the West 
Texas Baptist saniUirium in an am­
bulance, but died before the sanitar­
ium was reached. His head was crash­
ed beneath a truck trailer.

Just as soon as word was received 
here, the grief-stricken parents, ac­
companied by W. S. Dickerson, local 
manager of the West Texas Utilities 
company, for whom the boy’s father 
was lineman, and other friends rush­
ed to the Abilene hospital, but death 
had been almost instant.

Young Mansfield was riding back 
of the cab of the truck, bed and 
trailer of which were loaded with 
plow toels. The implements were 
being carried to Abilene by Leroy 
Jinkens and Joe B. Toombs of this 
city.

A short time before they reached 
the bridge, Jinkens, who was driv­
ing, said he turned around and ask­
ed the boy if he was cold, or would 
he like to ride inside. He said the 
youth answered no to both ques­
tions. Toombs was in the cab with 
Jinkens. he stated.

It was not until the boys felt a 
 ̂ bard bump just a.s they approached 

Catclaw bridge and had stopped to 
- vUnvestigate that they realized what 

* r f^ a d  happened. Both boys were badly 
shaken by the occurrence.

Just how the youth lost his balance, 
or how the accident occurred, will 
probably never be known. Clyde Fos­
ter, a Merkel truck driver, who was 
9nly a short distance behind the truck 

I trailer, said he .«aw young Mansfield 
topple and fall from the machine.

PENALTY LinED  
ALSO ON BACK 

SCHOOL TAXES
Penally and Interest Waived, if 

Paid Before January 31st. 
Sch<K>ls Need These Taxes Es­
pecially, Says Buritess.

A telegram has just been received 
by Supt. Burgess from State Supt. S. 
M. N. Marrs stating the act which 
exempts from penalties those who pay 
delinquent taxes before January 31st, 
1932, does apply to Merkel school tax­
es. The act applies to all taxes ex­
cept city taxes. It applies to all de- 
linqent taxes from 1836 up to and in­
cluding October 20, 1931; all taxes 
which were delimiuent on October 20
1931, may be paid t>y January 31
1932, without paying any of the pen 
ulties or interest which have accrued 
This means that any back taxes (ex 
cept city taxes) may be paid without 
having to pay any of the penalties or 
interest that may have accrued up to 
date. One may get a tax receipt for 
the.se delinquent taxes by merely pay­
ing the taxes—no penalties or inter­
est.

SCHOOL NEEDS TH ESE TAXES.
The superintendent of the Merkel 

Schools is again urging that if any 
taxes must go unpaid that these be 
not school taxes. He urges that you 
pay your school taxes first. In many 
places, I^rge tax payers are paying 
up their school taxes early in order 
for the school to run. We cannot af­
ford to close our schools. To do so 
would be a calamity, so far as the 
children are concerned. They cannot 
wait for their preparation for life. It 
is now or never with them. Should 
the Merkel schools not run full nine 
months, it would mean that all our 
credits earned during these fifteen 
years of struggle would be lost. The 
existence of the schools depends up­
on people paying their school taxes. 
Since the penalties are removed, now 
is a good time to take advantage of 
the opportunity to clear up your ti­
tle by paying all delinquent school 
taxes. He urges that if you can only 
only one of your different taxes that | 
this one be your school tax. |
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SOUTHWEST SAID TO HAVE 
MORE TO LOOK FORWARD 

TO THAN WHOLE: OF U. S.
St. Louis, Jan. 7.—A statement 

I that the southwest has laid a founda­
tion for an era of unprecedented in­
dustrial, commercial and agricultural 
progress, and “has more to look for­
ward to than any other part of the 
country,’’ was isued here Monday by 
M. H. Cahill, president of the Mis- 
souri-Kansas-Texas lines.

Calling attention to the vast re­
sources of the southwest, Cahill pre­
dicted that “this section of the coun­
try is certain of profit as a result of 
the changes that will result from the 
depression of 1931.”

Pointing out growth of the south­
west “has only conunenced,” the rail­
road president said:

“Depressionj, bring readjustments, 
and it is the territories offering great­
est opportunities that profit most fro 
est opportunities that profit most 
from the inevitable shifting of cap­
ital, population and indutry.”

Although 1931 was marked by a 
genersJ lack of industrial develop-1 
ment, 168 new industries located along I 
the Katy route in the southwest, Ca­
hill announced. They represent an in­
vestment of $6,263,850, are expected 
to provide employment for 2,789 per­
sons and to produce an annual esti­
mated tonnage of 42,000 cars of 
freight.

Los Angeles, Cal., Jan. 7.—Speak­
er John N. Gamer of the house of 
representatives was lauded ag “an­
other Champ Clark” Saturday night 
by William Randolph Hearst in an 
address in which the publisher asked 
“Who will be the next President?"

Terming Clark’s defeat for the 
democratic presidential nomination by 
Woixlrow Wilson in 1912 America’s 
great misfortune, Mr. Hearst called on 
the nation to “think carefully and 
act firmly regarding the political sit­
uations of this eventful year."

The publisher’s address, delivered 
by radio, also advanced an explana­
tion of President Hoover’s unpreca- 
dented unpopularity in the assertion 
that “he hag always been a W’ilson- 
ite.”

»AYS IN FLU EN C ES BEAT CIJUUC.
He said Ciiamp Clark was the nat- 

u.Ai candidate of the democratic par­
ty in 1912, and continued:

“Great influences, which were in no 
sense democratic, and whicls. had no 
place in democratic councilsrtbecause 
they Itad no interest in democratic 
success, stepped into the situation.

“Tlieir object wa# to secure the 
to prevent a genuine democrat from 
being nominated.

“Their object wa to secure the 
nomination of some one who would 
either insure the election of the re­
publican candidate, or who would, if 
himself elected, not be unfriendly to 
the selfish purposes of these powerful 
influences.

“With the aid of two-thirds rule, 
and the egotistic activities of Mr. 
Bryan. Champ Clark wa« cheated of 
the nomination and Woodrow Wilson 
nominated in his place.

to confess such ignorance. “W’hy they,” he answered, are the 
big shots, the insiders, the international bankers, the Inter- 
csts«**

“Oh,” I .said, and thanked him and went on my way.
When I graduated from college I had a great deal of awe of 

the Interests, and at that period they were indeed pretty pow^ 
erful. Important corporations were comparatively few, and 
those few were small in comparison with today.

Their stock was controlled by a compact group of men 
by acting together, could otten make or break the market. MoV  ̂
gan could get them all in a room and tell them what to do.

But times have changed. Corporations are enormous; shares 
are scattered among millions. They, the interests, are not what 
they used to be.

One time I .served on a civic committee, most of w hose mem­
bers were bankers. The executive .secretary was a bright young 
college graduate. He said to me: “I don’t have to worry; when 
this job is over those big l>anKi:s will take care of me.”

Well, the job was over, and 1 told him; “You are going to 
have a great shock as to the power of the International Bank­
ers. They may control millions, but one thing they can’t do is 
to get you a job. They may send you to the heads of certain 
corporations with letters of introduction, but they can’t inaisv 
that you b- hired. Those corporation managers wull reply to the 
tankers, ’You hold us responsible: you must let us alone’.”

It turned out as I predicted. The young man finally secured 
a job. but not by any help of the Interests.

I have seen several national elections, but never one in which 
the partners of any of the big international banking houses 
wer*» agreed upon a candidate.

Two partners, sitting side by side, would offset each other’s 
votes.

In the last analy.sis, who are they?
I’ll tell you. You and I are they. We run things. A business 

may have millions of capital, big plants, and huge sales forees.
