Filed For Social 
Security Benefits

Social security benefits to 65 
year old w orkers and to the fam ­
ilies of w orkers who die are not 
paid autom atically, Ralph T. 
Fisher, m anager of the Abilene 
social security office, cautioned.

In every case where payments 
are  due, a claim m ust be filed 
w ith the -social security office to 
s ta rt the ball rolling. The law 
places a lim it on the num ber of 
back paym ents that can be made 
when a claim is not filed prom pt 
ly; no m ore than three m onth’s 
back benefits can be paid.

W hen a 65 year old w orker 
stops work, he should get in 
touch w ith the social security of­
fice w ithout delay. W hen a w or­
ker dies, someone in the fam ily 
should m ake it a point to inquire 
about possible benefits to the  
survivors. In either case, if act­
ion is delayed more than  th ree 
m onths afte r death or retirem ent 
one or m ore m onthly paym ents 
m ight be lost.

Veterans Over Payments To Be Taken 
From National Service Lite Dividends

More than a  h a l f  m i l l io n  v e t -

money as the result of over­
paym ents on subsistence allow­
ances or other veterans benefits 
or defaults on loans guaranteed 
by the Veterans Adm inistration 
may find all or part of their 
share of the forthcoming special 
dividend payment on National 
Service Life Insurance deducted 
to cover their debts, the VA said 
today.

VA estim ated that somewhere 
between 20 and 30 million dol­
lars of such debts may be col­
lected from the N S II  dividends.

All of the individuals concern­
ed are aw are of their indebted­
ness to the governm ent and 
know that it is deductable from  
other VA payments to which

th e y  m a y  b e  e n t i t le d ,  th e  a g e n c y
said.

Some 600,000 veterans are cu r­
rently  indebted to the VA for 
a total of about 70 million d o l­
lars. The bulk of this am ount 
constitutes over payments on 
subsistence allowances for ve t­
erans taking educational courses 
or tiain ing under the GI bill.

O ther types of indebtedness 
are over payments on pensions, 
corr.pensaion or readjustm ent a l­
lowances, and losses m ade good 
to lenders on defaulted GI loans.

A considerable num ber of ve t­
erans are  now repaying indeb t­
edness by having deductions 
from monthly checks. W hen the 
overpaym ent is wiped out, as it 
may be by the dividend deduct­
ions, there will be no fu rther 
monthly withholding.

Wet Fields Cause 
Harvest Delay

Wet Fields over most of the 
S tate delayed harvest of m ature 
crops. In the southern High 
Plains, field work was resum ed > seeding 
after only a short delay, b u t in 
most o ther area  work was in te r­
rupted until late  in the  week.
Soil m oisture supplies w ere ad­
equate to excessive in a ll areas 
except the northw estern  P a n ­
handle counties w here rain  
would benefit wheat. The nor­
ther which moved across the 
State over the weekend brought 
frost and freezing tem peratures 
on October 31 over the  no rth ­
western th ird  of the State. Some 
light frost had occurred earlier 
n some High Plains counties.

W heat on the northern  High 
Plains contiued to m ake good 
progress except in  w estern 
counties w here surface m oisture 
was inadequate for proper de­
v e lo p m e n t  a n d  so m e  w h e a t  h a d  
not germinated. In the south­
ern High Plains and Low Roll­
ing Plains, w heat m ade good
growth w ith im proved m oisture tures very soggy. W heat pas­

ture in the northw est was sup­
plying very  good feed particu­
larly  in the eastern Panhandle 
counties. ,

supplies. In  other sections of 
the State, small grains and w in­
ter cover crops contined to im ­
prove. The rains in terrupted  

operations in m any
areas.

In central and norm  Texas, 
rains in terrupted peanut harvest 
and caused heavy damage to 
hay and nuts still in windrows. 
Field work in m uch of east T ex­
as continued to be delayed by 
excessive m oisture and fu rther 
damage occurred to unharvest­
ed sweet potatoes, corn and pea­
nuts. Pecan harvest in west cen­
tra l Texas was In full swing.

Ranges and pastures continu­
ed supplying abundant feed in 
p rac tic a l^  all parts of the state. 
Rains late in the week in the 
Lower Valley counties w ill ben­
efit the dry  ranges in that area. 
W inter weeds, rescue grass, and 
clovers made very  good growth
d u r i n g  t h e  w a r m  d a y *  f .  ; l o w - i n  i f
