TidBit s

The Fort Worth Star-Tele­
gram in it.s edition of last Sun­
day, editorially points to a sol­
ution for the urban crisis 
which this newspaper among 
a number of other small town 
journals, has repeatedly em­
phasized.

Citing Census Bureau esti­
mates of an increase of 25 mil* 
lions in the population of the 
United States during the past 
ten years, the Star-Telegram 
declares:

"There has been a greater 
population crush in the United 
States than these rates of in­
crease show. It is because of 
the drift to the urban areas. 
Despite the fact that there are 
large areas of the country 
which are sparsely populated, 
with some areas even losing 
population, the problems caus­
ed by population density are 
growing.............

" In  the first 100 years . . . 
of the life of this nation the 
frontier was available for those 
who wanted elbow room and 
opportunities to start anew 
It is possible, perhaps, that 
what was once the frontier 
can be rediscovered. .

This crstwlule frontier in 
which many small communit­
ies are now provided with the 
means for good living is still 
here, continues the S-T . with 
"opportunities for people who 
are willing to be a little more 
responsible for their own wel. 
fare in exchange for f'cape 
from the jammed conditions of 
ths problem areas."

Population crowding, as 
these comments suggest, is as 
much a disaster to our urban 
centers as it deprives the rural
areas of healthful, stable de­
velopment It creates an e- 
qually morbid social imbal­
ance The American life and 
its standard of living are- in­
debted to something mote 
than the metropolitan cures 
about which is coming to be 
increasingly centered.

It is not too far-out to pre­
dict that there vFill be A trend 
hack to what has become a 
frontier in a new sense—a re- 
seeking of the virtues and val­
ues that lie in the smaller 
towns and cities of our Amer­
ican hinterland.

It offers both opportunity 
and caution.

As an opportunity it pre­
sents a challenge to those 
imaginative communities ag. 
gressive enough to provide 
the conditions attractive to 
this flight from social rot.

It is not easy. The means of 
a good life are costly in effort, 
money and taxes. Good hous­
ing. good schools, good hospi­
tal and medical services, good 
streets and public utilities are 
hard to come iby. But they 
are indispensable to a com­
munity seeking job-making in­
vestments and oppcmtunitie'S 
for both youth and older cit­
izens.

And even these are not e-
nough.

A wholesome cultural en- 
viroment is not to be had just 
by wishing for it; it is a 
product of ideals in action. 
And it is just as essential as 
employment and business op­
portunities if a town would 
attract a favored type of cit­
izenship which insist* upon 
life satisfactions over and a- 
bove mere existence.

The conditions which will 
produce ultimate solutions to 
our social ills—whatever the 
mechanics of these solutions 
—are possible only in such an 
enviroment, an atmosphere 
which involves mans appre­
ciation of his own dignity and 
a responsibility for the rights 
and welfare of his fellows. It 
is more possible in the “open 
Spaces" of our country than in 
its crowded centers.

An unofficial and as yet in­
complete tabulation of gross 
deposits from the 1969 peanut 
crop reported by the First 
State Bank of Rising Star, re­
veals an income about on par 
with last year’s record crop.

The recapitulation shows 
gross deposits of $1,786,794.81 
resulting from payments to 
peanut growers. This compares 
with gross deixsstts of $1,880, 
132 09 in 1968. or a decline of 
only about $95,000.

The Rising Star figures re­
flect the near record cash 
income to the county general­
ly, it was pointed out. Eastland 
county, and its neighbor coun­
ty, Comanchp, are the two 
highest peanut producing 
counties m the state and a- 
mong the highest in the nation 
Value of the crop to the coun­
ty at large is expected to top 
five millions of dollars.

Tonic and Peruna. There were 
some men of the community 
w ho felt the need of Peruna 
for their sUnnache's sake and 
bought the bitter stuff by the 
case and drank freely o f it.

Onion tea was always giv­
en to new born babies to cause 
hives to breakout. If this were 
not used it was a settled fact 
that the baby become serious­
ly ill and died at once.

Chewing tobacco /as boiled 
in water, strained and the li­
quid, luke warm, was dropped 
into the ear in case of ear 
ache. Sweet oil was another 
ear ache soother.

Castor oil along with Calo­
mel were taken periodically 
for biliousness. For cramp col­
ic there was pumpkin seed and 

I cot;on seed tea to be taken as 
hot as possible.

Every summer there was an 
epidemic of slow and typhoid 
fever. Many deaths occurred 
fron  these maladies, and poo 
pie were scared too death. 
They bought Liquizone. a clear 
liquid put up in tall red bot­

tles. A  cup full of the sour 
UiMag fluid was used in the 
bucket of drinking water.

almost killed the desire for a 
drink of water, and I dare say 
it did not prevent “catching 
the Fever", but by sheer pro­
vidence some people escaped 
the fever.

Far sick atom ache and nau­
sea. hot meal gruol was taken 
at intervals.

Quinine and Rhubarb were 
favorite remedies. Blood pur­
ifiers were sulphur and Mo­
lasses mixed and forced down 
the throats of unwilling kids. 
Equally as detestable were 
tablets of sulphur and Cream 
of Tarter, the size of a nickle 
to be held in the mouth until 
thoroughly dissolved. Often 
times these tablets were 
thrown into the weeks, with­
out the parents knowledge.

Liquid from garden heet 
tops that had been boiled, was 
used for infections from a 
stone bruise or from stepping 
on a rusty nail.

Home remedies, home rem­
edies and home remedies were 
as favored in by-gone days as 
are pills today.

and consequently cannot ac­
cept Medicare patients. As a 
result many community hos­
pitals are being forced to 
close.

This loss, enforced in the 
name of better standards of 
medical care, in reality 
threatens to do just the op­
posite. Before Medicare most 
small communities were able 
to provide hospital comfort 
and treatment for the normal 
bulk of bed cases occurring 
there. The doctors in these 
communities were generally 
competent to prescribe and 
enforce certain necessary 

. standards and. in cases re- 
| quiring special treatment, to 
refer their patieigts to the 
larger medical centers.

It is a good question whe­
ther or not the rules laid down 
by Medicare and enforced by 
power of the purse strings of
government, are contributing 
to the leaping co«*s of h<*pital 
treatment as well as depriv­
ing numerous local communi­
ties of institutions and servic­
es which sre important to the 
- table character of those com­
munities. Certainly these reg­
ulations are contributing im­
mensely to the overcrowding 
of the larger hospitals with 
cases, the most of which could 
be cared for in smaller, com­
munity institutions with less 
coat to the patients and the 
government.

Many small communities in 
central and West Texas sre 
threatened with the loss of 
hospitals which formerly did 
a good job o f taking rare of 
the greater number of local 
bed cases. These communities 
like thousands of others whore 
life has stabliung values nev­
er to be found In the conflicts 
of the big cities, are being 
destroyed by an urbanizing 
trend which the regulations 
of Medicare tend to re-enfor. 
re. In their buresuratic zeal 
the authors o f these regula 
tions are following a line we 
condein in authoritarian gov. 
emments.

It is another case of a pri 
ori assumpions. ideally justi 
fied, perhaps, but actually 
deadly to the vitality of the
democratic processes.

We are too much Inclined 
especially in the so-called rur­
al areas of the country, to ac­
cept with too little protest 
what these government bur. 
eaus decide for our benefit 
even when we know that they 
are in manv instances unjust 
inri damaging U> our way of

I life It is not unreasonable to 
success that Congress should 
make a critical examination 
a l the Medicare Tegulatirtns 
with respect to their influence 
both upon the costs and over­
all efficiency of our system of

| medical care and upon the 
vitality of community life, and

I I hope that the Loraine cam­
paign will generate a demand 
in that direction. The small 
community is up against im­
possible odds in dealing with 
bureaucracy.

Many of the requirements 
laid down bv inspectors from 
the State Health Department 
and other Medicare agencies, 
are gratuitous and arbitrary 
and often actually in conflict.

It would seem a much more 
sensible program to set up reg­
ulations that would encourage 
and help smaller communities 
to provide the means of pri­
mary hospital care, with cases 
that require advanced skills 
and equipment transferred to 
the larger hospitals.

By far the greater percent­
age of bed cases can be ad- 
quately cared for by local doc.

! ’ora and hospitals or clinics. 
The pressure on the larger 

| centers, where congestion con­
tributes to spiralling costs, 
would be lessened, and the in- 
fl uence upon rural life stand­
ards and the relief from ef- 

I fects of urban crowding would 
surely be oeueiiciai.
