TSTI Offers New Courses,
For Fields With Demand

TSTI in Amarillo will begin
training students in September
in two new career education
fields -- Feedmill Operation and
Maintenance and Saddle and
Tack Making.

Both new programs will be
36-weeks long and will train
people to work in industries
that have indicated a near
critical shortage of employes.

Applications are now being
accepted for enrollment in the
two new programs, which will
bring to 15, the number of
programs being offered by the
Mid-Continent Campus of
TSTI.

The growth of the livestock
feeding industry in the
Panhandle and South Plains
region has created a demand
for trained feedmill personnel.
A recent survey taken by
TSTI showed a need for 109
feedmill operators at 43
feedmills.

The course will include
classes in feeds, processing,
inventory control, mill mechan-
ics, welding, animal nutrition,
elements of supervision, plus

field trips to several operating
feedmills in the area.

The Saddle and Tack Making
program is an outgrowth of an
evening program that TSTI
began offering this year. A
survey of 19 potential employ-
ers turned up a need for 56
persons trained in this field.
Saddle and Tack Makers are
needed to meet the increasing
demand for custom made
saddles and accessories. Op-
portunities are available for
skilled craftsmen in this
industry either self-employed
or working for an established
business or firm.

Courses in the Saddle

and Tack Making curriculum
include; identifying fnd grad-
ing leather, saddle design and
layout, leather tooling, saddle
making, tack making, industrial
safety and bujsiness records.
. Both the Feedmill Operations
and Saddle and Tack Making
courses will be taught on a
five-day a week basis meeting
approximately seven hours
each day for 36-weeks.

A fast gathering thunder-
storm moved into Olton area
late Tuesday afternoon drop-
ping varying amounts of
rainfall and leaving in its wake
a trail of devastating hail.

Mosquito Problem Widespread,

‘Ten Commandments’ Listed

Heavy rainfall throughout
Texas is producing widespread
mosquito production, and a lot
of the problem may be occuring
in your own back yard, says the
Texas State Department of
Health. It only takes a little
standing water and some adult
mosquitoes to bring on the pain
and discomfort--and sometimes
diesease from mosquitoes.

All mosquitoes need water in
which to pass their early life
stages. Adult flying mosquitoes
frequently rest in grass,
shrubbery or other foliage but
they never develop there.

But give mosquitoes water
and they’ll multiply. Some
mosqitoes lay their eggs in

standing water where they
hatch in a day or two. Other
mosquitoes lay their eggs in old
tires, tin cans, or other
water-holding containers in
which they may remain
unhatched for weeks or months
until they are covered with
water.

With both types
toes, the wigglers or larvae
grow quickly and turn into
tumblers or pupae. Soon the
skin of the tumbler splits open
and out climbs another hungry
mosquito.

The director of the State
Health Department’s Vector
Control Division, Kenneth C.
Lauderdale, says that in
addition to being pests,
mosquitoes can be dangerous.
Such diseases as encephalitis,
yellow fever, dengue fever and
malaria are common diseases
spread by the flying insect.
They are big health problems in
other parts of the world.

One of the last epidemics of
mosquito-borne disease in
Texas was Venezuelan Equine
Encephalitis (VEE), which
entered the country through
Mexico. It struck many
people--mostly in the Rio
Grande Valley--and made heavy
inroads into the horse popula-
tion.

While mosquitos are a threat
to health and bodily comfort,
there is something that you as

of mosqui-

an individual can do to ease the.
situation, says Lauderdale.
Lauderdale calls this the Ten
Commandmants of Home Mo-
squito Control. They are:

1. Empty, remove, cover or
turn upside down any recep-
table that will hold water-par-
ticularly old bottles and tin
cans.

2. Change water and secrub
vases holding flowers or
cuttings twice each week--or
grow cuttings in sand.

3. Discard old tires or store
them indoors.

4. Screen rain barrels and
openings to water tanks or
cisterns. Seal cisterns not in
actual use.

5.  Repair leaky plumbing
and outside faucets. They may
cause standing water.

6. Connect open wastewater
drains to a sewage system, or
construct separate sump or
leach lines.

7. Clean clogged roof gutters
and drain flat roofs.

8. Fill holes in trees with
sand or mortar, or drain or
spray them, as required.

9. Stock ornamental ponds
with mosquito-eating fish.

10. Clean and drain
evaporative coolers frequently.

And remember, Lau-
derdale, that mosquitoes de
velop only in water. And, water
standing just a few davs can
produce a crop of mosquitoes!

You've heard the one about the
physician who -- determined to look at the
brighter side -- reported: “The patient died in
the best of health.”

Well, I'm beginning to wonder if that can
happen to a national economy.

Consider the evidence: Business is
booming. Profits are up. Manufacturers are
operating at capacity, selling everything they
can make. Retail sales are at record highs,
with consumers buying everything they can
get their hands on.

There are shortages of skilled labor,
leading some experts to speculate that the
definition of “full employment” should be
changed to reflect what we have now (about
5%unemployed), instead of the traditional
four percent figure, which is beginning to
look rather arbitrary.

Thanks to the high corporate profits,
federal tax revenues from business will be up
enough next fiscal year that the government
will probably show a much lower deficit than
expected earlier, and may actually show a
surplus.

. The foreign trade balance -- registering
sharp deficits in recent years -- shows signs of
improving after the last dollar devaluation.

Many economists believe the inflationary
spurt in prices early this year was caused by
temporary influences. They expect things to
cool off later in the year (assuming no new
spending binge by the federal government).

And the society is cooler, too. Our
campuses are ending a calm academic year.
Our big cities are free of riots. Many former
“revolutionaries” have quietly faded away;
others are making names for themselves
working within the system they tried -- and
failed -- to destroy. You hear little talk these
days that America is “coming apart at the
seams.”

On top of all that, we have disentangled
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ourselves from the longest and most
frustrating war in our history.

If all of the foregoing sounds to you like a
picture of a nation “in the best of health,”
that's the way it sounds to me, too.

So why is the stock market so low? And
why are foreigners showing their lack of
confidence in the dollar by demanding more
dollars for gold?

Do the spectators know something we
don’t?

I doubt it. I suspect the answer lies more in
the realm of psychology than economics.

Both the stock market and the
international money markets are highly
sensitive to mood-swings. And moods are
contagious. Let a few big speculators start
buying optimistically and soon they are
imitated by others. Prices go up quickly and
the expectation of a rising market becomes a
self-fulfilling “prophecy.Conversely, a little
pessimism in the wrong places can produce
exactly the reverse effect. '

The moods that produce these waves of
buying and selling are not  related to
economic events. Right now, for example, the
Watergate scandal is making many peoplé
feel uneasy. Watergate has absolutely
nothing to do with the national economy,
unless we want to go to the extreme of
imagining an impeachment attempt that ends
in civil turmoil (and what reasonable man
would go to that extreme?). Nevertheless
something like Watergate can
trigger one of these mood-swings and that,
eventually, may have an effect on the
economy.

All of which leads me to conclude that in

" many ways, big speculators are a lot less

sophisticated than the average citizen.

Expecting a pot of gold at the end of every
rainbow is not very realistic. But neither is it -
realistic to fear every bird in the sky is a
threat to your new hat.

Child Abuse Or Neglect

Reporting Is Mandatory

Day care workers, schooltea-
chers, doctors, neighbors --
' anyone, in fact -- who suspects
child abuse or neglect and fails
to report it may now be
charged with a misdemeanor
and punished by fine or jail
sentence.

The new law, which passed
both houses of the Legislature
in May and was signed into law
by Governor Dolph Briscoe
Wednesday (June 13), pre-
scribes punishment ranging
from $100 to $500 or a jail term
of 10 days to six months, or
both.

Rep. Chris Semos of Dallas,
House sponsor of the bill, says
the new law is simply an
extension of a 1971 law making
reporting child abuse manda-
tory. The problem now, Semos
says, is making the public
aware of the bill and urging
lawmen to enforce it.

Most doctors know how to
recognize abuse, particularly
through bone x-rays. They also
know to question multiple
bruises and cuts, unexplained
burns, hemorrhages and
anemia.

Schoolteachers, day care and

nursery school personnel,
neighbors and relatives are also
in positions to protect children
by reporting signs of neglect or

abuse which they have
observed.
The American Humane

Association’s Children’s Divi-
sion suggests some key signals
of abuse which may be present

in a child’s appearance or
behavior:

--Dirty or torn clothing, or
clothing inappropriate for the
weather

--Unusual fatigue or listless-
ness

--Lack of proper nourishment

--Physical injuries or com-
plaints

--Unattended medical prob-
lems, such as glasses or dental
work

--Unusual shyness or aggres-
siveness

--Frequent tardiness or
absence from school, or early
arrival and delayed departure
from school

The Association also sug-
gests that parental attitudes-
such as apathy toward his
problems and refusal to allow
him to take part in school
activities.

If abuse is suspected, it
should be reported to the
county child welfare unit or to
any local or State law
enforcement agency.

The report should include the
names of the parents and child,
their address, the child’s age
and the nature of the abuse. If
not all these facts are known,
then any information which can
direct an investigator to the
scene should be reported.

Names of persons who report
abuse are not revealed to
suspected abusers, and Texas
law grants legal immunity to all
reports made in good faith.

Quite often we hear of a
friend or acquaintance who has
suddenly been stricken with a
case of “food poisoning.” Or,
occasionally, a community may
experience an outbreak of food
poisoning from foods improp-
erly packaged or improperly
handled during and after
preparation.

Since summer normally is the
canning season when fruits and
vegetables are at their peak,
now is a good time to
re-emphasize canning pre-
cautions.

Health authorities in Califor-
nia reported that more than 62
per cent of all cases of botulism
were due to string beans,
asparagus, fruits and other
vegetables canned at home.
Another 24 per cent was due to
the preparation of animal
products. With the great
amount of home canning and
freezing done in Texas, officials
of the Texas State Department
of Health are concerned about
the possibility of this potential-
ly fatal disease.

You probably have had no
problems with home canning
and freezing. But then you may
have been lucky. How would
you answer these questions?

First, do you believe that
home freezing is the best
method of food preparation,
and the least likely to cause the
growth of germs?

Is the disagreeable odor
evident with spoiled food a
sure-fire indicator that the food
is spoiled?

Are nausea and diarrhea
always the first symptoms of
botulism?

Before answering these
questions, let’s take a closer
look at what food poisoning
really is.

Among bacteria involved in
food-borne diseases are three
arch criminals of the germ
world. These are salmonella
germs, staphylococcus and
botulism germs.

The source of salmonella is
found in .the intestines of
human carriers and domestic
animals and may be present in
meat or dairy products,‘eggs or
egg products.®One strain of
salmonella contaminated an
unchlorinated public deep
water supply in Riverside,
Calif., in 1966 and produced an
epidemic of 15,000 cases of
diarrhea.

Staphylococcal food poison-
ing may occur from a large
number of contaminated pro-
ducts.Contamination may be
from bovine origin--in contam-
inated milk or milk products, or
of human origin. Toxin-produc-
ing staphylococci of human
origin may come from purulent
discharges from infections of a
finger or hand, nasal secretions,
or the apparently normal skin
of hands and forearms. This is

one reason disposable plastic

A~ J.E. PEAVY, M.D., Commissioner of Health

gloves are widely used by food

handlers.
Good sanitation in food

preparation, plus proper cook-
ing and quick, thorough cooling
of prepared foods, are good
insurance against staph and
salmonella occurrences.
Botulism is caused by a
deadly poison--a toxin--pro-
duced by a germ found
abundantly in the soil. This
germ is one of the spore-form-
ing bacteria and is very
resistant to normal heat and
cold. It can grow without air,
which makes it such a sinister
threat in home canning. The
germ itself doesn’t cause
illness, but the toxin it
produces can be fatal to man.
Although some outbreaks have
been caused from commercial
products, the vast majority of
botulism cases have been due to

"eating improperly processed

home-canned foods.

Now let’s answer the
questions. First, the pressure
cooker method is safer and
preferred for canning. Still,
precautions should be taken as
to length of time and degree of

temperature for preparation of

any food. Studies on the heat
resistance of the spores of the
botulism germ prove that home
canning by the cold pack
method, still widely used in
Texas, is extremely dangerous.
All home-canned products
should be boiled for at least
three minutes with thorough
stirring before serving.
Second, is odor always
evident with spoiled foods? No.
Factors such as acidity and
nutrient value play a part in
odor. Canned foods could be
free of obnoxious odor, appear
in good condition and still
contain organisms of botulism.
Never use canned goods that
are puffed out on the ends or
spurt when opened. And, never

taste a suspect, canned- food
before it is cooked properly.
You can even get botulism by
smelling a contaminated food.

Third, are nausea and
vomiting usually the first
symptoms of botulism? Botu
lism’s clinical manifestations
relate primarily to the nervous
system. Change in voice, such
as hoarseness, often is the first
sign noted. It is a serious
intoxication (not an infection)

.characterized by weakness,

dizziness, headache and consti-
pation. However, vomiting and
diarrhea may occasionally
initiate illness. Symptoms
usually appear within 12 to 36
hours, sometimes several days
after eating contaminated food.
About two-thirds of patients
die within three to seven days,
usually from respiratory or
cardiac failure or from
infectious complications.

State Health Department
officials say that proper
preparation of all foods could
make botulism a thing of the
past.
