AND  BATTLEFIELD

Some of our readers fail to 
grasp clearly the details of the 
several causes which in the turn 
of the wheel of foitune exercised 
such potent influence on the 
results of battle. They do not 
understand how the South failed 
to achieve its independence from 
the many fortuitous events which 
gave course anti direction to the 
great drama acting on the field 
of Manassas. It has been said 
that Providence is always on the 
side of tho biggest guns and the 
heaviest squadrons. But we have 
seen that Buch is not always the 
case. If it were so, Pope, 
Hooker, Burnside and Grant 
would all have gotten to Rich­
mond before the month of April 
'65. In a former communication 
we made the statement that but 
for the conduct of Toombs, Fitz 
Lee, and one or two other events 
evolved by chance, apparently 
insignificant in themselves, but 
really pregnant with momentous 
consequences, the South would 
have crushed Pope at Manassas, 
to be followed by pourparlers over 
the question of peace and the in 
dependence of the Confederacy. 
There could have been but one 
issue to the plan of campaign 
which I^ee had conceived and out 
lined before he ever left McLellan 
on the James. At that time there 
was no army in the world which 
could have stood up before the 
matchless veterans under the 
peerless leadership of Jackson, 
Longstreet and Hill. It chafes 
and mystifies one at this day when 
ho reflects over the chain of events 
which developed as these rugged, 
bronzed, and seasoned infantry­
men, flushed with victory over 
forces numbering three to one, 
and swelling with the pride of 
conquest, swung with fearless 
stride and step along the inner 
chord of a half circle from Cold 
Harbor to the Rapidan. It 
sickens one to think of the little 
things which turned up and the 
big things which followed, with 
a lengthening train of disaster 
following disaster till the entire, 
elaborate program had been com­
pletely changed from one of 
crowning triumph to one barren 
and fruitless I And what were 
those chance elements or factors 
operating just at that time with 
such incalculable effect on the 
destinies of these two armies 
and of these two governments ?

Speaking with an eye to details, 
they were these: Lee and Long- 
street were hurrying to a union 
with Jackson iat Orange Court 
House. General Lee had directed 
Fitz Lee to meet the rest of the 
army on the plank road near 
Raccoon Ford on the Rapidan and 
to await his coming. Instead of 
doing as ordered, Fitz Lee went 
off on a pleasure jaunt to Louisa 
Court House', and failed to reach 
the point on the plank road near 
the' ford till a week or so later. 
Such delinquency whicn called for 
a Court Martial permitted Pope 
to cross the river at this point 
with the bulk of bis army and 
thus secure strong ground on 
which to meet the army of 
Northern Virginia. Fitz Lee, 
failing to guard the crossing as 
instructed, upset the plans of Lee 
very seriously. Longstreet notic­
ing that Fitz Lee bad disobeyed 
orders sends a dispatch to General 
Robert Toombs to station two of 
his infantry regiments at this 
ford and hold it against all the 
forces Pope should send to open 
it up. Longstreet’s courier with 
the dispatch to Toombs found that 
distinguished statesman away from 
his men on a visit to an old con­
gressional friend out in the 
country. The next in command 
dispatched the two regiments to 
the place designated. On the 
return of Toombs to his camp 
he discovered these two regi­
ments guarding Raccoon Ford. 
He ordered them back to camp, 
saying they could be ordered to 
this point only through himself. 
They were withdrawn. The next 
move engaging Longstreet's atten. 
tion was the crossing of Pope's 
army through this very ford. 
On inquity Longstreet learns of 
Toombs insubordination and sends 
his chief of staff and has Toombs 
arrested and sent back to Gordons- 
ville under escort with instructions 
to stay there. Lee and Longstreet 
then ascend the sides of Bull Run 
Mountain and from the summit of 
the highest peak, only a very 
short distance south of the point 
where the writer is standing, they 
soan closely and critically with 
their field glasses the outlying 
field. Here, there, and yon they 
observe puffs of what seems to be 
dust rise and float off. Presently 
there are more of them and still 
more, and then it is quite obvious 
that Pope’s entire army is on the 
move from the South side of the 
Rapidan to the North side. And 
they are crossing by or through 
the very ford which Lee supposed 
was closely guarded by Fitz Lee 
till be got there and learned differ­
ently ; then Longstreet made an 
effort to close it and he was 
thwarted by the statesman-warrior 
from Georgia countermanding his 
orders. Lee and Longstreet gazed 
intently for several minutes at 
the enemy slipping through their 
fingers. Lee then drew a long, 
deep sigh, put his glasses in their 
case, and rode off with a signifi­
cant remark which reflected how 
keen and bitter was his disappoint­
ment over the thorough upsetting 
of his plans. But before these 
two manifestations of the part 
which the genius of chance and 
disaster had decided to tako in 
the order of the day’s doings, a 
staff officer of Stuart’s, Major 
Fitzhugb, with a copy of Lee’s

plan of the battle on his person, 
was captured, and both the staff 
officer and the dispatch were 
passed on to Pope. I^ee and 
I^onghtreet from the craggy 
summit of these very mountains 
were able to tell through their 
glasses almost to a minute when 
Pope got the dispatch. The 
happenings in the camps of the 
enemy, clouds of dust ascending 
and drifting on this road and on 
that road, and then along all the 
roads, disclosed to Lee in terms 
that could not be misinterpreted 
what was going on in that tented 
field before and below him. 
Pope gave orders at once for all 
his forces to cross over the 
Rapidan and to take up strong 
positions on the ground where 
Lee hoped he would not have to 
fight him. That fickle Divinity 
which presides over the lottery 
of Chance in its relations to men 
and their affairs got busy. Pope 
got an unmerciful walloping, but 
not such as be should have re­
ceived but for the turn of the 
wheel which the chance goddess 
of fortune gave it.

In less than two years the 
Rapidan is to tiecome the barrier 
between two great hosts in arms 
— that on the North distinguished 
for number, and the one on the 
South for peerless leadership and 
invincible courage— an army which 
had never as yet faced a foe its 
equal in uncomplaining fortitude 
and intrepid dash and nerve. In 
less than two years the great 
struggle between the army of the 
Potomac with overwhelming odds, 
led by the reckless Captain U . S. 
Grant, and the army of Northern 
Virginia led by that other Cap­
tain, the impersonation of military 
genius and the wonder and admira­
tion of the world. The disparity 
in numbers excites the comment 
of military experts the world over 
— three of the North to one of 
the South. South of the stream 
in the dissolving mists of the 
morning might have been seen a 
long, thin line of gray, ragged 
and footsore, but never complain­
ing. Such veterans the world has 
never looked down on. The 
morale of this small host has 
never yet been surpassed. The 
confidence of these worn-down, 
exhausted, half-fed squadrons in 
their ability to meet and beat 
back the countless hordes of the 
array of the Potomac has never 
yet been shaken. They know 
how to handle and apply cold 
steel. They have done it in the 
past and they will have it to do 
again. Grant sets out with his 
“  On to Richmond” cry and gains 
the south side of the river. He 
has one hundred and twenty-five 
thousand men and declares that 
he is going to “  fight it out on 
that line if it takes all summer.” 
He avows his belief in the virtues 
of “  attrition ” and “  hammering.” 
He has bad access to all the 
countries of Europe as a recruit­
ing ground. There is no limit to 
the number of men who can be 
had and no limit to the resources 
for supplying and equipping this 
great host. Just the converse is 
true with that thin grey line over 
the river from him. He announces 
his policy of wearing Lee out and 
exhausting his supplies. Some 
one reports to him that Stuart 
had destroyed his pontoon bridge.

And bis reply was characteristic 
of the man and the program. 
Says he “  if I whip General Lee, 
I shall not need the bridge ; if 
General I^ee whins me, I can take 
what is left of my army across 
on a log.” Was there ever a 
sentence spoken which more 
correctly furnishes a key to the 
brutal nature of the man and the 
inhuman slaughter which be pro­
posed to invoke if necessary. For 
two weeks or more the terrible 
conflict, the writhing, struggling 
contest between these masses went 
on, from the Rapidan to Cold 
Harbor. Between these two 
points Grant left 45,000 of his 
army for Lee and his men to bury 
and care for. Like the struggles 
of two all-powerful anacondas 
seeking to throttle each other, 
these two armies faded each other ; 
mameuvred, threshed around, de­
livering titanic stroke and counter 
stroke at each other all through 
and over the almost impenetrable 
wilderness. It continued from 
day to day, Grant bearing to 
the left and trying to elude the 
peerless chieftain of the Con­
federate forces. From the wilder­
ness Grant hurried by forced 
march to Spoltsylvania, hoping 
to pass Lee at this point and then 
a clear way to Richmond. But 
Lee divined bis purpose, and 
moving by inner lines the chords 
of segments or short semi-circles, 
hurried on to meet him. And 
when Grant got to Spoltsylvaine 
be was confronted by Stuart’s 
troopers, dismounted and behind 
fortifications. Lee hung on to 
his flanks till they reached the 
James.

General Francesco Guerrero, the 
government leader who was killed in 
Wednesday's battle was buried Sat­
urday with nulitry honors.

Within less than ten months after

The (lore amendment, providing for 
the approval by congress of all Indian 
contracts was amended in the senate 
Wednesday so as io provide that con 
tracts made by the government neces­
sary to the administration of tribal 
affairs may be made by the secretary 
of the interior, and that any tribal 
contract for professional legal ser­
vices may be made for a period of 
one year at a salary not to exceed 
85,000, all such contrails being of nc 
validity until approved by the presi­
dent. •

f OUR boy a librarian? 
Well, suppose It does re­
quire a lot of literary 
knowledge which, before 
one can get very far up 
the ladder, means the 

equivalent of a college education, 
with a lot of extra learning be­
sides there will be room In this 
profession for your boy, Just the 
same. If only he possesses the grit 
and application that the average boy 
that gets on In the world does. It Is 
one of the few lines of progress that 
gives every opportunity to enable the 
young man to Improve himself, and 
when he does get to the top he has 
the satisfaction of being In an occu­
pation that Is not exceeded In all that 
makes a thoughtful life worth living 
by any In the world.

Of course, education and adaptabil­
ity mean everything. If the aspirant Is 
going to get on. If he should possess 
the whole learning of the world, and 
can’t apply It lustantly. It Is worthless 
to him and he will not succeed as II 
brarlan For Instance, a graduate of 
Oxford and bolder of several college 
degrees failed to display the adapta­
bility of a boy of eighteen, when given 
a Job In a big city library, Just be­
cause he kept his knowledge of liter­
ature pigeonholed where he could not 
find It readily; and so he had to go.

But, taking up the profession from 
the beginning, your boy, after having 
finished the grammar school, should 
apply to the librarian of the city he 
wishes to settle In. The larger the 

j city, the better, for largest cities have 
the largest libraries, which means 

I more extensive training, and, there­
fore, greater ability. Librarians In 
smaller cities are generally chosen 
from those trained In the larger. New 

j York city, for example, frequently 
■ends out men and women to take 
charge of libraries elsewhere, even to 
such Important Institution# as those 
having half a million volumes.

If your boy wishes to start In Nety 
: York city, and can convince the libra­
rian that he Is bright and ambitious, 
and there Is an opening, which Is by 
no means Improbable, he will be put 
to work at a salary of $18 a month. 
He will be employed from eight to 
five o'clock, with an hour, off for 
luncheon, and will be kept largely at 
the desk, to learn the methods of get­
ting books for readers and returning 
them to the shelves, how application 
slips are made out and handled, the 
keeping of records, and the general 
conduct of the business. After proving 
himself for three months, his pay Is 

! Increased to $22.60 a month, which 
will be the rate for the next year.

By this time your boy will begin to 
get hold of himself, as It were, and 
know some of the things he must ac­
quire if he expects to get on. It looks 
simple enough for a boy to take the 
visitor's slip asking for, say Hegel's

COLLEGE GIRL AND PARENT

"Philosophy of History;’’ but there are 
thousands of works on philosophy and 
history scattered through the library, 
over yards and yards of shelves, under 
different headings and groupings, and 
It Is the duty of the boy to go at once 
to the exact shelf and position on the 
shelf for that particular Wbrk The 
sooner he acquired the knowledge of 
the library and method of Indexing 
and placing books, the sooner will he 
make hitnself valuable lu that depart­
ment

HU pay grows to $25 a month the 
second year, and then he will be learn­
ing to return books to their proper 
places, which Is more difficult than 
to find them, for a misplaced book 
Is lost, even If it should be on an ad 
Joining shelf. Where, for Instance, 
would he put Tyndall's "Science of 
Sound," under "Science,’' or "Ac- 
cousttcs." or Sound," or “Tyndall," or 
“ Physics," or what, aud after having 
found the proper heading In what par­
ticular place on the shelf?

As be goes on he becomes some­
what of a skilled analyst In finding 
books* that have been misplaced 
through carelessness or Ignorance. 
The book Is In th« library, he knows, 
and It has been misplaced. Now, 
where would the bungler be apt to 
have put It. There Is an opportunity 
here, as you can see, for your boy to 
display a lot of cleverness and by so 
doing attract favorable attention to 
himself froih those over him

After a year at $25 a month, admit­
ting ability, your boy becomes what 
Is known as half-attendant at $40 a 
month, when he Is employed largely 
at the desk, as well as assisting In 
the cataloguing department. Suppose 
the patron asks where he can find 
something about the Magna Oharta, 
or Sheridan's ride from Winchester, 
or the salary of the librarian of con­
gress. or the number of murders com­
mitted In Chicago last year, or Presi­
dent Roosevelt's speech In San Fran- 
cfnso, It U the attendant's business to 
know Just what book or newspaper or 
magazine contains It and get It for 
him at once. He must not send the 
Inquirer to an encyclopedia; for the 
reader has already looked there. Of 
course, library workers are not ex­
pected to be omlntaclent; but the near­
er they approximate to this the more 
promising Is their outlook.

It would be Incorrect to say that 
there are regular steps of advance­
ment year by year; but generally 
speaking, after a year as half attend­
ant /our boy may become full at­
tendant, at $50 a month, providing a 
vacancy has occurred; then. In anoth­
er year, third assistant, at $60; then 
second assistant at $60 to $80; then 
first assistant at $100

Before he goes on up to first assist­
ant, however, hs roust have acquired 
what might be known as a full li­
brary education, which means that he 
must be able to answer substantially 
the following specimen questions, 
taken from an entrance examination 
to one of the leading library schools;

Mentlonal nationality and century 
and characterize briefly an Important 
work by ten of the following: Tasso. 
Marlowe. Ibsen, Maurice Hewlett. Le-

One thing that euables your boy to 
do this Is that he Is encouraged by his 
superiors to read good literature dur­
ing every moment he can spare from 
his work; and he should also attend 
night school, and absorb everything 
possible that he can concerning stand-' 
ard and other literature. He must 
also have a good reading knowledge 
of French and Oerman, and he will 
find It to his advantage if he acquires 
other languages. He must know how 
to analyze and Index new books, 
whether In his own or In another 
language In the New York public 
library, for example, from 16,000 to
20.000 cards a month are added to 
the Index, and It may be necessary to 
have as many as 20 cards on one vol­
ume to cover the contents adequately. 
He must know the shelves where new 
books should be placed.

Your boy also must know the Im­
portant characteristics of new vol­
umes that are Issued, and be able to 
forecast the probable popular demand 
for them. Considering that there are
160.000 new volumes published In the 
world every year, and that the 10,000 
libraries of the United Stales have 
100.000,000 volumes In them, the mag 
nitude of this task may appear ap­
palling; but the nearer your boy ap­
proximates to It the better librarian 
he will be. It is up to him to make 
good hs tn everything else, and he 
has ahead of him the important posi­
tion of librarian In a large city at a 
salary of from $3,000 to $5,000 a year, 
or even that of librarian of congress, 
who draws $6,000. Far more Import­
ant than the salary, however, is the 
honor and comfort and mental devel­
opment and general satisfaction to be 
obtained In his calling, which is prob 
ably not excelled in any branch of 
llfework.

There Should Be No Impassable Gulf 
When the Course la 

Finished.

Some general principles are formu­
lated by Marlon Talbot, dean of wo­
men at Chicago University, to secure 
co-operation for a better understanding 
between the three factors In education 
for women In the first place, it Is the 
duty of the college to strengthen, not 
to destroy or even to weaken, the fam­
ily tie. Kvery possible social and edu­
cational Influence should be called up­
on to develop the lasting virtues of the 
family relation, although many of Its 
attributes, once prized, now outworn 
and useless, are rapidly disappearing. 
In the second place, the natural and 
rational method of maintaining the In­
terest of the parent Is to have the child 
encouraged or perhaps compelled to 
formulate some acceptable reason for 
taking a college course and Incidental­
ly to plan for her future life.

In most cases the parent will ac­
company the child step by step in sym­
pathy and understanding, and. Instead

of having a wide and almost Impassa­
ble gulf between them, hs too often 
happens when the college course Is 
finished, both parents and child will 
then find that although their activities 
may take different forme, they remain 
close together In spirit and mutual un­
derstanding The daughter will find 
herself a truly essential factor In the 
home life and, on the other hand, the 
parents will rejoice that In spite of 
their waning powers they can still be 
vitally In touch with Interests that ap­
pear to them—North American Re­
view.

Wealth in Irish Bogs.
One-seventh of the entire area of 

Ireland consist of bog lands—one bog 
alone, the Bog of Allen, has an area 
of 240 square miles. This Immense 
Area Is at present a sterile waste, but 
It will become a source of great wealth 
as soon as a method has been found 
for converting peat Into an economical 
and desirable commercial fuel. Bri­
quets of compressed peat are all right 
as long as kept absolutely dry; but 
the least moisture causes them to 
crumble to pi'-ces.

Senate Proceedings.
Austin, Tex.—Among the flood of

petP'onu received in the senate Sut­
ure.., was one from Professor Wiley 
Peacock of the Peacock Military Aca­
demy of San Antonio indorsing the 
Cofer anti-cigarette bill and declaring 
that cigarettes do more harm than all 
the saloons in Texas combined.

Senator *.etnert secured the Anal 
passage of hla bill authorizing tUe 
«,ity of New Braunfels to construct a 
dam across the Guadalupe River for 
power purposes.

By invitation, former Senator 
George W. Savage of Montague Coun 
ty made a few remarks to the senate 
and was applauded.

The chair ruled that the resolution 
requiring bills to be printed can not 
be suspended, though it could be re­
scinded. lie declined to entertain 
Senator Gofer's motion to suspend tue 
resolution, and held that a bill must 
be printed unless tbe committee rec­
ommended othewise.

Senator Hudspeth secured consider­
ation of big bill providing for the era­
dication of sheep scarb. appointment 
of Inspectors of sheep, etc.

Senators Greer. I^ttimore and Car­
ter offered an amendment cutting out 
tbe appropriation from tbe state for 
state Inspectors and leaving the en 
forcement or tbe law to county in­
spectors.

Senator Hudspeth vigorously oppos 
ed tbe amendment.

After a great deal of discussion the 
amendment was killed by a vole of 
23 to 6.

At this Juncture Senator McNealus 
attempted to send in the report pro 
vtding for printing the legislative 
manual, but Senator Watson objected, 
and unanimous consent was required

Senators Mayfield and McNealus of 
fereH an amendment making it the 
duty of the state inspector to act tn 
counties having less than 2,000 sheep 
when requested to do so by any sheep 
owner. Counties with less than 2,000 
sheep have no county Inspectors Tbe 
amendment was adopted

Senator Murray secured the adop­
tion of an amendment providing that 
there shall be no state Inspectors af 
ter two years.

Senator Willacy had an amendment 
adopted reducing the appropriation 
from $5,000 to $3,600

The bill ass finally passed after 
numerous correctory amendments 
were adopted. „

House Proceedings.
Austin, Tex.—The house of repre­

sentatives Saturday authorized the 
appointment of an additional elevator 
man; listened to tbe reading of a con­
current resolution by Mr. Hunt ask­
ing congress to prohibit polygamy, 
and adjourned.

The foregoing is a full aDd fair re­
port of all the proceedings of the days 
session of the bouse, one of the short­
est sessions ever held before that 
body.

Because of the disposition to ad­
journ, the fond hopes of Senator Mc­
Nealus and Representative Williams 
of Dallas, that they might get the 
"democratic city election bill” enact­
ed into law vanished. It seems evi­
dent, furthermore, that the supporters 
of the initiative and referendum con­
stitutional amendment may block the 
passage of the McNealus-Wiliiams bill 
because of Mr. Williams' opposition 
to said amendment. Senator McNea­
lus got his bill througn the senate 
nicely by a vote of 27 to 3, pros and 
antis coming to its support Just as 
though no difference ever had existed 
In that body. But that was two days 
ago. and since then legislative war 
has developed in the bouse.

Tbe initiative and referendum peo­
ple have not despaired of their amend­
ment. They are working like beavers 
hoping to get the necessary two-thirds 
vote when the measure shall come up 
on third reading. The wires have 
been kept hot with messages for the 
representatives, asking them either to 
oppose or support the initiative and 
referendum resolution or to oppose oi 
support the McNealus-Wiliiams elec­
tion bill. Most of these telegrams 
came from Dallas, and the impression 
exists that that city Is stirred up and 
that the telegraph companies art 
prospering

The companion measure to this is 
the bill by the prohibitionists provid 
ing for representation of both sides 
in elections upon subjects such as 
constitutional amendments Senator 
Sturgeon expects to call this bill up 
Monday

Representative fllghsmith of Harris 
County received many telegrams from 
Houston, asking him to oppose tat 
bill requiring corporations and otbet 
employers of labor to pay employes 
twice a month.
