Over 100 Acres

You name I t . . . Floyd County 
f a r m e r s  can raise It. Now 
they're trying watermelon. But 
not for the delicious red or 
yellow meat and Juice. This 
time they're raising watermel* 
ons for their seed and the me­
lons are thrashed, rather than 
pulled and sold for eating.

The delicious Juice and meat 
pours out the back of the thra­
sher and only the seeds are 
saved as they drop through 
the holes in the thrasher cylin­
der.

Four Floyd County farmers 
and some Crosby farm ers have 
seed contracts and after the 
seeds have been packed in a 
barrel, they must be dried and 
shipped to the seed company.

The marketmg contact was 
made through Hale's Texas 
Triumph grain sorghum seed 
company in Ralls.

Hale said he had learned 
some things about raising wa­
termelons for seed and that 
next year he would plant a 
thicker stand In order to pro­
duce more and smaller melons, 
thereby producing more seeds 
with lees meat to thrash.

Floydada Youth III W ith Polio
A Floydada youth, 11 year 

old Bill Starkey, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Floyd Starkey, Is In Lock­
ney General Hospital with what 
has been diagnosed as polio.
His Illness was c o n f i r m e d  
Tuesday after tests were re­
turned from th* State Health 
Department.

The youth became 111 last 
week and was hospitalized Sat­
urday with numbness m the legs 
and a stiffness In the neck. He 
had received a polio sugar cub*
Just prior to school starting 
when he received other boos­

ter shots, according to his par­
ents, therefor* it was not be­
lieved until final results Tues­
day, th* youth had the disease, 
although the symptoms indica­
ted so.

Paralysis seems localized in 
his lower limbs, a member of 
the family said.

Floyd County officials are 
urging people to take the polio 
vaccine. A polio clinic has 
been set in Floydada. Details 
are carried elsewhere In th* 
Hesperian.

Spraying operations in the High Plains Diapause Boll Weevil 
Control Program this year have gone “ exceptionally well”  and 
weevil populations In the control zone have been greatly re­
duced, according to Ed Dean, Field Service Director of Plains 
Cotton Growers, toe., the organization responsible for the pro­
gram.

Four applications of ultra low volume Malathlon, a chemical 
with almost non-existent toxicity to anything but insects, have 
DOW been completed. The first three went on at seven day In­
tervals and were followed by another application 12 days 
later. Dean Reports. Spraying will continue on the 12 day sched­
ule until frost where necessary.

Spraying began September 1 this year and spray planes covered
108.000 acres of weevil infested cotton In less than five days. 
Weevil migration from outside the control zone into previously 
weevil free cotton brought the spray area for the second and 
third applications up to 138,000 and 145,000acres, respectively. 
Total acreage sprayed In the fourth application has not been cal­
culated, but the estimate runs to 175,000 or 180,000 acres.

The fourth dose of Insecticide took In around 20,000 to
30.000 additional acres in Briscoe, Motely and Hall Comtles 
on the North end of the control zone where earlier weevil popu­
lations had been too low to Justify spraying. Also included in the 
most recent spraying were 14,000 to 15,000 acres where weevils 
have been found In Southwest Dawson, Northwest Martin, South 
Gaines and South Andrews Countlee.

“ We have had better weather for spraying this year than any 
year since the program began in 1984,”  Dean stated, "and per­
formance on the part of spray contractors has never been bet­
te r .”

The first three rapid-fire shots at the weevil arc designed to 
break his reproductive cycle. Later applications are to kill re­
maining weevils before they can go into hibernations for the win­
ter.

Dean notes that 175,000 or 180,000 acres In all probability 
will be the peak size of this yeer's control zone. Acreage to be 
sprayed In the fifth and sixth applications will begin to decline 
as cotton in some fields will be rcechmgtbe stage at which It no 
longer provides a food supply for the pests. The overall objective 
of the program Is to keep weevils from going into hibernation 
and coming out the following spring to attack crops. And weevils 
cannot achieve the fat, dormant 'Miapause”  conation necessary 
to overwinter wlthoiR an adeiiuate food supply.

As of this writing the farm bill that has been kicked around 
In Washington for the past 18 months or so Is still lodged, if 
not stuck. In a Senate-House Conference Committee.

Circumstances surrounding efforts of Conferees to reech a 
compromise acceptable to the body of the House, the body of 
the Senate and the Administration are more than a little compll 
cated. And there is no evidence that a quick or easy solution to 
the complications will be found soon.

Conferees from the two Houses of Congress, left alone and 
without having to consider Admlmstration views, could probably 
reach agreement with little delay. But, when the Conference 
report goes to the floor of the House and Senate for approval.

the Administration will be swinging a big stick. So their views 
of necessity are an integral part of Conference deliberations.

The big reason for the difficulty In meeting Administra­
tion standards in Conference can be summed up In a single 
word -  money, to effect USDA and Republican leadership, parti­
cularly In the House, have said they would oppose anything which 
promises to cost more than the House version.

The bill does not cover farm 
workers, clients m sheltered 
workshops, certain students or 
their spouses, or minors en­
gaged In work-study programs.

About 8,000 Jobs held by Un­
ited St at esc l t l zens ,  residents 
of Texas, employed by Am­
erican employers outside the 
United States will be covered, 
except lor service performed 
In Canada and the Virgin Is­
lands.

To finance the extended co­
verage, the law raises from 
$3,000 to $4,200 the wage base 
for the unemployment tax, be­
ginning Ui 1972 and hikes the 
net federal tax of . 4  percnet of 
covered payroll by 1/10 of 1.0 
percent to .5 percent, retroac­
tive to January 1, 1970.

Changes required in state 
laws to bring them into federal 
conformity prohibit the so- 
called “double-dip" (payment 
of benefits in a new benefit 
year wi t h ou t  some work 
since beginning of the previous 
benefit year); provide that no 
one will be denied benefits when 
taking approved training; pro­
hibit denial or reduction of 
compensation because of filing 
a claim In another state or 
Canada; prevent total disquali­
fication of a claimant except 
for misconduct in connection 
with work, fraud m connection 
with a claim, or receipt of dis­
qualifying Income.

The new law provides for an 
unemployment compensation 
research program to give pri­
ority research on farm cover­
age; for federal grants to train 
u n e m p l o y m e n t  compensa­
tion persoonal; and for a fed­
eral advisory council on un­
employment compensation to 
review and suggest improve­
ments in the federal-state un­
employment insurance pro­
gram.

Jelly , Jam, conserve, mar­
malade and preserves can all 
add zest to meals. Most of them 
also provide a good way to use 
fruit not at its best for canning 
or freezing, such as the lar­
gest or smallest fruits and ber­
ries and those that are irre­
gularly shaped.

Surprise your family with a 
batch of sparkling, colorful Jel­
lies, Jams or preserves. You 
can make good use of fresh 
fruits now available and others 
coming to the market soon.

Basically all of these pro­
ducts are much alike; all of 
them are fruit preserved by 
means of sugar, and usually 
all are jellied to some extent. 
Their individual characteris­
tics depend on the kind of fruit 
used and the way it is pre­
pared, the proportions of dif­
ferent ingredients in the mix­
ture and the method of cook­
ing.

Many have asked what the 
differences are among preser­
ved fruit products. Jelly is 
made from fruit juices; the 
product is clear and firm en­

ough to holds its shape when 
turned out of the container. 
Jam,  made from crushed or 
ground fruit, tends to hold its 
shape but generally is less 
firm than jelly.

Conserves are jams made 
from a mixture of fruits, usu­
ally including citrus fruits of­
ten raisins and nuts are added.

Marmalade is a tender jelly 
with small pieces of fruit dis­
tributed evenly throughout. A 
marmalade commimly contains 
citrus fruit.

Preserves are whole fruits 
or large pieces of fruit in a 
thick syrup, often slightly je l­
lied. Pectlc, acid and sugar 
from the jelly trio.

Pectin Is the natural sub­
stance found in fruits which 
makes the jelly jel. The am­
ount varies in different kinds 
of fruits, and to take the guess­
work out of present-day jelly 
making, natural pectin is care­
fully extracted from apples or 
the skins of citrus fruits, re­
fined, concentrated .md stan­
dardized to specific jelling 
strength.

The two commercial forms 
are liquid fruit pectin and pow­
dered fruit pectin. Those dif­
fer slightly in composition and 
can't be used interchangeably. 
Powdered fiuit pectin won’t 
dissolve In high sugar concen- 
tiation and must be added to the 
fruit before the sugar. Liquid 
fruit pectin, on the other hand 
must be added last of all, af­
ter the fiuit and sugar have 
boiled.

Acid IS needed for flavor and 
for gel formation. The acid 
content varies in different 
fruits and is higher in under­
ripe than in fully ripe fiuits. 
With fiuits that ate low in ac­
id, lemon juice or citric acid 
IS commonly added in making 
jellied products. Sugar helps 
in gel formation, serves as a 
preserving agent, and contri­
butes to the flavor of the je l­
lied product. R also has a 
firming effect on fruit, a pro­
perty that IS useful in making 
of preserves.

Because we can’t calculate 
accurately the fruit’s content 
of sugar and pectin, standard­
ized r e c i p e s  are essentiaU 
Guesswork is foolhardy and 
can be costly. R is best to se­
lect r e c i p e s  from reliable 
sources and follow instnic- 
tlons to the letter.

Experiment a bit by adding 
flavorful herbs and spices to 
jams and jellies or substitute 
flaked cocoanut in conserves 
for the nuts called for in the

recipe, but never change the 
specified amounts of sugar, 
pre|>ared fiuit, and fruit pec­
tin.
