I First we shoukl consider the 

pre-irrigation A gcrw'ral nil«' 
of thumb is "we n«rd three gal­
lons per minute per acre to ade­
quately pix^ irrigate grain sor­
ghum land Then-forv. of our well 
provided 300 gallon per minute, 
we ixiuld adequately pre-water 
approximately 300 acres

Next we nnxl to conskh'r the 
amount of w ater rw-eded to meet 
th«' needs during the peak use 
season On the High Plains with 
furrow irrigntton we rax'd ap ­
proximately 7 gallons per minute 
per acre On the Rolling Plains 
with sprinkler irrigation we rax'd 
approximately 8 gallons per min­
ute per acre. This Increase is 
raxxhxl due to the lower effln- 
«•ncy of a sprinkkxl syst«*m over 
the furrow system. Very simple 
calculations, using the same 900 
gallon per minute well mentioned 
above show us the High Plains 
farm er can adequately irrigat«' 
appn»xiniately L30 acres during 
peak use, ax compared to 300 
acres covered during the pre- 
irrigation On the other hand the 
Rolling Plains farm er woukl raxxl 
to cut bark to approximately 112 
acres during the peak use per­
iod.
