Sales Tax Rebates
Total $97 Million

AUSTIN, Tex. - State Com-
ptroller Bob Bullock Monday
sent checks totaling $97.9
million to 967 Texas cities as
their share of the one-percent
city sales tax for August.

“So far, these monthly
rebates of local taxes are run-
ning nearly 12 percent ahead
of last year's totals, "’ Bullock
reported. “As we predicted
last month, the oil glut has
slowed down the pace of this
growth markedly, especially
in the places that were ex-
periencing oil booms. But the
general state growth rate is
still strong and healthy.”

Houston received the big-
gest share of the one-cent
local sales tax with a check
for $20 million, based on tax-
able sales of $1.96 billion by

51,166 business outlets. So far
in 1982 Houston's payments
are up 14 percent over 1981.

The city of Hereford's
share was $66,984.57, just
under the $67,462.39 received
for the same period a year
ago. This year’'s total sales
tax rebate is $325,800.68, .6
percent under the $327,775.36
for the same period in 1981.

Other area cities and their
checks for this period include
Dimmitt, $18,889.61; Friona,
$12,044.13; Hart, $1,902.89;
Farwell, $3,048,78; Nazareth,
$1,502.81; Bovina, $3,505,79,
and Vega, $4.011.32.

Dallas got $11.1 million, br-
inging the total received dur-
ing 1982 to $53.6 million.

Tax Bill On Way to Reagan

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The bill nobody wanted — a
measure raising taxes by
$98.3 billion over the next
three years — is on its way to
President Reagan after winn-
ing the support of a Congress
that overcame election-year
jitters.

The bill, which also in-
cludes $15.2 billion worth of
social-spending cuts and up to
10 weeks’ extra federal
benefits for unemployed
workers in every state, likely
will be signed into law by
Reagan during his two-week
California vacation.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Reagan said today
he will send American troops
to help evacuate PLO guer-
rillas from west Beirut.
About 800 Marines are ex-
pected to play what the presi-
dent called a ‘‘carefully
limited noncombatant role."

*“In no case will our troops
stay longer than 30 days," the
president said in a brief state-
ment to reporters in the
White House Rose Garden.

Reagan also said the
American troops would be
removed immediately if shot
at. ;

The Pentagon has disclosed
that a five-ship Navy am-
phibious group, with 1,800
Marines on board, is
assembling off the Lebanese
coast.

French and Italian troops
are also scheduled to par-
ticipate in the evacuation.

The president praised the

role of U.S. special Am-
bassador Philip C. Habib in
negotiating the withdrawal
agreement with the PLO,
Israel, Lebanon and Syria.

HOUSTON (AP) — A federal judge
has ordered a suburban school district
to design a year-round educational
prc;gram for a 15-year-old autistic
girl.

U.S. District Judge Carl O. Bue
gave the Pasadena Independent
School District until Sept. 30 to design
a highly-structured program for the
teen-ager, identified only as Stacey G.

Dissatisfied with the district’s
special education program, Stacey's
parents placed her in a private school

1979. She was later moved to another
private center in San Antonio.

On Thursday, Bue ordered the
district to develop a program that
would allow Stacey to return to her
home, about 15 miles east of Houston.

The parents argued the district fail-
ed to provide their daughter with free
special education even though it
receives federal funds earmarked for
such programs.

Donald G. Henslee, the girl’s at-
torney, said at first the parents’ in-
surance paid for private schooling,
which cost about $2,800 a month.

When the funds were exhausted,
William and Jane G. asked the school
district to finance their daughter’s
private education.

School officials refused, claiming
the existing special education pro-
gram was adequate. But a federal
judge last year ordered the district to
pay the bills.

Henry Hyde, R-IIL., **but
another $150 billion deficit is
staring at us with bloodshot
eyes."

Conservatives who took the
lead in battling the tax in-
crease said this is no time to
abandon the philosophy on
which Reagan was elected --
lower taxes and less govern-
ment. Several quoted
Reagan’s words earlier this
year in which he said *“‘rais-
ing taxes won't balance the
budget.”

Although it is important to
support the president when
possible, Rep. Newt
Gingrich, R-Ga., cautioned
colleagues, *‘What really
matters to you: the
Washington political
establishment or the long-
anguished voice of the
American people’ erying out
against higher taxes.

House Speaker Thomas P.
O'Neill, leader of the liberal
Democrats who often have
been the subject of Reagan’'s
ire, went all-out to rally his
own troops and the
president’s as well.

Looking to the GOP side of
the chamber, O’Neill said
about 30 of the young
Republicans were swept into
office on Reagan's coattails.
‘‘He's looking for a change of
policy. Are you going to
follow the leader who brought
you here or are you going to
run?"”

Passes Troubled 100th Birthday

WILLIAMSPORT, Pa.
(AP) — Grit turned a troubl-
ed 100 last month, beset by
declining circulation and ris-
ing costs that could spell bad
news for the country’s big-
gest little ‘‘good news’’
newspaper.

Largely unknown in the na-
.tion’s big cities, the tabloid-

sized weekly newspaper of-
fers a smorgasbord of family
features with such titles as

Kids Taught To Spot Sexual Abuse

FARGO, N.D. (AP) — A
“green flag" touch is like a
hug from your mom. It
makes you feel good. A “red
flag" touch is a touch that’s
forced on you, that makes you
feel bad or confused.

Children all over the coun-
try are learning about those
kinds of touches through a
coloring book called ‘“Red
Flag, Green Flag People,”
written by a formeér counselor
at Fargo's Rape and Abuse
Crisis Center.

Since 1980, the center has
sold 15,000 coloring books in
48 states and Canada, Mexico
and Australia, at a cost of $4
each. 1t is the main tool of
social workers and police of-
ficers in a “touch” program
presented to third- and
fourth-graders.

Authorities say, children
are reporting more cases of
physical and sexual abuse,
although figures are not ex-
act.

In 1980, the National Center
for Child Abuse and Neglect
in Washington received
788,000 reports of abuse and
neglect of children under 18,
up from 413,000 in 1976.

Of those reports, about half
— 394,000 — turned out to be
substantiated, says Aeolian

. Jackson, a technical informa-
tion specialist at the center.
And about 7 percent of those
verified cases involved sex-
ual abuse, she said.

““We try and stress that if
they are touched by
somebody and it’s confusing
or frightening, they shouldn’t
be afraid to tell,” said social
worker Carol Grimm of the
Rape and Abuse Crisis
Center.

“Often an adult will say,
‘this is our little secret,’ so

they won't tell.”

The coloring book was writ-
ten by Joy Williams, a former
counselor at the Fargo
center, who patterned it after
a mime theater presentation
she once saw.

“We were seeing more and
more children,” she recalled
in a recent interview. “We
couldn't find a vehicle to get
them to tell us what was hap-
pening without traumatizing
them.

“I figured a coloring book
would be acceptable to
parents and to children,’ she
said. It was a matter of just
keeping it simple ... There's
no hidden message in it.
We're just dealing with feel-
ings."

In a recent session in near-
by Moorhead, Minn., local
police and social service
agencies worked together in
two 45-minute presentations.
In one, social worker Becky
Montgomery started by talk-

_ ing about support systems.

“What is a problem?" the
children were asked. A hand
went up.

‘“‘Something you're stuck
on,” one girl answered.

“When you* don’'t know
what to do, whom do you go
to?"" Ms. Montgomery asked
them. “Who can you go to
when you have a problem?”’

That leads to a list of people
they trust — parents,
teachers, doctors, and police
officers.

Ms. Montgomery goes on to
talk about the ‘“‘private part
of our bodies.” For boys, she
said, it's the part covered by
their underpants. For girls,
it’s the part covered by their
.undershirts as well.
Sometimes, she said, people
are touched in the private
part of their bodies when they
don’t want to be.

old German-born printer,
took over the paper in 1884,
two years after it was first
published.

No one's sure where Grit
got its name, says President
James Crossley. ‘‘We think it
comes from the old American
‘stick-to-it’ fortitude,”” he
said. ‘It means ‘true grit."""

Grit's bread-and-butter
readers have been people
from rural areas, particular-
ly the South and Midwest. But
its audience has aged and
new, younger readers have
not picked up the paper loved
and revered by an older
generation.

Huge postal and newsprint
increases severely pinched
revenues and forced
Lamade's grandchildren to
sell the weekly in March 1981
to ADVO-System Inc., a
direct-mail printer and
distributor based in Hartford,
Conn.

““We were running out of
steam,” said James Lamade,
a grandson and former Grit
vice president. "It came to
the point where we didn't
have the wherewithal to con-
tinue it as a viable publica-
tion."”

With a new owner came
change. Long-time editors,
born and raised here, were
replaced and Edwin Good-
paster, a veteran editor with
Time and the Washington
Post, was hired as president
and publisher.

Luring new and younger
readers was a high priority
for Goodpaster, an avid out-
doorsman who once edited a
string of rural papers. Hired
in November, he jumped into
the job with a zest that im-
pressed the Grit news staff.

For the first time, copies of
the paper, marked with
praise or criticism, came
down to the newsroom from
Lthe front office.

The national edition, which
in 1978 was dressed up with a
picture coverpage to attract
newsstand and supermarket
sales, was steered on a course
closer to America’'s rural
heart.

A network of stringers was
revitalized; editorials were
turned over to reader-written
essays; and columnists focus-
ing on family or rural life
were added.

One letter-writer, Corrine
Pollak of Hartwick, N.Y., so
impressed Goodpaster that
he hired her to write a weekly
column chronicling day-to-
day events as seen from the
restaurant she and her hus:
band own.

“When that happens, when
it's forced on them or when
they've been forced to touch
somebody else, they feel bad
and they feel confused,”” she
tells the class.

The children break into
groups to go through the col-
joring book, which opens with
pictures of people like Mom,
Dad and grandparents. It
talks about different kinds of
touches and what to do if they
encounter a ‘‘red flag"’ touch.

They are told to say ‘no’ if
strangers offer candy or
rides, to run if someone tries
to grab them, and to tell their
parents. If the red flag person
is a relative, they are told to
tell someone they trust, or the
police.

Ms. Montgomery says the
course is not a sex education
course. The social work team
meets with parents and
teachers before talking with
the children, and each parent
receives a permission slip. If
parents do not want their
children to participate, they
return the slip. :

“Of the 811 students we
talked to last year, 14 brought
back slips,”” said Dave
Andersen, a juvenile officer
for the Moorhead police
department. “Four of those
parents didn’t understand the
program and later let the kids
beinonit.”

Andersen said Clay County,

* where Moorhead is located,

had 35 reports of child abuse
in 1976. That number climbed
to 297 in 1980. Last year’s
figures haven’t been totaled
but he believes they are
slightly higher.

When the touch program
was presented in Moorhead
schools last year, Andersen
said, seven children in the
classroom reported that they

But Goodpaster left abrupt-
ly in June. His departure
reportedly stemmed from dif-
ferences over spending
priorities, but neither he nor
Crossley would comment.

Then the new owners an-
nounced a layoff that trimm-
ed 10 percent of Grit's
workforce and cut the
editorial staff from 25 to 15,
sparking rumors the paper
was about to fold.

The paper's problems are
reflected in its. circulation
figures. From a peak of 1.5
million in 1962, Grit steadily
lost readers until last year
when its circulation sank to
about 650,000.

Grit also lost many of its
biggest boosters, a sales
force of boys and girls which
at one time numbered 35,000,
They hawked the paper in
return for $3 to $5 in weekly
profits or prizes. That figure
has now fallen to 12,000.

Over the years, Grit has
counted John Glenn, Gene
Autry, Tommy Dorsey, Burl
Ives and Loretta Lynn among
its sales crew. Today they sell
the paper at 45 cents per
copy; on the newsstand it
costs 50 cents.

Changing and more af-
fluent lifestyles have dried up
that delivery system.

“Kids seem less willing to
spend the effort and time to
deliver the paper for peanuts
when they can get more
money from their parents in
weekly allowance,” said
Terry Ziegler, former Grit
editor.

To compensate,
working harder on mail
subscriptions, which, at
$13.50 a year, stand at an all-
time high of about 400,000,
said Crossley, who started
with the paper 18 years ago as
an assistant treasurer.

Crossley says the paper
will survive.

“We are not planning on
closing our doors,” he said in
an interview at Grit's head-
quarters, a distinctive turn-
of-the-century brick and
stone building.

Overall national circulation
is'expected to elimb to 725,000
this year, according to
Crossley, the first annual cir-
culation gain in years.

Good Nutrition For Summer

COLLEGE STATION --
Fun-filled summer months
can be fast-paced, making it
easy to simply ‘‘grab-a-bite"
without thinking about nutri-
tion.

“Keep in mind that good
health is no accident, and it
can be wrecked by poor nutri-
tion,” warns Dr. Dymple C.
Cooksey, food and nutriton
specialist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University
System.

‘*Summer hungries'’ can be
fended off with sandwiches
and sodas, but these alone are
not enough,’ Cooksey says.

Each of the major food
groups including milk,
cheese and other dairy pro-
ducts; meat, poultry,
seafood, legumes and nuts,
including peanut butter;
breads and cereals; and

fruits and vegetables — are

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Will Grid Champ Be Surprising or Tr

Will there be another sur-
prise national champion this
fall, like Clemson a year ago,
or will one of the traditional
powers reclaim the college
football throne?

“‘There have been only
eight repeat national cham-
pions in the AP poll since they
have been doing it (1936), so it
is obviously difficult to win it
a second time in a row," says
Clemson Coach Danny Ford.
‘‘Everyone thought it was im-
possible for us to win it a first
time, but we did.”

It’s not impossible for
Clemson to repeat, but the
Tigers must first beat out
North. Carolina, the
preseason favorite in the
Atlantic Coast Conference.

North Carolina has tailback

Kelvin Bryant and quarter-
back Rod Elkins operating
behind a stout offensive led
led by guards David
Drechsler and Ron Spruill.
Tackle William Fuller heads
the defense. Clemson returns
13 starters, including
quarterback Homer Jordan
and All-American free safety
Terry Kinard.

However, both teams will
be tested right off the bat in
rugged road openers. Clem-
son visits Georgia, the 1980
national champion, while
North Carolina is at Pitt, one
of the 1982 favorites.

Elsewhere, much of the
headlines are centered on
Pitt and Penn State in the
East; Alabama, Florida,
Georgia and Mississippi State
in the Southeastern Con-
ference; Miami of Florida

among the Southern in-
dependents; Ohio State,
Michigan and Illinois in the
Big Ten; Notre Dame among
the Midwest independents;
Nebraska and Oklahoma in
the Big Eight; Southern
Methodist, Arkansas and
Texas in the Southwest Con-
ference; Washington and
Southern California in the
Pacific-10 and Brigham
Young, Wyoming and Hawaii
in the Western Athletic Con-
ference.

Without a bruiser at
fullback and an offensive line
that must be restructured,
Joe Paterno is changing Penn
State's image from a grind-it-
out to a big-play team.

‘White Shoes’ Attempts

SUWANEE, Ga. (AP) —
Billy **White Shoes’’ Johnson,
attempting a National Foot-
ball League comeback after a
year in Canada, hopes his ex-
perience and his quickness
will gain him a position with
the Atlanta Falcons.

The punt return specialist
dazzled his way to three Pro
Bowl appearances — in 1975,
1976 and 1977 — during seven
years with the Houston Oilers
before going down with knee
injuries.

With Houston, Johnson set
an NFL record for career
average punt returns at more
than 13 yards a réturn. And
he tied a league record in 1975
when he returned three punts
for touchdowns and scored
another on a kickoff return.

Following knee surgery in
1978 and 1979, Johnson went
to the Canadian Football
League. With Montreal last
season, Johnson ranked third
in pass receiving and punt
returns but “‘the administra-

tion there was falling apart,
everything was helter-skelter
and they wanted me to take a
pay cut, so I opted to come
back to the NFL," he said.

‘““He has been a pleasant
surprise,” Falcons Coach
Leeman Bennett said of the
29-year-old Johnson,

‘‘One of our primary
reasons for signing him was
for his punt return ability,”
said Bennett. ‘‘He’s also got
playing ability at wide
receiver. Many people said
he no longer could do it as a

receiver, but that's inac-
curate, he can still play.
‘‘He's still got great

quickness. There was an im-
age painted of him as sort of a
hot dog. From what I've seen,
that's totally inaccurate. He's
been all class since he's been
here. I've seen nothing
negative about him,” said
,Bennett, whose club lacks a
speedster at the punt return
position.
