Tha location of these deposits 
has been pretty well deflned by 
meant of cores obtained in drilling

Mr. Redwine had been a  resident | 
of Lynn county for 27 years and o f ;

Remov­
ing to Clark county, Arkansas, he 
was married to' Joicie Ann Getee in 
that county and state in 1869. Hd re­
moved to-.Tcxaa in 1881 and to Lynn 
county in November, 1904. He and 
family settled on the farm on which 
tile Redwine school house now etaoda. 
He and family removed, to Tahoka 

j in 1912 and he continued to reside 
I here until the time of hia death. Hj 
united with the Methodist Church in 
1877 and for Afty-four y e a n  had 
been a devout and loyal member of 
that church. Ha was a dcv.ste<l hus­
band, a loving father, a fa'th^il 
Christian, a loyal flriend, ami l.o ' 
worthy cHiien. Of a  genial dispo­
sition, be was jolly up to tbe very 
minute of h it death. He erne every­
body’s friend and everybody lovto 
“Uncle Mike”.

He wma the fatiser of seven child­
ren, four sons and three daughters- 
Two of the eons are dead. One died 
when quite 'young. The other, Ben 
Redwine, died in October, 1922, and 
his remains lie buried ia the Tkboka 
cemetery.
