Old Corporation Gels 

New Name

The Department of Agricul­
ture has reversed it's decision to 
eliminate strip planting of cotton.

The vigorous protests o f farm­
ers, echoed by Alex Dickie, J r ,  
President of Texas Farmers Union 
to Secretary Benson and Texas 
Senators and Congressmen have 
caused USDA to reverse it’s dec­
ision. This reversal will save mil­
lions of dollars for West Texas 
farmers and will retain the con­
servation practice used by thou­
sands of good West Texas cotton 
farmers.

When Dickie learned of this 
unfair and discriminatory ruling, 
he immediately protested to Sec­
retary Benson as follows:

The Floydada .National Farm 
Loan Association of Floydada, Tex­
as, which has made and serviced 

, Federal Land Bank loans in this 
area for more than 40 years has a 
new name effective December 31, 
1959 According to Jake B. Watson, 
Secretarv-Treasurer, the associa­
tion is the F'cderal Land Bank .As­
sociation of Floydada beginning 
December 31. as a result of the 
F'arm Credit .Act of 1959. and he is 
"Manager" instead of secretar>-- 
trcasiirer.

.Another change permitted by 
the new law which î  of interest 
to farmers and ranchers is the re­
moval of the $200,000 loan limit. 
■Also, the new l.and Bank associa­
tion can be over and above the 
present loan limit of 65’ of the 
normal agricultural value of the 
farm or ranch mortgaged.

Mr. Watson stated that the as­
sociation is now servicing 866 Fed­
eral Land Bank Loans for about 
$6,900,000 for land owners in the 
three county area served by the 
association. In addition to Mr. Wat­
son, the officers and directors of 
tho association are: J. T. Persons. 
Quitaque —  .Assistant Manager; 
Raymond Rucker, Lockney —  Pres­
ident of the Board; Menard Field, 
FToydada — Vice-President of the 
board; Tate Jones, Floydada; Car- 
roll Garrison, Silverton; F. O. Ham, 
Turkey; John C. Irwin, Matador; 
and Eiigar Lee, Matador.

"This shrinkage o f cotton land 
by the latest ruling from USDA 
would substitute the land avail­
able for production of grain sor­
ghum which is already plagued by 
surplus and low price. We are 
con\inced that this edict not only 
causes great distress to already 
distressed farmers but it also 
greatly aggravates the deplorable 
surplus and price situation o f 
grain sorghum. We respectfully 
urge you to reconsider this rul­
ing and plan for this long estab­
lished and sound farm practice to 
continue."

The argumenth presented were 
so forceful and logical that Sec- 
-etary- Benson receeded from this 
discriminatory edict and farmers 
ean continue to plant 4 rows o f 
cotton and leave 4 rows summer 
fallow without losing cotton acre­
age.

mother as she waits and prays.

In dismay we must realize that tbi* 
generation, which has agitated most for peace, has 
duced the most wars. The wortls o f our text, written hy 
Isaiah in troublous times gives the divine solution, 
is an individual matter.
