Briefs

Midge numbers in area 

milo fields have increased 
significantly during the past 
few days and could severely 
affect grain crop if un­
checked. The early in­
festation level is about 10 
days earlier than normal.

Farmers with milo still 
blooming should check their 
fields daily to determine the 
level of midge activity. An 
average of one per head 
when 25 to 30 percent of the 
heads begin to flower would 
indicate a need of applying 
chemical.

The tiny insect is most 
active in the early morning 
and late evening hours. ’They 
are a tiny fragile-lookin, 
orange colored fly. They can 
be seen flying around milo 
and Johnson Grass heads. 
H iey deposit eggs in the 
spikdets of flowering heads.

Once the milo passes the 
flowering stage, there is no 
need for a farmer to spray. 
lYie key is protecting tliie 
plant during that period of 
time that the plant is 
flowering. This period will 
last from seven to nine days 
for an individual head. 
However, that period may be 
extended for two weeks or 
more for an entire field due 
to depayed maturity caused 
by wet spots, etc.

There are several in­
secticides that have label 
clearance and will do an 
effective job of controlling 
the insect. Producers that 
have not received ther copy 
of B-1220, “ Insect and Mite 
Pests of Grain Sorghum’’ 
should request one from our 
office.

Farmers with heavy weed 
infested wheat should 
consider an application of 
sodium chlorate at this time. 
'Diis material will burn the 
green vegetation and 
enable one to harvest a 
higher quality grain 
resulting in less price 
discount.

The special emergency- 
use permit for the chemical 
was issued by the Texas 
Department of Agriculture 
June 25 to alleviate this 
situation in wheat. The urea 
fire  retardent sodium 
chlorate should be applied at 
the rate of four pounds per 
acre in eight to ten gallons oi 
water.

There is a seven day wait 
until harvest and 14 day 
delay before grazing. The 
special permit expires on 
July 9.

Bill Hatch, who farms in 
the Taylortown Community 
of Lamar (bounty, planted 
Guar this past week. Bill 
planted 37 acres. It was 
drilled in 10 inch rows and 0- 
40-40 fertilizer and Treflan 
herbicide was applied. It was 
planted on fairly light soil, so 
this should give us some 
incUcation of Guar potential 
for the area.
