Not Long For Job
We hove a  feeling that M H. Banner, Scott County, 

Illinois, form advisor, is not long for his job. Listen 
to this: ,

."I am not o student of political sciene. But I believe 
that every ACP check a former endorses will some day 
be used against him os evidence'that he agrees the 
government has on interest in his land and therefore a 
right to some control over its use. Thus, every check be­
comes o milestone on the rood to socialism —  government 
ownership of land and productive wealth."

Writing in the Prairie Former, national farm maga­
zine, Form Agent Banner sounds o true note of warn­
ing to those who ore looking to a paternalistic govern­
ment to take core of them —  whether it be in the field 
of ogriculture or some other field.

. Banner views it this way;
"Price support arguments usually start a whole 

chain of fuzzy thinking. Talk to anyone who's 'for' price 
supports and right owoy he soys something like this: 
'Look at all the help labor a n d  other groups get from 
Uncle Sam. Why shouldn't the former get his cut?'^ __

"He odmits that the government shouldn't be help­
ing anybody but then he turns right around and osks 
for himself. Such reasoning is dangerous. Two wrongs 
do not make a right.

"If other groups ore getting more than their share 
from the government, let's lower the boom on them.

"Another argument we heard during the recent 
election campaign wos 'Formers ore going broke.' Sure 

; they are Free men will always go broke. Business men 
and formers alike ore going broke —  and for the same 

I reason: The principles of competition qnd free enter- 
f prise are ot work. The least efficient ore losing out.
’ Is that bad3
•  "Would we make much progress if we reward the 

poor worker the same os the good3 Should the govern- 
j ment help either a poor former or barber, when most of 
i his trouble is caused by his own lack of skill or by busi­

ness factors within his control?
"Good farmers ore making money —  real money, 

by following the best practices and doing o good job 
{ of management. They hove enlarged their opportunities 
, and ore using to the full their unequalled educational 
’ and service advontoges.

'* "The good farmer is olso a good thinker. He knows 
that to help anyone who is not doing his best is to 

, destroy initiative and lower efficiency. Did the dairyman 
cull out the low-producing cow when he had a high, guar­
anteed price?

"So much for price supports. What about ACP pay­
ments3 Are they a curse or a cure3 Are they 'of great 
value in getting the former to adopt better methods'3 Or 
do they merely keep him in the harness while he drags 

'sogriculture down toward the peasant level?
V* “At best, these payments are poor public relations. 
Labor and other non-form groups look at the total cost 
to the taxpayer and yell loudly. They foil to realize that 
out of the dollars which the program costs only pennies 
ever get into the farmer's pocket. Yet farmers are blamed 
for the whole bill.

"The effect of the payments, if not their purpose 
Is to divert attention from the fact that the farm pro­
gram has foiled miserably to solve the basic ills of ogri­
culture. ACP poyments confuse the issue, muday the 
water. They treat the symptom rather than the disedse.

"Still worse, they befuddle farmers and divide them 
until they no longer agree on what their trouble really is.

"The worst feature is that it questions a former's 
honesty or his sonify.

-  Statement that the former would-not carry out the listed 
conservation practices without federal aid. Let's take a 

, closer look at this.
"Popular projects on the docket in Illinois ore the 

t 'initial' application of lime and rock phosphate. 'Initial' 
means that these ore new practices, that they have not 
been used before under the ASC program.

"W hat does it do to a farmer —  deep down inside —  
to hove his orm twisted in such o way just to get a few 
dollars for something he knows darned well he would do 
anyway? What will he shut his eyes to next? Where 
will oil This sort of Thing end?"

"Ethics As A Religion"
An acquaintance of mine loaned 

me a  book called ‘‘Ethics as a 
Religion." It was written by David 
Saviile Muzzey. Muzzey has writ­
ten a lot of history textbooks used 
in government schools. After I 
read this book, I can aee why the 
youth of the land is not very well 
versed in American history. After 
having read this book, I  really 
still do not know what he means 
hy ethics as a religion.

In the first part of the book be 
writes:

‘‘First, Ethical Culture is a 
creedless religion.*••

"Second, Ethical Culture Insists 
thst man has the capacity as well 
as the duty to lead a righteous 
life.***

r.olden Rule rasattsfactory
"Third, since the attainment of 

ethical statue is the chief end of 
life, the development of these la­
tent capacities in one's self and in 
others is the serious task of the 
adhe^nts of ethical religion. And 
the method which it prescribes for 
the accomplishment of this task dif- - 
fen  from the two rules of conduct 
m o s t  generally recommended; 
namely, the categorical impera­
tive of Kant and the Golden Rule 
of the Gospel. The former bids us 
so to act that our conduct could be 
taken as the universal norm; the 
latter bids us to do to othen as 
we would have them do to us. 
But neither counsel is quite sat- 
sifying. For no sane man would 
presume to set up his own conduct 
as a pattern to be followed. Nor 
should our treatment of othen be 
based on what might be expected 
from them under different cir­
cumstances. This is unrealistic and 
even suggests something in the 
nature of a bargain. The rule: So 
act in all your relationships, in 
The family, in business.-in polities, • 
in the professions, as to elicit the 
best in others, and in so doing 
you will enchance your own worth. 
This is the very sum and sub­
stance of the ethical imperative."

Muzzey's "rule.” it seems to 
me, is a very loose statement. 
What does he mttan by "best"? 
What does he mean by "worth?" 
He seems to discard the Golden 
Rule and Kant's imperative and 
give a mystical substitute for a 
mathematical rule. But the Golden 
Rule and Kant's Imperative are 
all-inclusive. They are universal. 
There are no execeptions of them. 
The Golden Rule is a check against 
a man doing things that he does 
not want others to do to him. If 
a  man does not want to be robbed, 
or murdered, o r lied atxrnt, he 
must not rob, or murder, or lie 
about others. It is a negative prop­
osition as well as positive. If he 
wants someone else to give him 
something, he must give somebody 
else something.

While the book queues a  lot of 
gems from libertarians of the 
Ages, It is not at all specific. There 
is no principle or guide of human 
conduct. He lambasts authoritar­
ian religions that have specific 
rules, but he sets down no speci­
fic rules as guides of human con­
duct. One cannot measure right 
from wrong unless there are spec­
i f ic  guides -to determine right 
from wrong, any more than he can 
measure distance without having 
a  unit by which to measure.

What does the author mean by 
the following:

"Growth, not profession. Is the 
test of a man's religion; and 
growth in character is the meas­
ure of that internal authority 
which bids him strive for moral 
perfection. Obedience to this au­
thority, which is akin to what 
Quakers call the ‘inner light,' is 
the chief duty of man."

He does not tell what "moral 
perfection" is and here he is ad­
vocating obedience to the "inner 
light.” which he condemns when 
he discards the Golden Rule and 
says it is not a good guide of 
conduct.

And just think ffir children for 
years and years have been read­
ing history books written by this 
"intellectual."

He constantly refers to democ­
racy as being ideal, but he does 
not define what he means by 
democracy — whether he means 
the bare majority, or whether he 
means respecting the dignity and 
inalienable rights of other people.

Some Aphorisms
Later in the book he writes;
"The truth is that every affirma­

tion carries with it a denial of 
aome sort. If we affirm our belief 
In liberty, we condemn slavery in 
the same breath. If we affirm the 
absolute supremacy of ethics, we 
thereby relegate other aspects of 
religion, like creed and ceremony, 
to a subordinate place."

But he doesn't define ethics other* 
than the science of right and 
wrong.

Then he writes:
"The God of Calvin was an 

oriental monarch, wrapped in m aj­
esty and power, requiring obei­
sance and adulation. And do we 
not see in the hymns sung in the 
churches today (with perhaps lilt 
tie realization of the significance 
of the words) the influence of this 
Asiatic idea of enthroned pomp 
and military prowess: 'Oh worship 
the King, all * glorious above,'
'Crown him with many crowns/ 
'The Son of God goes forth to 
war,’ ‘Come, thou almighty King,’ 
and many more of like tenor. The 
complement of this exaltation of 
the might of God has been the 
depreciation of man. In spite of the 
Psalmist's declaration. 'Thou hast 
made him little lower than the 
angels, and has crowned him with 
glory and honor.' orthodox Chris­
tianity has been savage in tti de­
nunciation of man as a  corrupt 
being from birth, ruined by the 
fall of Adam."

Q-rls it necessary for a person 
to remove their dental nlates or 
bridge before going under an an­
esthetic?—F. J.

A—Assuming that you mean a 
general anesthetic, this is neces­
sary. The reason Is that while 
asleep under aa anesthetic If Is 
possible for the plate or bridge to 
become loose and p t  swallowed 
or Inhaled with resulting serious 
complications.

Q—I have a two-year - old boy. 
Shortly after his birth I became 
extremely nervous but I snapped 
out of it quickly and have been 
feeling fine ever since. I have 
heard that reproduction does have 
that effect on some women and 
get* worse after e^ch child. In 
view of this, would It' be advisable 
for me to have another? Reader.

A—This Is a most complicated 
question since it Is impossible to 
tell just what you mean by the 
lean  "nervous attack.” Pregnan­
cy does not usually make a per­
son more “nervous.”

Here is a lesson In human re­
lations from which we can all 
profit. Is our manner free of 
haughtiness? Is our smile in good 
working order? TVre are peo­
ple all around us who will feel 
immeasurably better If only we 
bestow upon them the Inexpensive 
larges* of •  truly friendly smile.

t many divisions the Pope had, he 
would have been understood by Hit­
ler and Tojo. who also dismissed 
those opinions as of little avail 
against air armadas, armored divi­
sions and fleets. Of what power is 
the spirit against ths steel of a  
sword?

But the respect which the writ­
ers of the Declaration of Independ­
ence showed for the opinions of 
mankind was not out of courtesy 
or good manners, solely. Their re­
spect was also a defentfee paid 
to power. They had regard for It, 
because they believed thet with­
out it they might fail.

And perhaps the phrase Is not 
so outmoded after all. As the states- 
men of the world gather this morn­
ing in Geneva to struggle with 
each other on matters of great 
destiny, it is plain that all of 
them — from whatever quarter 
they come—have a greet resp~t 
lor the opinions of mankind.

The statement* that all week­
end poured out In profusion were 
not by one statesman to another. 
They were addressed by each to 
the world. And they were not di­
rected to the specific problems 
which will face them at Geneva; 
they were directed to the goal that 
whatever may happen there, the 
blame or credit will be favorably 
gauged by the people of the world.

President Elsenhower said, “We 
shall do our best with others to 
start the world on the beginning 
of a new road.” Prime Minister 
Eden expressed his devotion to 
"patience end perseverance.” And 
in Moscow, Premier Bulganin skill­
fully laid hit propaganda base hy 
proclaiming hope for peace "if all 
the participants in the confer- 
enee display good will.'' But what 
is propaganda, however devious, 
except a tribute to the power ef 
the opinions of men?

And this In a day when the 
power of the sword has reached a  
zenith. Never before have armies 
had the power to reap such des­
truction; never before has the cal­
lousness to wield that military 
power first seemed to be of such 
great advantage. Yet her* are 
even thoee men who are the most 
callous and ruthless, the conquer- 
or* of the Kremlin, standing in 
uneasy awe of world opinion. They 
woo it out of foar aa much aa 
others do out of honor.

Make use of the eight- or nine- 
year-old child next door. I've dis­
covered my boys Just love it when 
we take along older boys. Children 
w ant to leant and the example of 
a  well-behaved older child can 
show in a few momenta what we 
spend hours trying to explain.

Well, hers we a ie  at the beach, 
your little one and the older child 
who understands the w ater and 
makes it look like such fun to your 
baby. Now is the time for you to 
see he isn t really a baby any more. 
If you shriek with fear at his first 
attem pts you may have set down 
a pattern in hia mind about water 
that will take years to dispel.

Go Into the w ater with him. Give 
him firm confidence in you. Hold 
him close and enjoy the fun of the 
waves over your bodies Keep him 

j entirely safe. There isn 't any hur- 
! ry, really.

Along with the laughter there 
should he gentle warnings about go­
ing in alone, about w ater over the 
head. etc. Then stay by and let 
him play hv himself. Children are 
born with a wonderful natural cau­
tion. If you observe closely, you 
can learn the speed with which he 
wants to progress.

My two boys took to the water 
eagerly. Bui 1 was almost overly 
cautious with Benjie. m.v first. Then 
Kim cam e along and was swim 
ming more quickly because he had 
seen his brother, a  year older, go­
ing along without any .support.

Then Susie, who is only 20 
months, had no patience whatao 
ever with my gradual meihod*. She 
insisted upon her aquatic inde­
pendence as soon as she could 
walk. It w asn 't only a 'm a tte r  of 
im itating her brothers- .she had a 
more adventurous altitude.

I really leel there is loo ftnich 
emphasis on fiightening people out 
of their wits where spoils are 'in -  
reined. There was never a more 
wonderful time in my life than 
when I was competing in swim­
ming.

Vei I was constantly questioned 
about the rangers of contracting 
something in municipal pools. 01 
did my racing develop a painful 
athletic heart, and on Into the 
night. Tha fearful ones were usual­
ly sick moat of the time and would 
have felt fine, I think, if they had 
just gotten into the open and taken
