Bunger defeated Slate Wil-
liams with 236 votes to 99 to
be the next County Commis-
sioner of Precinct 2.

Medina defeated Rudy
Martinez 145-113 in the Pre-
cinct 4 Commissioner’s race.

Medina will replace cur-
rent Precinct 4 Commission-
er Eligio Martinez who lost in
the Democratic Primary Run-
off earlier this year.

Bunger and Medina will
take office in January 2019.

The bond will move fund-
ing from the district’s Quali-
fied School Construction Bond
loan from the maintenance

interest and sinking budget in
order to pay off the loan fast-
er, and not subject the loan
payment to recapture under
the Robin Hood plan.

It will add $231,000 a year
to the maintenance and oper-
ations budget, save taxpayers
$446,511 in interest and there
is no tax increase to the tax-
payers of Crockett County,
said Superintendent Raul Cha-
varria.

“On behalf of the CCCCSD
Board of Trustees, I want to
thank the voters of Crockett
County for making the smart
choice in approving the bond.

This is truly a win for our tax-
payers and a huge benefit for
the students of our school dis-
trict,” Chavarria said.

Voter turnout surpassed
the 2014 midterm results
with 1,302 ballots cast out
of 2,484 registered voters in
Crockett County for a 52 per-
cent turnout.

Early voter turnout hit 800
on the last day.

In 2014 877 total ballots
were cast.

“Very proud of Ozona for
getting out, voting and making
a difference,” said County and
District Clerk Ninfa Preddy.

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dmall tactics to detend against cybersecurity attacks

We have all heard the words
cybersecurity, but what does
that really mean and how does
it affect your business. Cyber-
security is the act of securing
cyberspace. This includes work-
ing to protect internet-connect-
ed systems, including software,
hardware, and data. As a small
business owner, you probably
rely heavily on your technology.
Every aspect of your business
can be affected by cybercrime.
According to the Federal Com-
munications Commission (FCC),
the theft of digital information
has become the most common-
ly reported fraud, surpassing

physical theft.

Many small
businesses feel
that they will
not be targeted
because their
business is not
a major corpo-
ration.

As technol-
ogy has pro-
gressed busi-
ness owners
can no longer
afford to leave
themselves
unprotected.
Here are a few

tips to help protect against cy-
ber-attacks.

Train your employees in basic
security principles. An example
of this would be requiring em-
ployees to change passwords
frequently and asking them not
to store the password informa-
tion in an unsecured location,
such as their top desk drawer.

Another action step would
be to provide basic personal
and business cyberattack pre-
vention training. One of the
most troubling attacks is that
of email phishing. This is when
a cyber-criminal will send an
email from an account that

they have manipulated to look
as if it is coming from some-
one inside the organization.
This email might say something
along the lines of “the director,
Jim has asked for us to trans-
fer $5,000 into this Account
555-12345 to pay a past due in-
voice.” Train your employees to
be naturally suspicious. This
type of attack could be denied
with a simple confirmation call
to the director to make sure the
request is legitimate.

We also don’t think much
about physical access to technol-
ogy devices. I recently attended a
conference in which the keynote

speaker discussed cybersecuri-
ty. In a matter of just 20 minutes
prior to his presentation, he was
able to access 15 technology de-
vices of people in attendance, be-
cause they left their bag on the
chair or their phone at a charg-
ing station along the wall. En-
courage employees to proper-
ly secure devices both in the of-
fice and while on the go. Pay spe-
cial attention to your cell phone.
A cell phone contains a lot of
very personal information and
for many small business owners,
they typically are used in run-
ning the business.

I encourage you to be cogni-

zant of the growing issues and
empower your employees by
providing them with basic cy-
bersecurity awareness training.
There are many resources to as-
sist you in providing this train-
ing. Reach out to the Angelo
State University Small Business
Development Center for addi-
tional access to resources that
can provide cybersecurity train-
ing for you and your employees.

CSPRA promotes principle

of public rec

he Coalition for Sen-

sible Public Records

Access (CSPRA) is a

non-profit organiza-
tion dedicated to promoting
the principle of open pub-
lic record access to ensure
individuals, the press, ad-
vocates, and businesses the
continued freedom to col-
lect and use the information
made available in the public
record for personal, govern-
mental, commercial, and so-
cietal benefit.

There is an occasion-
al story or editorial that de-
cries that “the government is
profiting by selling your per-
sonal information to compa-
nies.” The truth in Texas and
most states is that the gov-
ernment is not selling your
personal information but re-
sponding to public record
requests and is allowed to
charge a reasonable fee to
recover its administrative
costs in providing the public
record. Government agen-
cies under Texas law cannot
make a profit on responding
to public record requests.

Statements like, “But com-
panies are making a prof-
it from public records!” are
also seen. This is mislead-
ing. Profits are not made
from public records, but
from value-added servic-
es that use public and com-
mercial data combined with
smart software for societal-
ly beneficial purposes. Tex-
ans should support such val-
ue-added services as they
deliver real benefits to the
State of Texas and her citi-
zens alike.

There appears to be a lack
of understanding and appre-
ciation of the value and ben-
efit that is gained by all Tex-
ans from access to and use
of public records and I want
to set the record straight.
The information in the pub-
lic record is foundational to
many important life events
and transactions of Tex-
as residents. Many persons
and entities create value-
added services from the re-
cords they obtain from pub-
lic sources and use them for
a variety of personal, com-
mercial, legal, socially de-
sirable, and essential civic
and governmental purpos-
es. Examples of these value-
added services include risk
management, property ti-
tle protection, transparent
and accurate news, protec-
tion of vulnerable popula-
tions from offenders, the ad-
ministration of justice, law
enforcement, monitoring
government spending, fight-
ing government corruption,

enforcement of court or-
ders and child support col-
lection, and economic fore-
casting. Texans depend on
these services that access,
combine, and add value to
public and commercial data
every day and in ways that
benefit every resident in the
state whether they are aware
of it or not.

There should also be sup-
port from Texans for per-
sons and businesses that le-
verage public resources to
increase the value of the
public investments. Pizza
delivery drivers, truckers,
and many others make mon-
ey from the roads that are
supported by gas tax and
tolls paid by all. Soft drink
bottlers, brewers, and oth-
er beverage makers turn wa-
ter from public utilities into
saleable products. Housing
and businesses expand us-
ing new and improved pub-
lic roads, transit, sewers,
and utilities. Anyone with
a commercial or personal li-
cense to use public lands to
hunt, fish, or harvest from
public lands can make mon-
ey with what that get from
public lands or just get a
good meal. Residents with a
Texas public education use
it to advance their knowl-
edge and careers.

Texans would never dream
of saying these people or en-
tities are wrong for leverag-
ing these public resources
to earn a living or improve
their lives. So why the out-
rage when a newspaper or
data company pays the full
or marginal cost for a copy
of public record, adds value
to the data, and makes mon-
ey?

When something works
well, it is often taken for
granted and becomes invis-
ible to us—like the systems
and services that use pub-
lic records to protect, serve,
and help us in our daily
lives.

They work well, and we are
very dependent on them for
the quality of life we enjoy.
We would like to see more
defenders of the right to ac-
cess and use public records
and fewer careless attacks
on the many persons and en-
tities that use and depend
on Texas public records to
provide services that meet
important societal needs.

fiding With The big boys

One of the best perks about being a
cow writer has been that it served as a
gateway to visit many of the biggest and
best ranches in America. The highlight
came when I got to sleep in the legendary
Big House at the King Ranch and dine at
a table whose centerpiece was a big silver
bowl awarded in 1943 to the seventh Triple
Crown winner in history, the King Ranch’s
own Assault.

During a time when many cowboys
are without cows and anyone with a good
sized flower garden calls itself a “ranch”, I
got to visit ranches in West Texas that were
measured in sections, not acres, and any-
thing less than 40 sections was considered
a hobby farm. I climbed all over Arizona’s
big spreads like the ORO’s, Pruett and
Wray and John Wayne’s 26 Bar. I've written
about many of California’s old land grant
ranches and find it sad that I can think of
only one that’s still in the same family it
was granted to. I got to ride out with the
cowboys for a branding on the Bell Ranch
in New Mexico. At night we slept in our
bedrolls and they told me to cover by boots
with my cowboy hat so snakes or scorpions
wouldn’t climb in them and surprise me
the next morning.

Every year I got to go to Nebraska’s
Haythorn Ranch for a video sale and in Or-
egon I got to visit and write stories about
Oregon’s MC and part of Peter French’s
former empire. As part of Western Video
Market I also got to take part in selling the
cattle off many of the biggest spreads in

the west like the 1,000
head lot of ZX calves we
auctioned off in a grand
total of 31 seconds.

I've always been
awed by the great cattle
barons in history like
Henry Miller of Miller
and Lux who, it was
said, could ride in his

IT'STHE buggy from southern

PITTS California into British
Colombia and sleep on

LEE PITTS his own land every night.

It was also said of the
notorious tightwad that
not once along the way
would he eat his own beef because the beef
he ate always wore a neighbor’s brand.

I rode over ground once known as
Swan Land and Cattle that was owned by a
bunch of Scotsmen that covered 3,250,000
acres and had so many brands they had
their own brand book. And I live within a
couple hours drive from the epicenter of
what was once known as the Kern County
Land Company that operated in multiple
states and was the largest ranch in the
world at its height with 3,750,000 acres
under its control. Folks around here just
called it “the Land Company” and everyone
knew who you were talking about.

When we lived in New Mexico I of-
ten found myself on ground once owned
by Maxwell Cattle Company that had
1,750,000 acres in New Mexico and Colo-

rado and was so large the Atchison and
Topeka Railroad had six stations on the
ranch. The Chiricahua Cattle Company was
on the San Carlos Apache Reservation and
ran 45,000 head of cattle at one time! They
were known simply as “the Cherries”. I
always wondered how they could possibly
run on so many acres or look after so many
cows. I was always of the belief that you
should never run more cows than your wife
could take care of.

Another famous Texas ranch I enjoyed
writing about was the 101 Ranch that had
its own wild west show. Few people knew
it was so named because it consisted of
101,000 acres.

Whenever I visited one of these mon-
ster ranches I always felt intimidated and
felt I had to somehow justify my little 100
head cow/calf operation and somehow
try to compete with them. I remember
horseback riding on a huge Arizona border
spread with the owner who told me, “I've
got so many cattle there are thousands
here that have never felt a rope around
their neck.”

“Yeah,” I commiserated, “that’s the
quality of ropers I get at my place too.”

And I remember being on another huge
Texas ranch in the Permian basin whose
owner told me, “My place is so big it takes
three days to ride around it.”

Not to be outdone, I said, “Yeah, I had
a pickup like that once too.”

Secrelary ol State Pablos applauds early voling turnoul

AUSTIN — Statistics com-
piled by the office of the sec-
retary of state show Texans
cast ballots in record num-
bers during the early voting
period before the Nov. 6 mid-
term general election.

Of the 12,255,607 regis-
tered voters in the 30 most-
populous counties of Texas,
some 4,884,528 individuals
voted in person or by mail
during the early voting peri-
od of Oct. 22 through Nov. 2.
That comes to nearly 40 per-
cent of registered voters for
those counties. If not a re-
cord, that is unusually high
in comparison to early voting
in previous non-presidential
elections.

Texas Secretary of State
Rolando Pablos, the state’s
chief elections officer, on Nov.
2 encouraged the 11 million
registered voters who did not
take advantage of early voting
to get to the polls and vote on
Election Day.

“As you head to the polls,
please be prepared to join the

millions of Texans who are
eager to cast their votes,” Pab-
los said. “I ask you to be pa-
tient and respectful as Texans
celebrate this privileged event
of civic duty to exercise their
fundamental right to vote.”
Pablos addressed rumors
that electronic voting ma-
chines might be inaccurate-
ly processing ballots. He as-
sured voters that each of their
choices on their ballots would
be counted accurately and se-
curely and that “every polling
place in Texas is staffed by
trained elections officials and
personnel who are there to
help you, are ready to assist
and can ensure that you are
able to successfully cast your
vote.”

ABBOTT REQUESTS
DECLARATION
Gov. Greg Abbott on Oct.
30 sent a letter to President
Donald Trump requesting a

presidential disaster decla-
ration for counties especial-
ly hard-hit by severe weath-
er and flooding that caused
widespread damage across
the state in mid-October.

More counties may be
added to the declaration as
local, state and federal agen-
cies continue to assess dam-
ages, Abbott said.

“The magnitude of recent
severe weather and flooding
has taken a serious toll on
Texans across the state. With
such widespread flooding and
devastation, additional re-
sources are needed to help
Texans recover,” Abbott said.

In addition to his request
for a presidential disaster
declaration, Abbott on Oct.
30 expanded his state disas-
ter declaration to cover some
111 Texas counties. Abbott
has authorized the use of all
available resources of state
government and of political

subdivisions to aid in the re-
sponse efforts.

San Angelo District wins prestlglous award for I-10 job

Junction Area Engineer
Lewis Nowlin accepted an
award, on behalf of TxDOT,
from the Asphalt Emulsion
Manufacturers Association
(AEMA) at a recent Texas As-
phalt and Pavement Associa-
tion meeting in Austin.

Along with TxDOT, Kiewit
Construction and Ergon As-
phalt & Emulsions, Inc. were
the recipients of AEMAs
2018 Past Presidents’ Award
for Emulsion Excellence for a
2016 project that improved
10 miles of eastbound and
westbound Interstate 10 in
Crockett County.

Projects submitted were
judged based on criteria such
as: customer satisfaction,
technical solution, cost ef-
fectiveness and impact to the
environment.

The original idea was to
use a cement-treated base
process for the full depth rec-
lamation of the travel lanes,
but after visiting with other
pavement design profession-
als, the San Angelo District
decided to use asphalt emul-
sion.

This decision was based
on the fact that emulsion
treatment allows the pave-
ment to be more flexible and
provides greater moisture re-
sistance.

San Angelo man dies
in three-vehicle crash

SAN ANGELO — A San
Angelo man died in a three-
vehicle crash on U.S. Highway
67 last week, according to a
news release by the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety.

At about 6 p.m. Thurs-
day, Nov. 1, troopers re-
sponded to a crash on U.S. 67
about 8 miles west of San An-
gelo, according to the release.

Investigators determined
a 2018 F-350, driven by Oral
Kevin Thorp, 51, was travel-
ing east on U.S. 67 “at a very
high rate of speed” when it
struck the rear of an east sil-
ver 2014 Chevrolet pickup
driven by Roy Flores Carrillo,
48, according to the release.

Carrillo’s silver pickup
“was forced off the left side
of the roadway as a result of
the collision,” according to
the release.

After striking Carrillo’s
pickup, Thorp struck the
next vehicle traveling east, a
2003 Chevrolet pickup occu-
pied by Gus Andrew Daniel,

71, and forced Daniel off to
the right side of the road, ac-
cording to the release.

Thorp’s F-350 came to rest
on the right side of the road-
way, according to the release.

Both Carrillo and Daniel
were transported to Shannon
Medical Center, according to
the release.

At about 7 p.m., Carrillo
was pronounced dead by Jus-
tice of the Peace Eddie How-
ard “due to the injuries sus-
tained during the crash,”
according to the release.

Carrillo was not wear-
ing his seat belt, the release
notes. Weather conditions at
the time were listed as clear
and dry.

Details about the initial
cause of the crash were not
revealed by DPS at this time.
An official with DPS stated
the crash is still under inves-
tigation.

REVENUE TOTAL
INCREASES

State sales tax revenue to-
taled $2.6 billion in October,
an amount 7.3 percent more
than the amount reported in
October 2017, Texas Comp-
troller Glenn Hegar said on
Nov. 2.

Total sales tax revenue
for the three months end-
ing in October 2018 was up
12.6 percent compared to the
same period a year ago. The
sales tax is the largest source
of state funding for the state
budget, accounting for 57
percent of all tax collections.

However, revenue from
other major taxes on motor
vehicle sales and rentals, mo-
tor fuel and oil and natural
gas production were mixed
for the month, as follows:

— Motor vehicle sales and
rental taxes, $438.4 million,
down 2.6 percent compared
with October 2017;

— Motor fuel taxes, $298 mil-
lion, down 4.2 percent com-
pared with October 2017; and
— Oil and natural gas produc-
tion taxes, $439.9 million, up
52.4 percent compared with
October 2017.

Keep pets from
mushroom poisoning

COLLEGE STATION - Al-
though commonly underes-
timated, mushroom intox-
ication ranks near the top
of the list of pet poisonings
each year. Of these deadly
fungi, Death Cap mushrooms
are the number one cause of
fatal mushroom poisoning
worldwide.

Death Cap mushrooms are
an invasive species that fa-
vor oak and pine trees. While
they can be found across Tex-
as, Death Cap mushrooms
tend to thrive in cool, damp
climates and are usually seen
during rainy seasons.

Unlike some poisonous
plants, most mushrooms pres-
ent an initial identification is-
sue for pet parents. Although
it can be difficult to tell the
difference between a toxic and
non-toxic mushroom, a com-
mon identifier of a Death Cap
is a yellowish-green cap that
grows large and flat as the
mushroom ages.

Another important char-
acteristic of the Death Cap
mushroom is the fish-like
odor it emits while decaying.
This odor seems appealing
and appetizing to dogs and
cats and typically leads to the
mushroom’s ingestion.

Dr. Justin Heinz, an as-
sistant professor at the Tex-
as A&M College of Veteri-
nary Medicine & Biomedical
Sciences, urges pet owners
to contact their veterinari-
an immediately if they be-
lieve their pet has ingested a
mushroom.

“We don’t necessarily see
a lot of cases that we can di-
rectly attribute to ingestion,
but the development of clin-
ical signs are usually delayed

by six to 12 hours,” Heinz
said. “Initial clinical signs are
usually gastrointestinal in
nature, resulting is vomiting
and diarrhea, and blood may
occasionally be noted in ei-
ther.”

Heinz added that these
signs will typically resolve
within 24 hours. However, it
is important for owners to
understand that this does
not mean that their pet is in
the clear.

“Unfortunately, after
about 48-72 hours following
resolution of these signs, the
patient will develop liver and
kidney failure, with liver fail-
ure being far more common,”
he said. “Prognosis at that
point is pretty guarded.”

According to Heinz, all
mushrooms vary in toxicity.
Some cause self-limiting gas-
trointestinal distress, while
others cause neurological ef-
fects such as tremors and
seizures. A misidentification
can lead to serious illness or
death in your beloved pet.

“Identification of some of
these mushrooms may actu-
ally require a mycologist,” he
said.

“For this reason, I rec-
ommend keeping pets away
from any mushrooms in the
yard or on walks. Better safe
than sorry.”

As always, pet owners
should contact their veter-
inarian if they believe their
pet has eaten anything sus-
picious. By removing mush-
rooms from your path and
keeping a close eye on your
pet during walks and out-
ings, you can ensure their
good health will remain in-
tact.
