Ms. Jordan, the first black woman
elected to the Texas Senate since 1882
represented a Houston district in the

She announced last December that
she would retire, but said illness was
not the reason for her departure. She

served three terms in the House of

Ms. Jordan blocked efforts to have
her name placed in nomination for the
vice presidency at the Democratic
National Convention in 1976

Ms Jordan was unavailable for
comment, but aide Nancy Earl denied
that her emplover had the disease
“Everything has been diagnosed and
this is a new one on me,”” Ms. Earl
said. “'She does not have a terminal
illness ™

Ms  Earl said that Ms. Jordan's
recent drastic weight loss was caused
by diet and that her difficulty in
walking is the result of a ‘‘bad
knee "

AUSTIN It was billed as A Day
for All Texans ™

And a wide assortment of the
state’s citizenry flocked to the state
capital Tuesday to watch a Republi
can governor take the oath of office
for the first time since Reconstruc
tion dayvs

Fake fur and mink mingled in the
crowd. which included large numbers
of school children

Fthnic minorities were represent
ed. though not in large numbers

The band playved ""New San Anton
10 Rose” and “The Yellow Rose of
IF'exas.”” and the cannons fired a
19 gun salute

I'he first unannounced blast of the
cannons took the crowd by surprise
as an almost universal startled cry
rose from the group

'he gubernatorial party strode
from the Capitol to the platform
under the crossed sabers of the Texas
AL M University Ross Volunteers

Smoke from the cannonfire still
shrouded the platform as William P
Clements Jr promised to protect and
defend the constitution and laws of
the US and Texas

I'he jubilant Clements chuckled as
Supreme Court Chief Justice Joe R
Greenhill congratulated him after the
swearing in

Some in the audience noted the time
of the historic moment 1215 pm

I'he new governor reiterated his
campaign promises of a billon dollars
in tax relief, reduction of the state
burcaucracy and improved educa
tion

Clements warned the crowd there
mayv be resistance to his plans. How
ever, said Clements, T will persist
and I will prevail ™

I.t. Governor Bill Hobby, a Demo
crat who has been in office since 1973,
also was sworn in for a new term
Hobby, who took the oath with his left
hand. struck a chord similar to Clem
ents” in his remarks, calling for less
government intrusion in the lives of
citizens

The crowd seemed in good spirits as
onlookers strained to find a view from
the lawn, which sloped downward
from the platform. The comment,
“You could see it better on TV," was
not uncommon

The request to “Please rise’ for
the invocation elicited laughter from
hundreds of persons already stand-
Ing

The sun, which had been hidden
behind clouds at the beginning of the
ceremony, had come out by the time it
was over, a fact Clements purported
to see as a good omen

As the Longhorn band played
“Texas Our Texas,"” the official state
song, the crowd drifted away to the
barbecue tables, or home.

Many went to the dozens of char
tered buses which lined the streets
around the Capitol.

A barbecue on the Capitol lawn
followed the ceremony. Also included
in the day's festivities was the tradi
tional inaugural parade, which in

cluded Midland's Lee High School
Band among the participants. Tues
day night, Hobby and Clements at
tended five inaugural parties, includ
ing three $50-a-ticket formal galas
During remarks at the ball for West
Fexans, including Midlanders, Clem
ents and Hobby both jested about the
Democratic loss of the governorship
Said Hobby, "It was a year of
upsets.

Midlanders’ gas rates
may go up next month

Midlanders will be paying an extra
$3 79 per month for their gas in Febru
ary if the Midland City Council ac
cepts the recommendation of an advi
Sory committee

The 11 member committee, made
up of representatives from 10 of the 63
cities involved in the four-month rate
increase process, reached an agree
ment with Pioneer Natural (Gas Co
Tuesday afternoon to recommend an
average 11 88 percent increase in
rates for users

Committee members met with a
panel of rate consultants Friday in
I.ubbock before making the final sug
gestion

Pioneer had asked for a 26.3 percent
increase in the rates. The new rates
will provide the gas company with an
extra $11.5 million in revenue in lieu
of the $19.8 million they had been
seeking

The rate will go into effect for gas
used after Feb 15, according to Fred
Poe, Midland assistant city manager
and a member of the committee

Residential users will bear the lar
gest share of the increase, with costs
going up about 19 percent for them
(ias air conditioner users in large
buildings will have a 12 percent in
crease, and small industrial users
will get an 8.5 percent hike.

The small industrial users have had
two other rate hikes since residential
rates were raised, Poe said, which
gave them a smaller increase.

“We tried to have each class of user
paving a pro-rata share of their cost
of delivering the gas,” Poe noted

The average residential bill should
£o up about $3.79 per month, based on
9 mef of gas used. That bill now is
about $20.70 per month, Poe said.

The rate increase was first request
ed by Pioneer in early September

Bob Mills, director of public rela-
tions for Pioneer, today said the com-
pany was gratified the committee had
made a recommendation ‘‘the cities
can live with and we can live with.
We're ready to get back into the gas
business

These rate cases are extremely ex

pensive, both to the cities and to us.”
he said “The customer has to pay
that bill somewhere down the line. ™’

The company expects no further
problems in getting the steering com-
mittee’s recommendations passed by
the cities, Mills said

More cancer
found in Wayne

[LOS ANGELES (AP) — More
cancer has been found in actor
John Wayne, who had his can-
cerous stomach removed last
week, his doctors said today

The final pathological report,
taken on body tissues tested
after the 9% -hour operation on
the 71-year-old actor was com-
pleted last Friday, showed evi-
dence of cancer in the gastric
lymph nodes, said Bernard
Strohm, administrator of the
UCLA Medical Center

Asked what the report meant,
Strohm said “*‘more cancer cells
were found™ in the stomach
area

“There is concern, naturally,”
Strohm said

But he added the finding will
not alter the post-operative
treatment and said no decision
has been made on whether more
surgery is necessary.

Strohm made the announce-
ment prior to a news conference
held by two of Wayne's sons,
Michael and Patrick.

Wayne was told about the new
finding Tuesday night and he
took the news in stride, said
Michael. ""He’s been down this
road before,” Michael added.
“We're hopeful.”

“Doctors had prepared us of
this eventuality,” said Patrick.
It didn't come as a total
shock."

In 1964, Wayne had part of his
left lung removed after doctors
found it to be cancerous.

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Six
Moslem hijackers released their 45
remaining hostages and a Lebanese
airliner early today after being al-
lowed to publicize their charge that
the Libyan government is holding a
missing Moslem religious leader.

The leader of the six told a hastily
organized airport news conference
that Col. Moammar Khadafy's gov-
ernment arrested Imam Mousa al-
Sadr, the spiritual leader of Leba-
non's Shiite Moslems, three mopths

ago ‘“‘in defiance of all international
law."”" He said it was ‘‘a crime that
will not go unpunished.”

The hijackers then freed the re-
maining 36 passengers and nine crew
members from the Lebanese Boeing
707 they commandeered seven hours
earlier, left the plane and surren-
dered to Lebanese authorities.

The men said they were members
of a organization called Amal — Hope
— founded by al-Sadr during the 1975-
76 civil war between Lebanon’s Chris-

tians and Moslems.

The imam has been missing since
he went to Libya last October to at-
tend anniversary celebrations of
Khadafy’s 1969 coup. He was rumored

to have quarreled with Khadafy dur-—

ing the visit, but Libyan officials den-
ied this and said he left there after a
week’s stay. But other. Lebanese
Shiite leaders believe the Libyans are
holding him.

Airport officials said the Middle
East Airlines jetliner was hijacked

Tuesday afternoon 50 minutes after it
left Beirut for Amman, Jordan, with
72 passengers and nine crew mem-
bers.

The hijackers first told the airport
control tower they were Palestinians
and wanted to go to Cyprus or Turkey.
The plane circled over Cyprus for an
hour but was not allowed to land and
flew back to Beirut,

The hijackers then said they want-
ed to fly to Libya to demand ‘‘the
release of our beloved imam.”

Carter holds to pledge to cut deficit spending

By R. GREGORY NOKES

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Carter is holding to his pledge to slash
deficit spending to below $30 billion in
the new budget, while still finding
money for increased defense out-
lays.

Although the federal budget will be
in the red for the 19th time in the last
20 years, the cover will be green,
possibly reflecting the president’s op-
timism that he can balance the bud-
get in the next year or two.

The budget for fiscal 1980, which
begins next Oct. 1, was going to press
at the Government Printing Office
today and will be presented to Con
gress, along with an accompanying
presidential message, Monday.

The president told congressional

leaders Tuesday it will be “a tight,
spare budget.'”’ He has repeatedly
said the budget is small enough to
help restrain inflation, but large
enough to discourage a recession.

Administration sources confirmed
Tuesday that Carter will propose total
spending of about $532 billion for 1980,
up about $40 billion from this year.
Virtually all of the increase is the
result of inflation, however.

With revenues estimated at about
$503 billion, the administration will
project a 1980 deficit of $29 billion.
That would be the smallest federal
deficit since 1973, when it was $14.8
billion.

The deficit in the current 1979 fiscal
year is projected at about $40 billion.

Defense spending would be in-
creased in the new budget. But there

would be cutbacks in other areas,
including some trimming of jobs, wel-
fare and education programs, admin-
istration officials have said.

Carter has decided to ask Congress
to approve an increase of about 3
percent in defense outlays — over and
above inflation — to a total of $122.8
billion in 1980, sources said. Defense
spending this year is projected at $112
billion.

The increase for defense results
from the president’s pledge to the
nation’s North Atlantic Treaty Orga-
nization partners last year to raise
U.S. defense outlays by 3 percent in
1980, with other NATO powers prom-
ising to do the same.

Most of the increase would be used
for across-the-board modernization of
conventional forces and weaponry.

But an additional $1 billion in
spending, both from the budget and a
supplemental request for 1979, will be
proposed to pay for full-scale develop-
ment of the new mobile missile.

The budget-also is likely to include
about $1.6 billion for construction of a
conventionally-powered aircraft car-
rier.

Carter has already been criticized
by groups representing cities, minori-
ties and disadvantaged people for
planned cutbacks in programs that
affect them.

The president defended his budget
in a television interview Monday. *‘It
is not a punitive budget,” he said. *‘It
is a good, sound budget that will
sustain a strong economy and set a
good example for the control of infla-
tion.

“We will have a substantial in-
crease ... in the total budget expendi-
tures for the poor people of our
country,” he said.

Carter and his advisers have said
recently the budget cutbacks on so-
cial programs won't be as bad as
many people had feared. About $2
biltion of the amount that was to have
béen trimmed was restored in the
final budget.

About $1 billion-of the restored
money was for government-financed
public service jobs under .the Com-
prehensive Employment and Train-
ing Act, with the remainder for vari-
ous health, education and urban pro-
grams.

Secretary of Labor Ray Marshall
told reporters Tuesday, ‘‘There will
be no less of jobs” under CETA. By

that, he said he meant that including
both jobs and training positions, the
amount will be about the same.

It is expected the funding for CETA
jobs will be sufficient to employ 475,
000 people at the end of 1980, down
from 625,000 at the end of this year
and 725,000 at the end of last year.

Marshall said-the jobs and training
positions will mean “‘the mix is bet-
ter” between what the government
and the private sector are doing to
help disadvantaged people find
work.

Although Carter is projecting a
budget defict for 1980 of $29 billion,
administration officials acknowledge
that much depends on the perfor-

mance of the economy in the next

year on whether that target can ac-
tually be achievzd.

Congressmen
seeking swift
action on Diggs

WASHINGTON (AP) — A small group of first
term Republicans is trying to engineer a swift
showdown in the House over Rep. Charles Diggs, the
Michigan Democrat convicted of taking kickbaeks
from his congressional employees.

Seven newly-elected GOP congressmen met Tues-
day and recommended that House Republicans ask
Diggs to refrain from voting on the floor while his
court appeal is pending, sources.said.

If Diggs declined, the group would favor a move to
expel him from the House, according to one source.

The seven, elected leaders of the GOP first-
termers, also decided to ask the partly leadership to
convene a GOP House caucus to discuss-the Diggs
case. All 35 GOP freshmen were scheduled to meet
late today to discuss Diggs and other matters,

House Republican Leader John Rhodes of Arizona
has announced he is prepared to request an ethics
committee investigation into the Diggs case

But the GOP leader, noting that the Michigan
Democrat is appealing his conviction and three-year
sentence, asked party members on Monday not to
take any “precipitous action” that could result in a
swift vote on a motion to expel the 14-term veteran

The sources, who requested anonymity, said the
group that met Tuesday will try to get the party
caucus to go on record as wanting Diggs to follow a
precedent set by Rep. John Langley of -Kentucky
over 50 years ago "

Langley, convicted of conspiracy, refrained from
voting while his appeal was pending, and resigned as
a member of Congress when his appeal was rejected
by the courts

At least one GOP freshman, Newt Gingrich of
Georgia, already has told the party leadership he
will “*be compelled™ to initiate a move to expel Diggs
if he votes on any “substantive matter” while his
appeal is pending

Any member of the House may file a mofion fo
expel another member at any time. A two-thirds vote
is_required to expel anyone from-the House

Several of the Republican freshmen say they are
pursuing the matter because they believe they can
score political points, as well as improve Congress’
image among the voters

““I think the freshmen members ... are very sincere
and concerned about the perception of the public
toward Congress as an institution,”” said Rep. Wil
liam Dannemeyer, elected to his first term last fall
from California. "

“We're not naive enough to think that one act will
turn this thing around,” he said. But Dannemeyer
said he believes *‘certain guidelines' are needed

Another first-term GOP House member, Rep

~Charles Dougherty of Pennsylvania, questioned
Rhodes closely about the Diggs case Monday at a
caucus, finally asking the GOP leader to move
aggressively

“*Some of us are here because’ of situations like
the Diggs case, he said »

Dougherty won his seat by defeating veteran Rep
Joshua Eilberg, who was indicted last year on
federal conflict-of-interest charges

Eilberg has pleaded innocent to taking money in
exchange for arranging a muilti-million dollar feder
al grant for a hospital.

New disease kills babies

NAPLES, Italy (AP) — This city
teeming with life and with misery is
battling a new affliction, a mystery
disease that has taken the lives of 38
babies, puzzled medical authorities
and spread panic amung many par-
ents.

Authorities report more and more

children are being kept out of nursery -

and elementary schools and even pre-
vented from' going outside in hopes
that staying indoors will keep away
il male oscuro’ — the obscure evil,
as Neapolitans call it.

A total of 38 children under the age
of three have died in the past year
from a disease that attacks babies’
lungs in a day or two despite massive
doses of antibiotics.

Experts from the Health Ministry - 1

“in Rome have been groping in the
dark for several months. They first
found hospital doctors at Naples had
quickly diagnosed a number of the
deaths as caused by brain troubles,
but autopsies showed the brains had
not been affected.

Then, they checked thousands of
needles used to inoculate a combined
tetanus-diphtheria vaccine, but con-
cluded there was nothing wrong with
them even if many babies came down
with the illness a day or so after being
vaccinated.

Finally this month, after a session
of the govérnment's Higher Health
Council, the experts concluded the
disease must be caused by some kind
of virus — the smallest of infective
living beings, which can be detected
only-with-electronic microscopes.

But they still have been unable to
identify the virus, a crucial step to
fighting it with adequate treatment.

Whatever scientific name the virus
will get, however, doctors have quick-
ly labelled it as ‘‘the poor people’s
virus.”

““It is a virus thriving in slums and
on malnutrition,” said Dr. Antonio
Cali, head of the city's health depart-
ment. “‘Poverty is its trademark. All
victims belong to residents of the
city’s notorious downtown slum area
or to impoverished -families—from
nearby towns.”

____The Health Ministry planned to ask
medical authorities in Hungary, Brit-

ain and the United States for detailed
information about the outbreak of
some mysterious diseases there in
recent yvears

According to Prof. Carlo Sirtori,
head of the Carlo Erba Medical Foun-
dation in Milan, the disease in Naples
shows symptoms recalling the “Le-
gionnaires disease,” first discovered

after an-outbreak at-an American”

Légion convention in Philadelphia
three years ago.

Dr. William Baine, an epidemiolo-
gist at the U.S. Center for Disease
Control in Atlanta, Ga., and a special-
ist in the disease, said he has discus-
sed the Naples outbreak informally
with Italian doctors studying the dis-
ease but has received no formal .re-
quest for help.

But Baine said Legionnaires dis-
ease was an unlikely candidate. In the
United States, 99 per cent of the vic-
tims have been over the age of 16 and
the disease is extremely rare in young
children

Naples has often had trouble with
diseases linked to sanitation and hun-
ger. This city of 2.8 million inhabi-
tants drew a label as ‘“Europe’s
Calcutta’ in 1973 when an outbreak of
cholera, an intestinal disease, struck
close to 1,000 persons Kkilling 25 of
them.

A judge pinned part of the responsi-
bility on the neglect of medical au-
thorities and on mussels grown in
polluted sea waters.

The city’s biggest industry is tobac
co and cigarette smuggling. An esti-
mated 40,000 persons make a living
from loads of cigarettes reaching the
edge of territorial waters aboard
Greek or Yugoslav ships and then
trwnsferred aboard fast motorboats

The Communists took over the city
government in 1975 promising their
best to improve Naples' fate. But
whatever change they may have
brought it has not diminished de-
pression and disillusion

sl e found-out-that-government-is—

more difficult than opposition,” com
mented Mayor Maurizio Valenzi, once
labelled as the “‘holy face of Italian
Communism” for his honesty and
openness.

The Texas Legislature is
challenged by many pressing
problems in its 1979 session now
under way, but one of the most
pressing is the credit crunch for
potential homeowners of the Lone
Star State

This isn't something happening
off somewhere else — — it is right
here in Midland, as well as in
other Texas cities

And unless the legislature takes
steps to remedy the problem,
residential construction very well
could come to a standstill across
tHe state. Talk about a progress
“‘stopper,’" this would be it.

“‘The whole business hinges on
the availability of home mortgage
money. The credit crunch is
brought about by the state's usury
law, which arbitrarily limits to 10
percent the maximum interest
which savings and loan associa-
tions and other lenders can
charge individuals for home
loans
homes average 10 '4 percent. The
rate in Texas is said to be 9 %,
plus one “point’” which amortizes
at 10 percent over the life of the
loan

But the problem for the savings
and loan firms is that they are
having to pay more for their
money than the rate they can
charge for loaning it out. Now,
most anyone will tell you that a
company can't operate very long
wnder -such conditions. All _they
can do is cease their lending
operations T addition o this,”

some_ of the nation's largest
mortgage bankers —-have an-
nounced that they have quit

making loans in Texas because of

the low interest rate. They are
placing their money in states
which permit higher interest

rates

All this; of course-affects-more
than just home buyers. Builders,
lenders and realtors already are
feeling the brunt of a tight mort-
gage money supply. Persons
wishing to sell homes also will feel
the crunch

A comprehensive report made
and: issued by a reliable
management study firm for the
Texas Savings and Loan League
warns that: “It appears that for
the first time in recent history the
Texas usury ceiling may . be
responsible for a decline in con-
struction activity.”

The report goes on to predict
that a reduction of between 15 and
30 percent in money available for
mortgages could (1) Result in the

loss of 75,000 te 100,000 jobs in the
real estate industry statewide;
(2) lead to a decline of $300 million
to $600 million in the value of
building permits for home con-
struction, and (3) result in a
decline of $2.5 billion and $5 billion
in value to the gross national
product for the country's real
estate industry.

Can anyone say that this isn’'t a
problem deéemanding of top
priority attention?

In view of all this, the Texas
Savings and Loan League is
asking the legislature for a flat
increase to 12 percent in interest
rate limits.

Historically, Texas has had
strong laws to protect
bomoowncrs and prevent usury.
Two-thirds of the states have
ceilings above 10 percent
California has no ceiling

Since 1963 the Texas Con-
stitution has permitted the
legislature to define loans and
lenders and set interest ceilings
Thus the legislature now is being
asked to establish a ceiling of 12
percent on loans for housing from
one to four families

If the ceiling is raised, it by no
means would indicate that
mortgage interest would rise to
the new limit immediately. Such
would be highly unlikely. The 10
percent limit has been in effect for
more than 70 years, but it is only
recently that the limit has been
reached by inflationary pressure

WASHINGTON — The telephone
company has the image of being staid
and old-fashioned. But Ma Bell can no
longer be accused of sitting back and
waiting for someone to deposit 20
cents into the phone box.

They're after business and, by
gosh, they're getting it.

Here is a good example of how a
giant company is creating new mar-
kets never dreamed of before.

Out in Seattle, Wash., the Pacific
Northwest Bell Co. ran ads in both
Seattle papers a few weeks before
Christmas telling children they could
speak to Santa Claus by dialing the
number in the ad. It was a great idea
and one that would warm the heart of
any parent. The only trouble was the
area code to be dialed was 212, which
is New York City,

Many parents in the Seattle area
thought this was dirty pool and that if
the Pacific Northwest Bell really
cdted about Christmas they would
have listed a local number where
Santa could be reached.

But Jim Moznette, a PNB spokes-
man, said the telephone company was
trying to encourage long-distance
calls and that if Santa Claus could be
reached in Seattle by Seattle children
it would not be worth the phone com-
pany’s time.

He was quoted as saying, ““We're a
commercial enterprise and one of our
main sources of revenue is long-dis-
tance calls. The ad was run to see if
people would make calls and to gen-
erate enough long-distance revenues

Kenva's acquiescence was
needed because the supplies would
have to be flown in through Kenyan
alrspace

Embassy officials in Nairobi im-
mediately sent off a secret cable to
Washington detailing Mayengo's
alternative requests. A few days
later, they informed the exiled leader
that he had been turned down

Inside sources told our associate
Gary Cohn, however, that the US
embassy did in fact notify the
Kenyans of Mavengo's approach but
did not seek to exercise any influence
on their-decision.

California -mood: Serenading whales, other matters

LLOS ANGELES — The Republic of
California seems to be settling into a
mood of self-assurance these days. It
might be that this rambunctious
youngster is learning what its limita-
tions are and what reason is.

Though Gov. Jerry Brown's utter-
ances on behalf of frugality caused
one Democratic colleague to liken
him to Herbert Hoover, the state's
economy is not really pinched. Fami-
ly income set a record in 1978, is
substantially ahead of the rest of the
nation, and promises to be even better
in 1979. The aerospace industry is
recovering, and California's rich for-
ests and farmlands are in full produc-
tion for a seller’'s market.

California has always been a
boomer. It struck gold, land, good
weather, war and aerospace — pros-
pering from all — and then turned
around to-build homes, schools, high-
ways and all the rest needed for the
millions of other Americans who
came out to benefit from the boom.

It became a marvelous but mad-
dening cycle. Ironically, the political
figure who espoused- and presided
over much of it — former Gov. Pat
Brown — is father to the political
figure who now strives to contain or
even shrink it, the other-worldly
~Jerry Brown. How interesting that
the apostles of overbuild and under-
build are father and son.

The present Gov. Brown lashes out
and is lashed at on the question of
government spending and economic
growth. He cuffs his own state legisla-
ture by calling for a stringent budget
with only half the increases his own

party leadership wants. And he also

challenges President Jimmy Carter

)

to make the California tax revolt na-
tional by pushing for a U.S. constitu-
tional amendment requiring a ba-
lanced federal budget.

Jerry Brown's rhetoric could leave
his predecessor, Ronald Reagan, with
not much to say on these matters
anymore. But Brown seeks contain-
ment and cutback because he be-
lieves in moderation in all things, a
turning away from the false god,
Mammon. Reagan just wants to stop
welfare cheaters, do-gooder spending
and government programs — all of
which, in his view, weaken the nation
and its citizens. ‘

Californians have bought a lot of
both doctrines since Gov. Pat
Brown's time. They really don't want
any more freeways, plasticized urban
development, and half-a-million
ple a year deciding to locate in their
wonderland. The mobile home parks
still sprout, but more out of absolute
necessity than from consensus ap-
proval.

Similarly, Californians launched
America into the age of Proposition
13, much as the Soviets put thé world
into space with Sputnik a generation
ago. Whatever happens to all the
Proposition 13s in the Republic, gov-

ernment and legislators won't be the
same on spending issues for a long
time to come. The government boom
is over in California. .

And while the state's economy
grows to provide jobs and prosperity,
it is accompanied with an admirable
appreciation that growth in itself is
not an end. There is much rostalgia
for what California once had before it
was trampled — small towns sur-
rounded by strawbery fields, orange
and lemon groves, dairy herds and
cattle ranches. Urbanization cut
through much of this, leaving a
patchwork of concretevand mother
earth expanses, ‘billowing smoke
stacks uncomfortably close to citrus
groves already uncomfortably close
to speedway freeways. Environmen-
talism has certainly arrived in_Cali-
fornia. ° ¥ K5
“And yet automobiles inerease and
multiply as ever. Smog rises, plastic

often predominates, and super-fast

food emporiums and neons have not
disappeared. Mass transit is a joke,
and gasoline stations see no depress-
ion coming. The lay-back-and-enjoy
mentality has always bordered on
hedonism in California. Some disap-
pointed fans of the Los Angeles Rams,
for example, blame their crushing
defeat by the Dallas Cowboys in the
recent playoff, as due to the layback
attitude carried orto the field of foot-
ball battle. Oh, well.

California has always been a haven,
indeed, a germinating place for cults
and cultism, and some recent chap-
ters of this story have been tragic.
And while cults might be looked at
with more reservation now, the beau-
ty and rootlessness of Californians

will probably always give rise to a
need for some spiritual nourishment.

The governor, interestingly enough,
evidently appreciates this, even to the
point of risking political loss. Last
week, after disturbing the state legis-
lature with his budget mes<age, he
followed up with a call for a whopping
increase in the California State Arts
Council_budget, explaining that ‘‘the
spirit has to be nourished along with
the body.”

Naturally, liberals fretting over the
plight of the hungry, blind, disabled
and forlorn, made invidious compari-
sons between arts spending and wel-
fare needs. One easy target was the
$1,000 granted by the Arts Council last
year to a recipient whose spiritual
nourishment need was to build musi-
cal instruments so he could sit under
water and play songs for whales.

Serenading whales might be all
right, one Democrat said, but what
about the nourishment of welfare re-
cipients?

Lemons pleased
with Longhorns

The fans in Houston came out to cheer their Rice
Owls and jeer Abe Lemons.

But it didn’t bother the Texas basketball coach —
especially after his Longhorns beat their Southwest

Conference rivals with consummate ease,94-81,—

Tuesday night.

“They didn’t have too much to holler about, did
they?”’ said the droll Lemons.

Many in the raucous Rice crowd wore clown outfits
in a mocking gesture of the Texas coach, who last
year said that the Owls *“‘seemed to be playing like
clowns.” The gaudily dressed students greeted
Lemons as he came on the court Tuesday night.

“That didn’t disturb me,"” said Lemons, ‘‘not at
all.”

After the game, he could happily contemplate the
explosive Texas shooting — 59 percent from the
floor. The Longhorns haven't looked that good since
their NIT victory-last season.

“There’s just not any phase of our game that I was
not pleased with tonight,”” Lemons said. *'I have no
idea why we didn’t play better before.”

In action involving the nation’s ranked teams, No.
1 Notre Dame defeated Lafayette 91-66; No. 7 Louis-
ville nipped Dayton 77-76 and No. 13 Marquette
routed Long Beach State 99-80.

Jim Krivacs, the high-scoring hero of Texas' vic-
tory over North Carolina State in the NIT finals last
March, scored 30 points against Rice and Tyrone
Branyan added 24. The Longhorns, apparently right-
ed after a slow start this season, won their fourth
SWC game in the last five and improved their overall
record to 10-4

Notre Dame went on a 14-point scoring binge late
in the first half, led by Bill Hanzlik, Kelly Tripucka
and Orlando Woolridge, to beat Lafayette. The
Irish never trailed after Tripucka, Hanzlik and
Woolridge scored four points apiece during the late
first-half drive, giving them a 44-29 advantage with
1: 26 remaining before intermission.

Darrell Griffith scored 25 points to lead Louisville
over Dayton. The Cardinals rallied from an 11-point
halftime deficit.

“Our pressure defense and zone press in the
second half helped us to get back into the game,”
said Louisville Coach Denny Crum. *‘This was the
first time all year that we've been down like that in
the second half and came back to win.”

Trojan coach will
leave cage post

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Coach Bob Boyd, whose
University of Southern California basketball teams
couldn’t shake the shadow of UCLA, said Tuesday
that he is stepping aside at the end of the season

The announcement by Boyd, 48, came three days
after the Trojans suffered their 18th consecutive loss
to UCLA.

Boyd, in his 13th season, has been under fire in
recent years after finishing last in the Pac-8 in
1975-76 and 1976-77

““This season and throughout the full term of my
contract which ends on July 1, 1979, I plan to
diligently-work toward the successful completion of
this. basketball season,” said Boyd, 48, at a _news
conference at Heritage Hall.

His Trojans lost to UCLA 89-86 last Saturday night
and have not defeated the Bruins since 1970

Nevertheless, USC is currently tied for the Pac-10
lead at 4-1 and holds a 9-4 season record

A player at USC from 1948-1952, he entered the
current season — his 13th with the Trojans — with a
196-122 record. USC was last in 1976-77 and 1977-78
The Trojans' highest finish under Boyd came in
1971-72 when they went 12-2-and 24-2. A year later
they selected to participate in the Naliny(lm'ila
tional Tournament

RENO, Nev. (AP) — Gerry Fulcher has been a
police ¢fficer, a university teacher of criminal law
and a consultant to the New York state attorney
general’s office during the last 15 years. In that time,
he has gambled away more than a quarter of a
million dollars
L Today, he's a member of Gamblers Anonymous

and he preaches the gospel of reform when he gets a
forum, like the fourth annual Conference on Gam
bling here recently.

"I weuld like to dispel some myths,”
don’tlove to gamble. Every day I'd get up to go to the
race track, but I hated it. We don't think money is
important at all —look at the way we can win annual
salaries and throw them away.”

While some people gamble merely as recreation,
Fulcher said others become compulsive about it
because they are obsessed with the idea they will
soon win. That obsession distorts their judgment.

“I would teach a class in law and order and then go
out and cash up to $1,000 in bad checks. I was never
in my ewn mind doing anything wrong. 1 was just
suffering a temporary financial sethack. Compulsive

“Their lives are full of lies,
larceny and loneliness.”

Before he was caught, Fulchér had lost $280,000
He said he never believed during those 15 years he
had a mental disorder or that he was doing anything
wrong

“I had to be led into a jail cell and be searched by
one of my own criminal justice students before I
began to think I had a problem,” he said. He said he
believes a compulsive gambler, like an alcoholic,
must hit rock bottom before he can recover

The similarities between- compulsive gambling
and compulsive drinking are reflected in a resolution
in the American Psychiatric Associatiof guidelines
which proposes that compulsive gambling be defined

Dear Bob: Exercise is beneficial for
people of all ages. but of course nust
be suited to the individual. For
starters, a fast walk to yvour doctor's
office for a:physical examination
would be a good idea In embarking
on an exercise program of any kind
the condition of your heart and ateries
is a determining factor

In addition to the routine checkup
yvour doctor may recommend that you
take a stress test before you begin
jogging. This test would be a good
investment for all runners. but par-
ticularly for men over 35 years of age
It determines how much physical
exertion you can stand, and can
reveal undetected heart disease
myocarditis (an inflammation in
volving the heart and
atherosclerosis (hardening of the
arteries

Part of the stress test involves
having the patient run on a treadmill
for five to 10 minutes while an ele
trocardiogram (ECG) is recorded
The ECG is then compared with one
obtained with the patient at rest. The
physician is then able to evaluate the
condition of the heart and the amount
of exertion it can tolerate

Trade with China sees
rapid, diverse growth

PEKING Trade between the
United States and China may triple in
1979 as American bankers, oilmen
and hotel chain executives scramble
to do business with the awakening
giant of international commerce,
businessmen and China trade experts
in the Orient say.

The decision to open full diplomatic
relations with Peking is expected
eventually to win billions of dollars in
contracts for U.S. companies to drill
for oil in the South China Sea. Pek
ing's demand for new mines, tourist
services, airplanes, trucks and steel
mills could swell trade figures even

~more

But even if two-way Sino-Americn
trade does grow to about $3 billion this
year, from about $1 billion in 1978, it
will still approach only one-tenth of
total American trade with little Tai
wan. Oriental trade experts think
China's trade with the United States
could climb much higher, but as one
Said, “There are just so many impon
derables.”

CONGRESS, FOR INSTANCE, now
in an unhappy mood over Carter's
failure to consult in advance about
normalizing relations with Peking,
has to cooperate if Washington is to
extend most favored nation status to
Peking. China will continue to buy
U.S. goods even without getting this
lower tariff arrangement for its own
exports, but analysts say the gesture
in favor of Chinese goods would cre
ate good feelings, which would help
American traders in situations where
they compete closely with Japan or
Germany for the Chinese market

The often politically volatile Chi
nese must also stick with their ex
traordinary decision to shelve the
economic self-reliance policy of the
late Chairman Mao Tse-tung in favor
of an unabashed effort to borrow bil
lions of dollars from capitalist banks
in Japan and the West. Peking earns
$2 billion to $3 billion a year in foreign
exchange by selling goods to and re
ceiving oversesa Chinese remittances
from Hong Kong. Its exports to the
rest of the world, particularly Japan,
are increasing, but these are mostly
low-grade consumer goods like fire
works, feathers and pig bristles that
cannot hope to raise the capital need

. ed for the post-Mao peadership's am

bitious modernization program,

WANG YAO-TING, chairman of the
official China Council for the Promo
tion of International Trade, has laid
out in the clearest fashion to date
China's willingness to go deep into
debt. Wang said Peking was cosider-
ing adopting methods suggested by
foreign customers such as *‘use credit
from foroigr&tradv organizations or
foreign banks . T}
method of "délayed payments over
five to seven years for purchases like
the Pullman' Kellogg fertilizer plants
“‘could not meet the needs of our
rapidly growing foreign trade,” Wang
said in an interview in the January
issue of the official magazine China
Reconstructs.

Petroleum could become one Chi-
nese export that draws considerable
foreign currency, but China needs to
extract oil from offshore wells in
quantities enough to feed both its
growing industries and its foreign
customers, and for that it first needs
considerable investment in new drill-
ing equipment and technical exper-
tise.

" The oil companies from the United
States and other nations that even-
tually win the right to construct the
new oil fields are expected to take
payment in the form of oil from those
fields. China will probably use this
method of payment in many other
manufacturing plant deals.

Louis E. Sauboulle, the Bank of
America vice president in Hong Kong
who specializes in China trade, said
he thought Peking’s new commitment
to foreign commerce was “‘firmly
based.” Recent increases in trade
with the United States, however, have
resulted largely from ‘‘increased
sales of agricultural commodities to
China, particularly wheat,” he told
businessmen in San Francisco.

FIVE AMERICAN BANKS have
now opened full correspondent rela
tionships with the official Bank of
China. Many more are moving to
offer the full resources of American
investment capital to Peking. The
five banks are First National Bank of
Chicago, which got a jump on compet-
itors a year ago by severing banking
ties with Taiwan; Citibank; Chase
Manhattan, Bank of America and
American Security Bank

U.S. banks must still use foreign
intermediaries in some transactions
until the 28-year-old problem of
blocked claims and frozen assets is
solved. Treasury Secretary Michael
Blumenthal and Commerce Secre-
tary Juanita Kreps are scheduled to
visit Peking later this year. They may
work out ways to pay off about $196
million in claims on formerly Ameri-
can-owned property in Chena with
about $78 milliom in Chinese funds
held frozen in U.S. banks since 1950

When asked about the claims and
assels _issue in a press conference

“with-th S journatists Jan 5, Vice Pre-

mier Teng Hsiao-ping said he thought
it was “‘not a big problem."”

In recent weeks the Chinese have
signed capital development agree
ments of enormous size that will af-
fect trade figures with the United
States for years to come

THE LARGEST AMERICAN
DEAL to date was signed here Jan. 5
U.S—Steel agreed to build a huge
iron-ore processing plant worth about
$1 billion in .an area of Northeast
China. The plant, scheduled to be
completed in four years, will allow a
25 percent increase in Chinese steel
production

The Flour Corp. signed a $10 million
agreement to plan a copper mine that
is expected to lead to a construction
contract totaling $800 million over the
next several years, the largset U.S.-
China trade deal to date. The hotel
subsidiary of Pan American Airways
won a contract to build hotels in China
worth $500 million, and manage them
for several years. Other American-
backed hotel chains have left Peking
recently reporting similar arrange
ments

Peking, which already owns sever
al Boeing 707s, bought three Boeing
747s and took options on two more in
December for a total $250 million
deal. Coca-Cola signed an agreement
to sell and later bottle its product on
the Chinese mainland for the first
time in 30 years. This brought cheers
from teetotalling foreign travelers
who have had to make do with China’s
own medicine-tasting orange soda
pop

Some bankers in the Orient have
begun to express vague worries about
China's ability to pay for the size and
speed of development it seeks. The
National Council for U.S.-China
trade, the principal American com-
mercial liaison group, estimates Pek-
ing will purchse $40 billion in foreign
technology between now and 1985.
“By present international standards,
they've got enough credit-worthiness
to absorb that,” said one banker. He
cautioned, however, that such figures
remain for now just estimates.

THE CHINESE MAY FIND they do
not have enough trained personnel,
English-speaking guides and living
facilities to absorb quickly so many
projects directed by foreign experts.
Some major foreign technology
projects, like the massive steel mill
outside Wuhan built with German and
Japanese help, have experienced seri-
ous delays in the past, although these
they have been blamed on political
disruption, which the government
now says is over for good.

Continued bad grain harvests could
also cut into Peking’s ability to pay
for new technology. The 1978 harvest
of 295 metric tons failed to meet the
leadership’s expectations. It forced
the purchase of more than $500 mil-
lion in American grain, a drain on
foreign exchange that brings no last-
ing benefits to the nation’s industrial
base. Chinese officials have suggest-
ed that such large grain purchases
will continue for years to come{

It wasn't until after five months and six telephone
calls, totaling more than $9, to the magazines# San
Francisco headquarters that she finally got the T-

‘shirt

It was blue. And the_total cost of getting that T-
shirt amounted to almost $15

Mrs. Rick Gonzalez sent an order for three spor-
ting good items to a Wisconsin firm in April. The first
item came in June. The second item came in late
July — only after a nasty letter. And the third item
never came. A refund was finally granted in
November after it had been twice requested

Green and Gonzalez are only two of the many who
have become disenchanted with mail-order
businesses. And with this type of business growing at
a phenomenal rate and expected to account for $100
billion in sales in 1980, more and more people are
going to demand to know their mail-order “‘bill of
rights.’

Because of the growth. the Federal Trade Com-
mission (FTC) in 1976 enacted its first controls on the
mail-order business. (Complaints about mail-order
delays and refund problems now rank as the No. 2
consumer complaint in the nation.)

The FTC regulations provide

A mail-order firm must mail your order within
the time period specified within its ad, or if none is
specified, within 30 days of the firm's receipt of your
order,

— H-the order-is not filled within 30 days, the firm
must notify you of the reason for the delay and offer
yvou a ‘‘free’” means of reply (a postage-paid post-
card) to ascertain whether you wish to cancel the
order or wait for it to be filled

If you don't return the card, the seller can
assume you agree to the shipping'delay. But if the
merchandise still doesn't come within the time the
shipper specified for the delay. or within 30 days if
the shipper specified no delay time, the seller must

return your money immediately s

— If you elected to cancel your order vou have a
right to gét ALL your money back. The seller must
mail your refund within seven working days after
you cancel. In the case of a credit sale, the seller has
one billing-eycle to adjist vour account. And the
return of all money includes any sales taxes and
handling charges youmay have paid

There are certain majl-order services to which
these refund rules do not apply. according to FTC
spokesmen. These include photo-finishing, magazine
subscriptions; mail-order seeds and growing plants
and COD (collect ondelivery) orders

While you may not receive “ordered"
chandise, you may receive ‘‘unordered’
chandise. And there are rules regarding this, too

Keepit!

And don't pay for it. Only “‘free samples'’ and
merchandise mailed by a charitable organization
asking for contributions can be legallv mailed -un-
solicited. It is illegal for a firm sending vou un-
solicited merchandise to pressure you into returning
it or to send you a bill

If companies violate the regulations, complaints
can be lodged with the FTC by writing to the director
of the Bureau of Consumer Protection, FTC,
Washington, D.C_, 20580

Another complaint can be lodged with the Mail
Order Actiom Line, Direct Mail Marketing
Association Inc., 6 E. 43rd St., New York. N.Y. 10017
This association represents nearly 1,600 businesses
that sell by mail and mediates complaints involving
its own members. It even offers to intercede on vour
behalf with non-members

According to Forrest Mosten of the FTC, there is
no reliable way of checking out a mail-order firm
beforehand. Contacting the Better Business Bureau
for a complaint history on the firm seems to be the
most promising way of ascertaining its reputation

Mosten explained that it is common for mail-order
firms to delay sending the merchandise or refund so
they can “‘live off'' the cash yvou sent them

“They often won't send you the letter informing
you of the delay until about the 29th day after they
received your order (just under the 30-day legal

He said he believes that when a mail-order hou.s‘p
unfairly retains your money for a long period it

What's more, Moster. said, some companies refuse
to grant refunds unless they have a copy, of the order
itself. : .

He strongly urged buyers to make copies of their
order before sending it in. Then NEVER send the
company originals of any correspondence or can-
celed checks in a subsiquent dispute over the order.

The hogs are made into Jimmy Dean’s Pure Pork Sausage, and their
skins are turned into wearing apparel. The proceeds from these pro-
cesses provided the sausage company around $40 million last year, and
Dea‘m expects to gross arcund $100 million this year.

The putting is done on the carpet, sometimes across a sculpted corporate
symbol—two cowboy boots arranged to somehow make you know they
stand for “JD.” Visitors probably should not putt against the peddler—he

knows the breaks in the carpet.

His smile is easy, his laugh spontaneous.
_ But there is still a s!ight bitterness, a bitterness once greatly magnified
in a falling out with his younger brother Don, who was his partner in the
sausage-making business.

MANY BROTHERS FIGHT, but the Deans feud. Jimmy at one point
obtained a temporary restraining order to keep Don away from the family
home at Plainview after he said Don nearly ruined the business. Jimmy
bought Don out, and Don, who lives in nearby Irving, has a pending slander
suit against Jimmy: :

He said the two were never close growing up, calling Don the

Is Don jealous of Jimmy'’s celebrity?

“You know...I really feel like that probably may be the thing,” Jimmy
Dean said. ““There was a certain paranoia there.”

Dean is anxious to reopen a pork plant in Plainview. He shut the plant
down-a-year-age,—elaiming-it-wascosting -him$27,000 a-week to keep 1t
open. He feels that some in his hometown are bitter about the lost jobs,
but he hopes to make amends.

THE REBIRTH OF THE PLAINVIEW facility is a key to his money
projections. He won't say what will be produced there, but it won’t be
sausage

“It’s a totally-new thing,”" he said. “I'll tell you what. I'm not an
evasive person, but I'm not at liberty to say. But we will use about 8,000
hogs a week there, possibly more.”” He points out that the plant will mean
around 110 new jobs, with additional benefits to farmers in the area.

““This is not like it was when we built the plant originally,” Dean said.
“We built it and said I hope we can sell some sausage. Everything that we
will produce there (this time) is already sold.”

Dean takes his sausage seriously. He said he got into the business
because he believed there was a market for a quality product ... and
because he’s liked sausage ever since he was a kid.

There is no claim that Jimmy Dean’s sausage is perfect.

“I don’t say we don’'t make a mistake,” he said “*You'll find a bone chip.
You get a guy working real close with a boning knife and it'll get in
there."”

DEAN BELIEVES IN TELLING it like it is, and said he runs his business
the same way. “We're all partners, really,” he said. *“There’'s no boss. I
don't want our people cuss-fighting when we can talk about any prob-
lem.”

He likes doing his own ads, too. “It's not Myrtle Bluckumfutch talking
about Myrtle Bluckumfutch’s chicken and she don’t own none of it. Hell, 1
go into the plants. I know what'’s going on.”

Dean cackles when he tells about a new product problem. He wanted to
change the flavor of the sausage to attract a new market segment. He
wanted to call the new product Jimmy Dean’s Southern Style Sausage.

The federal government told him that was a no-no, because it was made
in lowa. Dean bristled, and said he called a government official.

I told him, you know I'm gonna put out southern style anyway. He told
me, ‘I tell you what I'm gonna do ... I'm gonna fine you $10,000 and put
you in jail for 10 years.’ I said I'd like to reconsider.”

The product is marketed as Jimmy Dean’s Special Recipe. He said it's
accounted for a big rise in profits.

The climb from boyhood poverty started with music, and it still has a
part in the sausage-maker’s life. He said he’ll make a new recording soon
in Nashville and is working on putting together a unit to play some dates
in Nevada.

The boyish-looking 50-year-old said he saved his money from the
music and invested ‘“‘a little here and a little there. If you ever saw my act,
you’d know I had to diversify.”

Dean dresses modishly, with fresh-styled hair, fancy jeans and a sport
shirt. He wears a gold-and-diamond watch, bracelet and two rings. His
glasses are tinted, but he comes off more of a country boy than a
celebrity.

HIS COMMENTS ARE DIRECT and open. A female employee in the room
is told, “You got a thing (thread) on your butt, there.”” She laughs and
removes the thread.

A lot of the musician is still alive. He can recall and recite lyrics
without pausing.

Dean made his way through the music world with only one encounter
with drugs.. He said he was playing Las Vegas, two shows daily, seven
days a week for four weeks. “'I was tired,” he said. *'I called this doctor
... and he sent over some pills. I can’t remember what they were called, but
they were tiny yellow ones. He said take one about a half hour before each
show. I took one, and boing! I could have hunted ducks with a rake.”

He said he later noticed that he was sweating and his heart was
pounding.

“I took what was left_of them pills and put them in the commode .
flushed ‘em, man. The lids blew off of the city sewers.”

NOR WERE ALL THE performances successful. He once had a horse fall
on him prior to a performance in the Astrodome in Houston.

“I noticed during the set, I could hear the blood squishing in m,/boot.

They had to cut off the boot.”

Dean clearly enjoys his life and probably has all the money he’ll ever
need.

Will he retire?

“No, 'cause I'd die. I saw 'em take my granddaddy off the farm and
kinda put him out to pasture ... and the old man just kinda withered up
and died.”

With an 11th-grade education (he hesitates to say it, fearing that
children will use him for an example), Dean has managed to claw his way
to prosperity. Any secret?

“I've always tried to be aware of where I was dumb ... and then
endenvore(‘ to hire the smgrtest son-of-a-gun I could find.""

Final rites administered

to ABM defense complex

NEKOMA, N.D. (AP) — Without
ceremony, salvage workers have ad-
ministered final rites with a welding
torch to what briefly was the nation’s
only anti-ballistic missile defense
site.

Left at the partly gutted $5.5 billion
complex, which ran less than a year,
is a pyramid-shaped radar control
building, empty missile silos and the
intake and exhaust columns from an
underground power plant.

They stand conspicuously against
the surrounding wheatland of north-
eastern North Dakota as a poignant
reminder for Maj. Fred Wegner of
what ‘‘was the most sophistictated
defense complex in the world."”

Wegner supervised work on a 15-
month, $367,000 salvage contract for
the Army, through its completion
earlier this month.

He is the only military man who
saw, day by day, the controversial
base from its peak of activity in the
mid-1970s through the last two years,
as it has been dismantled piece by
piece.

‘A couple hundred years from now,
a farmer will be plowing and think he
hit an Egyptian pyramid,'’ said
Wegner, who now runs a Young Adult
Conservation Corps program in re-
maining administrative buildings at
the site.

“It'’s a landmark now, really,”
Wegner said. “‘It should be an embar-
rassment to the government — a re-
minder of government waste.”

After witnessing over a two-year
period the removal of 100 missiles
nestled in launchers across the sur-
rounding countryside, to the salvag-
ing of tiny copper tubing, Wegner took
a nostalgic walk through the main

radar building last week.

“I took a last walk through the
building to make sure nobody was in
there before they sealed the door
shut,” he said. ‘It was almost unbe-
lievable, like there had been an explo-
sion.

“In what once was a plush, sophis-
ticated building, there were burn
marks from cutting torches, loose
wires and pipe and a huge gaping hole
where there had been an elevator.”

Though the last chapter of Safe-
guard, as the ABM program was
called, may have been written when a
welder sealed the steel doors of the
radar building, the complex was offi-
cially declared dead Feb. 10, 1976.

That’s when the plug was pulled on
a computer system that monitored
the site's operations and controlled
the radar responsible for firing the
system’s defense missiles — guard-
ians of nearby Minuteman missles
and bombers at the Grand Forks
(N.D.) Air Force Base.

The complex, which cost about $5.5
hillion to build, had been in operation
less than a year when Congress voted
in late 1975 to deactivate it.

In fact, the ABM base became fully
operational only the day before the
House voted to mothball it as obsolete
in the face of new weapons developed
by the Soviet Union.

The Senate followed suit several
months later—

It was the first and last of what was
orginally planned as a system of 12
Safeguard sites around the nation.

“I'm still not, and nobody else is
really sure why they shut it down,”
s@id Wegner, 45, who first came to the
base in 1974 as a missile officer and
has since settled on a small nearby
farm.

Texas farmers fret over foreign buyers

WASHINGTON (AP) — Although
foreign investors bought 93,000 acres
of Texas farmland last year — includ-
ing ‘‘some of the best soil in the state”
— an Agriculture Department report
concludes that the purchases were
“insignificant.”

But a congressman in whose North-
east Texas district most of the land
acquisitions occurred said Tuesday
the foreign buyers have sparked
“‘quite a bit of discussion among our
farmers and ranchers.

“They are quite concerned over the
increased land prices,”’ continued
Rep. Sam Hall, D-Texas. ‘“They are in
a state of apprehension because most
of the property is being sold to
foreigners.”’

The Texas Agriculture Extension
Service compiled the state figures
included in a nation-wide report re-
quested by Sen. Herman Talmadge,
D-Georgia, chairman of the Agricul-
ture, Nutrition and Forestry Commit-
tee.

The extension service noted that the
“concentrated’” purchases of crop-
land in Texas included ‘‘some of the
best soil in the state.”” But the report
also noted that the purchases repre-
sent “‘an insignificant portion of total
agricultural acreage in the state.”

If foreign purchasers continued
buying land at last year’s rate, it
would take 25 years before one per-
cent of Texas' 157.9 million farm,
ranch and forest acres would be
under foreign control.

The Prince of Liechtenstein was
identified by the extension service
report as the largest single foreign
buyer last year, purchasing more
than 40,000 acres.

Private plane accidents increase;

Pilots urged to be more careful

WASHINGTON (AP) — Citing an
increase in the number of small plane
accidents and deaths during 1978, the
chairman of the National Transporta-
tion Safety Board is urging private
pilots to be more careful, especially in
bad weather.

“I'd like to get his message across:
If you fly a pleasure craft, know your
capacity to handle it. Please check
the weather, and if it’s not good, avoid
it,”” said James B. King, board chair-
man.

While King expressed concern
about the increase in small aircraft
accidents, he noted Tuesday that the
safety record of the nation’s major air
carriers improved in 1978.

King said that in 1978 there were
1,609 general aviation accidents in-
cluding 795fatal aceidents resulting

aviation over 1977, and that’s too
high,” King told reporters.

He added that a majority of the
pleasure craft accidents occur in bad
weather.

“Often, a pilot is not intimately
familiar with the performance of his
aircraft in bad weather situations,”
King Said.

King said major carriers had 25
total accidents in 1978, six of them
fatal resulting in 163 deaths. The total
includes the San Diego accident. In
1977. there were 26 accidents, five of
them fatal, with 655 deaths. That total
included 574 persons killed in the Ca-
nary Island runway collision of a Pan
American World Airways Boeing 747
with a KLM Royal Dutch Airlines
jet.

NEWPORT, R.I. — When his
daughter first saw an offshore oil rig
squatting off the coast here like some-
thing out of *‘Star Wars,”” Mike Daw-
son of nearby Jamestown remem-
bers, ‘‘she turned to me and,said,
“*Well, they’'ve finally landed.”

The year-old invasion of these New
England waters, however, has been
more a cultural and an economic
phenomenon than anything else as the
cowboy-booted high rollers of the oil
world have come ashore into the land
of the bean and the cod.

Working from a beachhead in the
4,600-acre former naval base at Quon-
set Point and Davisville, just north-
west of here, more than 50 oil com-
panies, rig renters, pipe fitters, mud
dealers, and associated industries
have been injecting thousands of dol-
lars into a Rhode Island econom
that has been stagnant or depressed
for years.

"Down home Rhode Islanders, for
whom the American Midwest is a
distant journey, are confronting
sheepskin-jacketed roughnecks who
remininisce in casual drawls about
bygone days in Singapore and
Riyadh.

So far, even after a year of drilling
in the Baltimore Canyon area 100
miles offshore to the south, few people
in the area appear to have any con-
ception of the economic scope of the
oil industry or what it could mean to
their state.

Many don’t even know the oilmen
are here.

“l don’'t know who the hell they
are,” said Mavis Purden, a waitress
at a restaurnat on U.S. 1 near Davis-
ville. ““They come in here winking at
the girls and leaving big tips and
talking about ‘logging’ and ‘mud.’ |
thought they were in the timber busi-
ness.”

So far, most of the $97.1 million
invested by the oil companies in the
Baltimore Canyon exploration effort
has gone elsewhere into the U.S. trea-
sury for lease fees or southwest to
Houston and Tulsa and Lafayette,
La., major industry supply points for
men and machines

But a major find in the Baltimore
Canyon could change much of that,

generating thousands of jobs in the.

creation and operation of production
facilities to bring oil from the ocean
floor

And as the staging operation for the
Baltimore Canyon exploration grows
here, the oil business already is mak-
ing itself felt in the area's economy.

Pat Butterworth, a local resident
hired as a secretary by Tenneco, says
people in Providence “*have no idea of
their own economic stake in what's
going on-out here.

“Over the holidays I was calling
around trying to get some carpeting
for theoffices and I couldn’t get any-
one to return my calls. They figured
maybe I wanted a rug or something.

“Finally I got someone to do the job
and after New Year's the others
started calling back and asking what
I wanted. I told them we had already
gotten the job done. Then they'd ask
how big the order was and when I told
them 30 offices there would be this
long pained silence at the other end of
the phone.

“They just hadn’t known there was
that kind of business available."”

The same thing happened, she said,
with a $3,000 order for office chairs.

But as Butterworth and others re-
mark, there are more than economic
differences at work here: there are

different mentalities.

In New England, the land originally
populated by Puritans, the beef and
bourbon accents and million-dollar
gamble of the oilmen from the South-
west are looked upon with some puz-
zlement.

One recent evening, as two oilmen
sat in a Newport bar, quietly talking
about the Middle East, the bartender
and two patrons could be heard in the
background discussing the issuance
of earplugs to protect patrons sitting
nearby from the Texas twang.

“These people here aren't acus-
tomed to hope and confidence,” said
Don Brown of Tenneco. They don’t
understand that in Houston dreams
have a way of coming true.”

Tenneco, which this week will begin
drilling the 16th well in the Baltimore
Canyon, has placed it under the dirc-
tion of Hugh Horton, 52, a burly
soft-spoken native of Quitman, Texas,
and Ralph Miller, 40, a drawling,
Alvin, Texas, native who now lives in
Lafayette, La.

Horton, the project manager, and
Miller, the drillng supervisor, last
worked together three years ago on a
well in the Red Sea.

“Hugh was working out of Péeru and
I was working out of Thailand and
they had some problems with this
well in Saudi Arabia and told us to get
over and fix it,-so we did,”” Miller
said.

“It was kind of interesting over
there in the Middle East, though I
don’'t know what the hell's going to
happen with this Iran business. Most
of those Arabs are all right, if you ask
me, especially Sadat. I've got a lot of
respect for him. But now that Qadda-
fi, down in Libya, he's one crazy
fellow.”

Miller has a lot of pride in Tenne-
co’'s frontier division where he and
Horton work and where, he says,
“they don’'t just send any idiot out to
Hdrill a well.”

Both Horton, who keeps pictures of
flaming rigs and sunken drill plat-
forms in his office to remind people
what can go wrong, and Miller are
former roughnecks who worked their
way to management spots in *‘Oil
Patch University,” the world of the
oil fields where the Horatio Alger
dream remains very much alive.

Despite the ever-increasing.com-
plexity of the energy business, it is
still one place, oilmen say, where
hard work and initiative can mean as
much as a college degree.

“If a kid comes in here with a high
school education, shows some ability
and is willing to work — and that
‘willing to work’ is the most impor-
tant part — he can work up to rig
manager (making $30,000 to $40,000)
in three to five years,” said Robert C.
Parks of Zapata Inc.; manager of the
offshore rig leased by Tenneco, and
an Oil Patch U. graduate himself.

“Of course, he's got to be with a
good company, and that company
might be different. for_different peo-
ple. But it happens all the time."”

Zapata, he said, eventually will hire
about 40 percent of its 100-man drill
crew from the Rhode Island area ‘‘but
we'll have to start them at the bottom
and train them.”’ The bottom, he said,
is a salary of about $18,000 a year for
work shifts of 21 days on and 21 days
off the Baltimore Canyon rigs.

Offshore drilling, of course, is hard,
dirty and dangerous work. Parks said
no one has yet been killed while drill-
ing on the Zapata Ugland, the huge,
self-powered offshore platform leased
by Tenneco for its first Baltimore
Canyon well.

DENVER (AP) — Contract
offers from eight more oil com-
‘panies have won tentative ap-
proval from the Oil, Chemical
and Atomic Workers Interna-
tional Union, the union says.

More than half of the nation’s
60,000 union refinery workers
are covered by contracts with 17
companies that union leaders
have accepted, spokesman
Jerry Archuleta said Tuesday.

Offers approved Tuesday
were made by Shell, Rock Is-
land, Cities Service, Charter Oil,
Ashland, Amdel, Total Petrole-
um Inc. and Union Oil of Califor-
nia. OCAW President A F. Gro-
spiron said they followed the
pattern set by Gulf Oil Corp. last
Thursday.

OCAW'’s tentative agreement
with Gulf calls for a wage in-
crease of 73 cents an hour the
first year of a two-year contract,
and a 5 percent pay boost the
secgond year, with a wage reo-
pener clause the second year.

The 73-cent increase amounts
to about an 8 percent boost for
Gulf workers. Oil workers cur-
rently earn an average of $8.82
an hour. ]

The Gulf settlement tentative-
ly has been approved by the
Carter administration, which
seeks a voluntary 7 percent an-
nual limit on wage and fringe-
benefit increases over the life
of a contract.

Archuleta said the union still
hasn't received acceptable
offers from such major oil com-
panies as Mobil, Phillips, Exxon
and Chevron (Standard Oil of
California).

Ratification votes were sche-
duled at the local level on the
approved contracts, but in some
cases voting has been delayed
pending resolution of local
issues.

Carter asks business
leaders to conserve

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Carter
administration is asking some 1,500
state and local officials and U.S. busi-
ness leaders to take immediate steps
to conserve energy in response to the
cutoff of oil from Iran.

If the voluntary program doesn’t
work and if Iranian production is not
restored soon, more stringent steps
may be needed to curb the nation’s
apetitite for imported oil, say Energy
Department officials.

Energy Secretary James R. Schle-
singer was going before the Senate
Energy Committee today to outline
steps the administration is taking to
deal with the Iranian situation.

The current unrest in Iran has re-
sulted in a complete halt in oil exports
from that nation — exports that had
been running at around 6 million bar-
