June 30 Level

WASHINGTON —(#)— An OPA
edict sent restaurant price ceilings
on meat meals back to June 30
levels Tuesday.

Also on the price front:

1. CPA studied a petition for
higher prices on General Motors
automobiles after granting an av-
erage six per cent increase in re-
tail ceilings for Ford-built cars.

2. The Decontrol Board, which
meets Wednesday to decide whether
to restore ceilings on dairy pro-
ducts, reported opposition to revival
of controls in nine of the first dozen
written statements received.

The OPA order restoring June 30
restaurant ceilings immediately ap-
plies to all meals and individual
menu items in which meat is the
major ingredient.

In issuing the order Monday night
the agency said the cost of dining
out was being “rolled back,” but
it did not estimate how much.
Most Had Risen 10 Per Cent

An CPO official teld a reporter,
however, that “most of the increases
we have heard about have been
about 10 per cent.”

Until Monday ceilings on meat-
base restaurant meals. had been
“frozen” temporarily at prices in
effect August 31, just prior to res-
toration of ceilings on live animals.

OPA said that while the restau-
rant - industry had “pressed” for
ceilings higher than the June 30
level, an industry committee had
been unable to present sufficient
evidence *‘to show that restaurants
could not absorb the prevailing ad-
mittedly higher costs for meat.”

At retail, ceilings _restored on
meat early this month averaged
about 3 1/2 cents a pound more
than those of June 30.

While meat was not under price
control restaurants were permitted
to base their ceilings on the actual
cost of raw meat. They continue
under this principle in the case of
menu items which still are ceiling
free, such as fish, poultry and dairy
products.

Protest OPA Order -
CHICAGO—(#)—Frank F., Wif-
fler, executive vice-president of the
National = Restaurant Association,
said Tuesday his group would ask
OPA for ‘“immediate decontrol of
restaurant ceiling prices”.

In a statement, Wiffler called
Monday’s roll-back of ceilings for
meals of which meat is the major
ingredient to June 30 levels “a
most shocking abuse of power”, and
added:

“We know that the mass of res-
taurants in the country will not be
able to continue in existence in the
face of this discriminatory roll-
back of prices.”

Prospectors Stampede
In New ‘Gold" Rush

CRESCENT CITY — (#) — Un-
bearded prospectors still were fum-
bling through Crescent City in Cali~
fcrnia’s latest so-called gold rush
Tuesday despite the warning voiced
by old hands at-the game that all
is not gold that glitters, and this
may be no ‘“bonanza.”

State and federal mining men
rooting about for evidence of a big
strike hinted that perhaps there
ain’t no gold in them thar hills.

Thus far, they explained, the only
gold in evidence is a few small peb-
bles displayed by Ernest Hay, as-
sayer of Crescent City. These sam-
ples were brought in from the Rat-
tlesnake Ridge low divide country
on Friday by an old”prospector, Tom
Cronin.

Hay put the ore through his spe-
cial assay process and came up with
the announcement: “This is rich
stuff.”

Within a matters of hours the
stampede was on. As of Tuesday,
about 1,000 gold seekers had passed
through Crescent Ciiyy towards
Cronin’s stake, and some 700 claims

had been staked out or filed.

Within a few hours after Joseph
Curran, president of the National
Maritime Union (CIO), announced
his decision to restrict pickets to
CIC-contracted vessels, thousands
of AFL maritime workers reported
for duty in New York, Boston, Bal-
timore, Portland, Me., and other
ports.

Ships flying foreign flags = also
were released from €IO picket lines
in Curran’s order.

In Boston, six ships including
cargos of raw sugar, wood pulp,
granite and goods from India were
being unloaded. AFL waterfront
crews went back to work at Balti-
more without interference from
CIO pickets. ¢
In New York about 500 long-
shoremen were at work at six piers
and hundreds more longshoremen
were  expected wack on the job
later Tuesday. At Portland CIO
pickets quit thrce AFL-manned lib-
erty ships, and workmen, who had
refused to pass the picket lines, re-
sumed delayed repairs to two of the
vessels at the former New England
Shipbuilding Corporation east yard.

AFL seamen  began the strike
September 5 in protest against a
Wage Stabilization. Board decision
limiting negotiated wage increase:
All foreign ships not under con-

famed French General
Whose Armies Smashed
Germans In 1918 Dies

PARIS —(#)— Gen. Henri Gou-
raud, 78, one of the outstanding
military figures of World War I
and commander of the Fourth
French Army which helped smash
the great German offensive in July,
1918, died Monday at his Paris
apartment. He had been in poor
health for several months.

The one-armed “Lion of Cham-
pagne” assumed command of tl}e
Tenth French Division early in
World War I, while it was operat-
ing east of the Argonne. He lgter
commanded the French Expedition-
ary Forces at Gallipoli and lost an
arm as the result of a wound sus-
tained there the night of June 30,
1915.

Born in Paris, Gouraud was the
son of a doctor. He graduated from
St. Cyr Military School as a second
lieutenant and was ordered off to
Africa in 1899.

During the latter stages of- World
War I he gained the peak of his
fame, as commander of the re-
doubtable Fourth French Army. His
command included three famous
American divisions; the 2nd, 36th
and 42nd (Rainbow).

Verdicts On Nazis
Delayed For Week

NUERNBERG —(#)— The inter-
national military. tribunal an-
nounced Tuesday that its verdict
against 22 first-rank leaders of
Nazi Germany on war crimes
chargés will be handed down Sep-
tember 30, instead ‘of September 23
previously planned.

One source said it was “physi-
cally impossible” for the court,
which recessed August 31 to con-
sider its verdict, to get through the
mountainous heaps of evidence, ex-
hibits ‘and speeches heard during
the trial, which lasted more than
nine months, by September 23.

Before the court reconvenes to
announce the verdict, stenographers
and typists will be taken outside
the city to prepare transcripts and
will be held there until the day the
verdict is handed down to insure
against leakage of information.

There was no hint of disagree-
ment among the tribunal's judges,
representing Britain, France, Rus-
sia and the United States, and it
was believed here the delay was
due solely to the lengthy opinions
which must be written.

WASHINGTO’N — () — TRetail
price ceilings for about half the
cotton clothing produced are going
up still further—an average about
one per cent—OPA announced Min-
day night.

This increase, as well as a fresh
price boost of about 2 1/2 per cent '
for a big share of such items as |
cotton bed linens, towels and nap-
new increase
averaging 2 per cent in ceilings for |

:mills.

CPA explained that these are
‘mills which are. paying a 5 cents=-
an-hour wage increase approved
last week by the Wage Stabilization
Board. ‘More than half the total
volume of cotton production” is
covered by the higher textile ceil-
ings, an OPA statement said.

Cotton textile ceilings previously
had been increased a total of 18 1/2
per cent to meet requirements of
the new price control law. OPA,
in granting this increase last
month, said it would push retail
clothing price up 6 to 10 per cent.

The new textile price boost of
2 per cent also is required by the
new price act, OPA said, explain-

e ing’ that approved wage increases
‘I must be taken into consideration in

fixing textile ceilings.

The agency emphasized that the
new textile increase ‘“applies solely
to mills paying the higher wage
rates.”
