Moths end Fleas

WASHINGTON.—Does a moth 
chewing your best suit sound like a 
person munching com flakes? (An­
swer; yes.)

How far can a flea Jump? An­
swer: Some farther than others.)

Sure, you know all about ura­
nium. mesons, neutrons and all that 
atomic stuff—but how well in­
formed are you on some of the 
other frontiers of science?

A Cornell university scientist 
wanted to know what sort of sound 
a moth makes while chewing fab­
rics.

He served a moth larva in a 
cloth sack. The larva had to chew 
his way out. As he did so, the 
scientist made a phonograph rec­
ord of it.

The noise was indeed like a man 
eating com flakes.

Scientists once became interested 
In how far a flea can jump. It 
turned out gome fleas can jump 
farther than others. Sounds silly, 
but out of the study these scientists 
were able to help lolve the riddle 
of bubonic plague.

Fleas Can Jump.
It showed that fleas can jump 

from dead rats to live rats and 
man and thus revealed how they 
carry and spread the plague, the 
Black Death of the Middle Ages 
that killed millions of people.

These scientists were so curious 
they even counted the number of 
plague germs the flea’ s stomach 
could hold—5,000. And then they 
learned a curious thing.

This plague flea belches. If he is 
feeding on a human being, and 
belches, he acts as a living hypo­
dermic needle.

(Or they may produce a 
military weapon more deadly than 
the atom bomb.)

I  have a better appearance, are ,

Cattle lice and four 
I kinds of ticks are the parasites 
that bother cattle most in the 
winter time.

! Cattle arc bothered by lice more 
I in the winter and early spring 
I when the hair is long, so the best • 
I  time to treat cattle for lice is the 

fall of the year. Both rotenone 
and DDT are good for the control 

] of lousy cattle. If you use roten- 
i one, two treatments two weeks 

apart will give a good lice con- ■ 
trol. Here’s the recipe: one pound 
of 5 percent rotenone and 10 
pounds of wettable sulphur fo r , 
each 100 gallons of water. O r :

1 you can use 50 percent DDT wet- j 
I table powder to each 100 gallons 
i of water. >I  Four ticks common to Texas | 
j cattle are the Lone Star tick, the 
I spinose ear tick, the Gulf Coast 
I ear tick and the winter tick. All 
! are blood suckers and cause the 
' cattle to lose weight if there are  ̂
enough ticks.

The Lone Star tick can be con- I 
' trolled by dipping every tw o !
! weeks, beginning when the first 
I ticks are found and stopping when 
I they are gone. Eight pounds of 50 
percent wettable DDT in 100 gal­
lons of water used as a spray or 
dip is recommended for tick con­
trol. The spinose ear tick is a 
common cattle parasite through­
out most o f Texas, and can be 
controlled by treating the ears of 
livestock with Stock 1029, using a

small paint brush. Also it’s im­
portant to treat all salt, mineral 
and feed troughs with equal parts 
of kerosene and lubricating oil.

W. B. Rice, director oi service, 
reported that the secret of the sav­
ings lay in:

2. Employment of proper driving 
techniques in handling foot throttle 
and brakes.

Tests showed that the first 10 per 
cent of savings were achieved by a 
tune-up of the car. Rice reported.

Moderate acceleration and brak­
ing showed a 80 per cent greater 
mileage over the "quick stop and 
start artists.”  he added.

One test over a 10-mlle course In 
heavy traffic In Detroit showed that 
the moderate starting and stopping 
driver made 50 per cent fewer stops 
and averaged only 2 per cent slower 
speed.

ProfMMr Claims Solar 
Systam Has ‘Lost* Planat

COLUMBUS, OHIO. — ’The solar 
system once may have had 10 prin­
cipal planets Instead of the present 
known nine.

’That Is the theory of Dr. Carl A. 
Bauer of the University of Michigan 
observatory.

Bauer told a meeting of the 
American Astronomical society that 
his theory Is based on a long-stand­
ing hypothesis. ’The belief is that 
such a planet also was the parent of 
the thousands of tsteroids or minor 
planets which inhabit the portion of 
the solar system between the orbits 
of Mars and Jupiter.

The supposed plaaet Bauer said, 
would have had a make-up similar 
to that of the earth; nickel-iron 
ore.

Sardine Scarcity 
Plagues Pacific 
Coast Canneries

MONTEREY, CALIF.—The little 
sardine has become a big problem.

The problem is faced not only by 
the 75 million dollar Pacific coast 
sardine industry with its 12.000 fish­
ermen and additional thousands of 
cannery workers, but also by house­
wives, farmers and scientists.

Its effects reach even to the hun­
gry and starving peoples of Europe 
and the Far East.

The problem is the absence of 
the sardine from his usual haunts 
along the Pacific coast.

Catches of sardines have fallen 
drastically in the past few years.

From peak year totals of 700,000 
tons, last year's catch fell to a 
mere 124,000 tons.

That means not only a vast re­
duction in the number of those fa­
miliar tins of sardines on grocers' 
shelves, but an even greater reduc­
tion In the amount of oil and meal 
available.

Oil from the sardine is used ex­
tensively in such everyday neces­
sities as soap, cooking fats and 
oils, cosmetics, high-grade paints 
and varnishes, glycerine and vita­
mins.

Why the sardines are missing Is 
a mystery.

The best explanation, as advanced 
by experts in the field. Is that over­
fishing played the most Important 
part in the depletion.

Experts couple that with two oth­
er factors:

1—Poor spawning conditions.
3—Possible changes In ocean cur­

rents taking the fish on new un­
charted paths.

Woman Bequeaths 
Millions to Small 
Coal Mining Town

PITTSBURGH, PA —A little coal 
mining town 30 miles from Pitts­
burgh inherited millions of dollars 
left it by a wealthy Philadelphia 
woman.

Mrs. Mary Fuller Frazier, who 
inherited several million dollars in 
1918, left all but $210,003 oI her es­
tate to the village of Perryopolis. 
Her will was filed for probate.

The amount of the estate was not 
made known. She inherited $1,350,- 
102 in personal property and a large 
share of seven million dollars in 
real estate 30 years ago from her 
uncle, Alfred M. Fuller of Perry- 
opolit.

After making 18 specific grants 
totaling $110,000 and setting up a 
$100,000 trust fund to provide a 
watchman and constant upkeep for 
the family mausoleum in Perryopo­
lis, Mrs. Frazier left all the rest 
for public improvements to the tiny 
community of 1.300 persons.

Mrs. Frazier explained in her will 
that Perryopolis wai the place 
where "I was bom and lived, and 
where my father and mother lived 
and my grandfather and grandmoth­
er lived."

One-half of the bequest is to be 
used outright for "public improve­
ments." while the remainder will be 
held in trust for the purpose of 
maintaining the Improvements.

Michael Karolcik, grocer, theater 
operator and fire department chief 
in Perryopolis, said the money 
would be used to have the streets 
paved, public school repaired, a li­
brary built and the Perry township 
high school equipped with a sta­
dium.

Avery has his passport ready and 
plans to leave on an expedition 
which he says "has been planned 
secretly for more than three years.”

The explorers will head lor Mt. 
Ararat, where the Ark is supposed 
to have come to rest after the Great 
Flood.

Avery says the backers of the 
expedition have "good reasons”  to 
believe they have discovered the 
petrifled remains of the Biblical 
ship atop the 16.91S-foot mountain.

The adventurers hope to reach 
eastern Turkey where snow and ice 
cover Mt. Ararat most of the year.

Avery is reluctant to discuss the 
expedition except to say:

"There have been a number of 
reports that there is something up 
there. It could be Noah's Ark. pre­
served under the ice and snow all 
these years and suddenly exposed 
by an upheaval in the earth.

"Or for all I know, it could be a 
house on top of a mountain.”

But if it is the famous ship, Avery 
hopes to be on hand to fashion the 
first authentic model of Noah’s Ark.

Rabbits Lead Golfers 
Astray in Australia

SYDNEY, AUSTRALIA. — Out 
in Goondiwindi golfers are mad 
at the millions of rabbits in the 
district. It's not that they cat the 
greens, burrow in the fairways 
or steal the balls. They merely 
lead the caddies away from the 
course.

The trouble revolves around 
the high prices of rabbit car­
casses and skins. Local caddies 
now go rabbiting. Schoolboys 
make up to $52 a week from 
rabbits in their spare time. 
Clever rabbiters are making three 
times that amount.

Goondiwindi is the center of a 
sheep raising district in south­
western Queensland.

KANSAS CITY. K AS.-In this 
town there is a pioneer citizen who 
has discovered the secret of youth.

"All you have to do," he says, 
"is put on your dancing shoes and 
get out among ’em.”

He’s Frank O. Taylor, a retired 
truck gardener, whose full time hob­
by and recreation is dancing. At 89, 
he spends a minimum of 16 hours a 
week on the dance floor, and for 
as long as anybody can remember 
ha’ s been the dancingest man in 
these parts.

As a result, he. says. "I'm as 
healthy as a kid of 16.”

Learns Latest Steps
But he won't be classified as a 

yesterday’ s hoofer. He studies the 
latest steps, learns them quickly. 
He thinks swing music "has a good, 
solid beat,”  and says if we’d had 
jitterbugging in 1890 everybody 
would have loved it.

"That’s the kind of dancing that 
puts you in shape.” he says. "You 
have to have bells on your feet and 
oil in your joints and keep stompin’ 
all night long to really get any­
where.”

He finds two things wrong with 
modem dancing—musicians "who 
play more intermissions than mu­
sic”  and the tendency of young men 
to dance only with their own girls.

He preferred the days when a fid­
dle, guitar and piano pounded out 
the rhythm from suppertime 'til 
dawn and every young man made it 
a point to dance with every girl in 
the hall.

His advice to husbands is along 
the same line: "Take your wife out 
any time she asks, but do most of 
your dancing with somebody else’s 
wife.”  That’s the way they did it 
in his day.

With the high prices of meat, 
farmers and ranchmen have sent 
more of their lambs to market 
than in past years, and have kept 
fewer for breeding stock.

Lamb prices have tended to go 
up right along with other meat 
prices, say the economists, but 
the sheep business depends on the 
profits from both wool and lambs. 
And the rise in wool prices has 
not been as much as the meat 
price rise during the past several 
years.

This is why the sheep raisers 
have kept so few lambs for flock 
replacements, says Bates, and 
sheep numbers are now the lowest 
in 75 years of record.

scape gardening specialist of Tex­
as A. and M. College, says that 
cool weather is a good time for 
building .stone walks around the 
grounds. Materials for building 
walks can be found around most 
farm homes. What about that 
pile of stones out in back you 
have been putting off getting 
rid o f  Or the bunch of rocks 
over on the west side of the place? 
They’ll work fine if they are good 
sized stones. Flat stones are per­
haps the most attractive and are 
easier to work with. They may be 
set together with concrete or al­
lowed to grow green veins of 
grass.

Around in back or at the side 
of the house where the walks will 
be used the most, concrete walks 
with a rough surface may be the 
most convenient. Attractive walks 
can be made of brick, sand or 
gravel. Miss Hatfield says that 
anything which will provide a 
clean, well drained walk about 
the home, may be used.

For the average cottage-size 
house the main front walk should 
be at least three and a half feet 
wide. Walks in the service area 
don't have to be quite so wide— 
15 to 18 inches is wide enough. 
Slick surfaces on walks are dan- 
'gerous during cold or wet weath­
er,, so keep them rough enough 
to get a good foothold in bad 
weather.

All walks should be a few 
Inches higher than the ground so 
the water will run off. If the soil 
on each side of the walks is slop­
ing, you can easily run the lawn- 
mower over the walk. If the 
walks are too high, the grass 
along the edges will have to be 
cut by hand rather than with a 
mower, says Miss Hatfield, and 
this takes much more time.

Walks do look nice around the 
place, but they are for use, not 
orname.-it.
