After Samuel had anointed Saul king 
at_Mtzpeh, it is said. “And Saul went 
went home to Gibeah; and there went 

with him a band of men whose hearts 

God had touched.” Immediately follow- 

ing the inauguration of Saul as king. 

the enemies of Israel began to rise up 
and a little while after this Saul call- 
ed on the soldiery of Israel. More 
than 300,000 responded; and he began 

‘his great conquests which resulted in 
the establishment of the Kingdom of 
Israel “in the land of promise. Here 

is a great picture of what a leadership 
can do with the proper backing. Saul 
in those days was a great, worthy 

leader: but his leadership would have 
been ineffective if he had not had a 
band of men whose hearts God had 
touched. This God-touched band is the 

need of Southern Baptists now. 
Every pastor in his local and sec: 

tional leadership needs deacons, teach- 

ers composing his organization, and a 
large group of laythen and women 
whose hearts God has touched. Other- 

wise he cannot put over ‘the program 
of Christ as is committed to him. 
God had a great leadership in Peter 

at Pentecost; but he had to have one 
hundred twenty faithful, unafraid, con- 
secrated men and, women ‘whose 

* hearts God had touched to make pos- 
_.sible the great revival. Paul was a 

great leader, but his leadership was 
doubled in its effectiveness by the 
band of men whose names are immor- 
tal-in the New Testament, whose 
hearts God had touched; and they fol- 
lowed and backed and went with this 
prince of leaders. Even Jesus, though 
divine, felt the need of a backing on 
the part of God-touched men; and im- 
mediately upon his inauguration, after 
baptism, and after his trial in the 
wilderness, he organized a group of 

twelve men whose hearts God had 
touched; and heaven alone will re- 

veal.the re-enforcement this band of 
mer gave to Jesus and his gospel. 

It fs not enough to have a band of 

men. They must be men whose hearts 
God has touched. Every pastor needs 
this band of men; every associational 

leadership needs this band of men; 
every state organization, all of our 
southwide and world-wide organiza- 
tions. must, if they succeed, have a 
band of men whose hearts<God has 

touched. 
I thank God that our churches, as- 

sociations, state and southwide or- 

ganizations, have 
women. The great need of the hour is 
that we shall show our leadership 

that God has touched our hearts.

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“About Leaders” 
Editor's Note.—The following arti- 

cle is taken from a recent issue of 

The Central Messenger, published at 
Brownwood and edited by Pastor Ww. 

R. Hornburg. Editor-Pastor Hornburg 

has very aptly spoken in his editorial, 
and it is deserving of being passed op. 

Much has been said of late about 
leaders and leadership. Some of it has 
been wise and some of it otherwise. 
We venture just a few remarks, 
hoping that our thinking may be clari- 

fled just a little. 
Manifestly there are two. kinds of 

leaders, if we would state the situa- 
tion broadly. There are leaders who 
assume the place of leadership as op- 
portunity affords. And then there are 

leaders to whom leadership has been 
delegated. The man who assumes lead- 
ership is an opportunist. He gathers 
his following how and when he may. 

Usually he keeps - his ear to the 
ground, reads the signs of the times 

catches the drift of popular opinion, 
sees a real or imaginary need and 
comes forth as the champion of his 
chosen field. and #sks a following. The 
assumed leader may be a prophet or a 
demagogue. If he is a true prophet he 
will likely be crucified, but the world 
will live to build a monument over his 
grave. If he is a demagogue he may 
prove popular for a time, but thinking 

people will soon see through the thin 
veneey of his selfish puxposes, and 
will dethrone him and h@ will likely 
be buried in the potter's’ field. Such 

leadership is wholly irresponsible, and 
10 say the least, is always dangerous. 
It is usually like a meteor that blazes 
across the sky for a moment and is 
lost to view. if it be of the prophetic 
kind it leaves sm impression upon the 
world that it neve} forgets. It becomes

. If it be of the demagogue 
sort. it is \y jack-o-lantern that leaves 
the world in the fog and mist of mias- 

mic_swamps. ’ 

Then there is the leadership that is 
delegated. It represents group think- 

ing and group purpose. 
leadership represents democracy at 

its best. There is a common purpose, a 
common task. A group have set them- 

gelves to do the task. Some one must 
lead. The group oe someone, usu- 
ally the best of the group for the pur- 

pose, and sets him in a place of lead- 
ership. A football’ team must have a 
captain. A school must have a presi- 

dent. A state must have a governor. 

"A church must have a pastor. The ball 
team would win but few games if 
every member of the team were to in- 
isi on calling the signals. The school 

that had no recognized head would 
soon be on the rock from the stand- 

point of discipline. The church that 
refuses to follow the leadership of the 

pastor needs to get another pastor. 
But woe be the football team whose 
captain insists upon being the only 
star. LC 
Now, no man’s leadership is above 

criticism. But such criticism should 

always be constructive and helpful, 
given for the benefit of the whole 

group. The complaining, carping critic 

is a nuisance. He criticises because 
he was lkely. born in the objective 

case and can't help it. It is the ut- 
most folly for a church to ask a ‘man

Unity Bonds 

“The love of Christ constraineth us.” 
The word ‘contsrain” here means, 
“holds together.” It was a word con- 
veying a picture to the Greek mind, 

that of the galley slaves rowing the 
war galleys, and _kept in unison - -as 
they rowed by the gong of the master. 
As he struck the gong the dars were 
swurg up and forward and down and 
pulled. A galley looked like a living 
organism as it moved through the wa- 
ters. There was exact precision in the 
movement of the oars. The sounding 
gong held the rowers together. Now 
the love of Christ, love that flows from 
Him to the believers and from the be- 
lievers to Him, is the great bond of 
Christian unity. It is not so perfect «in 
its outward manifestation as the move- 
ment of the galleys, but it is a real 
unifying force. It is remarkable how 
rear together all believers stay in 
their general thinking, and the ex- 
planation is in the love of Christ. 
.What are the unity bonds of de 

nominations? Doctrine comes first. A 
body of believers holds similar inter- 
pretations of the Bible and this af- 

as naturally separate themselves from 
others as water and oil separate how- 
ever churned together. Then after 
they have separated from others, some 
trunk line of Christian endeavor af- 
fords a bond of both fellowship and 

co-operation. * 

With Missionary Baptists, the unity 
bond is missions. It begins in the local 
division of territory and is known as 
district or asspciational missions. It 
progresses outward in a broadening 
circle that has the state for its terri- 
tory and is known as state missions. 
It then spreads to a whole section of 
the country and becomes home mis. 
sions on the one hand and foreign 
missions on the other. But inasmuch 
as the sa territory is covered by 
the state mission enterprises, home 
missions has but a subsidiary pldce, 
especially as the work within the 
states develops. As long as there were 
great areas untouched of state mis. 
sions, honie missions was a necessity: 

Delegated | 0 condition has been changing rapid- 
ly within the last quarter of a century 
and the demand for home missions 

will probably cease within the next 
decade. In the larger group, the group 
of states, foreigfi missions becomes 
the bond of unity.

alone intetests all the people, Other

Roofs of Spanish clay 
tite, with vari-colored Spanish mosaic 
tile introduced here and there to lend 
“atmosphere” to the general color 
plastered on metal lath patritions and 
masonry walls and ceilings. The cor- 
ridor floors throughout are to be laid 

in Spanish mosaic tile. In the main 
building there will be approximately 

30 classrooms besides the auditorium, 
administrative offices, cafeteria, kitch- 
en, toilets, rest rooms, etc. .

50 bedrooms with connecting baths 
between every pair of rooms (with 
two students to each roam, which will 

be equipped with twin wall beds) thus 
accommodating one hundred students 
in each dormitory. There will also be 

a reception parlor on the first floor 
and a study hall on the second floor of 
each dormintory. The very latest in 
equipment will be installed in all of 

the rooms and the departments (such 
as science laboratories, home econo- 
mics department, art and music). A 
fine radio set will be installed with 
loud speakers in each class room and 
auditorium and a microphone in the 
dean's office so that announcements 
can be made and concerts heard by in- 
dividual classes, withodt the necessi- 

ty of assembling in the auditorium. 
The entire group of buildings will 

be steam-heated from the central 
heating plant by the vacuum system. 
The plumbing fixtures will be of the 

latest design (recessed bath tubs with 
showers, for instance, in all bath- 
rooms of dormitories). The sewage 
disposal will be handled through a 
specially designed sanitary septic 
tank system, which incidentally wil 
be laid out by a specialist in land- 
scape work, and besides the planting 

around the buildings and court, will 
have citrus orchards, truck gardens, 
flower garden, experimental work, 

play grounds, athletic field, etc.
