Midland bank guarding against loan losses

MIDLAND, Texas (AP) — A bank located in the
heart of Permian Basin oil activity says it has taken
steps to protect against possible future loan losses.

The First National Bank of Midland announced in a
statement Saturday that its board of directors have
guaranteed $40 million in capital under a plan to im-
prove the lending institution’s liquidity.

In addition, directors made arrangements with other
unnamed Texas banks to provide up to $250 million in
funds if requested by FNB Midland, according to the
statement. FNB Midland has increased its loan loss

reserve because of the oil slump.

‘““We are obviously anticipating future loan losses as
our loan portfolio is reviewed,’”’ Don McCall, the bank’s
chief executive officer, told the Odessa American.

Directors also decided to apply the bank’s first-
quarter earnings to its loan loss reserves, the bank
said.

‘“‘Although the bank returned a dividend to
shareholders during the first quarter, the payment of
dividends for the remaining quarters of 1983 is unlike-
ly,” McCall said.

Federal banking regulators and other financial in-
stitutions have reviewed the bank’s plan, the state-

ment said.

The bank also released its first quarter statement of
condition, which showed total deposits of $1.185 billion
for the quarter, down $228 million from the fourth

quarter of 1982.

Net loans amounted to $1.324 billion for the first
quarter, compared with $1.301 billion in the previous

quarter, the bank said.

First-quarter loan loss reserves totaled $49.467

million compared with $50 million in loan loss reserves
in the final quarter of 1982. However, the loan loss
reserve jumped $34.858 million from the third quarter
of 1982, when the réserve totaled $15.142 million on net
loans of $1.351 billion

One year ago, the bank's loan loss reserve was
$11.991 million on net loans of $1.185 billion.

With the $40 million guarantee, the bank's directors
have raised about $105 million in capital since August
1982, the bank said.

City manager
Lamesa’s Feazelle happy

with slower-paced city

LAMESA — Paul Feazelle has been Lamesa’s city manager for just
five months, but he already knows he’d like to stay for awhile.

Feazelle has been around municipal government most of his life. His
father has been city manager of Brady and Crosbyton, and Paul was
with the City of Big Spring for eight years, the last four as assistant city
manager.

Since accepting the Lamesa job last November, Feazelle has taken a
crash course in the workings of this town of almost 12,000.

“It has different atmosphere — it’s more conservative than Big Spr-
ing,” he said in his office at the new Lamesa City Hall, ‘“‘but I really like
it. I'm comfortable here. I have no grandiose plans of being city
manager of Dallas or San Antonio or anything.”

As Big Spring assistant city manager, Feazelle was responsible for ci-
ty contract services, such as Moss Lake and the tennis center, and for
administration of city employees. He absorbs those duties into his job in
Lamesa since there is no regular assistant.

He describes his position now as being in the center of a triangle, sur-
rounded by responsibilities to elected officials, citizens and city
employees.

“I'm in a bit of an unusual position,”’ he said. ‘“The city manager I
replaced (Carroll Taylor) retired after 33 years in the job. Things were
in good shape. The job hasn’t required a lot of direct involvement on my
Nn"‘

Lamesa has a five-member city council. In elections in April, eight
candidates were running for one vacant position.

“I was afraid everybody was running because there was a new city
manager,’”’ Feazelle said. ‘I didn’t know what I had gotten into. But I
got to know some of the candidates and there was no problem. No one
was unhappy. I think there was just a lot of interest in city politics and
that’s good.”

The biggest job he faces is helping Lamesa deal with an unpredictable
farm economy. The city has been hard hit recently and now has about 10
percent unemployment, Feazelle said.

‘“It has been a very stable town,”” he said. ‘‘But probably 60 percent of
Dawson County is agriculture — so everything relies on that. When the
cotton crop and prices are good, Lamesa is in good shape. When those
things are hurting, as they have been, then the local economy suffers.”’

But Lamesa has not had to resort to any drastic measures. For the
fiscal year which began in April, the city has experienced no increases
in taxes or fees.

Violent crime is not a major problem in Lamesa, he said, but since
Dawson County is dry, the city must try to control bootlegging of
alcohol.

AUSTIN (AP) — With just three
weeks to go in the session, Texas
legislators — and Gov. Mark White
— are scrambling for strategies to
push through their pet programs.

For White it’s a matter of squeez-
ing a teacher pay raise and pro-
bable tax hike through a House that
has shown no interest in either.

For Rep. Hugo Berlanga, D-
Corpus Christi, it's a question of fin-
ding one more vote on the House Ur-
ban Affairs Committee in order to
get his pari-mutuel horse race
gambling bill to the House floor.

White wants a 24 percent pay hike

for teachers, but tax-shy House
members last week approved a
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$30.8 billion budget that includes on-
ly modest raises required by law.
The House twice voted against ma-

jor pay raise proposals.

The pay raise debate will be
renewed later this week when the
House considers a public education
finance bill. Rep. Bill Haley, D-
Center, said today his bill is ‘‘now
laying on the table subject to call,
which means it's going to come up
when I bring it up.”

Haley said he would bring the bill
up ‘‘when we get everybody
together.’”’ He said he is waiting for
White to ‘‘give us direction on how
he wants (teacher pay raises)
funded.”

Big Spring city council
members tomorrow will con-
sider a program in which patrol
officers would be assigned
marked patrol cars for per-
sonal use. Police say the pro-
gram would help reduce crime,
citizens’ fear, motor vehicle ac-
cidents, vandalism and law
violations.

The program will be discuss-
ed at the council's regular
meeting at 10 a.m. Tuesday in
City Hall at Fourth and Nolan.
Councilmen are meeting at an
earlier time to award bids on

general obligation bonds for the
second phase of the capital im-
provements program.

A memorandum prepared by
police Lt. David Spilman pro-
poses that the city purchase
seven cars and lease three
others to bring the police fleet
to 31 vehicles this year. The
proposal calls for the program
to be implemented over three
years to bring the total fleet to
46 vehicles.

The memo said the program
would increase the number of
patrol units that would be visi-
ble in the city at less cost than
increasing the number of police
officers.

“It's not a major problem, but it exists. Because
there’s no controls, it's available to minors. We have to
keep an eye on what goes on."’

Although his father was a city manager for 40 years,
Feazelle did not always plan on a career in city
administration.

“I majored in business administration, but I got a
job as an administrative assistant in Big Spring just
before I graduated. Prior to that, I hadn’t given much
thought to any job."

He said his decision to move from Big Spring was not
prompted by any problem with city officials.

‘I had been looking for a job and it was a great op-
portunity to go to Lamesa. I couldn’t pass it up,” he
said.

He lives with his nine-year-old son Jimmy and
coaches a Little League team in his spare time.

““We're about to get our feet on the ground,”’ he said.
“There's a lot to Lamesa that you don’t see when
you're just passing through. There’s not as much to do
as there is in a big city, but this is the pace I like.

““The last city manager was here 33 years,’’ he said.
“I don’t know if the people will want me around here
that long, but I'm enjoying it. I'd like to stick ‘it out
here."”

Piano teacher recalls long career

KERRVILLE, Texas (AP) — There’s a little bit
of Kate Heard in the more than 300 students who've
shared a piano keyboard with her during the past
half-century.

Her students — some of whom she believes are
third generation — have learned music, the piano,
theory and the exhilaration of accomplishment
from this active, articulate woman of 87.

Her thoughts about the music that's been entwin-
ed in her life are presented as clearly as the varied
melodies her fingers produce on the ivories.

This enthusiasm has left its mark on her pupils,
who began learning from her soon after she and her
family came to Kerrville in 1933.

Her childhood and early years in South Carolina
were spent in a music-oriented household. At 13, she
was playing in a music group started by her father
that played area towns and introduced her to a wide
range of instruments.

“We just had music all the time,”” Mrs. Heard
recalls.

Those early years included a stint teaching piano
to high school students and learning at a
conservatory.

Perhaps the greatest joy to her then was seeing
the Russian court ballet — shortly after it fled
following the fall of the czar.

“It was the most wonderful
remembered hearing,’’ she said.

That love of music is imparted today to the
students who visit her modest home.

She teaches about 25 lessons weekly, and while

thing I ever

that seems a lot, it'’s down from the 40 students a
week she instructed in the 1930s.

She’s saddened by the loss of interest in music to-
day. She bemoans the conflicts that students have
with extra-curricular school activities and the
demon to most music teachers — television.

Mrs. Heard is adamant that “‘every child have a
foundation of music.”” And she insists piano teaches
a discipline that isn’t found elsewhere.

‘“You're by yourself. You have to tell yourself
what to do,” she explains. When you're playing the
piano, she adds, you use sight, mind, feet and hands.

Seeing her students accomplish goals they’ve
targeted has been one of Mrs. Heard'’s treasured
benefits from teaching.

“I like to see the joy you give them to accomplish
something,”’ she said.

Equally enjoyable, she pointed out, has been wat-
ching the students’ personalities — ‘‘they’re all
different.”

Her students range in age from 7 to ‘‘those so old
they can’t put their fingers on the piano.”

Parents who ask Mrs. Heard whether she
teachers ‘‘the old method” tickle her.

“I don’t believe I've ever taught that method,”
she laughs. Beside, Mrs. Heard adds, ‘‘You don’t
teach every child the same way.”

Theory is part of Mrs. Heard's teaching, along
with scales and chords.

It's all part of building a foundation into each of
her understudies and hopefully leaving with them
part of her 87-year-old love of people and music.

Negligent nursing

Mediocre solution

It's as if he didn’t even read the
report. The report clearly states the
federal government has the
primary responsibility of seeking
out educational priorities and
assisting in funding them.

While it is the duty of state
government and local school
districts to carry most of the weight
in funding education, those two en-
tities will need money to bring off
the solutions asked for by the com-
mission’s report.

The report suggested tougher
standards, longer school days and
pay raises. And while it maintains
mediocrity is a national problem,
Reagan says the problem is a local
one and he's not willing to put
money into a local problem.

SO WHERE does the money come
from to effect these solutions? State
legislatures and school districts are
hesitant to raise taxes because peo-
ple are already reeling from federal
taxes, the recession and other
economic woes. If the federal
government doesn’t somehow see
fit to put money into education we
will remain with our problems and
very little progress.

Reagan also says he is in favor of
voluntary school prayer. One
political observer jokingly said
Reagan's endorsement of prayer at
least gave students the option of
praying for a better education. As it
stands now, prayer is about the only
hope we have now for education.
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WASHINGTON — A cultural
revolution lies behind the decline in
the country's schools recently
reported by the President’s Com-
mission on Excellence in Educa-
tion. Mere political and governmen-
tal considerations count for almost
nothing.

So it says a lot that those pleased
to call themselves conservatives
are using the report as a stick to
beat liberals. It says the conser-
vative movement offers very little
in the way of constructive contribu-
tions to the solution of national
problems.

The education problems iden-
tified in the commission report are

familiar. The caliber of high school ,

graduates has gone way down,
especially in such basic skills as
literacy. Teaching has slumped.
Students take too many gut courses.
Not nearly enough time is spent on
homework, and the length of the
school year has been shortened too
much.
But who's to blame?

CONSIDER, first, homework.
When the vast majority of those of
us who are now adults went to
school, there were two parents in
the home most evenings. Discipline
was enforced by one or the other.
Usually there was a kind of backup
system. Mother and father worked
in tandem.

Since then divorce has zoomed,
and standards have changed. Single
parents abound. Enforcing
discipline at home in these condi-
tions is extremely hard. Especially
against the competitive appeal of
another relatively new cultural
phenomenon — television.

Similarly with the decline in the
quality of teaching. Like millions of
others who are now adults, I was
given a thorough grounding in Latin
and mathematics by spinster

WASHINGTON — The Lillipu-
tians at the Defense Mapping Agen-
cy, going strictly by the book, have
fired a deaf employee for rules
violations that were the direct
result of his handicap.

But Seremeth’s department chief,
John Lyall, would not accept the ex-
cuse of physical inability for the
failure to phone the office. He slap-
ped a 10-day suspension on
Seremeth.

suffered, the raw deal they got,
when most of the rest of us were up-
ping salaries in step with inflation.
Maybe it has something to do with
the firing of teachers during the re-
cent recession by states as diverse
as Massachusetts and Minnesota.

As to gut courses and shorter
school years, there has indeed been
a kind of student rights movement.
But it is a natural spinoff of the civil
rights movement. It is, in other
words, part of the cultural revolu-
tion that has transformed this coun-
try in the past 20 years.

The commission appointed by
Secretary of Education Terrel Bell
appreciated fully the dimensions of
the problem. It called for action by
students, parents, schools, states
and the federal government. It was
careful, indeed positively heroic, in
not trying to pinpoint blame. ‘“The
responsibility for our current situa-
tion,” it said, ‘‘is widespread.”

But you’d never know that from
the response of leading conser-
vatives. President Reagan, for ex-
ample, fixed the blame on his
favorite whipping boy — ‘“‘People
here in Washington.”” He said
education has declined ‘‘during a

But Seremeth drew a
two-day suspension because he
“failed to follow prescribed pro-
cedures for seeking and obtaining
leave approval,” as Lyall wrote
later, adding: “Also, you do not
have a balance of sick leave, and
leave without pay is not
appropriate.”’

On the day Seremeth returned to
work, he left 30 minutes early but
signed out for a full day’s work.
Presumably that also was ‘‘not

appropriate.”’

Of course some of those trying to
cope with educational problems
were based in Washington. Some
were liberals. But how much more
brilliantly did conservatives do?
Did the California schools improve
dramatically when Reagan was
governor? Would anybody cite his
behavior as president as an exam-
ple of educational excellence? Or
diligent homework? Or long work-
ing hours?

THE FACT IS that education is a
national problem. Solving it is going
to require time and patience. It will
be necessary to try various ap-
proaches, and observe results close-
ly. Liberals certainly do not have a
monopoly on good ideas. But
neither do conservatives.

On the contrary, education is a
subject that severely tests the
capacity of the conservative move-
ment to be constructive. For many
conservatives have been hooked on
vanished pieties and the discipline
of yore. Many have been good only
at putting down liberal follies.
Many, very often in the past, have
served merely as a screen for racial
prejudice, economic privilege and
the self-promotion of certain
‘“personalities.”’

In March, Seremeth was fired. He
claims he has been discriminated
against because of his handicap.
“My department chief refuses to
believe that I am deaf, since I can
lip-read several of my fellow
workers,’’ he said.

The union’s local president,
Patrick Weed, told my reporter
Leslie Adler the bias against
Seremeth goes deeper than that.
For one thing, Weed said, Lyall
resents the filing of the grievance
procedure.

The agency director, Capt.
Wallace Palmer, was asked why
Seremeth drew a suspension for be-
ing unable to phone the office last
June. ‘“Because,” Palmer said,
“maybe that’s not the whole story.”

Palmer refused to elaborate, but
Weed offered an explanation. He
said that Seremeth is a reformed
alcoholic who quit drinking after
the union found treatment for him.
But Seremeth’s bosses keep in-
sinuating that he’s still on the sauce
and blame this for his absences,
Weed said.

Dear Dr. Donohue: I
have been watching your
column for an answer to a
letter I wrote about six
months ago. My question
involves calcium. I have
heard doctors recommend
that some patients get
more of it. I understand
one recommendation is for
1,000 milligrams daily.
That would take four
glasses of milk. All I can
drink is two. I also eat
cheese and broccoli. Can't
I get part of my calcium by
taking one of the tablets,
each of which has 250
milligrams. I'm 67. — Mrs.
J.W.

Sure you can get your
calcium from tablets, but it
sounds like you are getting
plenty of it in your diet. An
8-ounce glass of milk has
288 milligrams, so you are
getting 576 just from your
two glasses. An ounce of
cheese has 213 milligrams,
and a cup of cooked broc-
coli has 132. If you got a

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Pin-stripes to flameproofs

Stockbroker takes up stunts for kicks and money

NEW YORK (AP) — Flameproof longjohns and pin-
striped suits are both part of the working wardrobe of
Frank Ferrara, a stockbroker who does stunts for
kicks and money — and for the great stories he can tell
his Wall Street colleagues.

““Both businesses require quick thinking and good
reflexes,”” said Ferrara. “If | make a mistake as a
stockbroker, I lose money. If I make a mistake as a
stuntman, I could be dead.”

Ferrara now divides his time equally between stunts
and stocks, taking unpaid leaves of absei:ce from the
brokerage firm when he needs to spend a week or a
month on a movie location, where he may jump out of
sixth-story windows, crash cars or set himself ablaze.

‘At the beginning, I thought it would be just for
kicks. But it's gotten to be a full-time profession,”” he
said. “‘People find it intriguing. The other brokers br-
ing their wives to meet me and ask to hear stories
about the actors I've met.”

Ferrara, 36, of Staten Island, has worked in finance
for 17 years, starting as a page at the New York Stock
Exchange and now working as a broker for Troster
Singer Stevens Rothchild, based in Jersey City, N.J.

Six years ago, a friend in the movie business took the
brawny, 6-foot-2, 215-pound broker to a party, where he
was hired as a bodyguard for actress Farrah Fawcett.
He soon began hanging around with stuntmen, learn-
ing the skills of their profession, and eventually began
doing stunts himself.

Ferrara’s first stunt, for the movie ‘‘King of the Gyp-
sies,”” involved jumping onto the hood of a moving car
and throwing two people off of it.

He since has learned to leap from a sixth-story win-

dow — “‘only four stories if I'm on fire’’ — and to crash
a car doing 50 mph.

Silent Partners

I think stunt driving is hereditary. My father was a
New York City cab driver,” Ferrara said with a smile.

A stunt for the movie ‘‘Fort Apache, the Bronx’’ was
the scariest of his career.

“I had to hold a 160-pound man over my head and
then throw him six stories off the roof,” he said. “‘If I
overthrew, he’d hit the concrete. If I underthrew, he’d
hit the building.”

He threw just right. The man landed safely on an
airbag.

He has played the bodyguard of guest actress
Morgan Fairchild on ‘‘Simon & Simon,”” and appeared
as “‘a regular bad guy”’ in about four other episodes of
the television show.

“I've even signed autographs. It's embarrassing at
times, but it’s great for business,’’ he said.

His stockbroker friends especially like to hear about
the famous people he meets: like the time he was a
stunt double for actor Burt Lancaster in the movie
‘‘Atlantic City.”

Ferrara successfully leaped between levels of an
eight-story structure for that film, but injured himself
on his lunch break, tearing cartilage in his knee when
he jumped four feet to the ground.

Safety precautions, such as calculating crash speeds
and having the fire department standing by during fire
stunts, are factors that help a novice live long enough
to become a professional, he said.

‘“People think we’re stupid. But we take everything
down to a science,” he said. ‘‘We research everything
and take proper measurements before a stunt.”

Ferrara classifies 80 percent of his work as ‘‘basic
stunts, like precision driving and high work. It’s the
other 20 percent where you're more likely to get hurt,
things like fires and spectacular accidents."

Employment commissioner
will retire at end of month

EL PASO, Texas (AP) — Failing health is forcing
Texas Employment Commissioner Richard Mellado to
request medical retirement at the end of the month,
the El Paso Times has reported.

Mellado told the newspaper his request must be ap-
proved by the governing board of the State Employees
Retirement System.

In a copyright story Sunday, the Times said Mellado
was told in a letter from his doctor Friday that he
would ‘““have to remain at reduced activity levels for
the rest of his life.”

The letter from cardiologist Dr. Alfred Magill also
recommeded that Mellado avoid ‘“‘situations that
would cause emotional tension.”

Mellado, even while recuperating from a heart at-
tack at his Austin home, has been an outspoken critic
of TEC administrator Ernie Tullis and associate ad-
ministrator Pat Joiner.

Mellado accused Tullis and Joiner of running the
agency without regard to the commission’s wishes and
of trying to usurp the power of the commission.

About two weeks ago Mellado promised to return to
work in early May to ‘‘throw out’’ Tullis and Joiner. He

said Friday that he was disappointed he could not
return to work to try to straighten out the agency.

Both Tullis and Joiner say they simply have dif-
ferent ideas about management than Mellado.

Tullis sent a letter two weeks ago to the attorney
general’s office asking whether a commissioner must
be removed from the payroll if he does not return to
work after using all of his vacation and sick leave.

The attorney general’s office said it would research
the question.

Mellado suffered his first heart attack in August and
another in November during a commission meeting.

He reacted emotionally at the meeting to a press
report that his daughter had worked temporarily for a
TEC office in Houston, in violation of nepotism laws.
Mellado had ordered his daughter fired when he
discovered she was working in that office.

Mellado said he had been campaigning against
nepotism within the agency at the time of the report
and accused agency staff of deliberately leaking the in-
formation to the press to embarrass him.

Mellado was selected by then-Gov. Bill Clements as
the workers’ representative on the commission.

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Abdul-Jabbar puts
jump on the Spurs

INGLEWOOD, Calif. (AP) — Even though he stands
7-foot-2 and weighs 260 pounds, Artis Gilmore was
never a factor in the opener of the National Basketball
Association Western Conference championship series.

And mainly because he wasn't, the defending NBA
champion Los Angeles Lakers got the jump on the San
Antonio Spurs.

Los Angeles center Kareem Abdul-Jabbar easily
won the battle of the big men Sunday, scoring 30 points,
grabbing eight rebounds and blocking three shots as
the Lakers whipped the Spurs 119-107.

Game Two in the best-of-seven series will be played
at the Forum Tuesday night before the action switches
to San Antonio for the third and fourth games next Frri-
day night and Sunday afternoon, respectively.

‘‘Kareem had his way today and obviously it was a
little frustrating for me,”’ said Gilmore, who scored
seven points, pulled down six rebounds and blocked
four shots before fouling out with 5:18 to play. “We're
just gonna have to play harder, that's all.”

The Spurs, who were swept in four games by the
Lakers in last spring’s Western Conference champion-
ship series, acquired Gilmore during the off-season to
keep the Lakers from dominating them in the middle.

NBA Playoffs

It worked well for the Spurs during the regular
season as San Antonio won four of its five games
against Los Angeles. But it was no contest Sunday.

‘“He’s proved in the past, and in the playoffs,
Kareem Abdul-Jabbar is the greatest center ever to
play the game,”’ said Los Angeles Coach Pat Riley. “It
was an exceptional basketball game. We had spurts on
defense in the second half and that really turned the
game around.”

The Lakers took command by outscoring the Spurs
22-6 over a span of 6:24 late in the third quarter and
early in the fourth. That turned an 81-78 San Antonio
advantage into a 100-87 Los Angeles lead with 7:40 re-
maining and the margin was at least seven points the
rest of the way.

“In recent memory, this was one of my more suc-
cessful games against Artis,”’ said Abdul-Jabbar, the
Lakers’ 36-year-old team captain. ‘‘But it was only one
game and I'm sure he will be heard from before this
series is over.”

Because of his foul problems, Gilmore was limited to
32 minutes of action while Abdul-Jabbar played all but
four minutes.

‘““Kareem was sensational, there is no question he
won the duel (against Gilmore) today,” said San An-
tonio Coach Stan Albeck. ‘‘Our inability to do a good
job on (Norm) Nixon, (Jamaal) Wilkes and Kareem
hurt us.

““You will see a better team on Tuesday. We are con-
fident we can win one here. It is going to be a physical
and aggressive series and they won round one.”

Albeck wasn’t around to see the end of it. He was hit
by a pair of technical fouls, which means automatic
ejection. The second technical was called with 3:53 re-
maining and the Spurs trailing 106-99.

Nixon had 30 points and eight assists while Wilkes
added 20 points and grabbed eight rebounds for the
Lakers. Earvin ‘“Magic’’ Johnson contributed 15 points
and 12 assists for Los Angeles.

“I feel good for everyone on the team that we won
this one,”” said Wilkes. ‘‘The first one is always the big
one. They not only beat us during the regular season,
but they beat us darn good.”

Mike Mitchell led San Antonio with 26 points and
seven rebounds. Johnny Moore added 25 points and
was credited with a game-high 18 assists and George
Gervin had 24 points and a game-high nine rebounds
for the Spurs.

Bob McAdoo, who has the fourth-highest playoff
scoring average in NBA history behind Gervin, Abdul-
Jabbar and Jerry West, the Lakers’ general manager,
made his first appearance for Los Angeles since
dislocating the fourth toe on his right foot in practice
last Feb. 16.

McAdoo came on to a standing ovation from the
crowd of 15,063 with 11 seconds remaining in the first
quarter. He missed his first two shots before scoring on
a dunk early in the second period and wound up with
four points, making two of his seven field goal at-
tempts, and six rebounds while playing 22 minutes.

McEnroe puts quick

Lakers, 76ers off to winning start

76ers fight back
tough Bucks rally

PHILADELPHIA (AP) — Clint Richardson shook
his head in disbelief.

‘“Never in my life have I scored all the points in an
overtime period,” the three-year pro from Seattle
said.

The 6-foot-3 Richardson scored all seven of
Philadelphia’s points Sunday in overtime as the 76ers
beat the Milwaukee Bucks 111-109 in the first of their
best-of-seven series for the National Basketball
Association’s Eastern Conference championship.

The second game will be played Wednesday, then the
action shifts to Milwaukee for the weekend.

The winner will face the Western Conference cham-
pions for the NBA title. The Los Angeles Lakers beat
the San Antonio Spurs 119-107 Sunday in the first game
of that series.

Guard Maurice Cheeks led the 76ers’ scoring with 26
points, and gimpy Andrew Toney scored 22. But
Richardson was the star of the game and even over-
shadowed Marques Johnson, who topped all scorers
with 30 for the Bucks.

The 76ers led in the second period by 16 points, but
Milwaukee rallied to trail by just two at halftime,
59-57, with Johnson scoring the last 12 points in the
comeback.

The Bucks got ahead for the first time at 90-89 when
Johnson completed a 7-0 fourth-period spurt. The 76ers
went ahead again on a driving shot by Toney, but the
score was tied four times, ending in regulation at
104-104 after a short hook by Milwaukee's Junior
Bridgeman.

In the overtime, Richardson tied the score at 106,
and after Milwaukee went ahead 109-106 with 2:14 left,
he made two free throws and the winning basket.

Richardson gave Bobby Jones credit for the game
winner.

““I got a good pass from Bobby, and I said to myself,
‘Nobody is going to block this shot.’ "’

The play began with Jones stealing the inbounds
pass by Milwaukee’s Alan Lister after Richardson's
two free throws. Jones flipped the ball to Richardson,
who leaped and dunked it to give the 76ers a 110-109
lead.

Richardson scored the final point on a free throw
with nine seconds left.

Richardson said he wasn't looking to score during
the overtime.

““My philosophy in a situation like that is play good
defense and keep the other team from scoring,”’ he
said.

Milwaukee still had another chance. With two
seconds left, Brian Winters launched a three-point shot
that bounced off the front of the rim, after Johnson had
missed two free throws with 26 seconds to go.

“I was worried on that last shot (by Winters),"
Philadelphia Coach Billy Cunningham said.

““It looked straight as an arrow to me.”’

Milwaukee Coach Don Nelson declined to talk about
his team’s strategy against the 76ers’ huge center,
Moses Malone, who scored just 14 points and made 12
rebounds.

But Nelson didn’t have to spell it out. The Bucks col-
lapsed everybody on Malone inside, but they also
allowed Cheeks and Toney to buried them from the
outside.

NEW YORK (AP) — With his second
consecutive title in his pocket, John
McEnroe now is taking aim on the French
Open.

“It's really nice to win on clay,”
McEnroe said after downing Vitas
Gerulaitis in straight sets Sunday to cap-
ture the $500,000 Mercedes Tournament of
Champions at the West Side Tennis Club.
““Until now, I basically have won nothing
on clay.”

The victory on the Har-Tru courts at
Forest Hills, where the U.S. Open was
staged until 1978, followed by one week
McEnroe’'s five-set victory over Ivan
Lendl of Czechoslovakia to win the WCT
Finals at Dallas.

““I feel pood about that match in Dallas,
to win it in five sets,”’ the New York left-
hander said. ‘‘It was nice to win these last

two weeks, but it’s not the French Open.”
The first of tennis’ Grand Slam events
— the others are Wimbledon and the U S.

T of C Tennis

and Australian Opens — will be staged at
Paris’ Roland Garros Stadium beginning
May 23. McEnroe, who has been hobbled
with a shoulder injury and suffered a
thigh muscle strain during the tourna-
ment here, said he will make up his mind
by the end of this week as to whether he
will enter.

“I have to be more physically fit,"”’ he
said, noting that where the T of C is best-

of-three sets, the French Open is best-of-
five on slow, red European clay.

One point later, McEnroe earned the
break with by rifling a forehand passing
shot down the line.

With victory riding on his own serve,
McEnroe wrapped up the match, losing
only one point when he double-faulted.

Gerulaitis earned $40,000 for his effort.

— David Graham's biggest mistake
of the tournament turned out to be
the biggest comeback of the 1983
pro golf tour.

Graham, winless since making a
dramatic comeback to win the 1981
U.S. Open, ignored the trauma of a
quadruple bogey on the first hole in
Saturday’s third round and rallied
to a five-stroke victory Sunday in
the final round of the $400,000
Houston Coca Cola Open.

Graham got his revenge on the
No. 1 hole with the first of seven bir-
dies to start Sunday’'s round and
finished with a seven-under par 64
for a 275 total, nine under par for the
tournament.

It was the biggest comeback on
the tour this season, but it was
made possible, Graham said, by
overcoming his mistake in playing
the No. 1 hole on Saturday.

“I kept telling my caddy it would
be a hard pill to swallow if I got beat
by one or two shots,”’ Graham said.

As he walked through the first
hole on Saturday, Graham said he
realized he should have taken a
penalty stroke and started over on
the first hole.

“That was my fault, I could
maybe have turned it into a six in-
stead of the nine,” Graham said.

But Graham covered all his
mistakes Sunday, as he played
almost flawlessly. The third-day
leader, Doug Tewell, blew to a final

round 78 and gallery favorite Lee
Trevino ended his bid for victory
with a two-over-par 73 to finish in a
three-way tie for second with Lee
Elder and Jim Thorpe with a 280
totals.

Elder shot a final-round 69 and
Thorpe had a 70.

Graham started Sunday’s final
round five strokes off the pace and
when he reached No. 17 and saw on
the leader board that he was five
shots in the lead, he couldn’t believe
it.

“I turned to my caddy and said

‘what the hell is going on here,””’
Graham said.

Graham's comeback was similar
to the 1981 U.S. Open when he
rallied from three strokes down to
beat George Burns and Bill Rogers
for the title. But there is no compar-
ing the two comebacks, Graham
said.

“It's a different golf course, this
course is much easier than Merion
(at Ardmore, Pa.),”’ Graham said.
‘“The pressure is different. This is
not the U.S. Open.

“‘But the last two days I really did
play well. I hit it long and straight
and the big thing for me today was
that I made my putts. You can’t
score in the 60s if you don’t make
your putts.”

It all started at the No. 1 tee.
Graham said he reached the par-5
first green in two shots, two putted
for his birdie and then said “‘stick
that in your ear,” and got on with
the rest of the round.

Graham earned $72,000 for his
victory and the three runnersup got
$29,867 each.
