Children’s Protective Services Fos-
ter Home Program is presenting the
project, which' started November 22
and will continue through December
17.

The children’'s foster parents
inform CPS what the child would like
for Christmas and that information is
put on the ornament by CPS workers,
said Big Spring foster care worker

~-Elaine Johnson.

CPS workers also act as Santa's
elves, boxing and wrapping gifts and
delivering them to foster parents by
December 24 so the children will
have a little something from Santa on
Christmas Day.

“So far, we've had requests for red
boots, a dollhouse, different items,”
said Johnson.

Dianne Reed, foster home recruiter
at the Midland CPS, said a Giving
Iree was placed in Big Spring for the
first time last year at McDonald's.

For 30 years, sometimes twice a
week, Betty Greear and her family
would go there to eat, see and be
seen.

“One particular dish was absolute-
ly spectacular,” Greear recalls. “The
chile relleno was unique ... nobody
you could not figure out what was in
it.”

For years, Mrs. Greear tried to re-
create the elusive secret recipe Ben's
was famous for. She was sure there
were beans in there somewhere

Four years ago, the restaurant’s
owner, Ben Matta, decided to hang
up his apron and retire

Jor Mrs. Greear and her husband,
also named Ben, it was a chance to
rise out of the dying oil field business
of West Texas and keep the restau-
rant’s famous food alive. by market-
ing the beloved rellenos to other
areas.

“Besides,” Mrs. Greear said, “my
¢ curiosity was just killing me.”

While she won't divulge the recipe,
developed by ‘Matta over his 40-plus
years in business, she will admit her
surprise to discover it wasn't as “‘sin-
ful as she had imagine d.

“It's a very mysterious pruduv '
she said.

And there were no beans in it.

Today, the famous chile rellenos
are sold as frozen food in grocery
stores throughout Texas, and will
soon be available in New Mexico and
a California fast food chain. Orders
are shipped all over the country and
as far away as the United Kingdom
for the rellenos and their miniature
offspring, the Tid-Bit

The rellenos success story began in
1942, when then-Safeway employee
Ben Matta started the Spanish Cafe
on the east side of Pecos. His wife,
Chuy Matta, would work at the
restaurant during the day until her
husband joined her after work at
night.

“It had never been easy, it took
two or three years to really get from

behind the bushes,”’ Matta said.
“Fortunately in the *50s, '60s, '70s
and '80s, this town had been a boom-
ing little town.”

Matta remained at the grocery
store for about a year and a half until
he felt the restaurant business could
support the family.

The name changed to its current
moniker in 1947 with a new restau-
rant on Highway 80 across from
Santa Rosa Church.

The rellenos, Matta said, didn’t
come about until the 1950s.

“It's actually my own creation,” he
said. "I just worked at it until I got it
perfected. | created this recipe and it
took off right away; it was the best
thing | ever invented.”

Federal authorities
remain mum about
fraud investigation

SPACE CENTER, Houston — About
a half-dozen NASA employees and up
to 24 workers from outside the
agency have been implicated in an
FBI sting aimed at rooting out fraud,
a government ofTicial says

The investigation, dubbed Opera-
tion Lightning Strike, netted evidence
that NASA employees and contrac-
tors took kickbacks and bribes and
sold inside information, the official
said Thursday. -_

Johnson Space Center spokesman
Harold S. Stall said officials were told
about the probe by the National
Aeronautics and Space Administra-
tion’s inspector general on Wednes-
day.

“We are cooperating fully,” Stall
said.
Both the FBI and the U.S. attor

ney's office in Houston refused to
comment on the sting

The government o6fTicial told The
Associated Press that the inquiry
implicated six or seven NASA
employees, 12 to 24 non-NASA
employees, and a couple of corpora-
tions. The official spoke on condition
of anonymity.

Discussions were being held with
some of the targets to resolve the
matter through pleas, the official
said.

The investigation was active until
news organizations publicized the
probe this week, the source told the
AP.

Two Houston television stations
and NBC News, citing anonymous
sources, this week said an FBI agent
posed as a wealthy businessman ped-
dling a fake medical device to people
within NASA. The device supposedly
would dissolve kidney stones without
surgery.

The agent told NASA workers he
wanted the space agency's endorse-
ment and the device flown aboard
the shuttle to increase its worth,
KHOU-TV reported.

He then paid a contractor in the
Life Sciences Projects Division and a

NASA technical manager to say the
machine was real even though they
knew it was not, according to the
report.

The investigation caught at least
two major aerospace companies
offering bribes and kickbacks for
inside information on the project,
KHOU said, adding that an unidenti-
fied astronaut also was implicated.

NBC reported Thursday that two
people implicated were employees of
General Electric’s space division,
which has since been sold to Martin
Marietta Corp.

An unidentified source told the net-
work that Martin Marjetta has fired
one of the workers and the other has
left the company.

Martin Marietta Corp. spokesman
Neal Linkon told the AP that the
company was not involved in the
sting, but added, “We are cooperat-
ing fully with the government as far
as general procurement practices at
Johnson Space Center.”
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stuffed with cheese, Matta experi-
mented with meat and other ingredi-
ents.

The secret, he said, is in the consis-

tency.
“They have to be the same every
day,”” Matta said. “‘Even though
when it got too big, I had to make
sure they were just as good as they
had yesterday.”

The family raised its own chile
peppers on their farm in Fort Davis,
with lots of good, sweet water, he
said. Extra chiles were brought in
from Hatch Valley, N.M.

Every year, Matta would roast 20
tons of chile for the winter on his
own specially built roaster.

The restaurant moved two more
times before its final location on

Third Street in 1961.

“That was a'very beautiful atmos-
phere,” Matta recalled. “There was
an enclosed patio on the east side.
There’s nothing in the near area that
would compare to the environment.”

'The 376-seat restaurant was filled
to capacity several nights a week
with locals and often school buses
filled with out-of-town football teams
or their boosters in town for a game.

The restaurant’s success sent all
six Matta children to St. Mary’s Uni-
versity, and paid for the inevitable
retirement of Ben and Chuy Matta
when the years got the best of them
as Matta developed severe arthritis
and back problems.

“If I had to do it again, | would do
the same thing,” Matta said.

AUSTIN — Two Texas Supreme
Court incumbents have drawn crit-
icism from candidates seeking
their seats in next year's election.

Judge Jimmy Carroll, chief jus-
tice of the 3rd Court of Appe
Austin, wants the Democratic nod
in the race against Republican
Supreme Court Justice Nathan
Hecht.

Priscilla Owen, 39, of Houston, is
seeking the GOP nomination to
challenge Democratic incumbent
Justice Lloyd

Ms. Owen on Thursday decried
Doggett, a former state senator, as
a “‘career politician”’ who writes
inflammatory opinions designed to
further his political agenda. “His
opinions ... read more like political
campaign speeches than they do
judicial decisions,” she said.

Doggett, 47, responded, “l have
always viewed my role there (on
the court) as to say those that
didn't have a large corporate law
firm or political action committee
on their side got treated just as
fairly as those who do.”

He said he writes plain-spoken
opinions so non-lawyers can

understand them, and that despite
charges of judicial activism, his
opinions tend to poimt out when
other justices haven't followed a
law’s “‘plain wording"’ or prior
court rulings.

Carroll followed Democratic
State District Judge Mike Wester-
gren of Corpus Christi in announc-
ing for the seat held by Hecht.

The GOP incumbent is a “nice
guy and honorable man" who gets
support from corporate interests
and has fallen victim “to the per-
vasive influence of special interest
funding,” said Carroll.

“He’s clearly contributed to the
partisan atmosphere which has
seized the court, polarized its
members, and it has led to a judi-
cial gridlock with cases remaining
there far beyond a reasonable
amount of time,” Carroll said, not-
ing that the court has taken years
to decide some cases.

The 44-year-old Hecht didn't
immediately return a telephone
call today from The Associated
Press. His campaign consultant,
Karl Rove, said*Carroll’s “shrill
attack shows how desperate he
and his persnnal injury lawyer
buddies are.” Carroll, 45, said he

has wide support.

Mattox claims to be

senate race favorite

AUSTIN — Jim Mattox says he’s
the front-runner. But other Democ-
ratic Senate hopefuls are saying — so
what?

Mattox, a former congressman and
two-term attorney general, Wednes-
day showed off a poll putting him
ahead and said he is the strongest
candidate the party could field
against Republican Sen. Kay Bailey
Hutchison.

“I will remind you that | have
never been beaten by a Republican. |
happened to get beat by a Democ-
rat,” said Mattox, who lost the 1990
gubernatorial nomination to Gov.
Ann Richards.

His comments came at a news con-
ference where he made public a poll
conducted for the Texas Trial
Lawyers Association.

The survey of 800 likely voters
found 43.3 percent favoring Mattox,
16.4 percent backing Dallas financier
Richard Fisher and 15.5 percent for
U.S. Rep. Mike Andrews of Houston.
About one in four of the respondents

were undecided in the survey that
wae eonductad fram Nav 14 ton Nav

The poll questioned 800 people
statewide whose names were drawn
from those who voted in the Democ-
ratic Party primaries in 199" and
1992.

The results carried little weight
with Fisher or Andrews.

“Making predictions on a poll done
almost four months before an elec:
tion ... is foolhardy,” said Fisher's
campaign manager, Robin Rora-

paugh.

“There is a large task ahead of all
the people who plan to run for U.S.
Senate. That is explaining to the vot-
ers of Texas what they plan to do
once they get there.”

Scott Sutherland, a spokesman for
Andrews, said “it's very, very likely"”
the congressman will run and that
Andrews isn't worried about such a
poll.

“The last thing Jim Mattox wants
is a campaign on issues and records.
We tried this nomination by acclima-
tion before (with defeated Sen. Bob
Krueger), and it didn’t work. What
we need is to have a lively debate on
the issues that affect this state. The

HOUSTON — Dan Morales, touting
his efforts to remove federal courts
from control of state departments,
said Thursday he will run for a sec-
ond four-year term as Texas attorney
general.

The 37-year-old Democrat, a
native of San Antonio, cited resolu-
tion of the 20-year legal battle that
kept Texas prisons under federal
control as a top success of his first
term.

“Texans do not believe that the
courts should be running our state
institutions,” he said. ‘I am proud
that we have taken back control of
our prisons from the federal court
and returned the keys to Texas lead-

ers. For the first time in more than

two decades, the Texas prison sys-
tem is no longer under federal court
supervision and control.”

Morales, a former Bexar County
prosecutor and three-term state law-
maker, so far faces no Democratic
opposition in the March 8, 1994, pri-
mary. He said Thursday he expef?;d
none. .

At least three Republican state dis-
trict judges — Don Wittig and Pat
Lykos, both of Houston, and John
Marshall, of Dallas — are vying for
their party’s nomination.

Morales said he anticipated Mar-
shall would emerge as his opponent
{:}r the general election next Novem-

r.

“As attorney general | pledged to
take Texas back to our taxpayers
and citizens and we've acted on that
pledge by ending lengthy lawsuits for
taxpayers, going to bat for all con-
sumers and citizens of Texas,"
Morales said.

He termed as “‘a cliche’ criticism
that hos office doesn’t really involve
.nsél! incriminal justice issues and
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an $80 million, 700-employee service
center in southern Williamson Coun-

The site is just north of Austin,
which is in Travis County. Now
Apple’s plans have been put on hold.

In the lawsuit filed Wednesday,
Josephine Alicag, 37, of the Phillip
ines and Sriyani Marian Fernmando,
35, of Sri Lanka, allege that the late
Prince Saad Bin Abdul-Aziz Al Saud
and his former wife, Princess Noora,
forced them to work against their
will.

The women alleged they were vir
tual slaves until they escaped from
Houston's Ritz-Carlton Hotel in late
1991 while Prince Saad, who died in
July, was in Houston for medical
treatment.

The women remain in the Houston
area, where they are awaiting a deci-
sion from an immigration judge on
whether they will be granted political
asylum.

Jan. 1, they would have their wives
shop at some other store.

“We'll be boycotting Don’s 1GA
after the first of January if we don’t
get some results from our demands,”
Winn said, adding that he believes
publicity about his cause will draw
others disenchanted by Limbaugh.
“If that doesn’t work, we'll pick
another advertiser and do the same
to them

“We're not trying (d be cantanket-
ous, but some people are treating us
as if we are. They're not taking us
seriously, but they will,” he contin-
ued. “Don kind of shrugged it off
when we mentioned it to him. He's
an awfully good guy, but he's acting
like we'll go away if he doesn't listen
to us.

“He said to 'Just turn Rush Lim-
baugh off" and not listen to him,”
Winn added, “but we feel like we're
a captive audience. We like the
music KBST plays ... can't get the
music we want on any other sta-
tions.”

Asked if he'd had any contact with
Wrinkle, Winn expressed feeling the
same disappointment with his treat-
ment through that avenue.

“We've known David Wrinkle all

Newsome has been unavailable for

comment, but Wrinkle said the
entire matter has prompted him to
write Limbaugh personally.

“I wrote him a letter just telling
him that this was a testimony to the
power of his show,” Wrinkle said,
adding that the doesn't “want to
come ofl as a bully,” but added that
he will not take the Limbaugh show
off the air.

“First of all, | believe in freedom of
speech,” Wrinkle added, admitting
that he has already seen some fall-
out from Winn's campaign. “I've got
three accounts that haven't quit
advertising with me, but have said
they don’t want Rush anymore.”

Oddly enough, Wrinkle hasn’t
found it difficult to find businesses
willing to fill the void.

“I'm in business to provide my
advertisers with the largest audience
| can, and Rush Limbaugh gives
them that. Besides, if | dropped him,
KYBG would pick him up in a minute
.. it's a real ratings booster.”

Candor a must to deal with AIDS

WASHINGTON — President Clin-
ton visited AlDs patients, spoke sym-
pathetically, promised more federal
help, accepted without complaint a
ritual harangue from an AlDs
demonstrator and dimmed the lights
in the White House to show his sup-
port for World AIDS Day

Jut that wasn't enough. And it
wasn't enough, either, for Clinton
Cabinet officials to perform in other
AIDS Day ceremonies, serving
breakflast for homeless and AIDS-
infected gay men and speaking out,
as Attorney General Janet Reno did
to oppose discrimination against
AlDs-related disabilities.

It wasn't enough in New York that
the municipal decision darkened the
city's lights in a special AIDS cere-
mony of “Day Without Art and Night
Without Light.”

It wasn't even enough that New
York officials, to demonstrate the
deep feeling and sincerity of munici-
pal mourning over AIDS, ordered
that the City Hall statue of the patri-
ot of the American Revolution,
Nathan Iale, be draped in a shroud.

In the 12th year of the American
AIDS cpidemic, with public officials
from the president down to city
councilmen now routinely cowed by
any AIDS demonstrator or raucous
bunch®of them, whatever's done or
has been done is not enough, never
enough.

Not only has government at every
level failed to fill the money
demands to produce AIDS cures-and
treatment to the satisfaction of the
AIDS activists, tens of thousands of
government officials — to hear the
aclivists — are in some kind of a
continuing conspiracy to avoid doing
what's very simple and easily done:
to end the epidemic and end the suf-

fering, to stop AIDS.

It is a true sign of the times, when
government-funded AIDS spending
and public awareness have been
focused on AIDS as no other public
health issue, that the nation’s elect-
ed officials are so much in the thrall
or the dread of the AIDS activists
that they accept any obscene insult,
any piece of propaganda, any lie
passed out as fact.

More often than not the official
response — more noticeably now in
the Clinton administration — is to
apologize for whatever offense has
been drummed up and to promise to
comply with each new demand from
the activists.

Another sign of the times of the
AIDS epidemic and the political
mobilization of the AIDS activists is
the timidity and inability of local,
state and national leaders to speak
with candor of the causes of the
AIDS epidemic, how it began and
how it continues.

The most prominent example is
U.S. Surgeon General Jocelyn Elders,
who was targeted by congressional
Republicans for her outspokenness
on sex education, including her
advocacy of school distribution of
condoms as an AlDS preventative.

FFor all the outspokenness that
shocked Republicans, Generdl Elders
— as most other public officials —
mainly warns against “‘unprotected”

sex between consenting adults or
teenagers, warnings whose message
appears intended for hetrosexual
couples.

And, just as almost every other
public official from President Clinton
on down, General Elders seems
unable to speak with emphasis
about what was from the beginning
and remains the most signilicant
cause of AIDS in America: anal
intercourse between homosexual
men.

The AIDS epidemic in America has
spread through the population since
its discovery as the “gay cancer” in
1981, then mainly among gay partic-
ipants in group sex orgies at bath-
houses, gay bars and whatever other
dark places were convenient.

We are living with the results now,
the tragic spread of AIDS into other
population groups in America, drug
addicts, hemophiliacs and women
who are infected by male sex part-
ners and then pass AIDS to their
babies.

It’s foolish to speak of AIDS as
some form of heavenly punishment
against homosexuals. Buu it's afso
foolish when public officials portray
AIDS as a discase most threatening
to heterosexual high schoolers, their
older heterosexual sisters and broth-
ers and even their parents.

In all the weepy sentiments of
World AIDS Day and other such
reminders of the pain of gay male
AIDS victims, Surgeon General
Elders and other responsible officials
ought to be able to talk just as open-
ly of how AIDS began and what male
homosexuals must do to help stop its
spread among themsclves.

Kidnapped girl’s friends

identify arrested suspect

PETALUMA, Calif. (AP) — Two
girls who were playing a board game
with Polly Klaas the night she was
abducted from her home have identi-
fied the man police call the main sus-
pect in the case, the San Francisco
Chronicle and the Press Democrat of
Santa Rosa reported.

The two seventh-grade girls identi-
fied Richard Allen Davis as the man
who kidnapped the 12-year-old at
knifepoint from their slumber party
on Oct. 1, unidentified sources told
the newspapers.

The Press Democrat reported that
Polly’s 12-year-old friends picked
Davis out of a group of photos and a
group of men.

Another source told the Press
Democrat that the girls failed to
make a positive identification but
that Polly’s neighbors said Davis was
the man they saw prowling their
neighborhood that night.

Police in Petaluma refused to com-
ment on the published reports late
Thursday.

Davis, a 39-year-old parolee with
two kidnapping convictions, has not
been charged in Polly’s abduction.
He pleaded guilty on Thursday to an
unrelated drunken driving charge
and began serving a 30-day sentence
in the Mendocino County Jail.

Meanwhile, authorities said they
would continue searching for clues in
the abduction. Their probe focused
on a one-acre wooded area near
Santa Rosa, about 15 miles north of
Polly’s home, where authorities
found clothing and other personal
belongings they said were linked to
the kidnapping.

It was in that area the night of the
kidnapping that Sonoma County
deputies responding to a complaint
about a trespasser briefly questioned
Davis and helped him pull his car out
of a ditch.

The search was suspended Thurs-
day evening due to darkness, but was
to resume this morning.

FBI spokesman Rick Smith said
investigators were conducting an
exhaustive background check on
Davis and examining a car seized
from him. Other evidence was being
sent to Washington, D.C. for further
processing, Smith said.

Polly’s father, Marc Klaas, said he
didn’t believe Davis could have
abducted his daughter and killed her

Alan Winterbourne walked into the
local state Employment Development
Department office and opened fire
Thursday, Oxnard Police Cmdr. Tom
Cady said. Three state employees
were killed and four other people
were injured.

After an eight-mile car chase dur-
ing which Winterbourne shot an offi-
cer dead, police shot Winterbourne
down in front of the unemployment
office in Ventura. Authorities said
they didn’t know his motive.

Winterbourne, 33, of Ventura was
a “‘really nice guy,” said neighbor

MEDELLIN, Colombia — The death
of Pablo Escobar, ruler of a global
cocaine empire blamed for bombings
and assassinations that killed hun-
dreds of people, has given.Colom-
bians hope that an age of terror has
ended.

Tipped off by a traced phone call,
police and soldiers raided the drug
lord’s two-story hideout on Thurs-
day, They shot and killed the portly,
bearded Escobar and his bodyguard
as they tried to escape over the roof.

“Colombia’s worst nightmare has
been slain,” President Cesar Gaviria
declared.

The death of the 44-year-old
leader of the Medellin drug cartel
was not expected to seriously cut into
the flow of cocaine from Colombia to
the United States and other coun-
tries. But for many Colombians, it
was a sign of hope.

Escobar ‘was accused of ordering
the assassinations of presidential
candidates, judges, journalists and
police. Hundreds of ordinary Colom-
bians died in bombings of shopping

. Colombian drug king
Escobar killed in raid

centers, neighborhoods and a pas-
senger airplane.

“It's the triumph of law over
crime,” said Andres Pastrana, a
presidential candidate. ““Now the
country can begin to live more
peacefully.”

Gabriel Silva, Colombia’s ambas-
sador to the United States, said this
morning in Washington that the
“drug lords received yesterday a very
tough message: You surrender or you
are killed.”

“We are seeing the light at the end
of the tunnel,” Silva said in an inter-
view on CBS, calling the death of
Escobar “‘a major victory for democ-
racy.”

Escobar was to be buried today at
a Medellin cemetery, police said. His
family told local radio stations that
the public was invited to attend.

Authorities tracked Escobar down
through a phone call he made to a
radio station Monday to complain
about his family’s treatment by the
German government, army comman-
der Gen. Hernan Guzman said. Esco-
bar’s wife and two children had been

refused asylum by Germany earlier
in the week.

Escobar had apparently been living
at the Medellin hideout for several
weeks, authorities said.

On Thursday, at least 200 mem-
bers of an-elite force that had hunted . _
Escobar since his escape from prison
in July 1992 cordoned off blocks
around the hideout, then stormed in,
investigators at the scene said.

A barefoot Escobar and his body-
guard leaped out a window onto a
roof three feet below. Escobar was
killed instantly, shot in the head and
arm. The bodyguard jumped down to
the sidewalk, where he was killed,
investigators said.

“They offered resistance and died §
on the spot,” Prosecutor General @#
Gustavo de Greiff said.

Investigators said two 9mm pistols
were found near Escobar’s body with
shells scattered around, indicating
Escobar had opened fire.

A witness told RCN radio that the
raiders fired into the air in jubilation
after killing Escobar and yelled “We

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-Herzegovina
— Shells rained down on the Bosn-
ian capital today, the day after the
latest round of peace talks ended
without agreement.

Another two people
were killed and two more wound-
ed in shelling near the city’s bak-
ery.
Paramedic Jim Schrang of New
York administered first aid to a
woman who had a bad shrapnel
wound in one leg and lesser
wounds to the other leg, said John
Jordan, head of a group of U.S.
firefighters helping their col-
leagues in Sarajevo. ,

“There are no paramedics
here,” Jordan said. “They've got
doctors and ambulance drivers.

The United Nations reported that
Thursday was its best day for aid
deliveries in months, but ques-
tioned whether its convoys could
continue at the same pace.

Ray Wilkinson, spokesman for
the U.N. High Commissioner for
Refugees, said Muslim enclaves
remained in “‘very bad” shape.
Serbs have blocked UNHCR from
delivering plastic sheeting to seal
shattered windows and roofs and
other supplies.

Nine Palestinians were wounded,
one seriously, in the violence, the lat-
est in a week of bloodletting that has
slowed negotiations to implement the
PLO-Israel autonomy plan.

Under the first phase of the plan,
Israel is to start withdrawing from
the Gaza Strip and Jericho on the
West Bank in 10 days. But the likeli-
hood that the deadline will be met
has faded as the date approaches..

Settlers in the territories oppose
the peace plan and have sworn to
block its implementation.

Three hours of street battles erupt-
ed in hebron after a fight between
extremist Rabbi Moshe Levinger,
once sentenced to jail for killing an
Arab shopkeeper, and Palestinians in
the downtown area.

About 20 settlers, some shrouded
in prayer shawls, began firing in the
air, smashing car windows, beating
passersby and forcing shops to close.
Arabs responded with a barrage of
rocks and bottles. Dozens more peo-
ple from both sides joined the clashes
and bullets whizzed down one main
street.

Most Arabs fled into their homes.
Others screamed “God is Great,” a

We
took $7 and bought a tiny John Deere tractor and a set
of plastic cattle. It was a memorable Christmas for them
and us. | can’t think of onc that it pleases me more tc
remember.

Several years ago, my dad took an early retirement
from the police department in Sweetwater because he
had Parkinson's disease. That year, after all the Christ-
mas cheer, he presented Cody, my oldest son, with his
gunbelt, pistol and handcuffs. He said, “Here, Cody.
You're the oldest grandchild, and I want you to have
this. Mother will let the little ones draw for my watch,
my back-up pistol and my badge,”

He left the room in te rs. And we all sat paralyzed
with the emotion of the moment. The badge went to my
brother’s daughter and the watch to his son. Zane, my
youngest got his derringer. | never knew until then how

“ very much he regretted leaving work. I never knew how

many times | had hugged him at eye level to that badge,
and how much it meant to me. | wanted to snatch it and

- run and hide like a jealous child. And we all cried buck-

ets of tears. It was a very memorable Christmas.

To us, his retirement meant that he would be with us
for a longer time, because we had feared the disease
would cause hirp to be in danger sometime and keep
him from reacting in time to be safe. To be given his
prized possesions was so special and yet so saddening.

Last Christmas was another very sad one for us. Ger-
ald had undergone major surgery and Cody had been
injured playing football and was just getting back on his
feet. Just before school let out for the holidays, some of
the Garden City boys had an accident on the way to Big
Spring and one of Cody's friends died. We had a sober
time, as did many of the families in Glasscock County.

This Christmas promises to be so very much better. In
February of last year, my mother had an aneurysm and
we have spent the better part of a year living with the
possibility of losing her forever. She is now much better

George Franklin doesn’t think of
himself as a missionary.

But the local retiree has spent time
the last five years volunteering with
the Baptist Foreign Mission Board.
Franklin often travels to underdevel-
oped countries to repair equipment
and set up Christian radio stations.

“I'm just using my skills to help
people in a Christian way,” said
Franklin, who is married to County
Treasurer Bonnie Franklin. “It's
amazing what a good feeling you get
from helping people.” *

Franklin said he has always béén

well-received in Guatemala and
Nicaragua - the two countries in
which he’s spent most of his volun-
teer time. He has even made friends
with a former member of the
Sandanista government, Sixto Ulloa.

Ulloa became a Christian and often
helps Franklin deal with governmen-
tal officials in such duties as getting
radio station licenses.

Most recently, Franklin was in
Guatemala in September, helping
replace a transformer. The
Guatemalans, faced with little other
choice, carried the heavy equipment
up to its hilltop station first in a
wheelbarrow and then, by hand.

“They told me when I first started
to expect things to be about 100
years behind,” Franklin said. “They
weren't kidding.”

Franklin discovered the need for
his engineering services in 1989,
shortly before he retired from Fina
0Oil and Chemical Co. A ham radio
operator, he had gone to Midland to
a “swap meet.”

“I saw a guy there with a sign that
said, ‘Volunteer engineers needed.’
So I asked him what it was about,”
Franklin recalled. The man told him
about the Baptist missionaries and
their radio stations. He took
Franklin’s name and number,
promising to call him about volun-
teering after his retirement.

later. They needed Franklin to go to
Guatemala to repair a station that
had not been operational in months.

“I had just gotten over a heart
bypass operation,” Franklin said. “I
told him I would think about it and
call him back.”

But the man called again in a few
days, telling Franklin his tickets were
ready and his departure date was
the following Monday.

“He said he knew | was going to
say yes, so | did,” the engineer
recalled. “I took vacation and went.”

The varied languages of many
tribes in Guatemala make communi-
cation difficult. But even Spanish is
interpreted differently, and getting a
job done often requires a patient

understanding for cultural differ-
ences.

Once, when Franklin was trying to
get an antennae installed, two work-
ers kept refusing to climb the tower.
Several days passed and they contin-
ued to say it was too windy, too dan-
gerous.

“Finally, I told them either they
were going to do it, or | would do it
myself,” Franklin recalled. “They
said [ counldn't do it, I was too old.
Well, you can guess what that did.”

Soon Franklin was climbing the
tower h'mself, getting the job done.
Later he overheard a conversation
between the two workers and some
office personnel.

“They were talking about me
climbing that tower. They said, ‘He's
a Texan. They have no fear,” *
Franklin said, chuckling at the mem-
ory.

Franklin is pleased with the mis-
sionary work of which he is part. The
Christian radio stations have become
a center of community for the coun-
try residents, broadcasting their per-
sonal messages and spreading news
about hygiene and nutrition along
with the Christian faith.

“What I think is really important
about the radio stations is that they
belong to the people,” Franklin said.
“Missionaries set them up and teach
people how to run them, but then it's
up to the people to keep them going.”

Nuns start ads to change public image

CINCINNATI — Movies have per-
petuated a mistaken and unworldly
image of nuns for too long, say
Ursuline sisters who are launching
an ad campaign to set the record
straight.

“So much of the media is still
imaging us as we were in the '40s
and '50s — the garb, being behind
the wall, not in touch with the
world,” said Sister Jacquelyn Herpy,
membership and vocation director at
the Ursuline motherhouse in
Youngstown, Ohio.

Sister Herpy, 46, said she had a
pretty clear idea of what being a nun
was all about because she was a life-
guard at a camp run by Ursulines
before she joined the order.

“I perceived them as very human
beings. | think most people have a
dilferent image,” she said.

To change that, Ursulines in the
United States and Canada are work-
ing with a Cincinnati ad agency on a
series of public service advertise-
ments that will be available to radio
stations and newspapers beginning
early next year.

“The perception of nuns as very
strict, unworldly, black-robed teach-
ers lacking in personality is plain
wrong,” said Jeffrey Tolvin, vice
president of media relations for the
New York-based Young & Rubicam
Inc., which has an office in
Cincinnati

“They asked us to help communi-
cate who they are today — educa-
tors, social workers, health care pro-
fessionals and administrators who
attend movies, take classes and
dress in contemporary garb.”

I'he agency charged the order
nothing to develop the $70,000 cam-
paign

Ursulines are among religious
orders having trouble attracting new

mbers.

I'wenty-five years ago there were
176,341 nuns in the United States,
and their median age was 46; there
now are 99,337 and their median
age is 65.

“A lot of communities are con-
cerned about their image. We just
happen to be taking the lead,” said
Sister Maureen McCarthy, general
superior of the Ursuline mother-
house in Pepper Pike, Ohio, which
operates Ursuline College

“What I'd like to see is a switch
from the stereotype of women who
are hidden out of the way to dynamic
women who are in touch, who have
something to contribute.”

Sister Herpy said the main purpose

[t was done for the key purpose of
stating who we are as women
today.”

of the ads isn't to fill the ranks ﬁ

Not that the order wouldn't wel-
come new members.

“It would be wonderful if people
showed interest and wanted to come
to our community. But mostly we
want to get the stereotyping of nuns
changed,” said Sister Anne Maureen
Maher, superior. The title “mother
superior™ has been phased out of
many motherhouses.
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She hopes the ads show Catholic
women that life in a religious com-
munity is worth considering.

“[ think some people are turned off
to it because they don't see it for
what it is,” she said. “We're normal
human beings. We don’t pray 24
hours a day, but we do take praying
seriously.”

The Order of St. Ursula was found-
ed in 1535 in Brecia, Italy, by Angela
Merici. The first bishop of Cincinnati
asked the order to establish a colony
in Ohio in 1845 to open a school for
girls.

That group still operates Ursuline
Academy in Cincinnati and Chatfield
College in St. Martin, Ohio.

One of the print ads shows Sister
Margaret Scheetz doing carpentry
work at a shelter for homeless
women with children.

In another, Sister Pam Mueller, a
speech pathologist, is at a Kentucky
farm, holding a child whose hearing
loss caused developmental problems.

I'm working on my master’s degree,”
says the voice on the radio ad.

COAHOMA - Coahoma coach Kim
Nichols was in a pickle: The Snyder
junior varsity was making an
absolute pest out of itself, and the
Orkin Man was nowhere in sight.

The JV Tigers hung tough with
Nichols' Bulldogs before dropping a
56-45 decision in the final first-
round game of the Coahoma
Invitational Thursday night.

Astros get W|I||ams,
send Jones to Phils

HOUSTON — Mitch Williams
doesn’t like the reason Philadelphia
traded him to Houston but he is glad
torbe in Texas.

Williams believes the Phillies sent
him to Hopston in exchange for clos-
er Doug Jones and former No.1 draft
pick Jeff Juden because manage-
ment thinks he couldn’t handle the
heat from his World Series night-
mare.

“They thought the fans would get
to me and be hard and they figured
it would be best for me to go else-
where,”” Williams said Thursday.
“Fans can be rough anywhere if you
let them get to you.”

Williams had a 2-0 record and
1.69 ERA in the NLCS against
Atlanta but he was 0-2 and a 20.25
ERA in the World Series, including
the final game when he gave up a
Series-winning homer to Joe Carter.

He also helped the Phillies get to
the Norld Series with 43 saves, but
his errati®pitching style kept fans on
edge.

How longhdoes Williams think it
will take for fans to remember his 43
saves and not the last game of the
World Series?

“I don’t know and | don’t particu-
larly care,”” Williams said. “That was
just the last game. | was upset in the
clubhouse, | was upset after | got
back to my room and the next morn-
ing it was over when | flew out of
Toronto. That was it. | can't get it
back.” .

Williams received death threats
during the postseason and his house
in New Jersey was vandalized.

“1 think this was done probably for
the best interests of Mitch Williams
and the Phillies,” Philadelphia gen-
eral manager Lee Thomas said. “He
did a good job for us and I hate to
see_him go. I think it will be better
for him in the long run and probably
for ev

Thomas denied that Phillies play-
ers forced his hafiti, .

“I know some players were talk-
ing, but their job is playing, and ours

is doing this,” Thomas said. “We
don’t put a gag on anybody.”

Williams was 3-7 with a 3.34 ERA
and 43 saves during the season.

“The bottom line is he had 43
saves,” Astros general manager Bob
Watson said. “We wanted a closer
that could get the job done. We
wanted a left-hander that could be a
winner and Mitch fit the bill. His
character showed tremendously in
the final game of the World Series
when he didn’t run from you guys
(reporters) but stood and faced all
the critics. I'd have thought much
less of him if he'd hidden in the
equipment room."

Williams will get $2.5 million next
year and can be a free agent after
the World Series. Jones is guaran-
teed $2.75 million for 1994 with a
$3.25 million club option in 1995.

Williams started his major league
career with the Texas Rangers and
pitched for the Chicago Cubs before
he was traded to Philadelphia in
1991. He has 186 career saves, 19th
on the career list.

Jones had 26 saves ang a 4.54
ERA with the Astros last season in 85
1-3 innings. He was the Astros MVP
in 1992 with 36 saves, an 11-8
record and 1.85 ERA.

Juden, 22, is a 6-foot-7 right-han-
der. He was 11-6 at Class AAA
Tucson last season and made two
appearances with the Astros late in
the season. He was second in the
Pacific Coast League with 156 strike-
outs.

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Rockets tie record
with win number 15

By The Associated Press

NEW YORK — Ten of Houston's
first 14 victories came against losing
teams, so the Rockets’ season-open-
ing winning streak wasn't so impres-
sive. Not until they tied the NBA
record with victory No. 15.

The Rockets’ chances didn't
appear good when they arrived at
Madison Square Garden to play New
York Thursday night.

The Knicks, after all, routed
Houston 125-95 in their last previous
meeting here in February, and New
York was 41-5 at home since the
beginning of last season

These Rockets, however, proved
they are better than a year ago,
improving on their NBA-best defen-
sive average of 89.3 points allowed
with a 94-85 victory that matched
the 1948-49 Washington Capitols’
15-0 start.

“With all the pressure on them, to
come into New York and win con-
vincingly, you've got to give the
Rockets a lot of credit,” Knicks coach
Pat Riley said. “In the first seven
minutes of the second quarter, we
couldn’t buy a shoi. Every shot we
took was almost frantic. They took
the game away from us.”

Hakeem Olajuwon, bidding to be
recognized as basketball’'s greatest

center, led the offensive and defen
sive charge, scoring a season-high
37 points and holding fellow All-Star
center Patrick Ewing to 12 points on
4-for-20 shooting.

“We showed a lot of character to
step up our game and win at the
Garden,” Olajuwon said. “Patrick is
my toughest opponent. You have to
be prepared to play him. | just
played my game and | guess | was
lucky. When he comes back to
Houston, he’ll be coming after me.”

If Thursday night was any indica
tion, it’s more likely Olajuwon will be
coming after Ewing in his night
mares

Ewing was outscored by Olajuwon
16-0 in the third quarter, when
Houston led by as many as 21 points
Olajuwon hit seven of eight attempts
and Ewing was 0-for-7 in that quar
ter, carrying the Rockets to an 80-61
a‘dvanlagv

Ewing went on to miss all 12 of his
shots in the second half

“If I had kept getting the ball
probably would have shot until | wa
4-for-50 instead of 4-for-20," said
Ewing, denying he lost his confi
dence in the second half. “Hakeem
has had great games against me
before. It was a disappointing night.”
