Air Squadron

18th Century Town
Laid To Ruin By
German Bombers

LONDON, Dec. 3 (AP)—
Adolf Hitler's luftwaffe ham-
mered fuyriously at Britain's
west coast port of Bristol for
si xhours last night and then
shifted its attention suddenly
to London today after pass-
ing up the capital entirely
from dusk to dawm.

Twice before noon, the Germans
struck at London, and one aquad-
ron of ralders dodged through a
curtain of anti-aireraft fire to wow
bombs which demolished a numbaer
of dwellings and oaused some
casualties, A third alarm, whieh
was followed quickly by the all
clear, sounded during the lunch
hour. A fourth alarm sounded
later.

‘A little fewer than a fourth had Incomes of $1,500
of more; nnd the remainder, alightly more than
a half, had Incomes from 3500 to §1,500.

In a survey made as recently as 1038, it was
estimated that 40 per cent of the farm homes
were without radioa. The 1830 census ahowed that
only 34 per cent of all farmers had telephones
and the boys at agrioulture think the percentage
hns changed little since then.

Although the electrie light condition ls spot-
ted, there are many sections where the kerosene
lamp is atill a standard fixture. In the southsnst
section of the country, the survey showed that
even among the better-off white operators with
Incomes of $1.000 to $1.250, only 4 per cent had
electric lights,

Let's stay in this same comparatively well-
off Income bracket and take a awing through a
few states and msee what was reported on the
percentages of farmers having mechanical refrig-
eratora: Callfornia, 44; New Jersey, 36, Washing-
ton and Oregon, 11; Colorndo, Montana and
South Dakotn, 7; Michigan sand Wisconsin, 6;
North and South Carelina, 5; Pennsylvania, Kan.

aas and Ohio, 4; Georgin and Miasissippl, 2; and
Minols and lowa, 1.

The report shows that in tha whole country
only 16 per cent of farm families in the Inter-
medinte Income group ($00 to $1,000) had water
piped Into their homes and only 10 per cent had
Indoor toilets.

This sort of summarizing could go on for a
long time and include such items as 40 per cent
of the counties in the United States have no
registered general hospitals , ., and B0 per cent
of the lower Income farm families have Inade-
quate diets. . . .
