Trustees Ask Citizens For |

Future School Needs Study

Hereford school trustees took another long,
hard look at current and anticipated enroliment |
figures during their meeting Tuesday night.

They finally decided to ask all the clubs and
organizations in and around Hereford to make
their own investigations and suggestions about
future school growth. “Of course, this is the
board’s problem and decisions eventually,”

president Tom Robinsan said. |
“But we would like as many
people possible to know what
the situation is and get their
ideas on how to tackle it."
Superintendent Paul Stevens
reported that the total school
enrollment, as of Monday,
was 3,004, with 1832 in ele-
mentary schools, 717 in junior
high and 455 in high school.
Stevens said that the board
needed to study its building
needs for the next two years
and longer in the near future.
He pointed out that current
figures, without any natural

growth increase, would push
school enrollment to 1898 in
elementary schools within two

years.

There is only one vacant
room in all the elementary
schools now, and that is at Cen-
tral School, he' said. Most of
the classes have about the right
number of students, except for
the sixth grade sections which
are running 32 to 34 students
per room, 7

The junior high now hasg all’
classrooms in use, with home
rooms in the two buildings ex-
cept for the two gymnasiums
and the auditorium. By 1963,
it is estimated that the junior
high will have 842 students.
