We repeat what 
we said a few months ago that the brethren in the West are not wanting 
a West Texas Convention, are not thinking about a West Texas Convention 
and the subject of a West Texas Convention 15 not being discussed in 
this section. 

In the first place the people of West Texas are not quitters. It would 
certainly be cowardly and unchristian for the Baptists of West Texas to 
try to take out now when our great old denomination in Texas is in such 
a predicament. No «ir, we are standing hitched; our people are going 
to help pay our debts. Some of us may feel that the plan we are pursuing 
in trying to pay them is not the best one, but we are Baptists, and as long 
as our Texas Baptist brethren want to try the present plan the West will 
do its share.

What we need to do now is keep sweet, do a lot of praying, depend 
on the leadership of the Holy Spirit, and quit feeling that everyone who 
does not see things just like we do is a bolshevist and a denominational 
disturber. Our people are discussing our great problems; they are to 
continue to discuss them. Let us discuss them in a Chistly, gentlemanly 
spirit. It won't do at this stage of the game to start a free-for-all Baptist 
fight. It would be just too bad.

1 went with him into distant 

lands and together we traveled over 

barren sands for whose control p
roud 

and opulent dynasties had waged 
de- 

structive wars, We visited temples 

that had been dedicated to religious 

devotion and had strange feelings as 

the passing winds sang mournful 

dirges in their deserted and decay
ing 

halls. 

Where ever we went we found 
evi- 

dence that a material grandeur had 

once occupied the place where melan- 

choly ruins now cast depressing 

shadows. We also found cohvincing 

proof that avarice had flourishe
d, that 

social inequalities had abounded, an
d 

that wanton pleasures had wrought 

mental and moral ruin in the
 earth. 

But in order that I might know 
more 

about the world’s awful ruins, I went 

with the author to the homes of the 

poor and noted that the despoilers’ 

heavy hand had marred God’s image 

in them. Then sadly we wended our 

way to the palatial dwellings of the 

rich and I saw them greedily indulge 

in those enervating luxuries which 

produce physical and moral ruin. We 

also journeyed to those resorts where 

pleasure provides entertainment for 

the young, and saw depravity sug- 

gesting evil to gay and thoughtless 

youths. We saw indecency contam- 

inate integrity. We saw that folly 
was 

joy to those who were void of wisdo
m. 

We saw native instinct so perverted 

and the heart so debauched, that 

moral ruin overwhelmed the hopes 

of the soul and left it to wender in 

an ever enlarging circle of devasta- 

tion. 

It was here that 1 said the book’s 

gloomy pages, you have permtited me 

to see the world’s frightful ruins and 

I have been so long among them that 
my heart is weary and discouraged. 

In fact my soul was faint within me 

because of the wide-spread ruin upon 

which I had looked. Then out of my 

prostration I asked the book if it had 
any principle or power to present 

whereby man may be saved from a 

disaster that is universal? The book 
pointed in a certain direction and in 

pursuing that way I came to its 
declaration as to how society might be 
renewed and stabilized. But it proved 
to be a system of human vagaries, 

permeated by an infidelity which if 
accepted would lead the soul to an 

inevitable and endless ruin. Under 

the book’s deleterious influence my 
faith faltered and my heart felt be- 

numbed in the presence of a spiritual 

ruin for whose recovery it offered 

no reliable remedy. 

From that book I turned to one on 

the Resurrection of Jesus. It was 

like passing from darkness to dawn. 

This book’s atmosphere was clear and 

invigorating. Its faith in God was 

serene and certain. Its teaching was 

wholesome and in its citing of the 

facts of the resurrection, you receive 
light from radiant verities. It gave 
“beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for 
mourning and the garment of praise 
for the spirit of heaviness.” For it 
gathered up the world’s poignant 
woes and found a solace for them in 
the resurrection of Jesus. It touched 

broken, sinning and despairing hu- 

manity and made it to hope again, 

because ‘Jesus sits at the right hand 

of the Father.” How different the 

effects of those two books on me! 

One dispirited me, the other animated 

me. One made me doubt and left 

me to grope despondently among the 

world’s ghastly ruins. The other led 

me to trust in God more implicitly 

and to believe that out of humanity's 

fearful wreckage, Jesus would fashion 

for Himself an “eternal excellency.” 

One encouraged me to work for the 

improvement of the races of men, the 

other disposed me to lie supinely 

under the Juniper tree and bemoan the 

world’s sad plight. The philosophy of 

one book was eat and drink, then rise 
up and play, for death ends all; but 

the other said rise and shine, for the 
glory of the risen Lord is in the land’ 

From the effects of those two books 
on me, I am concluding that much of 
the present tumult and distress have 

their source in the pernicious books 
and magazines which the people are 
reading, 

by what we read. Just now the earth 

is being deluged by impure books and 

indecent magazines. We must not 

allow this flood of uncleanness to 

sweep us away, but in obedience to a 

divine injunction we must overcome 

evil with good. For that reason every 

agency that we have for the produc- 

ing of good literature should be 
strengthened for a larger service. And 

ever§ person who carries worthwhile 

books and papers to the homes of the 
people should be held in high esteem 
because of the fundamental and far- 
reaching work that he is doing. 

Then we also need to prepare our 

the clean, and elevating in literature. 
To bring about this desirable condi- 

tion, we should in our homes and in 
our Christian schools create an influ- 
ence that will make the reading of 
clean literature widely popular, By so 
doing we will train a host of young

people that they may fully appreciate 

people who will bring to bear such a 

weight of righteous intelligence as 

will shatter to pieces many of the 

arrogant evils which are now consum- 

ing the mental and moral vitality of 
the people. Trained to lofty and 

chaste thinking they will force the 

salacious writer to cease polluting 

current literature and by reason of 

this cleansing edifying streams of 

human thought will flow freely in the 

land.

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MOUNTAIN T0P EXPERIENCES 
J. D. Sandefer 

I have been asked to write a brief 

word touching one or more mountain- 
top experiences, having spiritual 
meaning, that I have had during my 

eighteen years as president of Sim- 

mons, I believe I can do this more 

effectively by a contrast than any 
other way. We really appreciate or 
do not appreciate values by contrast- 

Ing experiences. 

I have never given any publicity to 

it before, but my first two or three 

years at Simmons, though I did not 

sound a low note outwardly, had 

many hours, days and even weeks of 

mental and spiritual depression. 1 

came from a state institution against 

my own judgment, an institution quite 

well equipped, and one that I had or- 

ganized much to my own liking, Sim- 

mons did not hold out to me at the 
time a field for service such as I 

had visioned for myself as president 

of a state institution. In fact, Dr. L. 
R. Scarborough, who was then with 

the Seminary, and Dr. C. C. Coleman, 

who was the pastor of the First Bap- 

tist Church in Abilene, visited me and 

made an appeal to me to which I ulti- 

mately yielded. Other members of the 

board joined with them in hours of 

pleading and prayers, such as I had 

not been accustomed to at that time. 

In contrast with the above, there 

began to stand out before me possi- 

bilities that at first were not at all in 

evidence. Along with some material 

and other improvements, speaking 

from the standpoint of the faculty 

and the physical plant, came some 

experiences during our college revi- 

vals that compensated me somewhat 

for the valleys of gloom and despond 

that had characterized my first years 

at Simmons, 

I take it that all heads of Chris- 

tian institutions would alike bear tes- 

experienced by them have been those 

tin.ony to the fact that th: greatest 

when they have seen dozens, scores 

of young men and women at chapel 

periods find Christ as their Savior 

and Lord. Really, we have never 
held 

a meeting in Simmons chapel when 

we did not have an outstanding hour 

or hours where these spiritual results 
were not manifest and outstanding. 

There 1s nothing that warrants our 

investments in Christian education 

comparable to the evangelistic results 

that follow our college meetings. This 

spirit really ought to be manifest 

during every day in the year and 

every hour in the day when 
teaclers 

are presenting to their students 

truths from their respective fields 
of 

study and research, 

In our Simmons University meet- 

ing held in January by our own 

evangelist, Bob Baucon we had some 

two or three hours equal to any that 

I have ever seen here or elsewhere. 

There are always in our larger nsti- 

tutio'.. groups of studentg where it 

is easy for misunderstanding and 

bickerings to arise. If they do not 

arise from class rivalry, then from 

some other sources. Simmons 1s no 

exception to this rule. On the occa- 

ston just referred to, with the spirit of 

the hour rich from the Throne where 

hundreds of prayers had been sent up, 

young men and women, forgetting 

their petty differences and seeing a 

new and a heavenly vision of lives 

and relationships worth while, and 

emboldened with a desire to let God 

have His way in their lives, responded 

to the evangelist’s appeal in a way 

that must have made the angelic hosts 

express themselves in hosannas and 

hallelujahs. Along with this beauti- 

ful reaction came practically every 

unsaved young man and young wo- 

man, along with the great throng, and 

yielded themselves to Him who is 

the author of Christian education 

and Captain of our salvation. This 

hour and a few others similar to it 

in the years gone by have committed 

me irretrievably with all the energies 
and powers of which I am capable to 

the dedication of whatsoever ener- 

gies I have left to the cause of this 

type of Christian education. 

I mention two other experiences 

more briefly. I sometimes feel that 

the friends of our Christian schools 

are not sufficiently thoughtful of the 

burdens and responsibilities upon our 

presidents, A few years ago when 

the outlook seemed dark financially, 

two good friends, husband and wife 

after much prayer and with the pre- 

sentation of the case before them as 

effectively as I could put it, agreed 

to make me a donation of $100.000. I 

think I did not quite succeed in re- 

straining the tears of joy that came 

into my soul. If I did, I know I did 

not when I left their home. I gave 

way to my feelings of gratitude and 

to expressions of joy that would have 

made me appear ridiculous to any one 

not being able to appreciate my past 
and present experiences, 

Again, when following the burning 

of Cowden Hall, several years elapsed 
before moneys were in sight for a 

new hall, and I had been in the hos- 

pital for weeks and had worried much 
about this hall that had bdrely had 
the foundations laid, I sent for friends 

a real friend. I was then convalescing. 

I laid the matter upon his heart. He 
agreed to give me $60,000 and then 
later another $50,000 and then some 

more, and I experienced some more 

feelings of inexpressible spiritual 

meaning that no one can understand 

who has not found himself similarly 

despondent and depressed before be- 

ing lead out onto the beautiful heights 

that lie out before one who had gone 

through “the valley of shadow of 

death.” 

I must add this other word. When 

without an organized campaign, not 

an officer of any kind, we succeeded 
in securing our pledges, most of them 
from friends in Abilene, to enable us 

to add $300,000 to our endowment, I 

experienced again joys unbounded. 

However, when pay day came and the 

slump in cotton had caused a shrink- 

age in these pledges and when friends, 

consecrated and worth-while friends, 

made possible this deficit, which en- 

abled me to know that the additional 

endowment was secured, I again had 

feelings of unlimited gratitude and 

joy difficult of explanation. I trust 

that no one who reads this will ever 

offer a criticism against the old First 

Church of Abilene, so 1etimes called 

the mother of Simmons University. It 

was due largely to the membership of 

this church that more than $100,000 

in cash was made available for us to 

secure our $300,000 endowment the 

last week of December. What it did 

on this occasion and what this church 

has done before and since ought to 

mark 1t as a church whose many vir- 

tues are worthy of emulation by 

others. 

I close by saying that I am happy 

beyond adequate words of expression 

that in some indefinable way this 
institution and her friends have been 

able to accomplish some things com- 

mendable and worth while and in ad- 

dition thereto have supported gener- 

ously every other of our kingdom en- 

terprise. | pray that some one who 
reads this will be impelled to do more 

than she or he has done for some 

one or all of our causes, yea, even 

maybe Simmons. Years ago we out- 

grew our chapel. Years ago we out- 

grew our dormitory space, At pres- 

ent our teaching space is embarrass- 
ingly congested Will not God move 

upon the hearts of those to whom 

He has entrusted much or little of 

this world’s goods to come to the res- 

cue of His causes that merit His love 

and favor? 

I wonder if the sentiment herein 

expressed by Thomas Curtis Clark is 

not appropos to the experiences and 

lives of many of our Christan college 

presidents and teachers as they have 

journeyed along the way seeking to 

serve as best they could with the 

many limitations that oftentimes 

ought not to be, but nevertheless are 

a handicap. 

God took a piece of common human 

clay; 

Planted therein ambition’s vital 

seed; 

Placed him, a youth, beside the com- 

mon way, 

That he might learn the common 

human need. 

Made strong by strife, he faced the 

storm of wrath; 

Love made him wise, 

cause to plead:

The official organ for the organiza- 

tion is “The Truth Seeker,” published 

in New York. Besides the 100,000 

active members, the association 

claims as potential members the forty 
million people in the United States 

who are not affiliated with any 

church, who do not attend church, and 

to whom God—they say-—means 

nothing. The association also claims 

many college and university profes- 
sors who are afraid to come out 

openly and champion the cause, but 

who are secretly working on the 

minds of young students and under- 

mining their faith. 

Unique names have been selected 

for the local atheistic societies in dif- 

ferent sections of the country For 

instance, in the University of 

Rochester, (a Baptist institution), the 

chapter is called the “Society of 

Damned Souls” A California society 

is called “The Devils Angels.” 

The Association boasts that in three 

hundred years there will not be a 

church in America. There are nine 

objects this organization is striving 

toward. ‘l'hey are: 

1. All churches shall be taxed. 

2. Chaplains in congress, legisla- 

tures and in the army and navy shall 

be done away with. _ 

3. Appropriations for public money 

for sectarian use shall be stopped. 

4. The Bootlegging (their phrase) 

for the Bible and religion in public 

schools of America shall cease. 

5. No religious festival or fast 

shall be recognized by the State. 

6. The Bible shall no longer be 

used to administer an oath. 

7. Sunday as a religious Sabbath 

shall no longer be enforced by law. 

8. Christian morality shall be done 

away with In its place be natural 

morality, equal rights and impartial 

liberty. 

9. “In God We Trust” 

taken off coin.
