Full-scale attack
launched against
Yeltsin’s forces

MOSCOW — Battle tanks sheHed the Russia White
House and commandos fired AK-47s in a full-scale
assault by President Boris Yeltsin's forces on hardliners
holding the parliament building.

Streaks of orange flame erupted from the barrels of
the T-72 tanks as they pounded the white marble office
building. Papers came floating out of the shattered win-
dows, followed by heavy black smoke.

Soldiers dragged away bodies while machine guns
blasted from a neighboring hotel and apartment house.
At least 20 people were reported killed and dozens
wounded, including a U.S. Marine who was hit by a
stray bullet at the American Embassy, across the street
from the White House. About 400 embassy employees
took shelter underground.

The hardline leaders, Vice President Alexander Rut-
skoi and parliament speaker Ruslan Khasbulatov,
remained inside the burning building. The Interfax news
agency said they offered to negotiate, but the govern-
mel&%nconditional surrender.

“The time for talks is over,” Yeltsin spokesman Ana-
toly Krasikov told The Associated Press. “Now the only
thing they can do is to hang out the white flag.”

The ITAR-Tass news agency reported that govern-
ment forces had captured the first four floors of the 19-
story building. It said at least 20 people were killed.

Hundreds of spectators, some holding children by the
hand, watched from a bridge over the Moscow River.
Riveted by the scene, they ignored attempts by soldiers
to wave them back out of danger.

Yeltsin had promised not to use force to end a two-
week standoff with lawmakers who defied his Sept. 21
decree dissolving parliament and calling new elections.
But he changed his mind-after Russia’s long political cri-
(siis exploded into riots by parliament supporters on Sun-

ay.

At least .24 people were reported killed when the
crowds smashed through police lines Sunday afternoon,

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School to approve 90.7 cent
tax rate at Oct. 14 meeting

Tax payers. of the Big Spring Inde-
pendent School District provided no
input at a public hearing for the
1994 tax rate recently.

No citizen appeared to contest the
tax rate Thursday, advertised as a
large increase, but will result in no
additional taxes because of the diso-
lution of the County Education Dis-
trict (CED).

The BSISD's Board of Trustees will
officially set a tax rate with an
increase of 90.7 cents per $100
property valuation in their regular
meeting on Oct. 14, 5:15 p.m. at the
board room at Big Spring High
School.

Property owners will pay the same
rate as last year. “They paid $1.42
last year and they’ll pay $1.42 this
year,” said BSISD Superintendent
W.A. McQueary in a recent meeting
of the board.

The paper increase stems from the
school district’'s absorption of the
CED. Because of truth in taxation
Jaws, the school board must post the
increase in their tax rate, as the CED
tax rate was originally“esigned as
that of a separate taxing entity.

So although there will be no actual

tax-increase to the local property
owner, the BSISD tax rate will tech-
nically jump from 50.5 cents per
$100 property valuation to 142.2
cents per $100, while the CED tax
rate will be reduced from 90.7 cents
to 0.0 cents.

“The bottom line is, we paid $1.42
last year and $1.42 this year,” said
Assistant Superintendent Ron Plum-
lee.

Other school boards across the
state are setting tax rates similar to
that of BSISD, McQueary explained.

Thursday's hearing was mandated
by state laws, as well as local adver-
tisements proclaiming the move. The
Texas Legislature passed laws gov-
erning these CED tax-rate absorp-
tions, but did not adapt the truth in
taxation laws governing the process.

The overall tax rate puts the
school district well short of the $1.50
per $100 tax-rate limit. Above this
amount, a referendum must be
established and voter approval given
for the tax increase, Plumlee
explained.

Keeping the overall tax rate the
same, while faced with area proper-
ty devaluations, led to the board’s
adoption of a deficit budget this
year, budgeting into the red at ycar’s
end.

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Beal’s Creek
funding moves
to committee

“ Another chunk of federal money

was recently earmarked for the
Beal's Creek flood control project in

. Big Spring by the U.S. Senate.

A Senate appropriations bill
approved 81-10 last week, now
headed to a Senate/House confer-
ence commitlee, provides $600,000
for a diversion channel here and a
railroad bridge over it in the annual
budget for the U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers and other agencies. An
aide in Congressman Charles Sten-
holm’s office this morning was
checking to see if the House bill
includes the flood control funding.

The Senate bill also includes other
water projects throughout the nation
as well as $640 million for the
Superconducting Super Collider in
Ellis County. Both Texas senators,
Phil Gramm and Kay Bailey Hutchi-
son voted for it. Actual funding for
the Beal's Creek project could be
available this month, according to a
spokeswoman in Gramm's Washing
ton office.

The total cost of the flood control
project is $4.7 million, of which the
city is paying $1.4 million. Local vot-
ers approved bonds in October, to be
paid with an added city property tax
rate of about 3 cents per $100 valua-
tion.

An original completion date of mid
1995 has been moved back by the
Corp of Engineer’s to mid 1997,
according to city Public Works Direc
tor Tom Decell. Construction that
was to begin next fall is scheduled to
begin in January 1995.

Local survey work for relocation of
electric, telephone, gas and water
lines continues, Decell said. “We're
doing preliminary survey work, find-
ing cropeny corners ... just getting
our basic details down.”

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Resignations
come out of
raid report

DALLAS — Two top federal agents
have resigned following a govern-
ment report that accused them of
lying and misleading the public after
the failed Branch Davidian raid.

Dan Hartnett, associate director of
the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms, and Dan Conroy, deputy
associate ATF director, quit Satur-
day, according to The Dallas Morn-
ing News' Sunday editions. They
were the top ATF officials in Waco
after the Feb. 28 raid.

Hartnett, 53, had been with the

~ATF for 24 years, and Conroy, 50,
was with the agency for 26 years.
They were among five ATE officials
placed on administrative leave last
week after release of a Treasury
Department review into the raid.
The Treasury Department oversees
the ATF.

“We are resigning because we do
not agree with the findings of the
Waco administrative review,” Hart-
nett and Conroy said in a statement.
“The report does not reflect the facts
of what occurred in the aftermath of
the Waco tragedy.”

Four ATF agents and six cult
members died in the shootout. A
standofT lasted_ 51 days, ending April
19 when. fire consumed the com-
pound, killing Koresh and-more than
80 of his followers.

The Treasury report said the raid
should have been canceled after an
undercover ATF agent told comman-
ders that the Branch Davidians
knew the government was coming.

The report said Hartnett, Conroy,
and others in Washington failed to
take into account the inexperience of
raid commanders in planning the
assault, and did not recognize the
need for less risky contingency
plans.

The report also said the men made
misstatements to the public or
allowed them to be made, and failed
to keep superiors fully apprised of
key reasons for the raid’s failure.

In their first public comment since
release of the report, the men said
they never lied or intentionally mis-
led anyone. Hartnett and Conroy
were unable to be reached Sunday
night.

Dick DeGuerin, a Houston attorney
who represented Koresh, said Sun-
day that further investigation was
needed.

“Conroy was caught in many lies.
He was lying through his teeth and
knew he was when he was meeting
with the press in Waco,” DeGuerin
told The Associated Press. “"He
doesn’t have any choice but to turn
tail and run.

“I assume there will be referral of
findings to the Justice Department
and that Justice will treat their mis-
leading statements and testimony as
seriously as it would if someone, not
a government agent, had lied under
oath.”

Two religious scholars who ana-
lyzed a manuscript Koresh was writ-
ing told Newsweek that they
believed the cult leader intended to
keep his word to authorities and sur-
render when he had finished the
work, according to the magazine.

“I agree wholeheartedly,”
DeGuerin said. ‘““That is what he put
in writing to me."”

Assault on Somali warlord continues

NAIROBI, Kenya — New fighting
erupted today in Somalia in the sec-
ond day of a major U.N. assault
aimed at shattering the military
command structure of fugitive war-
lord Mohamed Farrah Aidid:

The figlhting followed Sunday’s
deaths of five American soldiers and
the shooting down of two U.S. Black-
hawk helicopters in the early hours
of the search for Aidid’'s key lieu-
tenants.

The fighting died down overnight
in the Somali capital of Mogadishu,
but shooting could be heard from the
area where Sunday’s battle. took
place, including apparent cannon
ﬁre from U.S. helicopters.

“We consnder the operation to be™

ongoing,” Maj. David Stockwell, the
chief U.N. military spokesman in
Mogadishu, said in a telephone
interview with The Associated Press
in Nairobi.

Stockwell said he had no details of
the renewed fighting. He said offi-
cials were investigating reports that
some U.S. soldiers had been taken
hostage.

The mission started Sunday was
the biggest military operation
launched by the United Nations since
it took over the humanitarian effort
in May and brought the largest sin-
gle day's toll of American deaths.

An undetermined number of U.N.
peacekeepers were wounded Sun-

Stockwell said Sunday’s ﬁthlng
erupted after hundreds o
troops, including two U.S. army
infantry companies and- 70 elite
Rangers, captured 24 Somalis in a
search for Aidid’s aides. Stockwell
said several key aides were among
those rounded up.

“We were going after Aidid’s mili-
tary lieutenant structure,” Stockwell

said. “‘We did not expect to find
Aidid.”

Stockwell said three of the Somali
detainees died of wounds sustained
in the shooting that broke out as
they were being led out of the area
where they were captured.

A spokesman for Aidid said at
least 30 Somalis were killed in the
fighting, including a number of civil-
ians caught in the crossfire.

The two Blackhawks were shot

down by rifle-propelled grenades a
mile east of the Bakara Market in
southern Mogadishu, injuring crew
members.

The area is a stronghold of Aidid,
blamed by the United Nations for the
deaths of 61 peacekeepers and the
wounding of more than 180 in clash-
es since June. Sixteen U.S. soldiers
have been killed to date in Somalia.

Earlier Sunday, a Somali U.N.
employee was killed and three U.S.
Marines were wounded when their
military vehicle was ripped apart by
a detonated land mine, Stockwell
said.

President Clinton said the United
States must not waver from its com-
mitment to help erase “brutality and
anarchy” in the East African coun-

try.
But Sen. Bill Bradley, D-N.J., said

Sunday: I think we ought to leave

now.
Bradley said Congress may cut off
money for U.S. involvement in Soma-

lia if the Clinton administration

doesn’t change course in Mogadishu,
where U.N. troops have been caught
up in an urban guerrilla war against
Aidid’s forces.

Relief groups such as France's
Medecins Sans Frontieres (Doctors
Without Borders) have sharply criti-

cized U.N. and U.S. forces in Soma-~

lia, saying the humanitarian mission
has degenerated into a repressive

military campaign.

Robber hits church just before sermon starts

LUBBOCK — An armed robber
who burst into a church took about

“It happened so fast,”” James said.
“This guy just came in, told people

Police estimated the total taken at
$550.

A Sunday school teacher with chil-
dren in another room started to
come out into the main hall but the
robber warned her to close the door
and stay inside.

The man collected the money and
told the victims to go.into the pas-
tor's office until he left and not to
call the police, the minister said.

James, who has been pastor of the

church for the past six years and
who was robbed of his wallet, called
the incident “‘unreal” and said he
could never envision the robbery of
a church.

“It seemed more like a dream
than anything,” he said.

The robber was described as a
white male, 6 feet tall and 25 to 30
years of age. He was wearing a red
and blue wind breaker, blue jeans
and new high-top tennis shoes.

The car that witnesses saw leaving
the church following the robbery
matched the description of the get-

MIAMI (AP) — Those black-and-
white bar codes that help speed cus-
tomers through store checkout lines
now may help ensure they make it to
their funerals on time, too.

In an effort to avoid those embar-
rassing body mix-ups, the Dade
County Medical Examiner this week
begins a trial run of bar-coded toe

tigs to identify corpses.

The system — similar to one -

already in-use in Los Angeles —
Should be fully operational in Janu-

ary.

The bar codes look like the ones at
stores that are read by computer
scanners. “We have scanners just
like Home Depot,’’ said Scott J.
Hanks, forensic morgue supervisor.

Instead of coming up with a price,
the morgue computer will print out a
name and other pertinent informa-
tion. Workers then will make sure it
matches the name and case number
written on the tag attatched to the
body’s big toe.

The oply problem so far has been
with the label adhesive, which loses
its stickiness in the morgue’s varying
temperatures. Officials are now test-
ing a new glue.

While praising the new system,
Dade officials point out the county
has had only three misplaced corpses
out56 of 118,437 bodies handled since
1956. *

Dogs are heartfelt poetry, the kind
that rhymes.

Selling NAFTA a job for the president

On the NAFTA team at the White
House, there is a young Clintonite
with the title “surrogate scheduler.”
Her job? To line up stand-ins for the

esident, who is too busy selling his
g:alth care reforms to crusade for
free trade.

Favorite administration surrogates
include Treasury Secretary Lloyd
Bentsen and Secretary of State War-
ren Christopher. The secretaries of
labor and commerce are doing their
part, as is, of course, trade represen-
tative Mickey Kantor. The latest out-
side celebrity to join the effort for
the North American Free Trade
Agreement is Lee lacocea, who met
with the president Thursday. The
former Chrysler chairman joins all
five living former presidents —
Bush, Reagan, Carter, Ford and
Nixon — and 41 of the 50 governors,
not to mention talk show cult figure
Rush Limbaugh, in embracing
NAFTA's opening of the Mexican
market to American goods and ser-

vices.

The trouble is, the lineup on the
other side of the issue includes not
just surrogates but also principals.
House Democratic leader Dick
Gephardt of Missouri announced his
opposition to NAFTA this week, and
he will actually cast a vote on the
agreement’s fate. He is, to say the
least, well placed to influence unde-
cided colleagues.

Gephardt is not alone in the Demo-
cratic leadership in Congress to
oppose his president on this issue.
David Bonior, D-Mich., majority
whip, js leading the anti-NAFTA
charge. Their allies in organized
labor are the backbone of the pro-
tectionist lobby and an important
Source of campaign funding for Hill
Democrats.

" In the House, where NAFTA is
expected to face a decisive vote in
November, about 100 Democrats
have taken no stand. Some two-
thirds of Republicans were consid-
ered pro-NAFTA last summer, but
support frayed when labor activists

and Ross Perot enthusiasts and Pat
Buchananite isolationists descended
on town meetings back in their dis-
tricts. The president has scores of
converts to make to carry the House.

This is no work for surrogates
alone. The president himself, with
his famous capacity for empathy,
must address grass-roots fears and
convince Americans that increased
exports to Mexico will temper, not
aggravate, inevitable labor adjust-
ments here. .

Equally, the president must
change politicians’ minds. He must
deploy the full range of arguments
he made so powerfully in his White
House speech last week justifying
increased trade with our nei rs
and with the world.

The priorﬂy the president places
on reforming health care is under-
standable, but it must not be allowed
to drown NAFTA out. To lose this
one for lack of commitment at the
top would corrode respect for the
president’s seriousness across the
board.

On Monday, the army struck with
overwhelming force, including at
least 10-heavy tanks, 7 light tanks,
and 25 armored personnel carriers.

Yeltsin immediately went on
nationwide television to explain the
assault, while it was still raging.

“All that was and still is going on
in Moscow — was an armed revolt
planned in advance,” he said. It
was organized by Communists seek-
ing revenge, by fascist leaders and
some of the former lawmakers."”

Only then, after an marathon stretch
drive that baseball will never forget, did the
party finally began.

“Three in a row is great,” manager Bobby
Cox said in the midst of a boisterous cham-
pagne celebration. “This was the toughest
one. We had to win so many games, it was
unbelievable.”

in a tie for first, only the second time since
divisional play began in 1969 that teams
were even going into the final day. But the
Braves ma(ﬁao the Giants the first team since
the 1954 New York Yankees to win 103
games and finish second.

“We showed character,” said David Jus-
tice, who hit his 40th homer.
