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MEETING BOOSTS 
LIBERTY BONDS

WeHington was Filled With People 
Saturday Who Attended the 

Big Patriotic Rally.

One of the largest crowds ever, seen 
in v ‘ xlington participated in the big 
rallj'- liiat was held at the Wellington 
Motor Co. garage Saturday afternoon, 
and demonstrated by their earnest 
participation that Collingsworth coun­
ty's quota of $149,000 will be raised, 
and the county removed once for 
all from the slacker list— which same 
has been for sometime, to the shame 
of the people of the county.

Atty. J. Shirley Cook of Vernon led 
the speaking with one of the greatest 
appeals to the reason of our people as 
to why we are at war and why we 
should buy bonds. He handled the 
subject in a masterly manner and his 
hearers could not help but appreciate 
the fact that it is up to every man, 
Vv'oman and child to do his all in the 
present crisis.

He started his address by saying 
that “Today every librety loving cit­
izen waked up to make the Liberty 
Loan go over the top. If talk will win 
the war it would have been won by the 
windjammers long ago.” Among oth­
er things h esaid “If the war is lost, 
it will be because the American 
people have not awakened to a reali­
zation of the dangers confronting us. 
There is no hope outside of vitory—  
we can’t hope that in case of defeat 
Germany wall extend mercy. We have 
duties that should be treated as sacred 
duties to our government. Of course 
mistakes have been made, because we 
are all numan, but that all countries 
wait to hear President Wilson 
say what to do next. There is more 
in patriotism than in mother love; 
greater than ties of home; greatest in 
that it unites the men of the world. 
It combines love of home, mother love 
and love of country. When a man’s 
heai't is without patriotism he is with­
out a friend, home and country. 
Goethe said that Germany was born a 
beast and civilization would make him 
a brute,’ and that it is being proven 
today. In Gei'many a false philoso­
phy exists— the survival of the fit­
test. German kultur is supreme in 
their minds— that Germany has a 
right, if necessary, to advance that na­
tion, that all nations be done away 
with— place power and might above 
everything. The very hope of victory 
is wavering in the balance, and we 
are the only people to bear down the 
scale. Sacrifice is necessary to bear 
dovm the scale; the women have made

greater sacrifices than the men. If 
women 'would forego their Easter 
dress it would pay for half the War 
Savings Stamps, and on the other 
hand, if the men would quit spending 
money foolishly they could finance far 
more than the women. It takes five 
true patriots to uphold one soldier. 
Do not talk peace until there is peace. 
No permanent peace can come to the 
world until Germany’s philosophy is 
done away with. Germany wants 
peace because she has already accom­
plished what she set out to do. No 
peace can come'^until all nations can 
do as they wish in the matter of right 
without being trod under foot by the 
iron heel of Germany.” He followed 
his address by a great appeal to the 
people to get in line and help with 
their money, time, influence, arid life, 
if necessary.

Following Mi-. Cook, Judge C. C. 
Small made a stirring appeal to the 
people of Collingsworth county to 
come out of their lethergy and sub­
scribe to the Liberty Loan. Hq did 
riot mince words, but plainly stated 
that there are m.en in the county who 
are not doing what they should toward 
the government; that there are men 
who are able to buy bonds to the tune 
of thousands of dollars worth but who 
were buying a measly fifty dollar 
bond, while some are not buying any 
at all. He romped on those who are 
taking advantage of' the wkx to make 
money and then not lending any to 
their government. By the time he 
was through with his speech the audi­
ence was worked up to a point of 
cheering instead of hand-clapping.

After the speaking was over a Red 
Cross pig, donated by Mr. Langford, 
was auctioned and brought something 
near $500. C. E. Stone bought it the 
first time and gave it back to the Red 
Cross when it was again auctioned. 
J. A. Richerson bought it and took it 
home to fatten it up to be sold for the 
Red Cross at a future meeting.

After, the meeting a nice subscrip­
tion was taken for the Liberty Bonds, 
and workers have been busy this week 
g,dding to the amount. It is confident­
ly believed that the quota will be rais­
ed. But it is going to take hard work 
and some sacrifice on the part of the 
people. Collingsv/orth county cannot 
afford to fall down on this proposi­
tion, and we believe will not. Let’s go 
over the top with the Third Liberty 
Loan. Wilbarger county had their 
quota raised by the time the cam­
paign was opened Saturday morning. 
A Liberty Loan Flag will be given to 
every county that raises its quota.

M EETIN G JELD  SAT.
The Speaker Laid Stress on Planting 

Double the Acreage of Food and 
Feed in the Panhandle.

As previously announced speaking 
was held at the court house last Sat­
urday noon. Dr. Loyd of Vega, repre­
sented the publicity department of the 
Panhandle Food and Feed Associa­
tion in a great speeh to some one hun­
dred farmers.

He outlined the campaign to produce 
more feed and food and cut out a lot 
of cotton in the Panhandle this year. 
He said that the feed acreage should 
be doubled and the cotton acreage 
should be cut dovn accordingly. That 
this year the feed and food is needed 
and the farmers should make a great 
effort to produce enough to feed the 
Panhandle and help supply others, and 
on account of the shortage of labor 
it will be necessary to get to work 
early and 'stay till late, and that the 
women should don women’s overalls 
and help in the work.

He said that there is no certainty 
about cotton this year— the govern­
ment is not obligating to transport 
cotton, but it will transport the cotton 
seed products, and for that reason a 
man thî t goes strong on cotton may 
not get big returns besides will not 
be doing what he should toward help­
ing his country win the war. Said 
that people could go for two years 
without buying more clothing, and 
that a patch on a man’s papts now is 
a badge of honor.

One thing that impressed the farm­
ers at this meeting more than any 
other was the fact that the speaker 
urged that the women be asked to go 
into the fields to work, which they are 
perfectly willing to do. But they 
think, in a case of that kind, that it 
looks hard for a woman to be asked 
to go to the fields when there are so 
many loafers around the towns who 
are not producing a thing and are con­
sumers. That detail will likely be 
worked out sooner oi' later by the gov­
ernment. The Leader believes that all 
who are not producing something ne­
cessary to carrying on the war should 
be drafted into service on the farms or 
in the factories.

J. C. Wells has been appointed 
chairman for Collingsworth county in 
this campaign and he has appointed a 
captain for each school precinct. As 
the details of the campaign is worked 
out it will be made public through the 
Leader. All farmers are urged to 
plant more feed and less cotton. The 
landlords are asked to let their ten­
ants plant less cotton and more feed. 
It is a patriotic proposition, strictly.

AMEBICANS GOING 
TO FBA^E BAPIOLY

Speeding up Orders From the Depart­
ment Putting More Men Across 

to Help Win the War.

Washington, April 8.— Transporta­
tion of American troops to France is 
proceeding at the accelerated rate con­
templated by the speeding up meas­
ures taken after the battle of Picardy 
began. Acting Secretary Rowell 
made this statement today would 
give no details.

For military reasons the extent of 
the increased troop movement has not 
been made public.

Following the conference between 
Secretary Baker and allied officials, 
orders were given under which a Brit­
ish official statement was issued say­
ing that American troops were to be 
brigaded with British troops in order 
to hasten American participation in 
the war. Officials explained today 
that the process to be follow'^ed w’as 
similar to that adopted in placing 
American troops in the front lines 
with the French for training.

It has been estim.ated that thirty 
days’ training of this character with 
American battalion units assigned 
with the British organizations will fit 
the newcomers for active duty at the 
front. All divisions now moved from 
this side are composed of men who 
have had several months of prelimi­
nary training and who need only final 
instructions to take their full share in 
the fighting.

The training process will be quicker 
with the British than with the French, 
it is believed, because the language 
difficulty does not exist. American 
units will find every British veteran 
an instructor and there will be no need 
for interpreters.

It was indicated that the new plans 
call for a more extensive training 
scheme with the British army than has 
been the case with General Pershing’s 
original force. There probably will be 
no attempt to s;et up a purely Ameri­
can force within the British ranks as 
has been done with the French.

The Americans are to be withdrawn 
when trained and turned over to Gen­
eral Pershing as a part of his army. 
They will share fully with their British 
comrades the battles on their rfront 
and the belief here is that they will 
not be withdrawn as long as there is 
pressing need for their service with 
the British lines.

EVERYBODY SAVE FOOD AND  
HELP TO W IN THE W AR

Peden Demonstrates First Anniver­
sary of the War With Message 

That Food Should be Saved

“ One year ago today the United 
States ceased to be a neutrad nation. 
By entering the war we tacitly pledg­
ed the Allies our fullest measure of 
support. They needed men, hundreds 
of thousands of them— and we are 
sending them. They had to have food, 
hundreds of thousands of tons— and 
we have been sending it,” says Admin­
istrator Peden.

“Their need is greater today than it 
has been at any time since the war 
cloud first broke. They still need men, 
but they MUST have food. We can 
send millions of men, inexhaustible 
supplies of ammunition— but they will 
be of no avail if we fail to support the 
troops over there and the people be­
hind them. If the food fails them, 
they will fall.

“We know now that never have the 
Allied nations faced a grimmer strug­
gle for existence than confronts them 
today. We know that only to Amer­
ica may they turn for assistance. So 
great has been the toll of the U-boat 
that every ship must be made to work 
at full capacity. Every vessel must 
make the greatest possible number of 
trips, traveling to the nearest source

of supply— America. If the source of 
j supply fails them, it means that their 
j ships must go farther from the con- 
I fliet. It means a dimunition of food, 
j And that means an approach to starv- 
I ation— failure, defeat.
I “The strength of those people over 
I there depends solely upon us. Starv- 
i ing'people cannot uphold their armies. 
And the armies, even if they are fed, 
cannot be kept in the field if the men 
know that privation and want are add­
ed to the suffering back home. The 
knowledge that their women and chil­
dren were starving would rob them of 
the spirit which has maintained their 
determination to stand unyielding be­
fore the onslaughts of the Prussians.

“We must face the fact that there 
is not in this country enough food to 
meet the actual necesities of Europe 
if we 'maintain our normal consump­
tion. We MUST feed them, but we 
have left in America only the amounts 
which would normally be consumed 
before another harvest. We can . ex­
port only what we save. If your sav­
ings are small, Europe will be under­
fed— the war will be lost.

“The greatest.need in Europe today 
is for wheat. They must have mill­
ions of bushels. Seventy-five millions 
bushels, on the first day of this year, 
was needed to tide them over until 
July 1. Lord Rhondda, British Food 
Controller, cabled the United States 
Food Administration that unless the

United States could supply it, he could 
not fake responsibility for assuidng 
the English that they would be fed.

“As long as the first of last Decem­
ber, we had exported our entire wheat 
surplus. Since then we have been 
able to ship only what our peole have 
saved— and we are falling behind on 
the program.

“So grave has become the situation, 
that today it is no exaggeration to de­
clare that he who wastes a slice of 
wheat bread is actually hindering the 
prosecution of the war and endanger­
ing our chances for victory. Our 
wheat consumption must be cut to 
1% pounds per v/eek— a reduction of 
50 per cent. This is a military neces­
sity and should be viewed in no other 
light.

“There are many ways most of us 
can help. There is one way every one 
of us can help— by standing guard ov­
er our nation’s larder. All of us can­
not save, but all of us can do some­
thing to coordinate th^ nation’s sav­
ings and to police the distribution of 
our food supplies. Across the sea 
they need badly the four principal sta­
ples we are being asked to save—  
meats,, wheat, fats, and sugar. But 
most of all they need wheat. Waste 
it and we ai’e wasting lives.

“On the curb we place upon our 
appetites depends the success of our 
men and the Allies in Europe.”

EVERYBODY EAT POTATOES
AND HELP TO WIN THE WAR

The month of April is the month of 
potatoes.! This is the edict of the Fed­
eral Food Administration for Texas 
and it is made not because the Food 
Administrator wants to be arbitrary 
in the matter of appetites but because 
there is a surplus of 90,000,000 bush­
els of potatoes in the United States 
and of this amount fifty cars or 
2,000,000 pounds are spoiling on the 
tracks in Texas because there is no 
public to consume them. The potato 
should be available to all houseV/ives 
at 1% to 2 cents a pound which con­
trasted with the rice for April is 3 1/2  

to 4 cents cheaper. In April 1917 the 
same grade of potato was selling for 
five and six cents a pound.

“The reason for an increased con­
sumption of potatoes campaign” says 
the Admniistrator Peden, “is that the 
food bins are heaped with potatoes 
as the answer of the farmers to last 
year’s appeal for a bumper war crop. 
The potato grown through potriotism

j should be eaten through patriotism. 
' With so many other things scarce, po­
tatoes, which are lentiful, should not 
go to waste. And they WILL go to 
waste if they are not eaten in the next 
feV weeks. To eat potatoes is the 
best kind of local, home grown patri­
otism.

“In spite of the adoption in other 
countries, however, the potato proved 
it was a true American last year when 
the crops Vv̂ ere called to the front for 
war service. It enlisted in the front 
ranks of the food forces, with the re­
sult that we have such a potato crop 
as was never known in this country. 
Europe does not need to, share our po­
tatoes. They are too bulky to ship at 
this time when ships must be saved 

1 for troops and for the most essential 
and concentrated foods. Therefore, 
the best form of patriotism is to eat 
our bumper crop and make it help 
save the wheat.

“The potato has done its ‘bit’ by 
us. Shall we not do our ‘bit’ by it? 
It’s a good soldier. Help to fight the 
Kaiser.”
