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A mammoth discovery! 
Frio Draw yields animal skull and tusks 10,000+ years old 

EARLY-DAY RESIDENT — The skull of the first prehistoric 
mammoth ever discovered in the county lies exposed Saturday below 
the eroded bar ditch of a dirt road near Frio Draw. Approximately 
three feet of each tusk has been knocked off through the years, 

probably a piece at a time by road graders, archeologists said. Note 
strata formations, which include clay, caliche, river-bed sand and 
powdery "blue sand" from the Pleistocene Age. Above the skeletal 
tusk caps is an eye socket, and behind that the ear cavity.

A two-vehicle collision at Quak-
er Avenue and 50th Street in Lub-
bock Saturday claimed the life of a 
69-year-old Dimmitt man.

Seven unattended vehicles have 
been stolen in Dimmitt in the last 
six weeks. And in every one of 
them, all the thief had to do was get 
in and go, because the keys were in 
the vehicles. 

The rash of vehicle thefts, most 
of which involved pickups, prompt-
ed City Police Chief Gary Thurman 
to issue a new warning to those 
who leave their keys in their ve-
hicles. 

"It's not only unsafe, but is ille-
gal to leave your keys in an unat-
tended vehicle," Thurman said. 
"That has been a factor in every 
vehicle theft we've investigated in 
the city in the last six weeks." 

Of the seven vehicles stolen re-
cently, five have been found aban-
doned later in or near the city, one 
was wrecked on a farm road north-
east of Dimmitt, and one was re-
covered Monday evening near Um-
barger 

"We don't know who has been 
taking them," Thurman said, "but 
we're pretty sure that six of the 
pickup thefts are related."

Dwellers of the Computer Age came into fascinating contact with a 
gentle beast from the Pleistocene Age over the weekend when the southern 
slope of the Frio Draw yielded the skull and tusks of a huge mammoth. 

Archeologists and museum scientists from Plainview, Lubbock and 
Austin carefully unearthed the ancient skull Friday evening and Saturday 
from a washed-out bar ditch along a dirt road half a mile north of the 
draw's channel. The base of the skull was about seven feet below road 
level and 10 feet below the surface of the field alongside the bar ditch. 

From the curvature of the tusks, the scientists tentatively identified the 
skull as that of an adult Mammuthus imperatur, or Imperial Mammoth, a 
12,000-1b. prehistoric cousin of the elephant. They said the shaggy animal, 
which stood 13 ft. high at the shoulder, roamed this area during the 
Pleistocene Age, grazing on lush plants on the alluvial plain here when 
rainfall was about 40 inches a year and the climate was much cooler than it 
is today. 

They said the skull is at 
least 10,000 years old and 
could be as old as 130,000 
years. Their best estimates 
at this stage — based on 
geological strata around the 
remains and the 50% calci-
fication stage of the bone—
are that the mammoth lived 
here 11,500 to 25,000 years 
ago. The nearest other 
mammoth remains un-
earthed, they said, were 
near Clovis and near Plain-

The excavation was successful. Monday evening the skull—jacketed in 

plaster of paris and supported by a pallet of timbers—was lifted out of the 
pit and placed onto a hay mattress on Don Moke's flatbed trailer, to be 
transported to the Llano Estacado Museum in Plainview. 

As word of the discovery spread Saturday and Sunday, hundreds of area 
residents came to watch in fascination as the scientists unearthed the skull 
and its curved, broken-tip tusks. Many brought camp stools and umbrellas. 
The scientists in the pit accommodated the crowds, giving extemporaneous 
explanations of the find anytime they stopped to take a breather. Local 
volunteers screened sand and enthusiastically carried out other chores 
around the "dig." 

Throughout the day Monday, the Dimmitt Independent School District 
bused all of its students to the site to view the significant archeological 
find. 

Conducting the dig for the Texas Historical Commission were Eddie 
Guffee, director of the Llano Estacado Museum; archeologist Ron Ralph of 
the Texas Parks & Wildlife Service, director of the Lubbock Lake 
Landmark Historical Site project; and Mark Denton of Austin, staff 
archeologist with the Texas Antiquities Committee. They were assisted by 
Bryan Small and Ted Hartwell of The Museum at Texas Tech; Allison 
Young of Anchorage, Alaska, a graduate student in museum science at 
Texas Tech; Barbara Bertucio of the Lubbock Lake Landmark project; and 
Lon Woodburn, president of the Castro County Historical Museum 
Association. 

The dig officially started Friday. By midafternoon Saturday, after a hard 
day's digging through packed clay, alluvial soil and riverbed sand from 
eras past, the excavators had the skull and tusks completely exposed. 

The scientists estimated that three feet of each tusk was broken off, 
probably by road-grader blades through the years as erosion of the bar ditch 
exposed the tips a little at a time. 

As they dug, the scientists searched the soil for clues of cultural 
association—flint points or tools that would indicate the animal may have 
come in contact with man—but found none. They also looked for other 
skeletal remains as they went, but found only a broken bone-plate believed 
to be part of the scapula. The lower jaw is missing from the head. The skull 
is believed to have washed downhill from the rest of the skeleton. 

As they dug in close to the fragile, calcified bone, they switched to 
artists' trowels and brushes to clean it, and coated it with clear preservative. 

Then they started "jacketing" the artifact with plaster of paris and strips 
of burlap to keep it from crumbling when it was lifted. They fashioned a 
triangular stabilizer assembly of 2x4's and bolts plastered to the tips of the 
tusks and the crown of the skull. Then they reamed out two tunnels under 
the skull, and volunteer John Paetzold—who had farmed near the 
underground mammoth for years—built a pallet frame of 2x8's and 4x4 
timbers under it. Precinct 3 workers had to scoop out a slope from the

bottom of the pit into the road so the lumber could be slipped into place 
under the skull. 

The exhausted scientists from Lubbock and Austin left the site Sunday 
night to return to their regular jobs. 

Geologist Greg Bakeman of the Battelle Corp. in Hereford joined Guffee 
and Paetzold in the pit Monday to survey the strata around the trussed-up 
skull. Late Monday afternoon—with cars parked single-file for almost half 
a mile down the road and a crowd of 200 watching and cheering—Precinct 
3 Commissioner Jeff Robertson and precinct workers Darryl Ball, Terry 
Mixson and Gordon Stokes joined the pit crew to connect chains from the 
pallet support to a back-hoc bucket and, after half a dozen tentative tries, 
lifted the 3,000-lb. load out of the pit and set it gently onto the road. Then 
they used a front loader to hoist it onto the flatbed trailer. 

Guffee said that, because of a shortage of money and manpower, it could 
be years before the skull can be cleaned out, stabilized and preserved for 
permanent display at the Plainview museum.
