BV BROOKS ROGERS 

Martha Ann Knlght, better 
known as Grandma Rogel'S 
throughout the 1!1tt er part of her 
life. wa5 born i n Choctaw County, 
Miss .. J une 18. 18-12. She has been 
called the Mother of Panhandle 
Methodism. She helped establish 
many of the churches in the var­
ious places in which ahe Uved. 

The first thing Grandma rem­
em~red wu the m0\1ng of the 
Choctaw indians to Oklahoma . 
One Indian Chief offered Mr fat· 
her $100 for th~ prhilidge af 
owning Grandma. Luckily, her 
father refused. From here in 1849, 
Grandpa Manual - Father of 
Grandma's mother- came to 
Texu. He went back and talked 
the family into moving. He said 
Texas was the greatNt country 
in the world. By October. 1849. 
six families were hooking their 
oxen to the wagoruJ and getting 
ready to go to the Lone Star 

tate. 
After about nine weeks travel, 

the)' reached Jacksom·illc-. Texas. 
A nort her arri\'t~d about the same 
t ime.
