Flirty young safety experts who attended the 31st National 4-H Chib 
Congress in Chicago Nov. 30 to Dec. 4 were asked to list their idea* on 
how to prevent farm and home accidents They responded with sugges­
tions ranging from picking up loose baling wire to putting safety shields 
on power machinery. * . . . . . .

But almost all of them singled out one often-overlooked hazard for 
emphatic mention: stairs. « . . .  .Man invented stairs thousands of years ago. But the young folks 
apparently observed, while making safety surveys under the National 
4-H Farm and Home Safety Awards Program, that he still hasn’t 
learned-to go up and down them without risking a b r o k e n  neck.

Some 400,000 4-H youths from coast to coast took part in the safety 
program, sponsored for the eighth consecutive year by General Motors. 
GM gave the 40 state winners expense-paid trip* to the 4-H Congress, 
including $300 college scholarships to tne eight national winners. 

“Keep stairs uncluttered!” warned Eileen Holbach of Minot, N. D. 
Ralph Walker, Biddeford, Me., was even more specific. He urged 

everyone to "keep the stairs clear of all roller skates.” Other safety 
winners advised frequent check and repair of steps, or suggested hand­
rails to reduce the likelihood of falls.

Stairways should be well lighted, they agreed, and Agatha Jean Bell 
of Bolair, W. Va., recommended painting the bottom step white to make 
it conspicuous.

Farm machinery and its hazards drew frequent mention. Beth Fuhr 
Smith of Poplarville, Miss., one of the $300 scholarship winners, sug­
gested this simple rule for avoiding accidents with farm equipment: 

“Know the correct way to use all tools and machinery. '•
Other suggestions included labeling poisons, frequently checking 

electrical equipment, keeping inflammable materials away .(om build­
ings, confining bulls and other dangerous animals in sturdy pens, putting 
corks on sharp objects, keeping children off farm equipment and away 
from stoves, storing pitchforks and other tools in a special place, and 
many others.

Resource - Use 
Education Is 
Moving Ahead

AUSTIN — Wildlife authorities 
in Texas are heartened by the ac­
tion of the school administrators 
in embracing the idea of re­
source-use education for the
schools and urging the Texas Ed­
ucation Agency to go forward 
with plans to implement the pro­
gram.

The Director of Conservation 
Education and Departmental

Publications for the Game and 
Fish Commission said the step 
“marks another important mile­
stone in the march toward con­
servation education for the youth 
of Texas."

Heretofore, he said, the ap­
proach has been through teacher 
groups and through piecemeal 
contact with the classroom. The 
need is so great and teachers and 
students alike have responded so 
well that school authorities have 
realized that the subject deserves 
a definite place in the regular 
school program.

“This recognition from the 
school administrators,” said the 
Director, “not only clinches the 
gains we have made through in­
formal procedure, but it clears 
the way eventually to reach all 
the people of the State.”

He added, "Since it is no longer 
debatable that the conservation 
of our natural resources is a mat­
ter of concern to us all, it seems 
logical then that the boys and 
girls should be given an oppor­
tunity for first hand study of the 
subject of conservation.”

He said, “The Game and Fish 
Commission has taken an enthus­
iastic interest in resource-use 
education since wildlife itself is 
so closely linked with the forests, 
the water, the soil and the other 
elements.”

“After all," he went on, “the 
goal of conservation is naturally 
the general improvement of the 
level of living for all the people.’*

College Freshmen 
Enrollm ents Show 
Increase In Texas

AUSTIN — Texas colleges and 
universities, expecting their 
smallest cjop of entering fresh­
men in many years in September 
of 1952, found themselves with an 
increase of 3.5 per cent and are 
now trying to estimate what the 
next few years may bring.

They are faced with increasing­
ly larger high school graduating 
classes and a flood of returning 
veterans from the Korean con­
flict, Barring a major national 
catastrophe, such as all-out war, 
the number of Texas boys and 
girls seeking college entrance in 
the next few years should mount 
rapidly, according to a study just 
completed by the Council of Col­
lege Presidents of State-Support­
ed Colleges and Universities.

The 1952 entrollment of enter­
ing freshmen had been expected 
to be low as a result of the 
changeover which Texas made a 
decade ago from eleven to twelve 
grades in its public school system. 
When the change was made some 
schools eliminated the second 
grade for that year while others 
split the second into second and 
third grade classes.

In 1952 the group that formed 
the “splinter” second grades ten 
vears aeo were graduating from

high school. For the first time in 
years the total number of high 
school graduates in Texas drop­
ped sharply. The number of 
freshmen entering college the fol­
lowing fair was expected to drop 
in proportion. Instead, a much 
larger percentage of the* June 
graduates enrolled in college in 
September than at any time in 
the past, and an increase of 3.5 
per cent in entering freshmen 
was reported.

Records of the Texas Education 
Agency show the number of 
white high school graduates in 
Texas in 1951 as 43,663 and in 
1952 as 39,091. In the face of this 
drop, a survey by the Council re­
veals, the 16 state-supported col­
leges and universities for whites 
in Texas enrolled 9,439 new 
freshmen in 1951 and 9,772 in 
1952, an increase of 3.5 per cent.

Next year Texas returns to a 
normal situation, with a high 
school graduating class that has 
not been subjected to division or 
elimination of one grade. The 
number of high school graduates 
can be expected to jump apprec­
iably,.

Until recently, probable enroll­
ments of freshmen for a number 
of years ahead could be estimated 
with reasonable accuracy on the 
basis of the state’s birthrate rec­
ords of 17 or 18 years before. 
Since we are now graduating 
boys and girls born during the

period when the Texas birthrate 
was climbing out of the depress­
ion lows the number of graduates 
from our high schools would 
normally increase each year. Now 
it is reasonably certain that the 
increase will be accelerated by 
the fact that a larger percentage 
of each year’s high school gradu­
ating class goes on to college.

Add to this picture a new in­
flux of veteran students from 
Korean service, and the 
of increasing numbers of 
men becomes formidable. Reports 
from Selective Service Headquar­
ters in Texas show that of the 
23,605 Texans inducted and en­
listed during the months of Sep­
tember, October and November 
of 1950, 17,342 or 73.47 per cent 
were released within 24 months. 
From September 1950 through 
October 1852, 157,862 Texans en­
tered the service. If the same per­
centage is released in 24 months, 
115,901 will be released during 
the period from August 1952 
through September 1954. 
yOf the 15,800,000 veterans of 

World War II, 2,500,000 or 15.82 
per cent attended institutions of 
higher learning under the G.I. 
bill. If the same percentage of 
Korean veterans choose to attend 
college, 18,248 of them will be en­
tering Texas colleges in the next 
two years.

AUSTIN — Gov. Allan Shiyers 
a«» designated 1953 as “Get Ac­

quainted With Your Government 
Year”, according to an announce­
ment received from the State Bar 
of Texas, sponsor of the program. 
An "Official Memorandum” sign­
ed by the Governor this week 
signalled the launching of a state­
wide better citizenship campaign 
spearheaded by the lawyers’ or­
ganization.

At the same time Governor 
Shivers invited every Texan to 
attend a meeting of the Texas 
Legislature, a session of the state 
Supreme Court, and to make a 
tour of the various State Capitol 
offices. “An active, informed in­
terest on the part of all Texans in 
the affairs of their state and local 
governments would be a distinct 
aid to public officials,” the Gov­
ernor stated.

During the signing ceremonies. 
State Bar president J. Glenn 

. Turner revealed that the State 
Bar's 1953 citizenship program 

- will seek the cooperation of all 
. public officials, newspapers, radio 

amt television stations, local busi­
ness firms and civic organizations 
throughout the state.

Stressing the importance of 
personal knowledge about and 
participation in public affairs by 
individual citizens, the campaign 
is a projecton of the annual 
“American Citizenship Month” 
heretofore sponsored by Texas 
lawyers, according to Turner.

Theme of the 1953 citizenship 
crusade, “Good Government Is 
Your Business—Take An Interest 
In It”, will be carried forward 
through a series if monthly ob­
servances stressing various phases 
of the program, Houston attorney 
Vick Gould has indicated. Gould 
shares the chairmanship of the 
State Bar Committee on Ameri­
can Citizenship with David A. 
Witts, Dallas Attorney.

Monthly citizenship programs 
scheduled by the State Bar group 
include an “Elected Official Ap­
preciation Month’ during Janu­
ary, a “Government Open House 
Month” in February, and a “Write 
Your Legislators Month” in 
March.

The 53rd Legislature started 
Tuesday afternoon as prosaically 
as a replayed record. It was a 
smooth, swift take-off which may 
be the prelude of tumult to come 
in a tug-of-war over new taxes- 
and state spending.

I am happy to report that all 
my requests for committee assign­
ments were granted.

The 53rd Legislature will get 
something new — a sure-enough 
executive budget. In the past 
years the Board of Control bud­
gets were theoretically the Gov­
ernor’s, but now the budget oper­
ation is directly under him and 
will be his recommendatoins for 
spending. All indications are that 
he will set up proposed appropri­
ations for the $161 million a bien­
nium now being spent from the- 
General Revenue Fund for the 
Judiciary, Departmental, State 
Hospital and Higher Education, 
plus the $27 million in additional 
money Comptroller R. S. Calvert 
estimated this week will be avail­
able for appropriation. (Shivers 
thinks Calvert is conservative, 
that there will be at least 
million there). This extra money 
will go for salary increases and 
for some additional program de­
velopment in the State Depart- ■ 
ments. Shivers’ budget will be 
closer to that worked out by the 
Legislative Budget Board, be­
cause of closer liason between 
the dual budget-making agandea.

Calvert’s estimates of revenues, 
supplied to legislators as they ar­
rived for the session opening 
Tuesday, becomes a ceiling over 
appropriations which can’t be ex­
ceeded except by four-fifths vote* 
of both Houses. The bulk of the

Rice, Cabbage And 
Cheese Casserole

Simple to prepare and delicious 
to eat ia this hearty rice, cabbage 
and cheese casserole. Use a fair­
ly small oven-proof dish for the 
making so that the layered dish 
will have depth and the flavors 
will be combined properly. Here 
is a casserole you will serve often 
—it is limited to no particular 
season of the year—all of the in­
gredients are available at any 
time in any community!

We suggest that rice, cabbage 
and cheese casserole be served as 
a meat substitute—that it be ac­
companied by other vegetables in 
season—and a crisp salad. 
INGREDIENTS

1% cups cooked rice
2 cups shredded or chopped 

cabbage
2 cups drained canned tomatoes
1 teaspoon sugar
2 teaspoons salt
1 tablespoon chopped onion
1 tablespoon butter or mar­

garine
cup finely crumbed bread

1 tablespoon melted butter
Vz cup grated sharp cheese 

PREPARING T H E  FLUFFY 
WHITE RICE: Put 1 cup of white 
rice, 1 teaspoon salt and 2 cups 
of cold water in a two quart 
saucepan. Cover with a tight fit­
ting lid. Bring to a vigorous boiL 
Then reduce the heat as low as 
possible and* steam for 14 min­
utes or until all the water is ab­
sorbed, leaving the separate rice 
grains with their full nutritional 
value. This makes very firm rice 
grains. (If .you prefer more ten­
der rice grains, add % cup more 
water and increase the slow 
cooking time 4 or 5 minutes.) Re­
move the lid, permit the rice to 
steam dry to the desired consis­
tency and the grains will be sep­
arate and fluffy. Never stir rice; 
lift gently with a fork. Keap left 
over rice in a covered bowl in the 
refrigerator. Makes 3 generous 
cups fluffy rice.
METHOD: Mix the tomatoes with 
salt, sugar, onion and the one 
tablespoon of butter. Simmer for 
five minutes. Cook or steam cab­
bage in a small amount of water 
for 5 minutes. In a greased cas­
serole, place the rice as the bot­
tom layer, then a layer of cheese, 
then place the drained cabbage 
on top of the cheese and top with 
the tomato mixture. If the to­
matoes go too “soupy” drain off 
a little of the juice and save for 
another dish. Top with buttered 
crumbs mixed with grated 
cheese. Bake in a 400° F. oven 
until bubbly brown.

Makes 4 to 6 servings.

Push-Button Je t
One of the headaches of jet 

plane operation has been the 
problem of starting. Because of 
the large amount of power need­
ed to “turn over” a big engine, jet 
aircraft have had to rely on field 
power units for starting.

‘ Hand signals are the signs of 
life,” said Morris.- "They reflect 
the courteous and thoughtful 
driver o» the alert to prevent ac­
cidents and death on pur high­
ways. The driver who gives hand 
signals is automatically reminded 
of other aspects of traffic safety 
—the consideration of pedes­
trians, the danger of weaving in 
traffic, the death-dealing results 
of speed, the folly of hogging the 
road, the importance of yielding 
the right-of-way.

“Traffic safety education is a 
splendid element but we must 
have the cooperation of all motor­
ists if needless slaughter is to be 
averted. More drivers must prac­
tice the preachment of traffic 
safety education. Hand signals
lend that opportunity. Statistic*'try for new honors. Practically

RETURNING SERVICEMEN

Have you put your arfairs in 
order since you were released 
from military service? Here is a 
partial list of things to check.

Have you filed the original 
copy of your discharge papers 
with your County Clerk? This is 
important to insure that a record 
of your discharge papers always 
will be available. It protects you 
against future loss from theft, 
tire or negligence. Should you! 
lose your discharge papers, the ! 
government will give you only a : 
certificate stating that you were 
in service, but giving no other 
pertinent information. County 
Clerks throughout the state ac­
cept your discharge papers for 
filing without cost, and thereafter 
you may obtain certified copies 1

When you entered military ser 

viee; did you execute a power q& 
attorney so that someone would 
be able to act for you duiing your 
absence? If you now want com­
plete control of all o fyour affairs, 
you must cancel any contract 
which gives certain powers to 
someone else..

If you have had a will prepar­
ed, has it been revised to suit 
changed conditions? For example, 
if you have married or if another 
child has been born to you and 
your spouse, you will want to 
check your will to make sure that 
all of your dependents are pro­
vided for. Changes in tax law, 
judicial decisions and administra­
tive actions by the Treasury De­
partment, too, could affect the 
provisions in your will. Especially 
is this true if the government has 
passed a new revenue act since 
your will was prepared.

Are the beneficiaries named in 
your life insurance policies now 
correct?

It is important to 
note that, unlike World War II 
veterans, Korean veterans must 
act within 120 days after release 
from duty in order to continue 
their government insurance.

duced premium. Is the insurance 
you 'jerry now adequate for the 
purposes for which you use your 
car?

Did you take advantage of cer­
tain provisions in the Soldiers 
and Sailors Civil Relief Act to 
protect you from further liability 
for leases or contracts 'after you 
entered service? This act pro­
vides for immunity from court 
action only during the time you 
serve in the armed forces. Did 
you miss any payments on your 
home while you were in service? 
You now are liable for interest 
which accrued on the unpaid bal­
ance during the years that pay­
ments were postponed. These 
debts were not forgiven — and 
now that you a civilian again, 
you must take up your postponed 
responsibilities.

Have you applied for reemploy­
ment in your old job? Application 
must be made within 90 days af­
ter you are released from service. 
If you do not return to your for­
mer job, it will be helpful to your 
former employer if you notify 
him as to your decision. The SS 
local offices of the Texas Em­
ployment Commission and the 
Federal Bureau of Veterans Re­
employment Rights are equipped

to protect your rights and 
in returning you to your 
service employment status.

The educa­
tion board recommends using a 
three-year moving average of fig­
ures to determine a county’s abil­
ity to pay instead of the present 
one-year basis. Major change, 
however, would be » shift to 
county-by-county personal in­
come taxes paid the U. S. as the 
index base, to be introduced grad­
ually to avoid a sudden shift in 
local costs.

The TSTA, Parent-Teacher 
Assn, and State Board of Educa­
tion have laid out their plans for 
a heavy legislative program. Both 
TSTA and PTA endorse the 
$3000 minimum pay for teachers, 
while the education board points 
out that three times as many 
teachers dropped out last year as 
in 1949-50, that 8,000 more teach­
ers will be needed next year in 
the face of increasing enrollment, 
the Texas colleges are turning out 
only 3,755 qualified teachers, and 
indicating that higher pay is the 
solution to the shortage. fSTA 
wants to increase standards of the 
teachers who will get the higher 
pay. PTA supports a teacher cer­
tificate proposal by the education 
board which Educ. Commr. J. W. 
Edgar said would change the 
present requirements of one year 
of college for a provisional cer­
tificate and 4 years for a perma­
nent one to 4 and 5 years, re­
spectively.

Greed and wakte—which have 
robbed the world of many birds 
and animals — almost put Fur 
Seals out of existence. But reck­
less men were halted in time to 
save the amazing creatures.

There were no more than 150,- 
000 of the Seals left, some forty 
years ago, and they were fait 
disappearing. At last a treaty was

made which forbade killing the 
Seals while they were migrating 
in the ocean. It was also agreed
that only limited number* of the 
Seals might be taken each year 
under the supervision of the 
United States government.

Thanks to this protection, Fur 
Seals have increased in number. 
The National Wildlife Federation 
reports that there are now be­
tween two and three million of

them.
Only when they spend a few 

months of the spring and summer 
on land does the government per­
mit between 90,000 and 100,000 to 
be killed. Eskimos do the hunt­
ing, and they take nothing but 
young male Seals — never fe­
males.

At the time that this hunting 
goes on, the Seals are living on 
the cold, rocky Pribilof Islands in 
the north Pacific Ocean. The 
males arrive there early in May, 
and the females come in June.

Soon after the females waddle 
ashore, their young pups are 
born. The babies weigh 10 to 12 
pounds apU?ce. They are black at 
first, but later turn gray. Though 
they all look alike, and spend 
their time together, the pups 
cannot fool their mothers. The 
mothers can pick their own pups 
out of the pack without any 
trouble.

Along in October and Novem­
ber, the herds begin to flop off 
their rocky islands. They plunge 
into the waters of the Pacific and 

j head southward. From then until 
spring, they stay in the water.

Traveling in groups, the Fur 
Seals swim hundreds of miles to 
the south, sometimes going as far 
down as California. But they 
never get closer than a hundred 
miles off the shore. Only a sick 
or crippled Seal tries to find land

during the long winter migration.
At the end of the winter, the 

packs make their return journey
to the
keep a sharp lookout for their 
worst enemy, the killer whale, 
and for their favorite food, small
fish.

The males are especially anx­
ious to eat well, because they go 
without food from May to Aug­
ust. The females fare better in 
the spring and summer, often 
leaving land to get sometning to 
eat.

Nevertheless, the males are the 
giants of the herd. By the time 
they are fully grown, at the age 
of seven, they weigh from 400 to 
500 pounds each. They are black 
or dark brown. The females are 
lighter in color and smaller, 
weighing an average of 80 lbs.

Though awkward on land, Fur 
Seals are powerful swimmers. 
With their flippers, they grace­
fully cut through the water and 
cover many miles without stop­
ping. They are also skillful at 
leaping into the air and diving 
under the waves.

Dew Won’t Do
Much as moisture collects (or 

Pribilofs.' ‘Always ’ they ["condenses) on your iced-tea glass
when the weather’s warm, it also 
has a bad habit of forming in 
supersonic wind tunnels, disturb­
ing airflow patterns which result 
in faulty test data.

It’s not heat, but 1000-mile-per 
hour winds which cause conden­
sation in the tunnel at Langley 
Aeronautical Laboratory in Vir­
ginia, one of the world’s largest 
( 4 x 4  feet) for supersonic re­
search. With wind at such high 
velocity, temperatures in the tun­
nel drop to more than 100 degrees 
below zero.

So that aerodynamic research 
data can be as accurate as pos­
sible, a General Electric dew­
point recorder is being used to 
help in controlling the amount of 
moisture in the tunnel. In opera­
tion, it breathes air from the tun­
nel over a mirror which is refrig­
erated. Moisture in the air forms

The 
instrument indicates the dew­
point of the tunnel air at all 
times. A*k> increase in' dewpoint 
warns laboratory engineers, who 
then bleed dry outside air into 
the tunnel. By watching the dew­
point recorder, engineers know 
how much dry air to use in order 
to keep tunnel air moisture down.

Some of them had witnessed these 
operations before but found it 
difficult to believe that the heat 
of the campaign would not leave 
some scars and deep wounds that 
would mar this transition. Others 
who had come to this country in 
recent years simply could not be­
lieve that it was possible. By the 
time you read this letter these 
people will have watched this 
transfer of the reins of goveqrn- 
ment without so much as one 
mishap and with very little fan­
fare, trumpet blowing and clamor 
insofar as the serious side of these 
proceedings is concerned. They 
will at the same time witness the 
celebrations, the parties, the balls, 
and the many other social activi­
ties incidental to the proceeding, 
in which activities the men, wo­
men and children taking part will 
demean themselves as lhdies and 
gentlemen and true Americans 
united in their beliefs that the 
primary interests of all is the wel­
fare of this great country in 
which it is our good fortune to 
live. The incidental proceedings, 
such as the social activities, will 
of course consume the greater 
part of several days. These activi­
ties include everything from 
early morning breakfasts, lunch­
eons. afternoon teas and parties, 
to formal and informal dinners 
and dances. The Inaugural Ball is 
of course the highlight of the 
social activities. Under the social 
rules and regulations this affair 
is strictly formal, which means 
that the ladies must have a new 
dress or be able to appear in one 
in which they have not before 
been seen. The men of course are 
required to wear formal evening 
clothes, which means a white tie 
and claw-hammer coat. The 
wardrobe of most men do not in­
clude this ultra formal wear. 
Many of them confine their form­
al attire to tuxedos. However, the 
Inaugural Ball invitations ex­
pressly call for the white tie. Soon 
after these invitations were in the 
moil there was a great scramble 
around Washington by the men- 
folks seeking to rent these dress 
suits with the long tail. Many of 
these rental suits no doubt have a 
rich history. It is entirely possible 
that some of them were worn by 
former Presidents, and it Is high­
ly probable that many of them

have been worn by high dignitar­
ies, both domestic and foreign, 
am sure that if these suits could 
talk, they could tell some inter 
esting stories. Among the acces­
sories worn with the full dress 
suit is a silk top hat. However, 
the ne wPresident has publicly 
stated that he will not wear a top 
hat, but instead, intends to wear 
a black Homberg.
