Culverts 80 Percent 
Complete On Hwy 6 

According to Mr. Leslie Mas-
sey, general superinItendent of 
Cage Bros. Co., work on bridges 
and culverts for the new section 
of Highway 6 is approximately 
80 percent complete. Some new 
bridges and culverts had to be 
built, and all the old ones widen-
ed since the new'stretch of high-
way will be much wider than the 
old highway. Mr. Massey said 
that the new road will be 24 feet 
wide plus 9 feet of paved shoul-
der, whereas, the' old road was 
18 feet with very little shoulder. 

Application of crushed rock 
to the road bed should begin a-
bout August 12. The road will 
have 10 inches of crushed rock 
base. Cage Bros. has its own 
rock crusher and the machine is 
set up on the farm of Jim Hollo-
way of Carbon where the rock 
is being obtained. 

Much has been done to the 
road bed during the past three 
weeks. Especially noticeable is 
the amount of work that has, 
been done on the stretch of road 
going out toward the J. 0. Jack-
son and C. R. Day farms. Bull-
dozers have dug below the sur-
face of the ground as much as 
10 or 12 feet to, make the road 
level. Where the old city dump 
grounds were located, the road 
has been built up 12 to 14 feet. 
Clay has been applied and rolled 
to harden the sandy stretch from 
the railroad toward the Jackson 
farm. This stretch of road is easy 
to travel over now.

Breeding Turkeys 

Turkey hens kept on United 
States farms for breeding num-
bered 2,277,825 in 1954, with 
1,248,230 or 54.8 percent, in 100 
counties, according to 1954 Cen-
sus of Agriculture figures for 
ranking counties released today 
by the Bureau of the Census, U. 
S. Dept. of Commerce. 

Rockingham County, Virginia, 
was the leading county in num-
ber of turkey hens kept for breed 
ing with 87,393 - 3.8 percent of 
the U. S. total. Four California 
counties ranked second, third, 
fourth, and fifth, respectively: 
Riverside, 48,944; Tulare, 43,833; 
Stanislaus, 42,854; and Merced, 
38,971. 

Among the top 100 counties in 
number of turkey hens kept for 
breeding, 18 each were in Cali-
fornia and Minnesota; 10 in Tex-
as; 8 in Oregon. 

Eaetland county had 6667 and 
ranked 65th in the list.

Tragedy rode the highways in 
July in the Abilene Highway Pa-
trol District said Captain G. L. 
Morahan, after scanning the July 
Accident figures. Twelve persons 
died in the Abilene District in 
ten Accident figures. Fatigue and 
Driving coupled with Speed was 
the greatest causative factor of 
these fatal accidents.

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 5 
proposing an amendment to the Constitu- 
tion of the State of Texas, amending Sec- 

. tion 48a, Article III of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, so or to authorize 
needed changes in and revision of the 
Teacher Retirement System of Texas; pro-
viding that this section shall not amend, 
alter, or repeal Section f3 of Article 16 of 
the Constitution of Texas as adopted No-
vember, 1954, or any enabling legislation 
passed pursuant thereto; providing for the 
necessary c'ectien, form of ballot, procla-
mation, and publication. 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLA-

TURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 48a of Article 

III of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended so as to read as follows: 

"Section 48a. In addition to the powers 
given the Legislature under Section 49, 
Article Ill, it shall have the right to levy 
twics to establish a fund to provide re-
tirement, disability and death benefits for 
persons et-splayed in the putlic schools, 
colleges and universities supported wholly 
or partly by the State; provided that the 
amount contrituted by the State to such 
fund each year shall be equal to the aggre-
gate amount required by law to' be paid 
into the fund by such employees, and shall 
not exceed at any time six per centum 
(6%) of the compensation paid each such 
person by the State and/or school districts, 
and shall in no one (1) year exceed the 
sum of Five Hundred Four Dollars 
($504.00) for any such person; and pro-
vided that no person shall be eligible for 
retirement who has not rendered ten years 
of creditable service in such employment, 
and in no case shall any person retire 
before either attaining the age fifty-
five (55) or completing thirty (30) years 
of creditable service, but shall be entitled 
to refund of moneys paid into the fund. 

"The Legislature may authorize all 
moneys coming into such fund to be in-
vested in bonds or other evidences of in-
debtedness of the United States, or of this 
State, or any county, city, school district, 
or other municipal corporation or district 
of this State; or in such other securities 
as are now or hereafter may be permitted 
by law as investments for the Permanent 
University Fund or for the Permanent 
School Fund of this State; provided a 
sufficient sum shall be kept on hand to 
meet payments as they become due each 
year under such retirement plan, as may 
be presided by law; and provided that the 
recipients of such retirement fund shall 
not be eligible for any other State pension 
retirement funds or direct aid from the 
State of Texas. unless such other State 
pereicn or retirement fund, contributed by 
the State. is released to the State of Texas

The Governor of the State of 
Texas is hereby directed to issue the neer 
essary proclamation for said special elec-
tion and shall have the same published as 
required by the Constitution and laws of 
this State.

TURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 11 cf Article 

of the Constitution of the State of Texas 
be amended by adding a subsection there-
to to be known as Section lla and to read 
as follows: 

"Section Ha. Any person accused of a 
felony less than capital in this State. who 
has been theretofore twice convicted of a 
felony, the second conviction being subse-
quent to the first, both in point of time 
of commission of the offense and convic-
tion therefor may, after a hearing, and 
upon evidence substantially showing the 
guilt of the accused, be denied bail pending 
trial, by any judge of a court of record or 
magistrate in this State: provided, how-
ever, that if the accused is not accorded 
trial upon the accusation within sixty (60) 
days from the time of his incarceration 
upon such charge. the order denying bail 
shall be automatically set aside. unless a 
continuance is obtained upon the motion 
or request of the accused; provided, fur-
ther, that the right of appeal to the Court 
of Criminal Appeals of this State is ex-
pressly accorded the accused for a review 
of any judgment or order made hereunder."

TEACHER SHORTAGE 
AUSTIN —Texas critical tea-

cher shortage and some reasons 
for it are spotlighted in two re-
ports. 

With school bells due to ring 
in a month, an estimated 7,615 
teaching positions still. are vac-
ant in Texas, according to the 
Texas Teachers Association. To 
fill these jobs only 1,310 teachers 
are known to be available. 

This means six openings for 
each teacher wanting a job. Al-
most 4,000 teachers left the pro-
fession last year. 

Apparently explanation for this 
wholesale snubbing of classroom 
posts came in statistics reported 
by Dr. Hob Gray of the ,Univer-
sity of Texas Teacher Replace-
ment Bureau. 

This year's education graduates 
will average $346 per month for 
nine months, said Dr. Gray. But 
the engineering science graduate 
can expect $431 per month all 
year. 

Teachers with master's degrees 
do a little better, averaging $358 
monthly. But a master's degree 
in engineering or science com-
mands an average of $557. 

Almost all University gradu-
ates go to schools paying more 
than state minimum require-
ments. Highest school salaries in 
the state are at the West Texas 

oil town of Snyder. There the be 
ginning minimum is $4,000 for 
nine m:-,nths or $445 monthly. 

Less affluent districts have to 
scramlble. University, graduates 
can be quite choosy since de-
mands for their services are ex-
ceptionally high. Ratio of jobs 
to graduate is 10 to one in all 
positions, 100 to one in mathe-
matics and science.

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COURT UPHOLDS 
UNION SHOP 

Texas' controversial right-to-
work-law has lost another round 
in the courts. But champions of 
the law say the issue is far from 
being finally settled. 

By a 6-3 decision the State Su-
preme Court upheld a closed shop 
contract between unions and San 
to Fe Ry. Co. 

Texas law prohibits compul-
sory union membership, but a 
1951 act of Congress authorized 
closed shops in the railway in-
dustry. 

Atty. Gen. John Ben Sheppard 
who had 'intervened on behalf 
of Texas law, predicted a motion 
for rehearing after the court re-
convenes October 3. "The full 
question of 'compulsory 	union 
membership. is yet to be deter-
mined," said Shepperd. "Nor do 
I think the majority decision a-
brogates our right-to-work law." 

Their decision, majority judges 
noted, parrelled a U. S. Supreme 
Court ruling in a similar case in 
Nebraska. Union shop contracts 
said the Texas ruling, diS not, 
"compel full union membership, 
but only payment of dues and 
assessments." 

Dissenting judges spoke out 
  

a-
gainst "Compulsory financial sup 
port of a private organization by 
those who do not subscribe to 
its program" as "the chief evil 
to be forever prohibited.'

Ed has chronic indigestion too, 
and, instead of seeing a doctor, he 
keeps the Parmalee medicine cab-
inet full of nostrums. Ed's reac-
tions to the chidings of his wife 
and his conscience, about both car 
and stomach trouble, are identical 
and very, very human. At first he 
pretends that there's nothing real 
ly wrong at all, then when car 
and stomach symptoms get so ob-
vious that they can't be ignored, 
he gets very angry and sarcastic.
