Voter Guidelines

Here are the legal voter guide-
lines for the Democratic Party
Primaries this year as put out
by the Texas Democratic Party:

1. Register to vote at least 30
days prior to Democratic Pri-
mary, which is May 4, 1974.

2. All registered voters, 18
years and older, are eligible to
vote in all Democratic Party
elections.

3. Present registrations are
valid if you have voted in a
Democratic Primary or Gener-
al Election within the lastthree
years.

4. Registeg to vote at your
County Tax Assessor-Collector’s
office or with a properly depu-
tized person allowed to register
voters.

5. Notify your County Tax—
Assessor--Collector of change of
address 5 days prior to election
day so that you are registered
in the proper precinct, if you
have moved within the county.

6. On moving from one coun-
ty to another, you must re-reg-
ister 30 days prior to the elec--
tion. if you wish to vote in your
new place of residence.

7. An April 14, 1974, the
absentee voting for the first
primary by personal appearance
at the County Clerk’s office be-
gins and goes through the fourth
day preceding the election.

8. Applications for absentee
voting for the first primary
must be received by the County
Clerk not later than the close
of business on April 30, 1974.

9. Marked absentee ballots for
the first primary must be mailed
back to the County Clerk and
postmarked not later than mid-
night, on May 3, 1974.

Pork Referendum and Producer Board Election

I'oing certified by the Com-
missioner of Agriculture of the
Stute of Texas for this purpose,
the Texas Pork Producers As-
saciation, 2422 Taho, Sherman,
Texas 75090, proposes a ref-
erendum election on May 14,
1974 under provision of Article
57¢, Vernon's Civil Statutes, on
the proposition of whether or
not the pork producers in the
State of Texas shall assess
themselves a maximum amount
of 10 cents per head on all
slaughter animals to be col-
lected at the point of first pro-
cessing or sale and to elect
members of a 15 member com-
modity producers board to ad-
minister proceeds of such as-
sessment to be used for re-
search, predator control, dis-
ease and insect control, educa-
tion, and promotion designed
to encourage the production,
marketing, and use of pork.

The referendum and election
will be held by mail ballot which
will be provided to all eligible
voters not later than 15 dayvs
prior to the election. Ballots

must be mailed to the polling
place at Sherman, Texas be-
fore midnight on the date of
the election.

Any person within this state
engaged in the business of
producing, or cauging to be
produced slaughter gs for
commercial purposes is eligible
to vote, including owners of
farms and their tenants and
sharecroppers, il such person
would be required to pay the
assessment proposed.

Any person qualified to vote
at the referendum may place
his name in nomination for
membership on the proposed
commodity producers board by
application to the above or-
ganization signed by himself
and at least ten other persons
eligible to vote in the referen-
dum. Such applications must be
filed at least 30 days prior to
the election date.

Any person qualified to vote
who does not receive a ballot
prior to April 30, 1974 may
obtain one at his local County
Agent's Office.
