During the last few years there
has grown up among us a powerful
unionizing propaganda. It is called
“The Ecunemical Movement” and is
set for organic church union. It is
led by very astute and highly hon-
ored Christian men who maintain
elaborate offices and large office
forces. They are spending large sums
of money and seem to have limitless
financial resources. The movement
is reaching out toward all lands,
touching both homes and foreign
fields, and has created a wide-spread
sentiment for organic union.
There are a number of co-operating
committees and organizations that
foster this movement; such as, the
Anglo-Catholics, or High Church ele-
ment, of England; “The Continuation
Committee of the Edinburg Confer-
ence’;; “The Federal Council of
Churches of Christ in America”; “The
Inter-Church World Movement,” and
“The International Council of Relig-
ious Education.” From these and the
meetings they represent have come
numerous pronouncements and find-
ings concerning unionizing, and in
favor of it. Speakers representing
them are often found to be dogmat-
ically opposed to d i lism
and keen for unionism. Then, too,
there are certain religious publica-
tions whose editors employ every pos-
sible opportunity to promote unionism
and seem to think that organic union
will cure all of our religious ills.

They propose to bring about denomi-
national disintegration, and then
merge them all into one great Protes-
tant church. It is largely a Pedobap-
tist movement, led by those who have
no appreciation of, nor sympathy for,
Baptist doctrines. Some of their lead-
ers have been annoyed because of the
Baptist ‘position and have boldly
charged that they are the chief
stumbling block in the way of organ-
ic union.
Baptist Position

These facts and conditions call for
the frankest possible discussion. We
must, as Baptists, humbly, but cour-
ageously and intelligently, face the is-
sues raised and state the case for our
denomination. We believe in Chris-
tian Union on the true basis of Gos-
pel truth, We, also, believe we have,
through the ages, stood by New Tes-
tament truth, adn we cannot ignore
what we regard as thg plain teaching
of the Word of God. We will not be
turned aside, because we have been
misunderstood and misinterpreted.
We will express our  opinions with
convictions -and will oppose this and
every other movement which mars the
spirit of the brotherhood within the
denomination and prométes principles
contrary to denominational policies.

Baptists believe that apart from the
Catholies they are the only denomi-
nation with a consistent message.
They, therefore, candidly and boldly
and yet with utmost fraternal good-
will accept denominational isolation.
By our very principles we are auto-
matically separated, ecclesiastically,
from all other Christian bodies and
cannot unite with them unless we stul-
tify our consciences and give up the
truth as we see it.

But Baptists believe that if people
think apart, they will and should, if

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GREAT ENCOURAGEMENTS
IN SOUTHERN EVANGELISM

By L. R. SCARBOROUGH,
Fort Worth, President Southern
Baptist Convention

Southern Baptists have made a fine
beginning on a perpetual crusade for
souls. The past two years of special
effort have encouraged us greatly
along certain lines:

1. We have developed more than
ever before a soul-winning conscience
and consciousness. I believe we are
thinking, praying, planning, preach-
ing and witnessing more for lost peo-
ple than ever before, and that is a
great gain.

2. We have developed a splendid
evangelistic organization—southwide,
state-wide, associational-wide and
church-wide. Of course, it isn’t per-
fect anywhere, but it’s an encourag-
ing situation.

3. The movement has widely spread
since Southern Baptists began the
special emphasis on evangelism: To
all the Baptist groups in the United
States in a conference held in Chicago
in May, and then at the Baptist World
Alliance it spread to all the Baptists
throughout the world, with some re-
markabferesolutions and proposals.

4. The achievements amorg South-
ern Baptists already give us great
cheer. In ’37 we baptized 204,000.
In ’38 we baptized 256,000, a gain of
52,000.

5. There have been many notable
revivals.  City-wide campaigns have
been remarkably successful.

The world was probably never in
a more dreadful state than now, and
that is a challenge for the most vigor-
ous evangelism the world has ever
seen. The nearer men are brought
to the brink of sin’s destruction the
greater ought to be our emergency

and the faster our speed to carry
Christ to them and bring them to
Christ.

Certain Pressing Emphases

A solemn retrospect of the past two
years and an anxious prospect of the
years ahead encourage me to say that
there are certain things that ought to
be greatly stressed

1. One of them is mass evangelism.
We must continue the meetings with
the people, in churches and in the
big out-of-doors and everywhere, If
the people do not come to us, we
ought to go to them. Christianity
has never thrived in a revival-less

and it will never.

2. Organized evangelism in the
churches and in the departments or
churches ought to be more and more
emphasized.

3. We must reemphasize evangelis-
tic preaching. Preaching in Christ's
day and in Paul’s day and in all the
days of the succeas of Christ’s King-
dom was preeminent and had topmost
value. You can’t have evangelistic
preaching if you don® preach the
Gospel—much of it, straight-forward,
plain, in unmistakable terms. If we
stick to the Bible in our preaching,
God will stick to our preaching and
see that evangelistic results follow.

4. But of all the forms of soul-
winning the one that needs to be pre-
eminent today is personal work. We
ought to witness for Christ day by
day, in all the areas of life, the home,
the office, the business place, on the
highway in trains, airplanes, auto-
mobiles, with the workmen where they
work, with the idlers where they idle.
The mother ought to do it the father,
the sister, the brother, all the home
circle ought, the preacher ought, the
teacher ought, the laymen, the
women, all God’s saved people ought
to be personal soul winners. Oher-
wise we will not reach the world. We
preachers can’t do it, nor can the
teachers. Only the Christians in their
multiplied millions- can reach the
needs of the world. I stress that all
of God’s people learn how to do it
and then do it constantly. And they
don’t have to be “cranks” in order to
do it. They jus have to be plain
Christians and tell the world about
it. N

SPREADING THE GOOD NEWS

Read Matthew 11 and 12
Study Matthew 11: 16-30

1. The Good News Resented

Hear the Great Teacher whose fel-
low countrymen resented the Good
News. He fulfilled his mission with
fidelity and courage despite their cr?-
ticism. He arraigned their ugly spirit
in apt similitude. He said they were
like spoiled children who in a game
on the streets got mad whether play-
ing dance or funeral. They criticized
the brusque and ascetic Baptist, say-
ing he had a demon. However, the
fact that Jesus was not ascetic but
lived the life of an ordinary Jewish
peasant did not exempt him from cri-
ticism, for they falsely called him a
glutton and winebibber. They criti-
cized also the company he kept for
he actually associated with hated tax-
collectors and transgressors of cere-
monial observance. But Jesus did his
duty despite carping critics, for he
knew that the path of wisdom would
lead to vindication after a while.

2. The Good News Repudiated

Accept the Promised Messiah whose
foes repudiated the Good News. The
whitest light of the universe and of
the eternity shone upon the cities by
the Sea of Gallilee, but in their im-
penitence they chose the densest
darkness. The woes leveled upon
them were the bolts not so much of
loosed wrath as of exhausted love.
There he had made his home during
the height of his ministry. There he
had wrought many of his greatest
miracles and delivered some of his
greatest discourses and won some of
his staunchest followers. Multitudes
had marveled, but the masses repent-
ed not and their religious leaders Gef-
initely, even defiantly, repudiated the
Messiah’s message and mission.
What remained for Capernaum but to
topple from its heaven-high privilege
to hell-deep desolation and come to
the bar of God with less merit than
licentious Sodom? What though the
Master ministered in Chorazin, and
out of Bethsaida came Peter, Andrew,
and Philip? Better than they in the
Judgment will fare the idolaters of
Tyre and Sjdon, Jesus was the prom-
ised Messiah,

3. The Good News Revealed

Trust the Son of God whose Father
through him revealed the Good News.
After imp ce was d d in-
tercession was made. Note: (1) Jesus
prayed to the Father as Lord of heav-
en and earth. Thus upbraiding
merged into prayer. And it was a
prayer of gratitude. It was a pro-
found assent to the divine plan and
pleasure “in dealing with men. The
treasures of divine truth and the in-
estimable blessings of the spiritual
life are withheld from the unrecep-
tive, no matter how intellectual or in-
telligent, and granted freely to the
open mind and heart of those who
may be infants in intellect and world-
ly intelligence. It is the law of learn-
ing. It is the law of the larger life.
It is the law of God. (2) Jesus re-
ceived his power from the Father.
He is on his meditorial throne. All
power and authority are in his hands.
He is King, nor will he stay his con-
quest until every inch of the planet
is in his possession. (3) Jesus claims
the mutual knowledge with the Fath-
er. None know him fully but the
Father and none fully knows the
Father except the Son. Only God can
comprehend God. (4) Jesus revealed
and reveals the Father to men. In no
other way can the Fatherhood of God
be revealed or realized on earth. Yet
that revelation must be regulated by
the will of God. The face of the
Father will never be unveiled to the
gaze of any but the eyes of love.

The Good News Received

Obey the Lord and Savior whose
followers gladly receive the Good
News. Note five things: (1) The in-
vitation is melodious with mercy.
There are multitudesswho have labor-
ed to the point of fatigue. They are
heavy laden to the point of break-
down. They can go no faster and
no farther as they are. Let them
turn to Jesus. By a yearning of heart
and movement of will they can come
to him. Nor will they come in vain.
(2) The promise precisely fits their
condition. In their weariness they
want rest as nothing else. They can
find it nowhere else. Indeed it is be-
yond human reach. It must be given
by the great Giver. Only from him
can the burdened heart find easement
and the troubled soul know an in-
finite calm. (3) The command fol-
lows as a matter of course. The rest
he gives capacitates for the service
he. requires, But his yoke is easier
than any human yoke that men are
called to bear. He also requires study
in his school. There is something new
to learn every day and infinite are
the treasures of knowledge that beck-
on us upward. (4) The possibility is
challenging. Now we can find rest
unto our souls, for we are in the path
ofduqbuﬂngchnyohollerﬂa
and leu-ning in the school of Christ.

Here in Andrews we are trying to
do the Lord’s will. There have been
about 50 additions to the church since
April. We have built some new Sun-
day School rooms and made various
other improvements as we have had
opportunity. The most notable thing
done if such be the case is our Train-
ing Union. When I came there was a
very small number of Juniors meet-
ing on Sunday evening with a fine
young lady leading them, not know-
ing what she was supposed to be do-
ing except tell them a Bible story.
Now we are doing a little better. Last
Sunday we had 101 in Training Union
services in five unions, Our general
director is Mr. T. K. Price, formerly
of the South Side Church of your city.

In the women’s work we have four
of the young people’s organizations
and have had the other one and will
have it again soon, We hope to main-
tain all five this year.

and compounded out of mere circum-
stance, Such efforts rest on senti-
ment and put Christian truths in
jeopardy. Baptists think that all our
k and division have Ited
from a departure from the simple
teachings of Jesus and that a return
to these principles would stabilize
Christianity and bring unity " and
strength. But there can be no per-
fect union unless it is genuinely Serip-
tural. We cannot, therefore, pool our
efforts with those who, as we believe,
have gone away from the truth. And
here are some lines of departure:

First, We dissent from the union-
ist’s plea of economy—a plea for
union to save money. Granting that
organic union would save money,
which is very doubtful, Baptists have
still another word. We are more con-
cerned about saving truth than dol-
lars. To us it seems poor economy
to save a few dollars at the expense
of . the perversion of the Scriptures
and the loss of some of the most vital
elements of our Christian faith. Such
a course would involve the future wit-
ness of Baptists to certain fundamen-
tal facts of religion, such as how we
may be saved. But Baptists not only
have a duty to save men from sin,
but also, a duty to save the truth
by which men are to be saved.

Second. We object to human over-
lordship. The spirit of the union
movement is imperialistic and works
from a centralized overhead control.
The Roman Catholic hierarchy is the
most complete expression of this kind
of control. It has shown us the in-
tolerable blight of human control in
religion. It should teach us that no
greater misfortune could befall us
than that all non-Catholics should
unite. Certainly the merging of all
local churches into one great body
which we know as Romanism was the
greatest calamity that ever befell our
religion. Baptists stoutly object to
repeating that folly, even if the move-
ment attempting to do it is.called an-
other name and is presented with
beautiful sentiment and by highly
honored brethreri, :

Third. We object to the trend of
this movement toward a state church.
Such terms as “The Christian Church
of China,” the “United Chilean Evan-
gelical Church,” and the “Indigenous
Church” are frequently met in the
discussions of the Unionists and point
to the direction of their movement.
It proposes that each country shall
evolve out of its own racial and na-

dents that led to the establish t
of the Catholic Church, and the doc-
trine of the infallibility of the pope.
There is the same tendency to over-
hear human authority; the same ten-
dency to relax a . contention for
Christ’s supreme Lordship, the same
tendency to play down conviction and
loyalty to conscience. There was a
gradual centralization of all eccle-
siastical powers into the hands of a
human head. This autocratic power
soon led to the suppression of free
thought and free speech and this in
turn resulted in the Dark Ages, which
plagued the world for about a thous-
and years, and still does in some
countries. This movement seems to
join Rome in trying to mass together
wholly discordant elements, and the
result, if they should succeed, would
a universal Protestant Church,
with all the undesirable and unscrip-
tural features of the Catholic Church.

Here we are reminded that the
Catholic Overhead, or imperialistic,
religious control failed in its effort to
hold its complex body together. Al-
though it used all of its religious and
secular authority and power, it divid-
ed into two great antagonistic hiér-
archies, the Greek and Roman
Churches. Then followed the Refor-
mation and resultant several religiois
bodies.
