The 
slight decrease from August figures Is 
due almost entirely to the fact that 
the September calendar shows onri day 
less than the August calendar. Daily 
averages flow totaled 733.000 barrels, 
compared to 735,000 barrels in Au­
gust. Production in West Texas fields 
was especially heavy. In third quarter, 
production amounted to 67,395,000 bar­
rels, whereas 56.034,000 barrels were 
gathered In the same quarter a yeai 
ago.

"Field work was stimulated by the 
completion of several large producers in 
West Texas fields. A total of 534 new 
wflls were completed in September, of 
which 301 were producers: last year in 
September, ‘of the 476 new well* drill­
ed. 257 were successful. Durirg the 
third quarter. 1.671 wells were drill­
ed, of which 961 struck oil, compar­
ed to ' 1,436 completions In the same 
quarter of 1927, 766 being success­

fu l.
I There were very few price changes 
during the month. A few small In­
creases were put into effect in the 
Pennsylvania fields, but these advanc­
es have not been extended to Texas, 
although higher quotations arc not un­
likely before winter.
