FOUR MILES OF
PIPE LINE LAID
EAST OF RIVER

All of the Line From the
Bridge East is Strung—
One Thousand Barrels of
Crude Oil is Now Ready
Daily.

Rapid progress has been made on
the construction of the pipe line run-
ning from the Illinois wells west to
the river. All of the line has been
strung and four miles of it has been
laid. There is now employed a crew
of more than twelve men and they are
making quick work of the construe-
tion.

No work has been done on the line
running from the river west to town
on account of some preliminaries nec-
essary to secure all of the right of
way.

The officials state that they will be
ready to run approximately 1000 bar-
rels into the line as soon as completed
and possibly more. It is understood
to be the intention of the company to
complete several additional wells as
goon as the line is finished in order to
bring the total production up to 3000
or 4000 barrels, the amount which is
likely to be taken by El Paso con-
serns.

Failure to secure all of the right of
way is the only thing that may ob-
struct it's completion. As soon as the
pipe line is ready the officials will be
able to dispose of all oil ready to run
through at that time,

Two years ago the hay growers of
New Mexico feeling that an unfair
discrimination was maintained against
the growers of New Mexico with ref-
erence to the minimum weights on hay
as compared with the same rate as
given Texas, started a fight for re-
duction. W. R. Hornbaker, manager
of the association here. together with
Willis Pardee, of Hagerman, secretary
of the alfalfa association at Hager-
man, were called before the state cor-
poration commission then at Las
Cruces to testify in the case. The
testimony offered there resulted in a
reduction, which will be of interest to
all hay growers of the valley since it
will mean a substantial saving in
freight rates.

“Interstate commission today in
the case brought by your commission
against Santa Fe finds alfalfa min-
imum weights complained of un-
reasonable and unduly prejudicial to
shippers in New Mexico and finds
following minima should be estab-
lished interstate and also intrastate
in Texas, Under thirty six feet six-
teen thousand five hundred pounds
then to and including thirty six feet
six inches twenty thousand then to
and including forty feet twenty two
thousand then to and including forty

two feet twenty four thousand. Over
forty two feet thirty thousand.
Record held open for order if nec
essary. Cordial congratulations to

you and your commission upon this
improvement which you have secured
in the transportation conditions under
which your shippers do business.”
We hope that the minimum weights
prescribed by the interstate com-
merce commission will prove satis-
faciory to the alfalfa hay shippers
of *‘he Pecos valley., The minima
fixed will not only apply on interstate
shipments from points in New Mex-
ico to points in Texas but also to in-
trastate shipments within the state
of Texas. This will have the effect
of placing the Texas intrastate scale
on the same basis as the interstate
scale and will remove the unjust dis-
crimination heretofore existing in
favor of the Texas shippers. You
will note that the minimum weight
on the so-called standard cars will be
20,000 pounds. The Commission
evidently disregarded our request to
have a tariff rule established provid-
ing that actual weight shall govern
when cars are loaded to full visible
capacity.

“The Earth” is Lending a
Helping Hand to the Val-
ley Wide Advertising
Campaign—Tells Story of
Farming Here.

The Earth, a magazine published
by the Santa Fe railway interests,
which receives a wide circulation
among the prospective home seekers
throughout the United States, gives
the Pecos Valley the first real boost
in their current issue. More than
two pages are devoted to an article
on the valley in which numerous cuts
are used descriptive of the Valley
farms.

Part of the article follows:
November, 1924,

A land of sunshine and health; a
delightful climate; a rich valley soil
watered by the perennial Pecos River
and tributaries, a thousand artesian
wells, and modern pumping plants; a
wonderful wide range of successful
crops; easy access to important mar-
kets, east and west, south and north;
traversed by the Santa Fe Railway
and a net-work of well built highways;
modern conveniences; up-to-date
state, public, and private schools; an
intelligent citizenship—this describes
in a paragraph the Pecos Valley, in
southeastern New Mexico.

Growth of the valley in thirty-five
years has been unusual. In 1889 it
was a wilderness, remote and difficult
to reach. The only inhabitants were
a few roving cowmen, grazing their
herds of wild Spanish cattle on the
rich native grasses.

Today it is the home of a prosper-
ous people. Orchards, shade trees,
alfalfa fields and cotton fields have
taken the place of the mesquite brush
and the cactus. Well bred livestock
has crowded out the wild Spanish
cattle. Transportation has made the
valley easy to reach.

Cities and towns with paved streets
and all modern conveniences have
come as by magie, built from the pro-
ducts of the fertile valley soil. Irri-

gation works to reclaim the desert
have been built, Telephone and
electric light and power lines radiate

over the valley. Industries have come.
The banks and business houses have
grown to important institutions as the
country developed. Newspapers,
schools, churches, fraternal organi-
zations, libraries, hospitals, rural
mail service and modern hotels have
been established.

This development is due to the aec-
tivities of agressive people and splen-
did natural resources. Everything
grows in the Pecos Valley excepting
strictly tropical crops. The climate
is mild and dry. The growing sea-
son is long. In fact, farm work con-
tinues the year around. Standard
crops are alfalfa, cotton, wheat and
other small grains, corn, kaffir, milo,
beans, broom corn, sudan, and many
forage crops. Alfalfa makes four
crops a year, and often a fifth and
furnishes pasture in the winter.

Delicious fruit ,including apples,
peaches, pears, cherries, grapes, plums
and other kinds are grown. Roswell,
Artesia, Hope and other districts have
developed a big business in apples.
Early varieties come on the market in
the summer and usually command a
high price.

HINKLE SENDS TROOPS
TO LAS VEGAS TUESD'Y
—SKIPWITH IN CHARGE

J. F. Hinkle, who was in Roswell
Tuesday to vote in the general elec-
tion announced that martial law had
been declared in San Miguel county
as a result of the recent trial of the
former sheriff and of the activities

of certain politicians. For some
reason unknown several hundred
marshals were sworn in, which

brought about the declaration of mar-
tial law by the executive.

Adjutant General John Shipwith,
who was also in Roswell left Monday
for Las Vegas to take command of the
situation.

The situation at the meadows grows
out of the attempt of Judge David
Leahy to depose Sheriff Frank Del-
gado, and the subsequent orde.r of the
supreme court setting asside his order.

“I simply mean to see that the
people of Las Vegas have an oppor-
tunity to vote without coercion or in-
timidation,” said Gov.

CARL MAGEE SPEAKS
TO A PACKED HOUSE
HERE FRIDAY AT 2 P. M.

Carl Magee, the fighting editor
from Albuquerque spoke to a record
crowd here Friday afternoon at 2:00
o'clock. The Majestic theater build-
ing was packed and standing room
was at a premium during the latter
part of his speech. No campaign
peaker ever held an audience in a
more attentive mood nor no speaker
ever drew the crowd which came to
hear Magee regardless of political be-
lief.

Mr. Magee stated in the beginning
of his address that if the democrats
lost, democratic votes which stayed
at home would do it. He repeated the
charges that only a small per cent of
the democrats turned out at the polls
in the valley, but if they would come
out and vote the east and southeast
end of the state could turn the victory.

The speech consumed more than one
hour and fifteen minutes, during
which time the speaker reviewed first
the ‘accomplishments of the national
republican administration and then
the state administration. He directed
sharp remarks against the recent oil
scandal and reviewed political aetiv-
ities of Albert B. Fall, Harry Daugh-
erty and Denby. He criticised the
present administration for it’s appar-
ent apathy for further investigation,
stating that President Coolidge or-
dered the investigation stopped.

He charged that the republican
convention was controlled by special
interests and that they cho e men who
were known for their outstanding
political accomplishments rather than
their ability to fill an office. Harry
Daugherty, recent deposed Attorney
General, he said was a good example
for Daugherty, he charged, had never
accomplished anything in his profes-
sion. All he was known for was his
ability to control state polities.

Passing from the national to state
politics, he discussed briefly the rec-
ord or the republican administration
in the past and referred to his trouble
with Judge Leahy in San Miguel
county. The republicans, he said,
would put the same bunch of office
holders back in office in the event
they were elected.

He closed his address with a plea
for all progressives to support the

state ticket.

SOMETHING FOR NOTHING

ALFALFA SEED MOVEMENT
NORMAL—PRICES LOWER
THAN LAST YEAR

About 40 percent of the alfalfa seed
crop had moved from growers' hands
by October 21, according to informa-
tion obtained by the United States
Department of Agriculture, The
movement (rate) in general has been
slightly ahead of last year's and fully
normal largely because of favorable
weather for threshing, In western
and southeastern Nebraska, western
Oklahoma, southern Avrizona, and
California, however, the movement
has been slower than last year. In a
number of districts, especially in Kan-
sas, the seed has been sold by growers
as fast as threshed. In a few other
districts, particularly in Utah, grow-
ers have not been selling freely. The
movement in this state last year was
slow at first because harvesting and
threshing began later than usual. Due
to the fact that 40-45 per cent of the
total crop of the United States was
produced in Utah this year, the move
ment figures for this state have
materially lowered the estimate for
the country as a whole.

Prices offered to
21 were 50 cents to $2.00 per 100 lbs,
lower than last year on the same date
in a majority of districts. Prices for
clean seed ranged from $14.25 to 14.50
in Utah and $14.75 in northern Kan
sas to $17 in South Dakota and $18
in Montana. The average price of
common seed for the United States on
this date was $15.65 per 100 Ibs,, basis
clean seed, and $13.65 for country-run
seed. Prices for Grimm alfalfa were
mostly $30-835. The recent trend of
prices was slightly lower,

The quality of the 1924 crop is bet-
ter than usual and than that of last
year in practically every surplus pro-
ducing state,

Recent imports of alfalfa seed have
been small.

Mr, J. 8. Jacoby, egg marketing
specialist for the U, 8, Department of
{ Agriculture, spent the week of October
20 to 256 with the county agents in
New Mexico demonstrating the U, S.
grades for eggs,

Meetings were held at Las Cruces,
Albuquerque, Clovis, Portales, Ros-
well, Tularosa and Alamogordo, where
the U. S. tentative egg grades were
explained and candling demonstra-
tions given. These meetings were at-
tended by producers, country mer-
chants and produce dealers.

From time immemorial, eggs have
been marketed by producers at a flat
price, regardless of quality or con-
dition. This practice has penalized
the producer who produced, handled,
and marketed high quality eggs, ex-
cept as they might be sold direct to
consumers who were willing to pay a
premium for known high quality eggs.
It is the purpose of the Department
officials to bring about, through a
campaign which is now progressing, a
reform which must begin probably
with the country merchants, by mak-
ing it possible for them to buy eggs on

Very natuarlly this proceeding calls
for candling by the country merchant
and the use of an egg scale, but the
handling of these is quite simple, and
with just a little practice it can all be
done speedily.

The price paid for eggs would prob-
ably be about 3 cents per dozen above
the ordinary flat price for all of buy-
ing grade No. 1, and perhaps 3 cents
below such flat price for buying grade
No. 2. It can readily be seen and such
practice completely reverses matters,
and would place both premium and
penalty where they belong.

Nobody but the transportation com-
pany realizes any profit from market-
ing stale or rotten eggs, and the more
of such eggs going on the market, the
lower the price for common run eggs
and the fewer consumed. It all tends
to tear down the industry, and every-
body should be interested in doing all
that can be done to aid in bringing
about this much needed reform.

FIND “DADDY"” OF
FOUNTAIN PEN
NEAR BABYLON

CHICAGO-—The ancestor of the
modern fountain pen has been found
in the ruins of Kish, the Sumarian
capitol, nine miles from ancient Baby
lon.

Word of the discovery of a five-inch
stylus, the oldest known writing im
plement, was cabled to D. C. Davies,
curator of the Field museum of nat
ural  history today. The museum
archeologists are co-operating with
the Oxford university expedition in
excavating the ancient city of Kish.

The stylus resembles a present day
lead pencil, according to the cable de
