“ The D epartm ent of Public 
Safety will have patrolm en 
on duty throughout this w eek­
end in its endeavor to curtail 
and reduce as m any of these 
traffic  accidents as  possible, 
however the individual m otor­
ist holds the responsibility in 
his own hands as to w hether 
or not he will be involved in 
a traffic  accident during this 
weekend.

What Sonic Folks 
Don’t Know Of 
Social Security

W'ill Rogers once said, "M y 
biggest problem  as I grow old­
er is not finding out how little 
I know. My problem is that 
1 know so much that ain’t so." 
The acce lera ted  developm ents 
of the tw entieth century lead 
m any of us to feel quite the 
sam e way as Will Rogers, ac­
cording to R. R. Tuley, J r .. 
District Manager of Social 
Security in Abilene. Change 
—rapid change — is the order 
of the day, in alm ost every 
area  of life.

"Ask someone what social 
security means to him •»~d 
you m ay get an answer like 
this: ‘Social Secunty is w *t 
you get when you reach 65.’ 
While this idea is not entirely 
wrong, it is far from being 
the whole story. Many chang­
es have lieen m ade in the so­
cial security  law over t h e  
y ears  m aking it a program  of 
lifetime protection, rather than 
m erely a retirem ent insurance 
p lan ,” Tuley added.

Congressional action has in­
creased social security 's pro­
tection of the worker and his 
family. Now, disabled work­

ers, regardless of age, are pro­
tected as soon as they get in 
five years of social security 
cred its; the w orkers’ families 
a re  protected in c a s e  of 
death, no m atte r how young 
the workers a re ; and both 
m en and women m ay retire 
and draw  social security  bene­
fits as early  as age 62.
