Panhandle Hogs in Evidence. «

The Fort Worth Stock Report-
er says: Texas farmers are rais-
ing more hogs for this. market,
though not as many by half as
they should. Most of the in-
crease is in the Panhandle. Re-
cently when twenty-one loads of
hogs were in, seventeen of them
came from the Panbandle. The
Plains make an ideal hog coun-
try. Disease is rare, land is
cheap, and forage crops with kaf-
fir corn -and milo maize make
raising of hogs easy and- profit-
able. In'a short while we ex-
pect to see the Panhandle make
as good a showing as Oklahoma
as a source of supplies for this
market. Farmers need not fear
an over-supply. The packing
houses now here can use twice
as many as they are getting and
other packing houses will be
built as soon as they can depend
on getting enough hogs to run
with.

A Texan reporter held a very in-

lmow of the early history of West
Texas and New Mexlco, among
other things that the yemains of
an old fort just beyond the Rab-
~bit Ear Mountains, to the left of
the Denver road and west of
C\aywn. marks the spot where
the] Mexican army made great
preparations to defeat the army
of Gen. Taylor dyring the Mexi-

can war, The fight lasted less
than twenty-four minutes and
the “noble Spaniards’’ made way
for liberty. The reporter called
attention to the fact that a great
many newspaper items were ap-
pearing recently to the effect
that Col. Goodnight had bought
an immense domain in Old Mex-
ico and would put his Panhandle
lands on the market and move
his buffalo herd and his cattle to
that country. In reply the Col-
onel stated that he did not know
where the papers got their infor-
mation. He said that He had
been looking over Old Mexico
and the West extensively for sev-
eral months, and that it_was his
best judgment that the han-
dle of Texas was the best place
to live in and to makemoney that
could be found, and that he was
not going to sell his property
here. On the contrary; that
whenever he had any money to
invest in real estate he would put
it in the soil of the Panhandle,
and that there was no chance for
a man to lose money in Panhan-

A discussion of the aemge.old
value of the grain crops of Texas
is conditioned by the existence
of statistics bearing on these sub-
Statistics in Texas, partie-
ularly agricultural statistics, are
scarce articles. No department of
the State government is prepared
to collect them. Nominally the
State Department of Agriculture

and compilation. But the only re-
sults to show for the labor, tizae
and money spent by the depart-

ment is a mass of evidence show-’
ing that the law governing the col-
lection of statisties is impossible
of execution. The tax assessors
were allowed no pay for this work.

| Many farmers refused to give the

information asked for, and they
cammot be coerced.

Only one of the state agrieul-
tural associations has endeavored
to collect statistics of the partien-
lar crop grown by its mel,nben
This is the Texas Rice Farmers’
Association. In their case the ne-
cessity for such information was
very clear and the conditions for
obtaining fairly accurate results
were favorable. The estimates
made by the rice farmers by no
means coincide with those pre-
pared by the United States De-
partment of Agriculture.

The estimates prepared by the
United States Department of Ag-
riculture in regard to acreage,
produetion and value of the grain
crops of this State are there-
fore, the only “figures available.
These figures are only estimates
and may be considerably wide of
the mark as is surmised by some
well-informed men. The next cen-
sus will show where we stand. .
While- these figures answer in
a general way the purposes of the
present discussion, one eannot pro-
ceed very far in an investigation
of farm crops before he comes up-
on such questions as cost of pro-
duction, or the capital required
for producing the various erops,
or the cost of man and horse la-
bor, or the met profit of several
crops or combinations of ecrops.
Information on these subjects
should be known, not only in a
general way for the State, but for
each county in the State. Search
for such information under Texas
conditions is pow almost fruitless.
There is need for a vigorous agita-
tion of this subject of statistical
information regarding the prinei-
pal phases of farm operation. To
lead in such an agitation, who is
better qualified than the aggress-
ive, organizéd bodies of farmers

represented here today? Agita-
tion ‘will lead many to study and
thought, and intelligént action
will follow.

Small Grain. -

The production of wheat, oats,
barley and rye in Texas is not suf-
ficient to meet the demand for
their products. The area planted
in these crops in 1908 was only
1,862,000 acres. The increase in

- f{ravages of the green bug, the acre-

age in wheat dropped in 1907 to
380,000 acres—one fourth of what
it had been during the preceding
year. In 1908 it was increased to
about three-fourths of the acreage
in 1906. .The acreage in barley
and rye does not show any de-
crease in recent years. Neither
is there any marked tendency to-
ward an increase. The acreage
of 1908 is about what it has been
for some years.

Corn.

Among the corn growing states

of the Union Texas ranks fifth in
production and third in acreage
and total value of crop. As com-
pared with former years the Texas
corn crop of 1908, in acreage, pro-
duétion and total value is the
greatest ever produced. The av-
erage yield per aere for 1908
(25.7) has been exceeded only five
times—namely, in 1867 (28.2),
1869 (28), 1870 (26. 5), 1878 (26),
and 1895 (26.4). .
Corn is one of the two grain
erops of which Texas produces a
surplus, and this surplus will grow
rapidly for many years to come.
Corn can be grown by the poor-
est; it requires but few inexpen-
sive tools for its production.
Where it is gfown. extensively
there is room for progress in theé
use of better. machinery. Corn
can be used at home ; no expensive
processes have to be gone through
to make it available for consump-
tion on the farm. A radical
change should, however, be made
in the construction of the corn
eribs, so that the corn weevil may
be coutyolled.

Corn 1s at home in Texas. At
the last meeting of the Texas Corn
Growers’] Association Mr. C. H.
Alvord, professor of agriculture in
the Agricultural and Meéchanical
Cellege, stated that ‘‘Texas has
more area suitable for the growing
of corn than any other State in
the Union.”
