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College Union Conference

Concludes Campus Sessions

The Region Nine Assn. of Col-
lege Unions conference draws to
a close on the Texas Tech cam-
pus today, concluding a three-
day session of workshops, dis-
cussions, luncheons and enter-
tainment,

More than 200 students from
four states are attending the
three-day meet, hosted by Tech
Union.

HOWARD HEAD of Richard-
son, delegate from Texas A&M
University, was elected Friday as
the new chairman of the region,
which will be split next year.
Schools in Texas, Arkansas and
Louisiana will be in Region 12
in the future,

New first vice chairman is
Margaret Saetre of Hattiesburg,
Miss., delegate from Tulane Uni-
versity.

Highlighting the round of
events Friday was a talk by
Porter Butts of the University
of Wisconsin pinpointing the role
the student union should play
on the modern college campus,

In the keynote address, Butts
described the student union as

educational program of the col-
lege.

HE TOLD THE group, “If I
had to choose one purpose for
a college union, it would he to
associate the union firmly with
the purposes of education.”

Butts, editor of publications
for the national ACU, outlined
the beginning and early history
of the college union, first or-
ganized at Cambridge Univer-
sity in 1850.

He added that the union to-
day is as normal and necessary
a part of the college equip-
ment as a gymnasium dormi-
tory or library, serving as a
unifying force and place where
faculty and students can meet
on a common ground, in an in-
formal atmosphere,

Butts stressed the funetion of
the union as a place where easy
exposure to the arts helps
change the pattern of students
from trival to serious cultural
pursuits,

Senate Approves Aid Bill

WASHINGTON AP—The Senate
today sent to President Johnson

a $1.56-billion bill authorizing a
program geared to modern job op-
portunities,

In addition to increaseing sharply
federal funds for vocational training
the bill extends for two years the
impacted areas program of aid for
federally affected school districts
and boasts loan money for college
students.

The House passed the compro-

mise bill 300-65 Thursday after de-
feating 193-180 a Republican move
to reduce some of the allotments.

It 1s the third major education
bill passed by Congress this year,
bringing a claim from Democratic
leaders that the 1963 session long
will be remembered for its work in
this field.

Federal support for vocational
education, now about $57 million a
year would be increased by the bill
to $731 million over a four-year
period.
