OLD CANS AND
BAR MOSQUITO

City Sanitary Officers Issues 
Orders W hich Declares 

W ill Be Enforced.

A drive has been started by Wade 
Swift, city sanitary officer, to clean 
up the premises of Ranger residents 
who have exposed old cans, trash re­
ceptacles or anything that will catch 
water and become a breeding place 
for mosquitoes.

“ After the recent rains every old 
can or bucket lying discarded con­
tains water enough to breed a mil­
lion mosquitoes and should be re­
moved,”  the sanitary officer said. 
“ Residents of Ranger should have 
enough civic pride in their commun­
ity and their homes to keep it clean­
ed up. Those who do not-remove old 
cans, trash and rubbish will be in­
vited to do so by the city commis­
sion in the near future and a bill 
to defray expenses of such work will 
be charged to them.”

Although no omcial action has as 
yet been taken on the subject, it is 
said that the city sanitary officer 
has his instructions to clean up the 
toAvn. Mosquitoes are the bane of 
summer living and while Ranger has 
never been troubled with the pests, 
as has neighboring towns, enough of 
them have invaded the city to cause 
considerable discomfort and steps are 
being taken to do away with them 
as much as possible. , L

The easiest way is to abolish bfeed- 
ing places and to do this citizens of 
the town must cooperate with the city 
officials in every way. Removal of 
all trash, cans and other rubbish 
likely to 'contain water long enough 
to breed mosquitoes is considered the 
first and most important action.

Ford Has Passive 
Attitude In Deal 

For Shipping Fleet

DETROIT, May 15.— Henry Ford 
feels that the next move in negotia­
tions whereby he might purchase 400 
steel ships from the United States 
shipping hoard is up to the board, it 
was revealed today. Although of­
ficials of the Ford Motor company 
were extremely reticent and refused 
to divulge just how far negotiations 
have gone, Ford’s personal spokes­
man was emphatic in declaring “ it’s 
up to the boards”

The impression given out at Ford’s 
Dearborn offices was that no offer 
for the fleet had been made and 
that the shipping board is yet to state 
what price is wanted for the ships.

Ford himself is not interested in 
commanding a fleet in world com­
merce, it was made clear by Ford 
spokesmen.

Immigrants Seed
Large Sums Abroad

WASHINGTON.— Immigrants in 
the United States annually- send more 
than $300,000,000 in American 
money to friends and relatives in the 
country of their origin, it is estimat­
ed by the department of commerce.

This export of immigrant money, 
derived from wages aim ouier jluj..., 
of gain in this country, forms one of 
the considerable items in the annual 
import and export balance.

Estimates of the department show­
ed that during 1924 immigrants re­
mitted $100,000,000 to Italy; $80,- 
000,000 to Germany; $30,000,000 to 
Poland; $25,000,000 to Russia, and 
$20,000,000 each to Greece |nd Ire­
land. These large remittances of 
American money serve greatly to re­
duce the favorable trade balance of 
the United States, the department 
said, which on actual imports and ex­
ports of merchandise during 1924 
showed a balance of $970,000,000 in 
favor of this country.

Remittances during 1924 totalled 
$350,000,000, but during the same 
period arriving immigrants were esti-

WILDCAT OIL 
OPERATORS IN 
VARIOUS POOLS

Drilling Active North of Ran­
ger; Sleeking Gas in Cheney 
* District,

Drilling in divers pools in East- 
land county started with the busting 
of the Barkley well in wildcat terri­
tory about a month ago. With 15 
locations around the Pritchard No. 
1, located about 8 miles northwest of 
Ranger, oil men are flocking into 
Ranger and deals are being transact­
ed every day. Groups of men are to 
be seen standing *m the ocrnei's, in 
the hotels, sitting on the curbs, park­
ed in automobiles and many have oil 
maps in their hands. Most of the 
maps are the geological survey of the 
Carter-Barkley pool but a number 
of them are o f  others.

An unconfirmed report is that 
Parsons, George and Delaney have 
purheased the interest of Harrison 
ct ah, in the Cheney district, several 
miles southwest of Ranger. With 
four producing’ gas wells flowing 

about 40,000,000 cubic feet of dry 
gas and several more drilling, the 
prospects for a dry gas field in the 
Cheney district are bright.

The Lone Star Gas company is said 
to have made a contract calling for 
the laying of a big main to the field 
when the production reaches 60,000,-
000 cubic feet of gas. Independent 
oil operators around Ranger say that 
there is oil in the Cheney field and 
that the some one will hit it sooner 
or later. The 4,800 acres comprising 
the survey lies between two produc­
ing areas and a firm belief is held 
in the minds of the oepraters that oil 
is to be had in that district.

Corzelius Brothers are now drilling 
on the old M. V. Brewer farm, lying 
between the creek and Merriman 
school house. The old Merriman. pool 
has produced more than 5,000,000 
barrels of oil in its day and is still 
good for more. The well is now 
down about 2,000 feet and drilling is 
being pushed. A report that the drill 
had struck a good showing of oil 
in a pay sand about 1,2000 feet down 
that would be good for a nice well, is 
true, but the hole was drilled on 
through in an effort to strike the old 
Ranger pay. at a depth of about 3,- 
300 feet.

Leases are slow changing hands 
in the new pool, as titles are cloud­
ed. Practically the entire territory 
was leased over during the boom and 
a number of them have lapsed. Most 
of the available leases to be had now 
from the farmers arc tied up with 
royalty leases possessed by men who 
live in other climes. The prices be­
ing asked for land adjoining the 

Priflbhard well and surrounding ter­
ritory are steadily going up with one 
report bavin r that an owner had 
asked $1,000 an acre for htr Inn- i 
However, the deal has not gone 
through as yet, according to reports. 
Starting out at $150 per acre, leases 
are now changing hands for $309 
on up per acre.

AUSTIN, May 15.— The final dol­
lar of the $14 per capital apportion­
ment for the current scholastic year 
of the Texas free schools has been 
transmitted by the state department 
of education. The total amount for 
the year was $18,502,400. Schol­
astics number 1,320,600.

The chief supply of 
helium gas, which may some day 
give all mankind a ride in the clouds

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Potash Development In West Texas Will,
In Time, Build Up An Immense Industry

By D. W. HOLLIS.
AUSTIN. —  Conclusions recently 

reached from a long series of inves­
tigations confirm a long felt convic­
tion that potash does exist in com­
mercial quantities on University of 
Texas and other Southwest Texas 
lands. The total area is something 
like 300 by 200 miles. Dr. J. A. 
Udden, of the bureau of economic 
geology of the University of Texas, 
said:

“ There can be no mistake about 
there being- potash on these lands 
and it runs in . a territory for 300 
miles In length by 200 miles in 
width. But no one could think of this 
being one continuous potash bed; it 
can only be arms of the old sea ex­
tending out here and there. Yet 
even at that, sufficient investigation 
lias now been made to justify a 
thorough and extensive test of the 
whole field.
