A Quail Hunt in Collingsworth

Russia Behind Suez Crisis, 
Walter Rogers Declares

Congressman Walter Rogers 
took time, out from quail hunting 
in Collingsworth county late last 
week to put his finger on Russia 
as the behind-the-scenes cause of 
the Suez crisis, the biggest for­
eign problem the United States is 
facing today.

Turning to the Panhandle scene 
Rogers expressed the belief that 
President Eisenhower recognizes 
the tragic situation in which farm­
ers find themselves, but the people 
of the metropolitan areas, especi­
ally of the east, don’t seem to be 
concerned about the problem.

Primarily, this was a trip on 
which the hard-working congress­
man could relax. He and Jay Tay­
lor of Amarillo hunted at the in­
vitation of Judge Luther Gribble 
and Bess Owen.

The Middle East has been the 
definite boiling point all the time, 
Rogers pointed out, with agitation 
by the Communists as the basic 
reason, and the' rich oil fields as 
the stake. '

“ Nassar yielded to this agitation 
and what he did was in keeping 
with what Russia wanted him to 
do,” the Congressman pointed out.

It may be that Russia wants this 
oil for her own use, but she def­
initely wants it cut off from West­
ern Europe, and in this she has 
been successful

“ The next question is whether 
Russia needs this oil for her own 
use and wants to go in and take 
control. If Russia does that, I 
don’t think there is any question 
but that we will have an armed 
conflict,” the realistic congress­
man continued. “ I don’t know how 
widespread it would be. Russia 
may not want to go that far, and, 
frankly I don’t think that she does. 
But; I do think she wants to keep

it (the oil) blocked off from West­
ern Europe.

“As ths picture presently pre­
sents itself, if the oil is allowed 
to set there, and Russia doesn’t 
take it and Europe doesn’t get it, 
the Arab states will find them­
selves with no income as they 
have had in the past. What hap­
pens then is anybody’s guess.

“ The Suez canal is something 
we’ll have to straighten out,”  Rog­
ers declared. “ We should work to­
ward definite negotiations and 
work out an enforcable — and I 
underline enforcable — agreement 
with Egypt and the other inter­
ested powers to allow world trade 
to use the canal.

“ The big question is how you 
are going to enforce the agreement 
and that is a tough nut to crack.”

Turning to the peculiar position 
in which the UN finds itself. Con­
gressman Rogers pointed out it is 
the position of having to follow

out the concept for which it was 
intended. “ If they take agressive 
action, it will t>iit them in the light 
of having misused the purj>ose for 
which they were founded,”  he ex­
plained.

“ For several years—and I have 
said this in Wellington —  I have 
pointed out the general attitude of 
the people of the Middle East. Al­
though they like us, they can’t un­
derstand why we support the Col­
onial powers, and until we get the 
colonialism question straightened 
out, we’ll continue to have trouble.”

Regarding the US foreign aid 
program, Rogers commented brief­
ly ̂

“ What we’re seeing is proof of 
the fact that our foreign aid pro­
gram was either wrong in the be­
ginning or else it has been mis­
handled.”

Rogers’ voice revealed his deep 
concern for the Panhandle’s farm 
problem as the interview came to 
that point.

“ The general feeling of the peo­
ple in the metropolitan areas, ac­
cording to the newspapers, is they 
don’t seem to be concerned about 
the farm problem.

“ The administration has men­
tioned the farm problem on several 
occasions which would indicate 
they realize the tragic situation 
in which it now finds itself, but 
the’ newspapers in the East don’t 
seem to pay any attention to what 
they are talking about.

“ The general feeling back there 
is that the administration is going 
to try to drive for expansion of 
industry and big business. They 
are going to ,at the same time, 
level o ff the farm economy and 
small business areas and keep 
them from going down any fur-

other business was acted upon by 
the court.

Seventeen of the 20 members 
of the citizens committee attended, 
and part of those who did not at­
tend were ill. Other citizens at­
tended and joined in the discus­
sion in w^at County Judge R. L. 
Templê |j;n called a “ fine and co­
operative meeting” . Richard Bail­
ey was elected committee chair­
man.

The three recommendations 
made by the committee are:

1. That the office of sheriff and 
tax-assessor-collector be separated.

2. That tax’ valuations of coun­
ty property be equalized.

3. That the people then be asked 
to vote a 30 cent ad valorem tax 
which would raise the rate from 
the present $1.02 to $1.32, but 
which would exempt homesteads.

The Citizens Committee named a 
financial advisory committee, to the 
Commissioners Court, including C. 
T. Hubbard, Tom Cunningham, W. 
S. White, W .R. Breedings, and E. 
M. Hunter.

A four-man tax equalization ad­
visory committee to the Commis­
sioners Court was chosen and it 
will name the fifth member. Nam-  ̂
ed were Richard Bailey of Pre­
cinct 1; Stanley Whitson of Pre- 
ciict 2; Roy Peggram of Precinct 
3; and Wood Coleman of Precinct
4.

The committee also recommend­
ed that the Commissioners Court 
issue $32,000 in time warrants, 
with which to pay current out­
standing debts. These warrants 
would be paid off over a, 15 year 
period. An order of intention to„ 
do this could not be -passed be­
cause of Commissioner Barnett’s 
absence.

The committee and court, in dis­
cussion during the day-long meet­
ing, agreed that it would not be a 
good idea to increase property val­
uation much, since that also would 
raise state and school taxes, with­
out doing the county any great 
amount of good.

Judge Templeton estimated af­
ter thd meeting that equalization 
of taxes would increase the countys 
valuation from approximately $8.2 
million to around $10 million.

Regarding the other two meas­
ures, it was pointed out that both 
the proposal to separate the sher­
iff-tax office and to add the 30 
cent tax were defeated in a vote 
by the people in 1955.

The court and the committee 
agreed that* if the three recom­
mendations made were carried out, 
the count3»could get on a current 
proper financial basis without put­
ting any burden on any taxpayer. 
Judge Templeton said.

“ If this is carried out, the com­
missioners say they can keep all 
present officers and services, in­
cluding the home demonstration 
agent, county agent, county service 
officer and the surplus commodi­
ties program,”  the judge continu­
ed.

In regard to issuing the $32,000 
time warrants, it was brought out 
that in April the county will have 
its car tag money, but if this is 
spent to pay outstanding debts, 
there will not be enough left for 
operating expenses.

In f  ther business which could be 
taken care of by the three com­
missioners, Jack Brewer, Alfred 
Knoll and Pat O’Hair, these or­
ders were passed:

Approval was given the two mile 
farm to market road program of­
fered the county. This will amount 
to $57,000 and when the two 
stretches are completed the county 
will have 91 miles of paved farm 
to market roads. The county 
agreed to furnish the right of way.

The court agreed to accept $40 
per month from the ASC office for 
utility payment.

An order was passed that war­
rants and checks for salaries and 
expenses be issued early in order 
that the books may be closed by 
January 1.

An order was passed that county 
pickups be used only by operators, 
not by commissioners, and only for 
purposes relative to road and 
bridge work.

Approval was given claims pre­
sented for pasntnent.

Hospital and medical expense 
up to $100 was guaranteed for an 
indigent woman appearing before 
the court.

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WILL HUNGARY DIE 
IN VAIN ?

What will be the attitude of the 
United States government towards 
the Soviet Union now that its true 
nature has been displayed in all its 
naked brutality in tragic Hungary? 
You and I and the other 168 mil­
lion citizens will decide that ques­
tion by doing something or not do­
ing something about it. - Here are 
some questions we first must ask 
ourselves: Should our govern­
mental leaders continue to clink 
highball glasses with the Commun­
ists at gay festivities? Should our 
foreign policy be one of prostrat­
ing the U. S. before the Red Mas­
ters, pleading again for “ co-exist­
ence?”

Should Bulganin, Khrushchev 
and Malekov be invited to America 
and be feted at offici^  govern-- 
mental functions, as they were in 
England recently (and as had re­
portedly been planned by our State 
Department) ? If you think the

answer to these three questions 
should be. No; then you had better 
write the President of the United 
States, the Acting Secretai-y of 
State, Mr. Hoover, and your rep­
resentatives in Congress and tell 
them so.

WE NEED TO WRITE 
Our governmental leaders are 

sensative to the wishes of the 
people, but only if those wishes are 
expressed. The President, under 
our American political system, 
makes the foreign policy; and the 
State Department carries it out, 
but the Congress wields a power­
ful influence on it. If sufficient 
Americans do not express themsel­
ves we may drift for a while in 
our present official attitude of 
shock and injury and then slip back 
again into the “brotherly” accep­
tance of the Soviet Union and its 
Masters. This would be tragic to 
all the world.

There is, of course, no ^difference 
in the Communism displayed in 
Hungary and the Communism that 
has been in action in all the .sub­
ject nations year in and year out. 
The Communists’ crushing of the 
long suffering people of Hungary 
was spectacular because for a brief 
period a true account of their ac­
tions got to the outside world. Id­
entical methods of crushing out re-

TIDE OF TERROR 
The reign of terror conducted 

in China by the Moscow-trained 
Mao Tse-Tung is clearly described 
in TIME Magazine last March. 
The article is entitled “ High Tide 
of Terror” and is illustrated with 
photographs showing groups of 
Chinese men. women and children 
actually being shot in the backs of 
their heads by, Communists weild- 
ing rifles and machine guns. These 
photographs of the dead lying 
sprawled on the fields of China 
create the same revulsion which 
one feels today whn viewing photo- 
ghaphs of the Communist butchery 
in the streets of Budapest.

“ Foreign specialists, carefully 
sifting reports from refugees and 
other sources, estimate,” said the 
TIME article, “ that at least 20 mil­
lion Chinese have been deprived of 
existence, done away with, or 
otherwise disposed of. This does 
not include 23 million believed to 
be held in forced labor camps. 
These are figures that stagger the 
imagination. In no previous war, 
revolution or human holocaust, 
either in the days of Tamerlaine 
or in the time of Hitler, have so

2. Use first class, 3-cent mail 

for Christmas cards. Be sure and 
add a return address on each card.

3. Separate cards for local and 
out of town delivery. Tie bundles 
of each firmly, with stamps facing 
the same direction. Use slips of 
paper to’ designate which bundle 
is local and which is out of town.

4. Wrap carefully and address 
plainly all packages and tie with 
cord or strong twine. Place a card 
inside each parcel containing the 
senders name and address in case 
the writing on the parcel becomes 
illegible en route.

5. If a letter is enclosed, mark 
the package “ First Class Mail En­
closed” and pay postage for fir^t 
class letter plus parcel post 
charge.

6. For proof of delivery of first 
class letter mail, use Certified 
Mail. Insure valuable parcels.

7. Keep approaches to rural box­
es clear of snow, especailly around 
Wellington. If impossible, rural 
box may be temporarily relocated 
to expedite mail delivery.

8. If parcels are expected that 
are too large to fit in the rural 
box, advise the rural carrier how 
they are to be delivered.

9. Shop and mail early.
The Fergus Falls post office 

launched this Yuletide aid during 
the holiday season of 1948. An im­
mediate success, it was adopted by 
the Minnesota Association of Ru­
ral Letter Carriers in 1955,' only 7 
years later, and by the National 
Association of Rural Letter Car­
riers at its 1956 National conven­
tion.

The Post Office approved the 
oroject and in the Postal Bulletin 
of November 1, 1956 asked Post­
masters to requisition the Christ­
mas message the Department had 
prepared for all rural patrons.

Mr. Stans, commended Postmas­
ter Townley and Rural Carrier 
Krause for initiating this project, 
and the National Rural Letter 
Carriers Association for bringing 
it to nationwide use for the bene­
fit of all postal patrons.

“ It will be a great help to the 
nearly 35 million people our rural 
carriers serve,” he emphasized. 
“Many of the suggestions in this 
combined Christmas Greeting and 
instruction sheet may also be used 
to great advantage by all our pat­
rons, whether or not they are serv­
ed by rural carriers.”

“ This is another example of de­
dicated and loyal postal people us­
ing their talents and wide postal 
ejfiperience to help the Department 
bring our nation even better postal 
seiwice,” Mr. Stans added. “ Such 
orojects become even more import­
ant when you realize that we an­
ticipate this season a heavier mail 
volume than last year’s all-time 
record.”
