YOUR CHILD AND THE 
DOCTOR

It’s a good idea to give written 
consent for necessary medical care 
if your child leaves home for a 
visit or a camping trip, or if you 
plan to be away for any length of 
time.

For example, a summer camp 
nurse may bring a boy in a hos­
pital with an acute case of append­
icitis. But the doctor*; may well 
hesitate to go ahead and operate 
without the parents’ consent.

Is the doctor arbitary, and is 
such permission just a legal tech­
nicality? No, he is well within his 
rights, though he may give first 
aid— but only for emergency treat­
ment where a childs health or life 
may be at stake. He is likely to 
put o ff follow-up care until he 
pan reach the child’s parents. A 
relative or baby sitter generally 
cannot grant consent for a child’s 
treatment. , , . ) *

Even an. adult must' : request 
treatment and grant consent to 
medical care on his own before a 
doctor can give it to him. Chil­
dren cannot do, this.

By going to your doctor . you 
show your willingness and consent 
to accept his treatment. Your con­
sent is assumed ; also when you 
ask for a house call by the doctor, 
or if as a result o f an* accident 
you come to a, hospital for emer­
gency treatment. If you are'.un- 
eoncious, the doctor may well 
give yoq erhergeney care, yet’ lat­
er he should get your consent to 
further treatment. .

Minors canriot consent to medi­
cal treatment, and except in dire 
emergencies their parents or 
guardians must give it for them.

The consent should not be 
broadly or loosely phrased, but 
should be as specific as circums­
tances p e r m i t . . ~ <

The principal reason for having

the consent in writing is to avoid 
later misunderstandings. It is a 
protection both to the the patient 
arid physician.

Farmers Suffering Due 
To Combine Shortage

As if Eastland County farmers 
didn’t have enough to worry about 
right now, they are suffering from 
a shortage of combines with which 
to harvest their oat crops.

Every oat stalk in the county 
is ripe right now, loaded with grain 
and ready to fall over the minute 
the nex.t good sprinkle or good- 
sized puff- 'of wind comes along, 
and the farmers are ■ fighting 
against time, working 25-hours a 
day, Sundays included, trying to 
g'et the grain crop harvested.

County Agent J. M. Cooper said 
there were actually plenty of com­
bines around here to get the crop 

jjn , but the trouble is, they are all 
wanted at once. Farmers are afraid 
to risk the weather from one day 
to the he£t, and the crop would be 
all but ruined if a 'heavy rain 
should beat it to the ground be­
cause the combines could not pick 
it up. They could do it eventually, 
Cooper said, but it would be a 
long, tedious, expensive process.

| be from 35,000 to 38,000 acres 
j planted to peanuts this year, esti- 
j mates if the pretty weather holds

| this week. County Agent Cooper, 
however, is not so optimistic. A f­
ter making a two-day tour of in­
spection over the county, he said 
the farmers would have to go some 
to have half the land ready by the 
end of this week, but he said it 
was possible if they had good luck 
all the way around.

Wylie said peanut seed was 
beginnig to move out of his ware­
houses fast this week, and expect­
ed the demand^to grow every day. 
A lot of fertilizer is also being 
sold because farmers never did 
even get a chance to put that com­
modity out before they were stop­
ped by two full months of rain.

Nearly everybody is in full 
agreement, including the farmers, 
that three weeks of sunshine, heat 
and dry weather are just what is 
needed more than anything else, 
During that time the oats can be 
gathered and most of the peanuts 
actually put , into the ground. A f­
ter that, a good soaking shower 
would probably be welcomed by 
everybody.

As of now the weather has betn 
pei'fect, even though the rains did 
last a little longer than some peo­
ple thought necessary. I f  t h e  
weather continues to behave as it 
should, with a shower now and 
then in July and August, the story 
of what will happen next fall will 
be almost too good to be true.

Farmers Advised 
To Watch for 
Grasshoppers

College Station,—Farmers and 
stockmen in many areas of Texas 
are advised by Extension Entom­
ologists F. M. Fuller and C. F. 
Garner to oe on the alert for pos­
sible damaging infestations, of 
grasshoppers during this spring 
and summer.

Based on surveys made by the 
USDA, the entomologists say that 
infestations ranging from very 
severe to light are forecast for. 
the Panhandle, with Dallam, 
Moore, Hartley and Potter coun­
ties in the very severe area. 
Threatening is the term used to 
describe an even larger area to 
the east. Possible infestations 
could occur in Knox, King, Dick­
ens, Motley, Floyd, Briscoe and 
parts of Crosby, Swisher, Hall, 
Donley, Armstrong, Randall, Deaf 
Smith and Castro counties. Also 
in parts o f Wichita, Clay, Sher­
man and Hansford counties.

Threatening to light infestations 
could occur in wide areas from the’ 
Red River south into deep cen­
tral Texas. 'The situation at pres­
ent, point out the entomologists, 
should be watched very careful­
ly, The first nymphs, newly hatch­
ed ‘hoppers, have been found in 
the Brazos River bottom and hat­
ching will progress northward with 
favorable weather..

The time to do the most effec­
tive job of controlling ‘hopper’s, 
emphasize the specialists, is be­
fore the young leave the hatching 
grounds. Roadsides, field margins,

ditch banks and idle lands bord­
ering cropland should be watched 
carefully for the appearance of 
young ‘hoppers. When numbers 
justify the use of control measu­
res, several insecticides are readily 
available for doing the control job 
and include aldrin, dieldrin, hep- 
tachlor, toxaphene and chordane.

The entomologists suggest that 
the local county agent be contact­
ed for complete details on control 
measures and when and how they 
should be applied. The insecticides 
are poisonous to man and animals 
as well as grasshoppers and the 
manufacturers directions should 
be followed closely, say Fuller and 
Garner.
