TAKING ADVANTAGE -
OF HIGHER PRICES

The high egg market last fall was
in the latter part of November The
records indicate that the tendency I8
for the high spot in the market to ad-
vance earller in the fall. The prob-
lem of the pofizm who Is Interested
in making his poultry pay, Is how to
prepare to tgke advantage of these
high prices . 1

Pullets which began laying late In
October frequently lay during the en-
tire winter Pullets which aee de-
veloped too early begin laying early
in October and then begin to molt, and
unless they are exceptionally well fed
they will not begin laying agaln until
spring.

If Leghorns are hatched before
April 1 and are well grown they will
Hkely start laying early in Octoher,
Under good growing rations a Loghorn
will mature in about 200 days. Some
growers ean carry thelr early hatched
pullets along more slowly and pre
vent them from laylng much before the
first of November. In order to do
this they feed very little meat scrap
and other high protein feeds and feed
considerable ground oats and other
bulky feeds which grow a good frame
but which do not hasten the maturity
of the birds.

The heavy breeds which are slower
maturing will lay better in the fall If
hatched eariler than April. February
and March pullets of the breeds such
a8 Plymouth Rocks, Rhode Island Reds
and Wyandottes will be about the
right stage of maturity for Novembher
eges If they are grown on A good M-
tion.

One trouble with a good many pro-
ducers Is that they @5 not feed thelr
pullets so that they mature quickly
ehough 8o as to start laving In the
fall. In other words you have two
sources of trouble In getting puliets to
lay In November. One is the hatching
of Lezhorns early and therehy
having them go Into a ‘molt. thereby
losing production in the winter from
that source. The other trouble Is on
account of late chicks and siow de
velopment which results In the pul-
fets not laying until the greater part
of the winter I8 over and the period
of high egg prices has passed.

A pound
of sulphur added to each 190 ponnds of
mash will alse ald the hens In growing
new feathers. Sulphar is also a mild
tonic and alds In keeping the hen's
body In condition.
