There are two distinct notions

There is no de­
mand that a representative e f­
face himself, or renounce his 
right to think for himself; and 
above all, he is not to shirk an 
unpopular tasks which looks to 
the welfare of the nation at 
large because it is un|x>pular.

The other theory is that a 
representative should think for 
himself - that is, he should weigh 
the questions at issue and pass 
upon them according as it may 
seem to him best. Platform 
pledges are mere recoinmendi- 
lions which he may or tnay not 
act upon. He can even be elec­
ted upon a democratic ticket 
and vote and act in collusion 
with the republican leaders. He 
is sovereign for the term he is 
elected and in. the capacity 
which be is elected, and not in 
fact a representative at all.

There is no need of discussing 
which plan should be adopted; 
the American government is a 
representative government; and 
yet it is a well known fact that 
this idea lias ceased to obtain in 
the great law making body of 
the nation. Those so called de­
mocratic senators who voted for 
a duty on hides, coal, lumber, 
print i>aper and iron, think you 
they represented the great ma 
jority of their constituents who 
have to buy shoes, coal, lumber,

Contract for power plant to 
furnish power to irrigate 6000 to 
12000 acres of land around Por­
tages. Several slight modifica­
tions to be submitted later.

This agreement, made this----
day o f ........., 1909, between the
undersigned, C. H. Rittenhouse, 
o f Wichita, Kansas, hereinafter 
known as the party o f the first 
part, and the undersigned, - 
whose names are subscribed 
hereto, all o f Rooeevelt county, 
territory o f Nfew Mexico, herein­
after known as parties o f the sec­
ond part;

Whereas, the parties o f the 
second part are the respective 
owners o f various tracts o f land 
in the aforesaid county o f Roose­
velt, and are desirous o f arrang< 
ing with the party o f the first 
part to install, at the point here­
inafter named, a power plant for 
the purpose o f furnishing power 
to pump water for irrigating the 
said lands o f the parties o f the 
second part;

Now therefore, this agreement 
witness* th: '

1 st. The party of the first part 
for the consideration hereinafter 
named agrees to construct and 
install at the point hereinafter 
designated, s power plant for the 
purpose o f furnishing power to 
pump water for irrigating the 
various parcels o f land herein 
mentioned, and to furnish all 
auxiliaries necessary to make the 
plant complete and efficient and 
capable of properly doing the 
work for which it is constructed 
and intended, s more complete 
description of the plant to be 
thus installed and constructed by 
first party is set out herein below.

2nd In consideration whereof, 
each o f the respective parties of 
the second part, whose name is 
subscribed hereto, represents and 
agrees that he is the owner o f 
the tract of land hereinafter de­
scribed, and proposes and agrees
