The Assembly by a 280-251 vote
gave preliminary approval last
night to a third of the four Paris
treaties, this one to admit West
Germany Into the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization, Mendes-

The Premier still must win from
the reluctant lawmakers two more
conflldence votes on the Interiock-
ing accords to free West Germany
and enlist 500,000 West German
troops in Western defense, Both
ballots are scheduled tomorrow.

Still st stake is the key pact
petting up a seven-nation West
European Union with power to
control the arms and armaments
of member countries. It ls this
treaty which actually provides for
West German rearmament. The
Assembly stunned Mendes-France
and alarmed Washington and Lon-
don last Friday by turning down
this accard JB0-250 on its firet read-
ing, The Premler early today sub-
mitted a revised bill calling for
fts ratification aa @
question.

MESSINA, Siclly "m—The Italian
Red Cross rushed tents and relief
supplies today to the lonely Lipari
Islands off northern Sicily, where
rolling earthquakes spread panic
among the people of amall fishing
villages,

The quakes were felt for more
than 11 hours yesterday and con-
tinued, Intermittently, during much
of the night.

Reports reaching here by radio
said there were no dead, but a
few people were slightly injured.
Several houses collapsed and oth-
ers were damaged

Reports from Salins Island sald
about 1,000 persons there, recall
ing the devastaung earthquake of
1927, spent the night in the open
and still refused today to return
to their homes.

U.S. Religious
Rights In Spain

WASHINGTON M — The Alr
Force says a formal agreement
detalling the religious rights of
Americans stationed In Spain must
get Pentagon approval before It is
signed,

This was announced last night
after Washington was advised that
the U.S. military mission in Spain
Is “working toward an under-
standing with the Spanish govern-
ment which will assure all of our
people here the traditional Ameri
can right to worship according to
the dictates of their consclence.”

Alr Force headquarters said it
was awaiting receipt from Madrid
of unsigned drafts of military
agreements being negotiated prior
to the setting up of military ald
and American bases in Spaln.

Maj. Gen. Charles I. Carpenter,
chief of Alr Force chaplains and a
Methodist, was sald In published
reports to have approved a rell-
gious marriage agreement for
Americans in Spain. In response
to Inquiries, Carpenter gsald he
would have no comment until he
had seen the final draft of the
proposed agreement,

Horace Blocker had bought
the feed pens owned by J. D. Poe
and he let the boys have as much
of the old lumber from these pens
ey they peeded This  included
posts. The boys helped tear down
the old pens to pay for this
lumber,

The construction work they have
done included the laying of 1320
feet of water pipe from the nearest
city main, and the installation of
another 200 feet pipe in the bara
and the pens. The Texas Electric
Service Company has contributed
enough wire, switches, insulators
and other equipment to wire the
barn and pens. The boys are golng
o do this work themselves.

The barm Mtself has been bullt
of mew lumber which Horace
Blocker also let them have a truck
to hagl. One of the boys had a
concrete mixer that he brought in
and It was used 10 mix and pour
the floor in the barn.

The Chapter has borrowed $1.250
from the First National Bank of
Btanton to finance the feeding proj-
ect They bought five Hereford
steers, at 18 cents, from Curtis
Erwin, who ranches south of Stan-
ton. These sieers weighed 810
pounds, S pounds, 840 pounds,
600 pounds and 540 pounds for an
average of T80 pounds.

It freed an American
newsman, William Oatis. in return hy the
lifting of US. trade bans against Czecho-
slovakia which had cost that country
aboat $20 million in exports to this coun-
try

Finally, says the USN&WR, Chinese Com-
munists “have been pdid more that 100
million dollars in money and property for
the release of American businessmen who
have been jailed or refused exit wisasn'

Having once plunged into lhe payment
of blackmail to Communist gowvernments,
it will be exceedingiy hard for the U'. S,
to break the chain. The American govern-
ment and people have a real concern for
the safety snd welfare of their citizens,
and it would be hard to refuse payment
knowing that it might cost the lives of in-
nocent men.

Nevertheless, the Reds' demands may
become so exorbitant that other measures
will have to be devised. But what, sheort
of shooting war?

Many Months May Pass Before Test
Of Internal Security Act Completed

WASHINGTON » — Four yvears
az0 Congress handed the govern-

ment a harpoon to stick in the
Communist partsy. I* will be many
months, perhaps yvears,before the

government knows whether the
bharpoon has a real barbed point,

In 1950 Congress passed the In-
ternal Security Act to force the
party to register with the Justice
Department as a Russian agent
and at the same time give a list
of its officers and members,

The pariv said at once it would
never register. It hasn't done so
vet. It almost surely never will,
To recister would be 10 admit that
the Amernican Communist party
was a Moscow twal bent on over-
throwing the government.

The inahility of the government
so far to force the party into reg-
istering—or defyving the law—is
due to the deliberate machinery of
delay built Into the act by Con-
gress itself

The machinery, Intended to give
the Communist party a full hear-
ing and its day in court o defend
Itself, worked like this

If the attornev general declared
the party an instrument of the
Kremlin be would then ask the
Subversive Acuvities Control
Board, specially created by the se-
curity act, lo order the party to
register

But this couldn't be done wntil
the attorney general presented evi-
dence to the board to back up his
charge and untl the party had a
full chance to defend itsell against
or deny, the attorney general’s ac-
cusstions,

This meant a long hearing. And
there was a long hearing The gov-
ernment and the Communists ar-
gued before the board in 1851-52, In
1853 the board agreed with the
attorney general

It found the American Commu-
nist party to be a Russian agent
But the party still dido't have to
register and wouldn't until it
fought the security act and the
board's findings all the way up
through the courts.

Thus it started. Last Thursday,
the U S. Court of Appeals here up-
held the consttutionality of the In-

The Supreme Court would prob.
ably not be able to give a decision
before late 1855 “or sometime in
1356. No one can foretell the high
court’s decision. It may find the
security act unconstitutional

That would mean five or six
years' work had gone out the win-
dow and the party would not have
to register. But suppose the court
upholds the  art and the order to
the party to register.

Since the party says It won't
register, it can be assumed it
won't. But suppose the party an-

nounced. on the day the Supreme

Court ruled against it, that it no
longer existed. Whut could the
government o then?

And suppose the Communist
party, announcing it was dissolv-
ing, bobbed up under another

name, which Is what happened in
Canada. Would the government
have W go through the whole pro-
cedure again to prove it was really
the Communist party?

That's a bridge the govermment
will bave to cross if it comes to
it

‘Coalition Congress’ |dea May

The American Congress operates
through a series of committees in each
house, the chairmen of which are power-
ful men with great authority and respon-
sibility. This is particularly true of chair
men of senatorial committees. It s nor-
mal to assume that the President, who in
this country is also the head of the gov-
ernment, is the final authority, but ac-
tually, under our system of checks and
balances, chairmen of committees can, if
they wish, embarrass a president, slow up
such phases of his program as come be-
fore them, hold up his appointments io-
definitely, avold ratification of (reaties
with forelgn countries and investigate ex-
ecutive departments to their hearts’ con-
tent.

It has always heretofore been embar-
rassing to a president when the majority
in elther house is of the opposite party;
it is even more embarrassing when that
majority ls only of one vote in the Senate
and when his own party Is split. President
Eisenhower {5 attempting to meet this by
arranging what amounts to a non-party
Caongress led by the executive. It 1s a pew
political concept in the United States, al-
though |t has been used In England in
war-time In the form of a coalition govern-
ment and in various other countries in the
form of a one-party government,

Most Democrats are closer to President
Elsenhower's ldeas than many Republl-
cans, certalnly than the right wing sena-
tors who constitute the legislative leader-
ship of his party.

On the other haml, should the Demo-
erats become the party of Elsenhower, it
could mean the elimination of Republicans
altogether. This would be resisted, par-
ticularly by the right wing Republicans
who still constitute a majority of their par-
ty. They would, Iln such circumstances,
not only be fighting for the two-parly prin-
ciple, but for their individual political
lives. And that fight would express itself
tactically in the Senate.

The Bith Congress therefore will not oaly
be Interesting; it may be constitutionally
crucial in American life.
