The House pay bill called for a

classified pay schedules, with high- 
er new pay grades for some 300, 
000 carriers, clerks and mail truck 
drivers.

Speaker Rayburn of Texas on a 
take-it-orle eqveit basis, with all 
amendments barred. 
Rep. Moss (D-Calif), leader of 

the bigger-increase forces, said be- 
fore the House acted that he was 
“quite confident” it would vote for 
the right to offer amendments.

American Airlines plane threading 
its way through darkness and rain 
toward a landing field crashed last 
night, killing 12 persons and in- 
juring 23. 
The twin-engine Convair crashed 

in a pasture about two miles north 
of the Springfield airport. Wreck- 
age was scattered more than 300 
feet, 
The plane carried a three 

member crew and 32 passengers.

Warning of pew °‘most severe” 
storm conditions was issued for a 
part of East Texas late Monday 
morning in, the wake of major 
damage from storms during the 
weekend. 
At least two tornadoes struck 

the state but no injuries were re- 
ported from them. 
Three deaths were blamed on 

the weather and a near disaster 
occurred when a circus tent col- 
lapsed in high winds on a crowd 
of children and adults at Uvalde. 
The tornadoes occurred at 

Waskom on the Texas-Louisiana 
line east of Marshall and at the 
community of Powell, 9 miles east 
of Corsicana in central-north Tex- 
as—Torpado-like winds did exten- 
sive damage in San ARfonio™ als. 
Heavy snow fell in the South 

Plains, light, gusty,driving snow 
occurred in the Panhandle, severe 
dust blew into far West Texas, 
homes and other property were 
damaged by high winds, and soak- Co. 
ing rains fell over much of the 
state. 
Tre warning of coming severe 

storms was issued for the an area 
50 miles east of Lufkin to the ex- 
treme southeast tip of the state. 
The warning extended as far east 
as Alabama. 
The text of the warning from 

the Weather Bureau: 
“A nearly stationary {instability 

line from Gennwood, Miss, to 
Monroe, La., to Lufkin, Tex., will 
intensity this afternoon and move 
southeasterward. 
“Scattered severe thunderstorms 

are likely from noon to 6 p.m. 
along this line in an area along 
and 100 miles southeast of the line 
from 50 miles east of Lufkin to 
Tuscaloosa, Ala. Large hail and 
severe turbulence with strong 
gusty surface winds in most severe 
thunderstorms are expected to oc- 
cur.” . 

BUILDING DAMAGED 
High winds did much damage 

to trees and light buildings in the 
Marshall area of East Texas. 
At Waskom the home of a semi- 

invalid couple, a Mr. and Mrs. 
Proctor, was damaged by a storm 
Sunday night, but the occupants 
were uninjured.- Two vacant 
houses were unroofed. Some wit- 
nesses called it a tornado. 
Linden and Atlanta, both in Cass 

County, north of Marshall, reported 
high winds and some hail. 
The storm front moved into Mar. 

shall at 1 p.m. Sunday with wind 
gusts up to 48 miles an hour. 
Heavy rains also soaked the area. 
The fall at Marshall since Friday 
night measured 2.63 inches. 
In Tyler, a lightening bolt struck 

and ignited the second story of a 
palatial country home causing 
damage estimated at $100,000 Sun- 
day night. 
The bolt struck the suburban 

home of Sam Lindsey, #4, a retired 
attorney. The charge struck a tele- 
vision antenna and set fire to the 
second floor. Firemen fought the 
blaze for five hours during the 
night. Mrs. Lindsey and friends 
were watching television down- 
stairs when the bolt struck. No one 
was injured. 
At 10:30 a.m. Monday, the snow 

line reached as far east 'as Scy- 
mour, near Wichita Falls, where 
weekend rains of 1.30 were record- 
ed.

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President's Super Highway 
‘Plan Appears Dead For Now 

By JAMES MARLOW 
WASHINGTON (Bh — President 

Fisenhower's idea for a super- 
highway system, recently unveiled, 
seems certain to be veiled again 

and put in the attic as an idea 
which got nowhere. It looks dead 
in Congress. 
There it ran into stony opposi- 

tion from the first, mostly from 
the Democrats. The lawmakers 
will probably vote to continue the 
present program but boost the 
amount of money the government 
spends on ft. 
Under that present program a 

total of 47 billion dollars would be 
spent on both main and secondary 
roads in the next 10 years. Ten 
billion of it would come from the 
federal. government, 37 billion 
from states and local governments. 
A special commission created by 

Eisenhower to study the nation's 
road needs—it was headed by re- 
tired Gen. Lucius D. Clay—last 
Jan. 11 handed the President a

It suggested an intensive, 10-year 
plan for a transcontinental network 
of high-speed highways. On Feb. 
22 Eisenhower sent a message to 
Congress which followed the Clay 
commission's reasoning, although 
he didn't say so exactly.
