Pampa turns out to salute fallen heroes

Last night’s VFW Memorial Day 
service at the Freedom Museum 
gave veterans and non-veterans 
alike a chance to celebrate those 
who have served in the military.

“Memorial Day is to honor the 
men and women who served and 
gave the ultimate sacrifice for us, 
and veterans here today who sac­
rificed also,” said Dannie Miller,

chaplain o f the VFW who served 
in the Army in Vietnam. “It’s just 
an honor to stand to honor them.”

Dennis Williams, who served in 
the Army in Vietnam, has a son 
who has served as a Marine in Iraq 
and Afghanistan, and he said he 
celebrates him every day, not just 
on Memorial Day. He added that 
the VFW gives veterans a chance 
to come together each day.

“The members o f the VFW think 
about each other each and every

day, and we help each other out of 
trouble, because o f what we had to 
go through there,” said Williams.

“We try to help each other,” said 
Billy Brown, who also served in the 
Army in Vietnam. “The veterans are 
a brotherhood, and whenever one of 
us needs something, we’re there.”

The importance o f recognizing 
the sacrifices o f veterans through­
out the year was strongly empha­
sized during the service.

Over 1,600 vote 
early in county; 
election today

Election Day for the state primary and Gray County 
races is here, and it comes on the heels o f an up-and- 
down early voting period, according to Linda Lewis, 
Gray County elections administrator.

There were 1,656 in-person voters during the two- 
week early voting period in Gray County, a solid number 
compared to other counties across the state, but nowhere 
near the numbers the election office was expecting.

“1 think our expectation was that w e'd  see the same 
if not better numbers to the primaries that we did in the 
presidential (election),” Lewis said. “1 think the voters 
o f Gray County did what they could in terms of showing 
up like they did.”

Over 4,000 showed up to early vote in Gray County in 
2008, the last presidential election year.

Voters who came out to voice their choices at the polls 
also voiced their disappointment at the state's perceived 
exclusion from having its choice for the Republican 
nomination heard. ^

“These are the comments that we ifrar^,” Lewis said. 
“People were really discouraged that ^flper Tuesday had 
already come and gone and that Texas did not have a 
say in the Republican candidate. They were very disil­
lusioned, 1 guess you could say, that Texas did not have 
that opportunity to have a voice like that we always do. 
... We heard over and over people commenting that they 
didn’t know what the use o f even voting was.

“We remind them that you’ve got your local races 
here,” she added. “That, 1 think, is keeping them plugged 
in, but it’s not an optimal opportunity for them to show 
what they would have if w e'd had our primary in March 
like we always do.”

The early voting numbers were bolstered by a late 
surge, with close to 260 voters coming in betw een 11:30

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Dem ocrats struggling to get noticed
AUSTIN (AP) —  Out o f  range o f 

the circular firing squad dominating 
the Republican primary, Democrats 
are staging their own, much cheaper, 
much quieter tussle for their party’s 
nomination for the U.S. Senate.

Former state Rep. Paul Sadler and 
political newcomer Sean Hubbard 
are the top-tier candidates fighting 
for the nomination in next Tuesday’s 
primary, but are doing it mostly by 
word o f  mouth and small campaign 
events.

That’s because most o f the Dem­
ocratic money in Texas is flying tp 
races in other states where Demo­
crats think they can win. That leaves 
Sadler and Hubbard to scratch for 
pennies on the dollar compared to 
the mega-millions being spent by 
Republicans in their primary.

“ I’m shocked by it,” Sadler said. 
“Democratic donors have given a 
tremendous amount o f money out o f 
state. There’s a culture that has kind 
o f developed o f  people who just 
don’t believe a Democrat can win in 
this state.”

There’s a reason for that.
Texas hasn’t elected a Democrat 

to statewide office since 1994. Even 
when President Barack Obama won 
in 2008, Republican John McCain 
won Texas by a wide margin.

Hubbard thinks that could change 
if  people could only hear the Demo­
crats’ message o f an'alternative to 
the GOP stranglehold on the state.

“We haven’t given us a reason to 
vote Democrat in a really long time,”

Hubbard said.
Hubbard says Democrats have al­

lowed Republicans to define them 
as “killing babies and taking peo­
ple’s guns away. We’re not the pro­
abortion party. We’re the pro-letting 
women make their own decisions 
party. We’re the party o f  Medicare 
and Social Security. We’re the party 
o f fairer taxes. We’re the party o f op­
portunity.”

That message is hard to deliver 
without any money.

According to a recent Houston 
Chronicle analysis o f federal elec­
tion records, o f the $21 million Texas 
Democrats have given to candidates 
miming for federal office, political 
action committees and political par­
ties for 2012, only $4.8 million has 
gone to candidates from Texas.

And the Texas Senate candidates 
are barely seeing a trickle o f that 
cash flow into their bank accounts.

Sadler has raised less than 
$80,000, Hubbard less than half that 
with $30,000. That kind o f money 
barely buys radio ads. Television? 
Forget about it.

“I ’ve been from Amarillo to 
Brownsville and every stop in be­
tween. I have a legislative record 
that speaks for itse lf 1 cannot get 
people to donate,” Sadler said.

Meanwhile, the Republican fight 
between Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst, 
former Dallas mayor Tom Leppert, 
former state solicitor general Ted 
Cruz and former football player and 
television sports analyst Craig James

is burning through millions o f  dol­
lars and dominating the airwaves.

Some o f that is self-funded. De- 
'vhurst, reportedly worth more than 
$200 million, has given his cam­
paign $9.2 million.

Sadler and Hubbard can’t givf 
themselves that kind o f boost. Sadler, 
57, is an attorney from Henderson in 
East Texas. He served in the state 
House from 1991-2003 where he 
was regarded as one o f the smartest 
lawmakers, capable o f passing some 
o f the most complex legislation from 
state budgets to education policy.

Sadler has an office-holder’s re­
sume, although it is a decade old. 
Hubbard, from the Dallas area, is 
31 and looks more like he’s 21. He 
has been a Democratic party activist 
and small businessman before jump^ 
ing into the politics as a candidate. 
Trolling for dollars, Hubbard was 
in McAllen on Wednesday night for 
a meet-and-greet wine and cheese 
fundraiser hosted by a friend.

Also on the Democratic primary 
ballot are Addie Dainell Allen, a fed­
eral employee from Beaumont, and 
Grady Yarbrough, a retired educator 
from San Antonio.

Hubbard is confident that winning 
the nomination would bring national 
attention and money <to his cam­
paign.

“I’ve talked to people who have 
said, ‘Get through the primary and 
we’ll make sure you have money to 
work with,” ’ Hubbard said.

Four wounded in Dallas shooting

DALLAS (AP) —  An argument at a parking lot 
celebration erupted in gunfire, wounding at least foiu* 
people on a street com er south o f  downtown Dallas.

Dallas police statement say the incident happened 
just before 1 a.m. Sunday in a liquor store parking lot. 
Sr. Cpl. M elinda Gutierrez says a suspect was leaving 
with a group o f people when he drew a handgun and 
fired into the air. Another suspect who was standing by 
his vehicle then fired his handgun into that group.

The wounded were taken to Baylor U niversity 
M edical Center, where they were listed in stable con­
dition. They were an 18-year-old man wounded in the 
foot, a 10-year-old boy wounded in the right thigh and 
two 17-year-old girls, one wounded in her upper torso 
and the other In the leg.

No identities were released. No arrests have been 
reported.

M an sentenced for child pom
HOUSTON (AP) —  A 64-year-old man has received 

a federal prison sentence o f  more than seven years 
after being convicted on one count o f receiving child 
pornography.

Douglas Bruce Parsons was also ordered to serve a 
10-year supervised release term and pay $2,000 in res­
titution. He must register as a sex offender.

Hom eland Security Investigations agents in Corpus 
Christi using peer-to-peer software discovered an IP 
address registered to Parsons.

A large volume o f child pom  was found during a 
subsequent onsite preview o f  computers at his home. 
Authorities say a forensic analysis resulted in the dis­
covery o f 17 digital images and 478 videos.

O erk set on fire dies from injuries
GARLAND (AP) —  A clerk who was set on fire dur­

ing a robbery has died.
Garland police say 76-year-old Nancy Harris died 

Friday at Parkland M emorial Hospital where she had 
remained in critical condition since the May 20 inci­
dent.

Police saw Harris step out o f a Fina station on fire. 
An officer grabbed a fire extinguisher and began spray­
ing her. She told police she had ju st been robbed and 
the suspect had doused her with a liquid and set her on 
fire. She gave a description o f  the man.

Officers arrested Matthew Lee Johnson o f  Garland 
after receiving a call o f  attempted break-ins near the 
station. He rem ained in Dallas County Jail on Saturday, 
charged with criminal attempt capital murder. Bond is 
$1 m illion. Authorities say they will pursue a capital 
m urder charge.

Officer fatally shoots man
GALVESTON (.\P ) —  Authorities say an off-duty 

Houston police officer fatally shot a man outside the 
officer’s home.

Galveston police said Houston officers Kevin Smith 
and Carmen Martin showed up at their home after mid­
night Saturday. The house had been raiuiacked, and a 
man walked out and approached the officers, asking 
them what they were doing in his home. Smith told him 
it was his house.

KTRK in Houston reports that the suspect then pulled 
a gun on the officers, and that Smith drew his pistol and 
shot the man before he had a chance to fire.

Investigators said 44-year-old Timothy Merrill was 
shot once in the arm and once in the torso. He died at 
the scene.

Man convicted o f child’s murder
FORT WORTH (AP) —  A Fort Worth man who testi­

fied that he never meant to harm his fiancee’s daughter 
has been convicted o f  m urder in her death.

The Fort Worth Star-Telegram reports that jurors 
Friday deliberated only about two hours before find­
ing 32-year-old Samson Loynachan guilty (http://bit. 
ly/KLgukg). Prosecutors had sought a capital m urder 
conviction in the death o f  2-year-old Chloe Robinson. 
The punishm ent phase begins next week.

Loynachan said he may have injured the child 
when he hit her on the head with a vehicle arm rest 
while trying to cheer her up. W’ithin an hour, she was 
unconscious and having difficulty breathing. She died 
the next day after emergency surgery to relieve brain 
swelling.

Loynachan faces five to 99 years or life in prison; he 
is not eligible for probation.

W ildfire in NM ’s Gila Forest
RESERVE, N.M. (AP) —  Authorities say there’s a new 

wildfire burning in the Gila National Forest in south­
western New Mexico.

Forest officials say the Wagontongue Fire has only 
burned about 40 acres in an area about 20 miles northeast 
o f Reserve.

Reserve Ranger District officials say the fire began 
Simday and its cause is undetermined

They say a fire line already has been built around the 
blaze, which is burning ponderosa pine and grass in rag­
ged terrain near the 9,000-foot level.

New school already overcrowded
SAN ANTONIO (AP) —  A new San Antonio-arca 

high school is so crowded that portable classroom s 
have been set up.

The San Antonio Express-N ew s reports Judson 
school district board m em bers are expected to  hear 
from district staff next month about the overcrowding, 
though some trustees say there are few options for 
re lief at Judson High School, which has an enrollm ent 
o f  about 3,500 with classroom s for only 3,100.

The rebuilt Judson High opened in 2010 and finish­
ing touches are still being applied.

The d istrict has one other com prehensive high 
school, which has no extra room. Voters in 2010 
turned down a  bond proposal for a third com prehen­
sive high school.

Judson High isn ’t the growing district’s only crow d­
ed school, but operations director Dan Kershner says 
it’s the m ost packed o f six currently over capacity.

Q. My son has a job for the 
summer —  a real job with a real 
paycheck. So will he owe taxes on 
this money, and will he have to file 
a tax return?

A. Welcome to real life —  
where money earned is shared 
with the government. It may be 
a rude awakening for your son. 
The first thing he will be asked 
to do is fill out IRS form W-4, 
“ E m p lo y ee ’s W ithho ld ing  
Allowance Certificate.” That’s how 
the employer will figure out how 
much to withhold from his pay- 
check for federal income taxes.

That will be the first shock, 
because the amount withheld will 
be based on the pay level as if  he 
were a full-time worker. But since 
he will work only for a few months, 
he probably w on’t reach the income 
level necessary to pay taxes —  
$5,950. So next April, he can file 
for a tax refund. And yes, in the 
meantime, the government gets the 
use o f his money.

He will also notice a deduction 
for FICA —  the “payroll tax” —  
or as it is commonly known, the 
Social Security Tax. The threshold 
for paying FICA is $400, and this 
is money he won’t get back until 
retirement, maybe. Tell him that

FICA stands for Federal iflnrance 
Contributions Act —  so he’s really 
making a “contribution” (not vol­
untary) to his future retirement in 
the event that Social Security is 
still around. Actually, he’s making 
a contribution to your retirement!

Then he can spend —  or save 
T - whatever is left after all those 
deductions. It’s likely that he will 
qualify for a federal tax refund next 
year. I f  he is in college and under 
age 24, as a full-time student, he 
can be claimed as a dependent on 
your return, giving you a deduction. 
Even so, next April he must file his 
own return to claim the tax refund. 
He won’t be able to claim his per­
sonal exemption if  he is a depen­
dent on your return, but he will get 
the standard deduction o f $5,950 
for 2012. Thus, if  he earned less 
than that amount, he will get back 
all the withholding taxes he paid 
in because he has zero tax liability.

However, if  your son is no longer 
a full-time student for at least five 
months o f the year, and earns more 
than $3,800, you can no longer 
claim him as a dependent. Then

he would get both the individ­
ual exemption and the standard 

jkdeduction, resulting* in a larger 
Htox refund to him —  and a big- 
P ger tax bill to you. Either way, he 

will learn how to file his own tax 
return. And surely he’ll do it in 

January because he will be anxious 
to get the money back!

Here’s one more creative tax idea. 
Even if  he spends all the money he 
makes, you might want to create a 
Roth IRA for him, where you can 
invest the amount he earned —  up 
to $5,000 —  to grow tax-free for 
his eventual retirement. Or you 
could create an incentive and match 
dollar for dollar, or two for one, 
every penny he saves in the Roth 
IRA.

Open an account at any mutual 
fund company, and invest it in 
the stock maiicet —  where over 
the long run it will grow in value, 
and serve as an encouragement for 
future savings. That is truly a gift 
that will grow in value.

Investors lose in Texas utility stakes
D A LLA S (A P) —  

Private equity investors 
who bought Dallas-based 
electric utility TXU Corp. 
five years ago now see 
the company worth less 
than the $45 billion they 
paid and mired in debt.

Nevertheless, the com ­
pany now called Energy 
Future Holdings is m ak­
ing m ultim illion-dollar 
retention bonus payments 
to executives and cash 
payments to private equi­
ty holders. The Dallas 
M orning News reported.

W arren Buffett recently 
apologized to Berkshire 
H athaw ay shareholders 
for spending about $2 bil­
lion on EFH bonds, which 
arc now worth about $878 
m illion , and conceded 
even that could be wiped 
out. Private equity firm 
KKR has written down its 
EFH investm ent’s value 
by 95 percent.

Experts say the compa­
ny and its investors were 
ambushed by plummeting 
natural gas prices and the 
effects on wholesale elec­
tric power prices.

“ W hat brought Energy 
Future Holdings ... to this 
sorry state o f affairs is the 
wholly unexpected events 
around natural gas,” 
Colin Blaydon, director 
o f  Dartm outh C ollege’s 
Center for Private Equity 
and E ntrepreneursh ip , 
told the newspaper. “I 
m ean, nobody saw this 
com ing.”

The developm ent o f 
h y d r a u l i c - f r a c t u r i n g  
technology has freed up 
vast amounts o f natural

gas in already exploited 
fields in Texas and the 
N ortheast. In February 
2007, when KKR and 
private equity  partners 
TPG and Goldman Sachs 
announced their offer to 
buy TXU in the biggest 
leveraged buyout in his­
tory, natural gas futures 
were trading at $7.55 per 
million BTUs. Now, they 
are trading at around $2.

“Everybody and their 
brother said natural gas 
would be $5 to $6, some­
where in that range,” 
ahead o f the buyout, GF 
Energy LLC head Roger 
Gale told the newspaper, 
which had hired his con­
sulting firm to study the 
buyout in 2007. “If  that 
one single number turns 
out not to be correct, as 
it turned out to be, the 
economics go kablooey.”

The lenders, such as 
B erksh ire  H athaw ay, 
have been the losers 
so far. In March, Fitch 
Ratings said “some kind 
o f default seem s inevita­
ble” with $3.85 billion in 
debt com ing due in 2014.

EFH “has m anaged 
as well as any company 
the pressures o f  histori­
cally low natural gas and 
wholesale pow er prices 
and a sluggish economy,” 
EFH spokesm an Allan 
Koenig told The News in 
an email.

EFH operating revenue 
has fallen from $10 bil­
lion in 2007, with assets 
o f $64.8 billion, to $7 bil­
lion in operating revenue 
and $44.1 billion in assets 
last year. M eanw hile,
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KKR, TPG and Goldman 
Sachs shared $37 million 
in 2011 for “management, 
consulting, financial and 
other advisory services” 
in a fee that increases 
by 2 percent each year, 
according to filings with 
the U.S. Securities and 
Exchange Commission.

C h ief executive John 
Young earned a $1.2 mil­
lion in base salary and a 
$1.73 m illion bonus last 
year.

“To keep m anagement 
from bailing and going 
somewhere else, to have 
any chance o f  saving the 
ship, they start giving 
these ‘golden parachutes’ 
to them to stay,” said 
Jim Nolen, a lecturer at

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Hispanic boom may not make impact

SAN A N TO N IO  (A P) —  One 
is a black real estate agent and the 
other a white m illionaire. For two 
new districts created to reflect 
T exas’ soaring Hispanic popula­
tion, they m ight be the represen­
tatives elected to Congress.

T h a t’s not ex ac tly  w hat 
H ispanic leaders p ictu red , and 
some are disheartened.

The num ber o f  H ispanics in 
Texas grew  by 2.8 m illion in the 
last decade —  second only to 
C alifornia —  and drove a popu­
lation boom  that rew arded the 
state with a total o f  four new U.S. 
House seats. Yet in T uesday’s 
prim aries, Texas voters may put 
no more H ispanics on the path 
to Congress than the six the state 
has sent since 1997.

The reasons illustrate why more 
population  d o esn ’t necessarily  
m ean m ore political pow er in an 
ethnically diverse state. In this 
case, the way the new districts 
were m apped by a Republican- 
controlled legislature, com bined 
w ith the natu ral advan tages 
enjoyed by political veterans who 
already are well established, has 
left a group o f  eager Hispanic 
cand ida tes facing  fo rm idab le  
opponents from other races.

“ C hea ted . W e ’re ch eated . 
Are we going to wait another 
lO years?” said Sylvia Rom o, 
a H ispanic form er state  law ­
m aker running against w ealthy 
D em ocratic incum bent U.S. Rep. 
Lloyd Doggett.

Som e H ispanic leaders already 
are beginning to look tow ard the 
next election cycle, w hen they 
hope pending legal challenges 
will bring about helpful changes 
in the district m aps.

B etw een  2000 and 2 0 10, 
H ispanics accounted  for three 
out o f  every  five new  Texas 
residents. N early 38 percent o f  
the s ta te ’s popu lation  is now  
H ispanic. Population gains have 
been reflected  in the num ber o f  
H ispanic officeholders elected  in 
dow n-ballot races from  the leg is­
lature to  school boards —  up 46 
percent to about 2 ,500 betw een 
1996 and 2010.

Yet gains on C apitol Hill have 
not kept pace. The six H ispanic 
m em bers represent about a fifth 
o f  the s ta te ’s 32 congressional 
seats.

Low  vo ter registration and tirni- 
out am ong H ispanic residents has

long played a part in sapping 
Hispanic representation.

But H ispanic D em ocrats had 
expected the new  congressional 
d istricts, w hich were based on the 
2010 C ensus, to help them  flex 
m ore dem ographic m uscle.

Tw o o f  the four new  districts 
were draw n as m inority-opportu­
nity seats, touching on four m ajor 
cities w ith large Latino popula­
tions: Fort W orth, D allas, San 
A ntonio and Austin. A bout 60 
percent o f  the voting-age popula- 

, tion in both districts is H ispanic.
“These elections are a key test 

o f  Latino voting pow er in 2012 ,” 
said D em ocrat D om ingo G arcia, 
w h o ’s trying to becom e the first 
H ispanic e lec ted  to C ongress 
from Dallas. “ It would be break­
ing that glass barrier in tentjs o f  
what Texas really looks like.”

But the boundaries set up races 
with two strong D em ocrats —  
one a w ell-know n incum bent 
congressm an —  who were not 
H ispanic. The political w rangling 
and legal challenges over the d is­
tricts also lasted m onths and gave 
new com ers less tim e to prepare.

A m ong the front-runners for 
the tw o seats are D oggett, 65, 
who has served in C ongress since 
1995, and M ark V easey, a black 
state law m aker and real estate 
agent, who has a solid po liti­
cal base and the endorsem ent o f  
both m ajor new spapers in the d is­
trict, The Dallas M orning News 
and Fort W orth S tar-Telegram . 
His state House district overlaps 
about a third o f  the new congres­
sional d istrict where his biggest 
challenger is G arcia. The candi­
dates who win the D em ocratic 
nom ination will be heavy favor­
ites to win the general election.

Doggett has a cam paign trea­
sury o f  $2.8 m illion. Rom o d id n ’t 
announce her cand idacy  until 
February and started w ith only 
$20,000.

D oggett has been advertising 
and cam paigning actively  in the 
d istrict, arguing he m ust be doing 
som ething right for R epublicans 
to try to  rem ap him  out o f  office. 
He is touting his liberal voting 
record , which even his H ispanic 
opponents concede they w ould 
im itate.

The H ispanic candidates are not 
openly w ooing voters w ith their 
ethnicity . And som e voters say 
they w ouldn’t vote on that basis 
anyw ay.

“To m e, w hat d ifference does 
it m ake?” said  teacher D iana

R am irez, 32, w ho m et D oggett 
th is m onth  in San A n to n io ’s 
dow ntow n La V illita  d istric t, 
w here he was cam paigning at an 
art fair.

D oggett said he isn ’t costing 
Texas another Elispanic face in 
C ongress by com peting  in the 
predom inantly  H ispanic d istrict 
ra ther than  in a ne ighboring  
G O P-friendly one draw n by the 
Legislature. Both contain  frag­
m ents o f  his old d istrict before it 
was rem apped.

“ O ther than , ‘H e ’s n o t a 
L a tina ,’” D oggett said, “ I haven’t 
heard m uch o f  any th ing  o f  a 
rationale o f  the candidacy o f  my 
Latina opponents.”

V easey said he has a lot to  offer 
H ispanic residen ts w ho w ould  
be his constituents. T hat d istric t 
is about 17 percent black, and 
the issues —  quality  o f  schools, 
health  care, econom ic develop­
m ent —  are the sam e for both 
H ispanics and blacks in the com ­
m unity, he said.

“ I t’s a very dangerous assum p­
tion to m ake that ju s t because a 
d istrict is m ade a certain  way, 
the race w ill reflect that,” V easey 
said.

The best chance for H ispanics 
to  gain representation this year is 
in a race outside the new  H ispanic 
opp o rtu n ity  d istr ic ts . Severa l 
strong H ispanic candidates are 
running for a seat representing 
the Rio G rande Valley.

Luis Vera, an attorney for the 
League o f  U nited Latin A m erican 
C itizens, w hich was am ong the 
groups that sued the state over the 

( red istricting  m aps, said H ispanics 
w ere “stabbdd in the back” by 
how  blacks an^ Latinos w ound 
up w ith a single district in N orth 
Texas instead o f  having one for 
each. The federal courts could  
order changes before the next 
election cycle.

But V era also said H ispanics 
m ust im prove their low  vo ter 
tu rn o u t to  shape  e lec tio n s . 
H ispanics account for only 20 
percent o f  registered voters. A nd 
the D em ocratic losses in the 2010 
elections w eakened D em ocrats’ 
position  w hen it cam e tim e to  
draw  new  district m aps and fight 
the G O P-designed ones.

“ I t’s our own fault that w e ’ve 
been to ta lly  screw ed,” he said.

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Recovering from hurricane, 
Galveston needs population
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G A L V E ST O N  (A P) —  A Ferris 
w heel, ro ller eoaster and o ther am use­
m ent rides are rising  on the form er site 
o f  the F lagship  Hotel on G alveston ’s 
1,130-foot P leasure Pier, m ueh like 
the eity  arose from  the devastation  o f  
H urrieane Ike.

The Septem ber 2008 storm  caused 
so m uch dam age to the hotel that it 
w as tom  dow n, but the w ounds Ike 
caused  to  G alveston ’s tourism  econo­
m y have largely  healed.

A lthough the city  is still rebu ild ­
ing w ith new  private  investm ent and 
hundreds o f  m illions in federal d isas­
ter m oney, G alveston  finds itse lf  at 
a crossroads and confronting  funda­
m ental questions: W ill its population 
continue to shrink  until it becom es 
nothing m ore than  a husk o f  tourist 
a ttractions? W ill the city  a ttract new  
industry?

The c ity ’s population  w as declin ing 
for decades before Ike reduced it from  
57,000 to  about 48,000. R estoring the 
c ity ’s population is crucial to  estab ­
lishing a stable tax base, especially  

,a s  the U niversity  o f  Texas M edical 
B ranch and T exas A & M -G alveston 
pay no property  taxes on the large 
tracts they occupy.

, “The b iggest problem  is not the c re ­
ation o f  industry, i t’s getting  people 
w ho w ork here to  com e back to  live 

,h e re ,’’ said H arris “Shrub” K em pner,
, head o f  K em pner C apital M anagem ent 
and a m em ber o f  the city  finance advi­
sory com m ittee.

A lthough  the Is la n d ’s 8.1 p e r­
cent U nem ploym ent rate m irrors the 
na tion ’s, i t ’s h igher than H ouston’s 
at 6.5 percent and m asks an unusu­
ally  high ratio  o f  population  to jobs 
because so m any people w ho work in 
G alveston live o f f  the island, K em pner 
said.

The c ity ’s struggles to  repopulatè 
haven ’t d iscouraged  investors such as 
restaurateur T ilm an Fertitta , w ho has 
pum ped $60 m illion  into the Pleasure 
P ier, scheduled to  offic ia lly  open in 
June.

“ W e feel like th is is going to  be a 
hom e run ,” Fertitta  said. He already 
ow ns three hotels and seven restau­
rants on Seaw all B oulevard , m aking 
him  one o f  the c ity ’s largest taxpayers.

“ 1 feel like G alveston  is a very 
strong tourist tow n ,” Fertitta  said.

T ou rism  is the  second  largest 
em ployer on the island, behind  educa­
tion , K em pner said. O

T he c ity ’s la rg est em p lo y er is 
U TM B , em ploying  8,000 people on 
the island at its hospitals, m edical 
school and research laboratories.

The Texas A & M -G alveston cam pus 
on Pelican Island has m ore than  2,000 
students, and recen tly  opened a new 
$3 m illion  student center and a $53 
m illion sta te-of-the-art research bu ild ­
ing.

G alveston  C o llege , a com m unity  
college, used $1.5 m illion  in federal 
m oney to  build a new  vocational-tech­
nical cen ter after the storm .

UTM B was in danger o f  being dis­
m antled  after H urricane Ike, but it 
avoided  that fate and has em barked 
o n  a $2 b illion-p lus capital expan­
sion program . A $400 m illion  hospital 
tow er is being built and a $15 m il­
lio n  rem odeling o f  the form er U.S. 
C ustom s H ouse on the edge o f  the 
cam pus is under w ay. The custom s 
build ing w ill house a technology com ­
pany incubator th a t’s in tended to  build  
on U TM B research.

“W e really  th ink there is an oppor­
tunity  because o f  the prom inence o f  
U T M B ,” said J e f f  S jostrom , presi- 
.dent o f  the G alveston  E conom ic 
D evelopm ent Partnership.

Dr. D avid C allender, the m edical 
schoo l’s president, to ld  a conference 
fo r developers that it w ill increase its 
enrollm ent, heighten ing  the dem and 
fo r housing on the island.
> C allender said  U TM B expects to 
add 1,000 Jobs over the next five to 
seven years, but only  25 percent o f  
those w orkers w ere expected  to  live 
on the island. T ha t’s the sam e percen t­
age o f  U TM B em ployees now  living 
in G alveston.

A survey o f  em ployers show ed that 
h a lf  o f  those em ployed in G alveston 
w orked  o f f  the island  before  the 
storm , Sjostrom  said. The correspond­
ing num ber after Ike w as 53 percent.

The city  needs to  lure back people 
like D ennis S ipos, 64, a ve terinar­
ian w ho com m utes each day  from  his 
house in League C ity to his office 
on the island . S ipos had lived in 
G alveston for 25 years before  decid­
ing to  relocate to  the m ain land  in 
2005.

Sipos and his w ife, w ho at the tim e 
w orked at U TM B on the island, need­
ed a larger house for their 12-year-old 
tw in  boys.

“ W e needed  four bed room s and 
I c o u ld n ’t find  an y th ing  under 
$400,000” in G alveston , Sipos said. 
He found a house in League C ity  for 
h a lf  that.

Sipos said he found it d ifficu lt to 
leave the island after so  m any years, 
but w ould find it equally  d ifficu lt to 
return  because League C ity is closer 
to  large retail outlets and shopping 
centers.

The city  needs a population o f  at 
least 50,000 to  continue getting  the 
level o f  federal aid  it received  before 
the storm . R estoring the population 
is a prio rity  for both o f  the m ayoral 
candidates preparing  for a June 23 
runoff, incum bent Joe Jaw orski and 
cha llenger Lew is R osen. B oth  say 
they w ant the population  eventually  to 
grow  to 70,000.

A p ercep tion  o f  low -perfo rm ing  
schools once con tribu ted  to  fligh t 
from  the island, but that perception 
has changed, said G alveston school 
d istrict Superin tendent Larry N ichols. 
D isc ip lin e  and  te s t sco res have 
im proved, he said, and affluent resi­
dents like C allender are sending their 
children to  public  schools despite the 
availab ility  o f  tw o charter academ ies 
and a C atholic  school.

To en tice  peop le  to  live on the 
island, the city  m ust overcom e sign ifi­
cant hurdles.

The scattered  lots availab le for build­
ing don ’t lend them selves to the sam e 
cost efficiencies developers can real­
ize on the m ainland, w here large tracts 
are available. The potential for hu r­
ricanes is frightening to  som e. High 
insurance costs and stricter building 
codes on the coast m ake housing m ore 
expensive. G alveston lacks large retail 
outlets, forcing residents to  leave the 
island to  shop.

A nd the island, despite its natural 
attractions o f  sun, sand and surf, has a 
reputation for shabbiness.

B arton  Sm ith , a U n ivers ity  o f  
H ouston econom ics professor em eri­
tus, said efforts to  a ttract population 
and new  business w o n ’t be success­
ful un til G alveston  overcom es the 
b light that m otorists see com ing in on 
Broadw ay B oulevard , and the indus­
trial am bience o f  H arborside Drive 
that greets cruise ship passengers.

D espite the is lan d ’s m any charm s, 
the first im pression is often the lasting 
one. Sm ith said.

“ Som ehow  you have got to drive 
into G alveston  and say, ‘W ow !’” 
Sm ith said.

The city  is tak ing  steps to  deal w ith 
these issues. G alveston is spending 
$350,000 to  beautify  the dow ntow n 
area, and is pu tting  m ore than  $2 m il­
lion into park  im provem ents.

The c ity  a lso  is  considering  the 
creation o f  a land bank that w ould 
facilitate new  developm ent by con­
so lidating  the estim ated  2 ,000 vacant 
lots that dot the island and dem olish­
ing hundreds o f  vacant houses.

W hether that happens, how ever, 
depends on the new ly elected C ity 
C ouncil.

The previous council shot dow n a 
$75 m illion propjosal by the H istoric 
D ow ntow n P artnersh ip  tha t w ould  
have sprinkled parks and trees in the 
dow ntow n area to  break up the bar­
ren concrete, built parking garages 
and attracted  large retail stores so that 
residents w ou ldn ’t have to cross the 
causew ay to do their shopping.

“ I t’s very  frustra ting ,” said partner­
ship board  m em ber R obert Lynch. 
“ W e’re ju s t going to  keep going and 
hopefully  the new  council will see the 
benefits o f  the p lan .”

C allender said the lack o f  shopping 
and affordable housing w ere the tw o 
m ajor reasons U TM B em ployees gave 
for leaving the island.

A fter Ike d es tro y ed  569 o f  
G a lv e sto n ’s pub lic  housing  units, 
the  G alveston  H ousing  A uthority  
developed an am bitious plan to build 
m ixed-incom e housing  w ith special 
schools intended to  help  low -incom e 
residents w ork their w ay out o f  pov­
erty. A ffordable housing for m iddle- 
incom e residents w ould be an added 
benefit, developers o f  the proposal 
say.

The plan is controversial, how ever, 
because o f  sentim ent against public 
housing that is at the center o f  the 
m ayoral runoff. Jaw orski supports the 
plan, w hile  Rosen opposes it.

The fear o f  hu rricanes could  be 
eased by build ing  a dike, at an esti­
m ated cost o f  $3 billion , to  protect 
the en tire  island  and the B olivar 
Peninsula, Rosen said.

H urricanes m ay frighten som e peo­
ple aw ay, but no t Fertitta.

“They really  d o n ’t com e but about 
every 20 years,” he said. “ I m ake no 
decisions based on hurricanes.”
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Cartels suspected in attacks
M EXICO CITY (AP) 

—  A drug cartel lieuten­
ant has been detained 
in a series o f firebomb­
ing attacks on Mexican 
po tato -ch ip  com pany 
Sabritas, a subsidiary of 
U.S. food giant PepsiCo. 
Businessmen and experts 
said Monday the attacks 
were the first coordinated 
targeting o f  a multination­
al company in M exico’s 5 
'/2-year drug war.

Five Sabritas ware­
houses and vehicle lots 
were attacked Friday and 
Saturday in the Mexican 
states o f Michoacan and 
Guanajuato. Witnesses in 
one case described armed, 
masked men who tossed 
firebombs and torched 
dozens o f the company’s 
distribution trucks and 
some warehouses.

G erardo  G utierrez , 
president o f  M exico’s 
BS^iness Coordinating 
Council, said Monday 
that it was “an isolated 
case” o f the kind o f extor­
tion that gangs have pre­
viously practiced with 
small and medium-sized 
businesses. He called on 
authorities to act immedi­
ately to prevent the prac­
tice from spreading.

“What we cannot allow 
is for this kind o f iso­
lated case to become gen­
eralized,” Gutierrez said. 
“The authorities have to 
take forceful action.”

In a speech to an 
anti-crim e conference 
Monday, President Felipe 
Calderon said drug car­
tels threaten growth and 
development and called 
them “an obstacle to pros­
perity because they attack 
com panies large and 
small.”

The state attorney gen­
eral’s office in Guanajuato 
confirmed Monday that 
several suspects had been 
detained in the attacks 
there, and that one was 
identified as a lieutenant 
of the Knights Templar 
drug cartel. The office 
did not suggest a possible 
motive.

A lejandro Hope, a 
security analyst and for­
mer official in M exico’s 
CISEN intelligence agen­
cy, said it was the first 
attack he could recall 
against a transnational 
company in Mexico. Even 
in M exico’s most violent 
city, Ciudad Juarez, the

warring drug gangs have 
largely left alone the 
many foreign-operated 
assembly plants known as 
maquiladoras.

“In Ciudad Juarez, they 
practically never tried to 
blackmail the m aquila­
doras,” Hope said. “They 
focused m ore on small 
businesses ... they are 
easier targets, and with 
an industrial firm, one 
doesn’t know exactly 
who to blackm ail. I t’s 
not as clear who signed 
the checks or controls the 
checkbook.”

The huge state-owned 
Petróleos M exicanos oil 
company has suffered 
hundreds o f  non-violent 
fuel thefts from pipelines 
and the kidnapping o f 
some employees. But only 
leftist rebels have tried to 
set fire to its facilities.

In a statem ent issued 
Sunday, PepsiCo said five 
distribution centers were 
damaged, but no one was 
injured in the attacks and 
the amount o f  the dam­
ages had not been calcu­
lated.

The company appeared 
to respond to emails that 
circulated in M ichoacan, 
home o f the Knights 
Templar drug cartel, sug­
gesting the attacks were 
revenge for the unproven 
allegation that prosecutors 
used Sabritas’ extensive 
fleet o f  delivery trucks to 
gather intelligence.

“We repeat that in 
accordance with our code 
o f conduct, all o f  our 
operations are carried out 
in the current regulatory 
framework and our vehi­
cles and facilities are used 
exclusively to carry our 
products to our customer 
and clients,” the company 
said. TTie company would 
not say whether that state­
ment responded to the 
spying allegations.

Hope said such a spying 
scenario sounded unlike­
ly, if  not impossible. 
Sabritas employs more 
than 70,000 people and 
has a nationwide deliv­
ery fleet o f about 14,500 
trucks that are a common 
sight even in the most 
dangerous and remote 
parts o f  Mexico.

Hope said the attacks 
may not represent a new 
stage in drug gang extor­
tions, but rather stem 
from the peculiar char­
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acteristics o f the Knights 
Tem plar, a pseudo-reli­
gious cartel that split fk>m 
M ichoacan’s La Familia 
cartel in 2011.

The Knights Tem plar 
organization is a rela­
tively local, minor player 
in dnig smuggling, traf­
ficking mainly in meth- 
amphetamines and mari­
juana. With little access to 
the more lucrative cocaine 
and heroin business, car­
tel members have sought 
to raise money from other 
criminal activities.

“The Knights Templar 
have been more aggres­
sive in their use o f extor­
tion and alternative sourc­
es (o f income) than prac­
tically any other cartel, 
except the Zetas,” Hope 
said. The hyperviolent 
Zetas cartel was formed 
along M exico’s G ulf coast 
by deserters from an elite 
military unit and has been 
linked to the extortion and 
kidnapping o f civilians.

Exonerations causing fewer 
death penalties, experts say

SAN ANTONIO (AP) 
—  Death penalties have 
become a rarity from juries 
in s(Mne parts o f Texas in 
the wake o f a string of 
prison inmates —  includ­
ing some on death row —  
who have been exonerated 
by DNA and other new 
evidence.

The last death sen­
tence returned by a 
Bexar County jury in San 
Antonio came in 2009, 
when only one defendant 
was condemned in that 
county, the San Antonio 
Express-News (http://bit. 
Iy /K w 2^v) reported. In 
die 11 years ending in 
2006, Bexar County juries 
meted out at least 24 death 
sentences.

“We don’t go get the 
death penalty just because 
we can. It’s a very serious 
decision-making process,” 
First Assistant District

Attorney C liff Herberg 
told the Express-News.

Recent state and national 
surveys continue to show 
strong support for the 
death penalty, but less so 
when the option o f life 
imprisonment without 
parole is offered to juries. 
Texas began ofTering 
that option in 2005. That, 
Herberg said, “definitely 

’ changed the dynamics” in 
Bexar County.

As for appeals, “I think 
you do see the courts are 
saying, no matter what, 
let’s test it,” Herberg said.

By way o f  illustration 
is a recent federal court 
reprieve of Anthony Bailee 
hours before his scheduled 
May 2 execution for a 1996 
San Antonio slaying. That 
shows judges are choos­
ing to err increasingly on 
the side o f caution when 
death row inmates appeal

fw  new DNA testing of 
evidence in their cases.

“The courts arc more 
cautious and most peo­
ple think they should be, 
there is a question about 
it,” Professor John Blume 
of the Cornell University 
Law School told the 
Express-News.

“I think it’s moved die 
pendulum to at least intro­
duce an element of skep­
ticism in capital cases,” 
said Professor John 
Schmolesky o f the St. 
Mary’s University School 
o f Law in San Antonio.

That is only appropriate, 
said civil rights attorney 
Jeff Blackburn, head o f the 
Innocence Project of Texas. 
The nonprofit advocacy 
group says DNA testing 
has led to the exoneration 
of more than 280 people 
nationally, most of them 
over the past 12 years.

Romney prom ises to maintain American military power
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SAN DIEGO (AP) —  Form er 
M ^ ac h u se tts  Gov. Mitt Romney, on the 
b rii^  o f clinching the Republican nomi­
nation, promised Monday to maintain an 
American military “with no comparable 
power anywhere in the world.”

Romney spoke a day before Texas vot­
ers were likely to give him enough del­
egates to formally clinch the Republican 
presidential nomination, a formality that 
cements his status as President Barack 
Obama’s general election opponent.

“It’s a big day tomorrow,” Romney 
said late Monday. “I’m looking forward 
to the good news.”

Texas’ Tuesday primary offers 152 del­
egates, and Romney is just 58 delegates 
shy o f the 1,144 needed to become the 
nominee. Romney will be in Las Vegas 
on Tuesday attending a fundraiser hosted 
by celebrity real estate mogul Donald 
Trump.

Trump earlier in the week returned to 
the controversy over where Obama was 
bom.

Romney has declined to repudiate 
Trump for embracing the fringe view, 
saying Monday evening that while he 
doesn’t agree with all the people who 
support him, he appreciates their help to 
get him at least 50.1 percent o f  the vote 
in November.

Trump again contended this week that 
Obama was bom in Kenya and raised 
in Indonesia, pointing to information 
in a catalog from a literary agency that 
represented Obama two decades ago. 
That view has been debunked repeat­
edly. Obama released his long-form birth 
certificate in April 2011 showing he was 
bom in Hawaii while Trump weighed 
entering the Republican primary race.

Earlier Monday Romney faced a San 
Diego crowd estimated at 5,000 in what 
was billed as a Memorial Day service 
paying tribute to the nation’s war dead.

not a campaign rally.
Without naming his general election 

rival, Romney drew clear contrasts with 
Obama on the issue o f defense.

The Democratic president has proposed 
reducing the size o f the military follow­
ing the end o f the U.S. combat role in 
Iraq and plans to remove troops from 
Afghanistan by the end o f 2014.

“We have two courses we can follow: 
One is to follow in the pathway o f Europe, 
to shrink our military smaller and smaller 
to pay for our social needs,” Romney said 
outside the Veterans Memorial Center 
and Museum. “The other is to commit to 
preserve America as the strongest mili­
tary in the world, second to none, with 
no comparable power anywhere in the 
world.”

The White House and congressional 
Republicans have agreed to cut $487 
billion in military spending over the 
next decade. Even with Obama’s pro­
posed cuts in the military budget, the 
U.S. would remain by far the world’s 
dominant military power. The Pentagon’s 
budget this year exceeds $600 billion. 
Closest rival China said this year its 
defense budget will top $100 billion for 
the first time, although the U.S. claims 
China spends twice as much.

Across the country in Washington, 
Obama marked the solemn holiday with 
remembrances at Arlington National 
Cemetery, and later at the Vietnam War 
Memorial marking the 50th anniversary 
o f  U.S. involvement in Vietnam.

He noted that for the first time in nine 
years “Americans are not fighting and 
dying in Iraq. After a decade under the 
dark cloud o f war, we can see ftie light o f 
the new day on the horizon.”

The candidates’ comments underscored 
the political and practical efTects the pres- 
klential contest could have on America’s 
role in the world.

A new Gallup survey found that vet­
erans prefer Romney over Obama by 
a double-digit margin, 58 percent to 
34 percent. That voting bloc, consisting 
mostly o f older men, makes up 13 per­
cent o f the adult population.

Obama won the presidency handily 
four years ago while losing veterans by 
10 points to Sen. John McCain, a former 
Navy pilot. Neither Obama new Romney 
served in the military. Romney’s cam­
paign says that during the Vietnam War 
he received deferments for his Mormon 
mission to France and academic stud­
ies. He later entered the draft lottery, but 
his number was not called, a spokesman 
said. Obama, 50, was a child during the 
Vietnam conflict.

In San Diego, Romney was joined by 
McCain, a Vietnam veteran who spent 
more than five years as a prisoner o f war. 
McCain said that Romney, “I believe, 
is fully qualified to be commander in 
chief.”

Romney noted that he visited 
Afghanistan and Iraq during his term as 
Massachusetts governor. But he has lim­
ited foreign policy experience.

Still, Romney has been critical o f 
Obama’s plans to reduce the military, in 
addition to the administration’s policy 
toward Syria’s handling o f the uprising 
against President Bashar Assad’s govern­
ment.

In a written statement Sunday, Romney 
said Obama “can no longer ignore calls 
from congressional leaders in both par­
ties to take more assertive steps in Syria.” 
Romney said the current approach has 
only given Syrian leaders more time to 
crackdown on protesters.

World leaders blame the Syrian gov­
ernment for the weekend killing o f more 
than 100 people, including 49 children 
and 34 women, following peaceful pro­
tests.

“I wish I could tell you that the world 
is a safe place today. It is not,” Romney 
said Monday, ticking off a list o f  threats 
including Irw , Pakistan, China, Russia, 
Venezuela and Mexican drug cartels. He 
did not mention Syria.

Romney said Monday that America’s 
military might is needed “not so that 
we just win wars, but so we can prevent 
wars.”

“A strong America is the best deterrent 
to war that has ever been invented,” he 
said.
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Man in crane causes standoff at SMU
UNIVERSITY PARK, 

Texas (AP) —  Police 
waited late into the night 
Monday for a man holed 
up in a crane cab on 
the Southern Methodist 
University campus to sur­
render and descend to 
earth.

The man spent a swelter­
ing afternoon on the crane 
that towers over the cam­
pus in University Park, a 
posh north Dallas enclave, 
after he told officers he 
was armed and threat­
ened to shoot anyone who 
approached him.

Special tactics officers 
from the Dallas Police 
Department were working 
with SMU campus police 
to manage the scene and 
try to talk the man down 
from the crane. No injuries 
had been reported.

Dallas police Senior 
Cpl. Melinda Gutierrez 
said campus police “did 
call us about a person who 
had climbed up into the 
crane who was possibly 
armed with a handgun. At 
this time, we are not con­
firming that he does have a 
handgun.”

The person on the crane 
had a radio, Gutierrez 
said, but she did not know

if  the person was com­
municating with police 
on the ground. She said 
police were attempting to 
establish radio contact. 
Gutierrez declined to say 
if  police knew the man’s 
identity.

The situation was first 
reported about 11:30 a.m. 
Monday.

“ We were informed 
that an unidentified man 
climbed a crane at our 
residen tial com m ons 
construction site,” SMU 
spokesman Brad Cheves 
said. “Fortunately, the 
campus is closed for the 
M emorial Day holiday. 
However, upon being 
informed that someone 
had gained access to the 
construction site, through 
our SMU police we imme­
diately began to secure 
and cordon o ff the affected 
area.”

No students were on 
campus, Cheves said, not­
ing only “essential person­
nel and visitors” were on 
the grounds. He also added 
that a handful o f swim­
mers in a pool near the 
crane were told to leave.

Kent Best, another SMU 
spokesman, said earlier 
that the man in the crane

was a susf)ect fleeing fix>m 
Dallas fK)lice. Gutierrez 
said she could not confirm 
that report.

Police blocked off parts 
o f the campus and much 
of Mockingbird Lane on 
the south side o f the SMU 
campus, as well as access 
to a strip mall near the 
crane. Observers on the 
ground could see signs of 
movement in the cab if

they looked through bin­
oculars or viewfinders o f 
cameras.

The crane cab was fully 
exposed to the blazing 
Texas sxm and tempera­
tures were in the low 90s.

Gutierrez said electric­
ity to the crane had been 
cut, and she believed the 
radio in the cab was not 
affected.

Spurs rally after Popovich’s fourth quarter pep talk

SAN, ANTONIO (AP) —  Trailing been able to say since April 11» They Tipping o ff  another conference Durant, visibly annoyed, suggested eaSA N , ANTONIO (AP) —  Trailing 
in the fourth quarter, Gregg Popovich 
snarled an order in the huddle that the 
NBA Coach o f the Year punctuated with 
a sharp and angry sweep o f his hand.

"1 want some nasty !"
But truthfully, Popovich was already 

getting what he really wanted: the San 
Antonio Spurs finally in a game they 
might actually lose.

Popovich's caught-on-camera "nasty" 
command in Game 1 o f the Western 
Conference finals is likely coming soon to 
T-shirts, Internet memes and the lexicon 
of the NBA playoffs for the foreseeable 
future. But after beating the Oklahoma 
City Thunder 101-98 on Sunday night for 
their 19th win in a row —  tying the NBA 
record for longest winning streak kept 
alive in the playoffs Popovich wasn't 
flustered by the near-loss.

He was almost grateful for it.
"We wanted it about 15 games ago," 

Popovich said. "At least 1 did."
Manu Ginobili scored 26 points as the 

Spurs escaped a tantalizing near-upset 
for the young Thunder, who came closer 
than anyone to beating the Spurs for the 
first time in 46 days. But a nine-point 
lead didn't last after the famously mercu­
rial 63-year-old Popovich huddled his 
lagging team together in the fourth and 
told them to "get nasty."

"1 said that?" Popovich said afterward.
A nationally television audience heard 

it.
"1 he heat o f the game, stuff comes up," 

Popovich said. "So I talked to them about 
they've got to get a little bit uglier, get 
a little more nasty, play with more fiber 
and take it to these guys. Meaning you 
have to drive it, you have to shoot it."

.And when they did, the Thunder 
couldn't keep up.

Kevin Durant led the Thunder with 27 
points. Russell Westbrook had 17, and 
insisted he was OK after taking a spill 
that was nasty in its own right — face 
first, bracing his fall with his hands and 
sitting under the basket for more than a 
minute while the entire Thunder bench 
walked across the court to check on their 
All-Star point guard.

"1 shot good shots, made good passes," 
Durant said. "Unfortunately, we lost."

After being held to just 16 third-quarter 
points, San Antonio scored 39 in the 
fourth. Westbrook chalked it up to a 
defensive breakdown that "got out of 
hand" but it still left the Thunder in 
search of the road win they'll need to in 
this series to reach the NBA finals for the 
first time since the franchise moved to 
Oklahoma City in 2009.

(iame 2 is Tuesday night.
How it happened is irrelevant,"

I hunder guard Derrick Fisher said o f let­
ting a lead slip away. "Whether we lose 
by 20 or lose by one, we lost."

That's something the Spurs haven't

been able to say since April 11» They 
joined the 2001 Lakers as the only other 
team to carry a winning streak this long 
in the playoffs —  and that Los Angeles 
team did so on its way to a championship.

The Spurs matched the fourth-longest 
streak in NBA history, and with one 
more will become just the fourth team to 
surpass 20. Tim Duncan had 16 points 
and 11 rebounds, and Tony Parker shook 
off a dismal start to finish with 18 points.

And of getting "nasty"?
"Pop's always trying to motivate us," 

Parker said.
But it was Ginobili who steered the 

Spurs to strike first in a highly anticipated 
matchup of the West's top two teams 
for practically the entire regular season. 
In his first game against the Thunder 
this year —  he was sidelined by injury 
in the three regular-season meetings —  
Ginobili put up a playoff high after sput­
tering through the first two series.

"It just happened," Ginobili said. "I 
don't know how exactly because 1 haven't 
scored like this all season long, but it 
happened and 1 am very happy about it."

On the other end, Oklahoma City's own 
Big Three struggled to find its shot early 
before awakening in the second half. 
Durant, Westbrook and James Harden 
at one point through the second quarter 
were 5 o f 21 — a typically ominous stat 
line for a trio that had been responsible 
for nearly 70 percent o f Oklahoma City s 
points through the playoffs so far.

The Thunder were ousted in the 
Western Conference finals a year ago and 
were in position for home-court advan­
tage throughout the playoffs until being 
overtaken by the Spurs in the final month 
o f the season. But it was a fittingly close 
opener for two franchises with so many 
similarities.

That includes Thunder general man­
ager Sam Presti ~  the architect o f 
the Thunder's rapid turnaround from a 
23-win season to consecutive Western 
Conference finals in just four years —  
getting his big break in the NBA as an 
intern in San Antonio.

And the Thunder didn't even need their 
own Big Three to keep things close.

They leaned on none more so than 
Fisher, whose famous game-winner for 
the Lakers on this same court in the 2004 
playoffs has made "0.4 seconds" a phrase 
that needs no further explanation to the 
Spurs. Eight years later, and the cHdeirt 
player in this series at 37, Fisher already 
met his playoff average at halftime and 
finished with 13 points.

Gary Neal added 12 points and was the 
only other Spurs player in double figures.

Harden lost in the first round of his 
matchup with Ginobili, who's also a lefty 
and a former Sixth Man o f the Year win­
ner. Harden finished with 19 points on 
7-of-17 shooting but started by missing 
nine o f his first dozen shots.

Tipping o ff  another conference 
finals couldn't happen soon enough for 
Oklahoma City. With nothing to do but 
prepare for the Spurs all week —  and be 
asked about the Spurs —  the Thunder 
grew weary o f questions about being 
perceived underdogs. About not having 
the same championship pedigree. About 
how they'll possibly stop a team rolling 
through one o f the 10 longest winning 
streaks in NBA history.

So repetitive were the questions that

Durant, visibly annoyed, suggested ear­
lier this week that someone instead ask 
how the Thunder are going "to come at" 
the Spurs. That didn't stop Oklahoma 
City from facing more o f the same a1 
shootaround Sunday morning, when 
Thunder coach Scott Brooks tried quash­
ing again the idea his team was somehow 
intimidated.

"They're not going to be in awe. They're 
going to have respect for them," Brooks 
said. "We know we can beat them."
