While we all are starting to
enjoy a reduction in federal income taxes as
a result of action by Congress last year, the
“medicare” program would cost an estimated
$1.7 billion dollars in additional taxes the
first year. “Medicare” would increase pay-
roll taxes to cover everyone over 86—even
the wealthy. The employee who now pays a
maximum tax of $174 annually would find
the amount for Social Security benefits and
“medicare” increased to $291 by 1971. Em-
ployers would pay a similar increase for
each employee, thus ‘resulting in higher
prices for goods and services.

The Texas approach of providing medical,
surgical and hospital care to those who need
it is a more comprehensive, more ecpnomical
program than “medicare,” and it provides
more benefits. If you object to paying
higher payroll taxes for an undesirable,
unneeded program, write your Congressman
todsy.
