1 uttered ss to snv o f  my com pet i­
tors. I note that <'ot. Clarence Ous- 
tey'U the first am ong them to speak 
cf nebrluus terms o f  myself  or my 
motives. I hope he may be the last. 
In his address discussing my su g ­
gestion o f 'g o v e r n m e n t  guaranty of 
minimum prices for certain staple 
farm pr« ducts, <’o|. Ousley went out 
o f  his w sy  to s a y :

*|^he man who favors  r t lc#  flx -  
f n ^ x c e p t  In the emergency o f  war.
Is too  Ignorant to sesxe you wrlsely 
or he Is trying to fool you.'

“ I do not know upon what meat 
Col. Ousley has fed by which he 
assumes thus to pass on the equip ­
ment o f  a competitor , or  the pur- 

^  poses that aninista him. I am un- 
^  able to find any long ratsW»g o f  hts 

accomplishments In behalf o f  the 
farmers o f  Texas.

'Tils most particular biographer 
would not call him a pathfinder. In 
what political reform has hs led? 
Whan Ihe saloon pow er  bad Its 
stranglehold on ths polities o f  Tax* 
as were we Ignorant who sought to 
brwatr Tt and—wwa ba  - wrtss - w^io 
sought to perpetuata It? When In 
the fulness o f  a new day In the 
world, the Issiia was whether or pot 
women should take their aland by 
ths aids o f  man at ths ballot box to , 
wright ths wrongs o f  human s o - t  
clety . were they who championed | 
her cause trying to fool the people. \ 
and waa he who oppoaed the reform  ̂
a friend o f  the people?** i

Mr. Thomas then outlined hla aug- j 
gestlon o f  a goveramental agency te | 
stahih ie  values o f  eerlain farm i 
commodities In periods o f  national | 
calamity. Its favored aome auch | 
measure fo r  emergency relief for 
the economie aatratlon o f  the cou n ­
try. *T favor  Invoking all the 
powers o f  the government to sua- 
faln the pricea o f  atapla farm pro- 
ducta at a reaaonabla figura above 
the cost o f  production, whenever 
nepessary as an emergency measure, 
whether In the time e f  war or in 
the time o f  peace.

**Are those thoughtful members o f  
ths national congress  who favor 
this plan Ignorant? Are those pa- 
Irlotlo farm leaders w ho would r e ­
sort to this plan to aava the farmers 
o f  ths country  from  bankruptcy t ry ­
ing tft'frmt ths people? Are those 
learned editors o f  farm fournale 
bot^ . In and out o f  Texas who ad­
vocate this remedy In times o f  na ­
tional distress not to  haxw cradit for 
wisdom and lo f ty  motives?"

At the conclusion o f  Mr. Thomaa* 
address he called fo r  a hand vote 
on the fo reg o in g  and It was prac­
tically unanimous In hla favor.

Two Iclters written to newspapera Indicate that 
former I’ realdent Wofidrow Wilson la keeping !n 
much cioier touch with political derulopmenti In 
the democratic party than liai been generally aup- 
poaed.

The first of the letters was written to the New 
York Timet making a eery plain aad blunt denial 
that James P. Tumulty wss autbortaed to apeak for 
him at a banquet of democrats in New York city 
recently. Mr. Tumully bad delWered a meaaaga aa 
coming from the former president under clrcum- 
itances that made It appear ha was favorable to 
the candidacy of Jamei E. Cox In 1124.

The .second letter waa addressed to the 8t. Louis 
aiobe-Demacrat and denied that Mr. Wllion had 
written a letter, as had been claimed by one of 
Senator Reed's friends, to the aenator, thanking 
him for bis support of Wllaun't pollclet while 
praaldent and endorsing him. In hit letter to the 
Olobe Democrat Mr. Wilson said that ba tailed to 
fpcaM having written such a letter at claimed by 
Senator Reed's friend and ba made It plain that 
ba did not consider that Senator Reed had tup- 
ported hli policies and that be did not eodorso 
the ienator.
