Bradshaw left the police
station to investigate the truck
driver's report after calling
Sheriff Jimmy Holleman and
another officer to bring the
ambulance to the scene of the
accident

Patrolman Bradshaw report
ed he was going up the caprock
and passing another vehicle on
the highway when the cattle ran
out in [ront of his car

Dispatch has often reminded its readers, was
tagged the community's No, 1 need in & West
Texas Chamber of Commerce-sponsored clinic
conducted here several years ago

While a combined community and vouth
center still qualifies as one of the major
community needs, let us not florgel another
pressing need, and right now perhaps the most
eritical one adequate housing

For the last few years, the Post community
has suffered from a housing shortage, and the
situation is getting worse instead of better The

Ao No ] need here

reason, of course, Is that nothing i being done
to relieve the situation in the way of new
housing

So, we hope the new city council puts the
housing shortage right up at the top of the
agenda of projects they need to do something
aboul — and fast. They can do this at the same
fime they are giving their support and
assistance (0 & community-youth center and
working on other projects confronting them

The city council indicated a few weeks ago
to one prospective housing developer that it Is
willing to help in the development of new
housing We do not feel the change in personnel
on the council will alter this position

In fact, the housing shortage has become o0
acute here, that, in our opinion, the council
should make every effort to encourage a
development project instead of just waiting for
one o come before it cD

Where do you find Nixies?

First we had the pixies, then we had the

The first two, according to folklore, were

The Nixie, however, is a new breed Where
is he to be found” Why, in the Postal Service of
course But If you think Nixies are slves who
are the cause of your check being late — you're
wrong

The Nixies are a breed of Postal Service
employes who handle the thousands of
packages and letters thal come in daily with
incomplete or illegible addresses or have been
misdirected or damaged

The Nixies must figure out where the mail
was supposed to go and see that it gets there

In small towns, such as Post, as one Nixie
admits, the job is not all that difficult. Mest of
the postal emploves in rural areas know their
customers and they deliver the mail to the
right person no malter what it says on the
address. For instance, one Nixie (nol in Post)

received a letter addressed to “Cookie, ask
Smitty "' The Nixie knew a letter carrier by the
name of Smitty. Smitty knew a tavern owner
named Cookie So, Cookie got his mail

in large metropolitan areas the personal
touch disappears. and a Nixie clerk has to be
part detective and part jigsaw puzzle expert
Of course, an intimate knowledge of the
communily and ils various segments is a
necessity

One of the greatest Nixie achievements
occurred last year in Chicago. A commercial
airliner crashed on approach to the Chicago
afrport. It was carrving 1,400 pounds of mail
which was damaged by fire and water. A leam
of Nixies went to work putting the pieces
together and 98 per cenl of the damaged mail
was delivered

Now if they could only get that letter
delivered across town as fast as they do the one
that goes down in a crash Anyway, three
cheers for the Nixies

Maybe no runoff election

the guietest election years in Garza County's
history.

Dear friends

| just wanted to take a few
minutes to lell you at the Post
Dispatch how much we enjoy
getling the homelown paper lo
keep up on all the latest news of
Post and Postites. Although we
receive the paper about a
month later than it is published,
we enjoy it and read it as
though it were todav's local
news

We have spent the past four
years in Panama and the Canal
Zone with Special Forces. We
will be returning this summer
to Post for a few days to visit
friends and family. We have
enjoyed our stay in Panama,
but are anxious to see everyone
in Post and the surrounding
area

It 15 interesting to compare
prices of groceries in Post with
our commissary prices. Aboul
the only thing that is more ex-
pensive in Post Is ground beef
Here, 5 Ibs. of flour is 86 cents,
10 lbs. of potatoes, $1.80. one
can tuna fish, 60 cents; one lb
bacon, $1.89; one |b. sausage,
$1.45

Of course, bananas are only 7
cents per pound at the market,
but we also have some of our
own banana trees. Gasoline in
Panama is close to $1.00 per
gallon for regular; regular is
such o low grade gas here that
even VW's can't use it! Gas on
the post isn't but 49 cenls per:
gallon

We are almost through dry
season here and the weather
has been beautiful. April begins
rainy season that will last until
November or December. Dur-
ing rainy season we average 180
inches of rain. The first year we
were here the sun did not shine
during the month of October at
all

This has been an interesling
four years with all the political
interest in Panama and all the
places 1o see in the area. We've
mel people from Midland, Tex
while we were here, and from
all over Texas Whenever
someone asks our home stale,
we say “"“Texas.” Then they ask
where in Texas, and we start
out with, “"Well, do vou know
where Dallas is*" “Do you
know where Amarillo 187" “Deo
you remember ever hearing of
Lubbock™ " Usually, we only get
past the first question and have
to explain where Post s in re
lation to Dallas. But it's been
fun and we've met o lot of
fellow Texans to talk o and
talk aboul Texans and how we
miss them

There are fish that eat algae

to eat by man or other fish
then we have converted Lhe
algae into desirable food

There are many fish that
serve this purpose, bul there
always seems to be a problem
Mavbe the fish are undesirable

to eat, such as carp and
goldiish, and grow so fast that
they crowd oul game fish

Maybe the [ish reproduce so
fast and reguire so little oxygen
ihat the game [ish sulfocate

It would be good i there was
2 fish that would eat algae
reproduce when three inches
long, grow to five inches n one
vear, be good o eat, and when
the pond gets too crowded,
reduce autlomalically and start
over There 15 a lish often
called St. Peter's fish ( a native
of the Sea of Galilee) that can
do so much to balance Lhe
ecology in a farm pond and has
many of these characteristics

Called tilipia or rainbow
perch filter lish repro
duce every 21 days, are mouth
breeders, grow up to live inches
12 months and are delicious
They can produce up to
16,0800 per per vear when
fed properly. Since these fish
are Ltropical as winter ap
proaches the perch that haven't
been harvested will
swim slower as the water gets
colder and will continue o be
feed for the catfish and bass

Gradually, all of these fish
will die and the pond should be
restocked in the spring at the
rate of 15 to 30 fish per acre
For more information, contact
Erwin Young at Two Draw
