City Will Reopen
Community Center

Tahoka City Council Monday
night voted to do as much work on
the community center as needed to
get the facility back into operation
for the use of citizens this summer,
particularly for family reunions.

The city has budgeted $6,000 for
work on the center, which was shut
down some months back because of
its poor condition, including inade-
quate and dangerous heating. Now
some painting, installation of several
tables and getting the air condi-
tioners in workable shape are plann-
ed, with more extensive work to be

|

done on the facility before winter.

The motion to start working on
the center also included some new
fees and rules to be enforced regar-
ding the center’s use. Fee for use of
the center was increased to $25 per
day (from $15), and among events
which no longer are allowed at the
center are dances and weddings.
Every uset will put up a $50 deposit,
returnable, with no exceptions. And
no more than 75 persons are to be in
the center at any one time.

Approval of the motions was
unanimous, with all council
members present. However, Mayor
Mel Leslic was absent and Mayor
Pro Tem Jim Solomon presided.

A request by CXC corporation
representative Steve Peterson to
make seismographic soundings in the
city limits was denied.

have access to books
through the Lubbock
facility, but at a small pro-
cessing charge basis, as
telephone charges will be
made

The library committee
reviewed all of the books
that were on the shelves,
and many were found to
be out-dated and in very
poor condition. Many
books had not been cir-
culated and radical
measures were taken to
improve the quality and
selection of the books of-
fered to patrons. The
library now has approx-
imately 10,000 books on
the shelves and they are
current and usable selec-
tions.

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ORDINANCE REGULATING ZONING
IN THE CITY OF TAHOKA, TEXAS

Sec. 1. Interpretation and purposes.

The zoning regulations and districts as herein established, have been made in accordance
with a comprehensive plan, for the purpose of promoting health, safety, morals, and the
general welfare;’of the city. They have been designed 10 lessen congestion in the streets, 10
secure safety from fire, panic and other danger, to provide adequate light and air; 10 prevent
the overcrowding of land; 10 avoid undue concentration of population, to facilitate the ade
Quate provisions gf (ransportation, water, sewerage, schools, parks and other public re
quirements. They have been made with reasonable consideration, among other things for the

character of the district and for its pecubar suitability for particular uses, and with a view 10
conserving the value of the buildings and encouraging the most appropnate use of the land
