He had observed that small
quantities of oil were being lab- |
oriolsly gathered from surface
seephges in southwestern On-|
tarid. In 1858, Williams propos- |
ed a more efficient means of ob-
tainipg this oil, used for lubri- |
canty and kerosine lamps. He |
dug a well below the surface of
Ennigkillen Township and
brought up the oil. That same
vear, the magazine observes,
Williams built Canada's first oil
refinpry to distill kerosine from
crudp oil. '
